Now going away back of
1900, when ranchers had great cat-
tle drives and having heard of
Ncodle Creek, rushed their cattle
there for water. Finding the creek
dry cattle in great numbers died
there from thirst. Their carcasses
were left and soon the sun and
wind bleachec the bones and the
empty heads or skulls gave the
community and posibly the creek
the name Noodle.

“Neodle, though now a small
community is in the center of a
very fertile farming area. They
have a good school, cotton gin
and a store of general merchan-
dise.

“In the middle and late 1920s
