“Numerous complaints are be-
ing made about people using BB
guns to kill birds within the city
limits,” said Mayor Johnny Ces.
“Sheoting of BB guns in any in-
corporated town is a violation of
both State and City Laws."

Cox continued: “Most peepler
enjoy the singing of the mocking-
bird, and since the mockingbird
is now the State of Texas official
bird, it is a violation to kill ene
anywhere. People do not want
the birds killed, more especially
from trees in their yards when
they are not at home.

The report by the officials stat-
ed that in addition to the killing
¢f the song birds, many windows
are broken, especially in vacant
houses. “Another heavy loss of
monegy and inconveniences is
caused car owners when the win-
dows and windshields are brokem
in their cars by this type of vam-
dalism. Peovle, both adults and
children are often injured in this

The report, signed by Merkel
City Officials, continued:

“It is unpleasant and no city
official wants to be saying neo, ne,
fo — don’'t do this er don’t de
that, but we are charged with
the responsibility of maintaining
law and order and to use our
best efforts in the protection of
the property of all our people.

“We solicit the coeperation of
all of you in this matter.”

“Used car lots in Merkel are
having car windows and wingd-
shields broken by either BB guns
or rocks, said Merkel's police
chief, D. B. Bowen. ‘And follow-
ing city officials’ orders, if amy-
cne is found around these places
with a BB gun, he will be appre-
hended.”
