Much has been said — and writ-
ten — by politicians and laymen
about the 18 - year old vote, and
interest is widespread by both.

What do the 18 Vear olds have
to say?

A class project recently in
Mrs. Don Dudley's English class
at Merkel High School revealed
that 18 year olds and near 18
year olds there are givirg this
new privilege a great deal of
thought,

Discussions ran freely during
the hour - long session.

Remarks included “I haven't
thought much about voting,”
“there's going to be a lot of big
changes,”” and “I am not going
to vote in this year's election be-
cause I feel that I am not quali-
fied to vote.”

PATTY CASTILLE, an 18-year
old senior at MHS remarks::
“There are many eighteen year
<!d people who are serious about
how thei7 vote. They probably had
a better education than most of
their parents and have become
snore open - minded about things

. some eighteen year - olds are
setting ready for college and
ore about to build a life - time
«n their education, They will
need some say in the govern-
ment,"”

“I am sure that many vote for
a party,” said Monty, “‘and I don’t
