Center Headquarters In Bovina 
By Lou Nuttall 

Perhaps one of the least un-
derstood "business firms" in 
Bovina is the Parmer County 
Surplus Commodity Distribu-
tion Center at the corner of 
Third and Main Street here. 

The program, under the 
direction of Mrs. Helen Bla-
lock, who is employed by the 
county, dispenses surplus food 
to families under the guide lines 
set by the state and county 
welfare agencies. 

The center for distribution 
of commodities in Parmer Co-
unty opened in June of 1970, 
with authorities expecting to 
serve around 300 Parmer Co-
unty residents. 

The program was instituted 
in this county as a less ex-
pensive method than the food 
stamp program which the coun-
ty commissioners rejected be-
cause of the cost of adminis-
tering such a program. 

In an interview with Mrs. 
Blalock recently, she explain-
ed the intricacies of her duties 
as manager of the center. 

Paper work turns out to be 
the bane of her job, Mrs. Bla-
lock says. Also, typical of gov-
ernment agencies, the amount 
of red tape and triplicate cop-
ies of each document staggers 
the mind of one who is unfa-
miliar with such.

Firemen took care of routine business at the meeting and 
worked on the new fire siren. They were attempting to 
synchronize the new siren with the one at the fire station, 
but according to one fireman, they haven't been able to get 
it to work correctly as yet. 

Bovina's two railroad cross-
ings have long been a subject 

controversy. 
They're dangerous. 
That's why the people some-

times get upset about the cross-
ings in general and the lack of 
no better warning system in 
particular. 

For years, the crossings 
have been an on-again, off-
again problem for members of 
the city council who were striv-
ing to get better protection for 
their citizens. At the same 
time they were trying to do 
something, they were handi-
capped by a lack of funds in the 
city treasury and a lack of co-
operation from Santa Fe and 

---a" government officials. 
A few years ago when it ap-

peared apparent that no better 
warning system was forthcom-
ing, the council, under the lea-
dership of then-mayor Bedford 
Caldwell passed an ordinance 
limiting the speed of trains 
through town to 40 miles per 
hour. 

That seemed safer when it 
was put into effect and possibly 
it is, We're not in a position 
to know. Seems from here that 
possibly wrecks haven't been as 
serious at the crossings since 
the ruling went into effect. As 

▪ we said, we don't know. We do 
▪ know we'd rather come in con-

tact with a train going 40 miles 
an hour than with one going per-
haps twice as fast or however 
fast they go when they don't have 
a speed limit. However, we'll 
admit that's a poor set of two 
choices. 

A couple of months ago, the 
city council filled out a form 
from the state in regard to in-
stalling railroad crossing gates 
at the east crossing. The state 
was asking if the city would 
be willing to accept 10 per cent 
of the cost if the state would 
pay 80 per cent and the rail-
road the remaining 10 per cent. 
Estimated total cost of the pro-
ject was $15,000. That means 
$1500 for the city's part. That 
amount is not out of the ques-
tion for the city eventhough the 
local government's treasury 

▪ still isn't flush, by any means. 
The state Inquiry made no 

mention of' 1,e'third Street 
crossing. 

The city council made known 
to the state the fact that it would 
cooperate on the aforemen-
tioned basis. Nothing else has 
been heard about the project, 
as far as we know. That hasn't 
been long ago, though, and it 
probably isn't unusual for the 
state not to take quicker action 
or make a faster reply. No 
doubt, but that the state has fi-
nancial problems, too. 

While the 40 mph limitwhich 
went into effect a few yearsago 
didn't eliminate wrecks at the 
crossings, it did get the atten-
tion of Santa Fe officials. 

Train people don't like to 
have their trains slowed down. 
Such action costs money and 
time, They're not interested 
in spending any more of either 
than they have to. 

This week, Santa Fe officials 
were in town exploring the pos-
sibility of having the speed 

lifted if gate-type barriers 
were installed at both crossings 
in Bovina 	. . . at the rail- 
roads expense. 

The men who were making the 
inquiry weren't in a position to 
make a commitment, but they 

• wanted to know if the people 
here would be interested if they 
could work out their end of the 
deal. 

Slowing trains, they indi-
cated, is not good for their 
business anytime and this is 
especially true in Bovina be-
cause they have an uphill climb 
from here in both directions. 

There's an outside possibil-
ity, then, that the long-discuss-

-el-seed gates will be installed at the 
crossings here yet. There's 
nothing immediate about it, un-
derstand, and at best it will 
probably be a long time coming 
about. 

At the same time, it might 
be the wish of the citizens 
hereabouts to keep the speed 

.fr.̀ limit on the trains and to for- 
get about installation of the 
gates. 	That remains to be 
seen. In the meantime, people 
here who cross the railroad 
need to realize how dangerous 
the crossings are unless 
caution is used. And that reali-
7  tion will need to be kept in 
effect whatever kind of warn-
ing system is used and when-
ever it is installed. 

While we're on the subject, 
we'll say in this space one 
more time that one of the 
smartest things this community 

' ,̀ does is to send its loaded school 
pusses through the Highway 86 
underpass and not over either of

with 385 being served that 
month, according to Mrs. Bla-
lock's report. 

At the end of each month, 
Mrs. Blalock fills out her re-
port for the county, state and 
federal offices. She must re-
port the exact amount of each 
Item she received, exactly how 
much was issued, hos much she 
has in reserve, how many fam-
ilies and the number of people 
which were served. 

She must account for all 
spoiled or damaged goods. If 
there is any to be reported, 
a certification in writing from 
a doctor or other qualified per-
son has to be obtained stating 
the food is spoiled and why. 

Mrs. Blalock says the main 
problem of those who, receive 
the commodities is knowing how 
to make the best use of the 
food. If they have had some in-
struction or been taught how to 
use the commodities to the best 
advantage, they are able to 
maintain a properly balanced 
diet on the foods they receive. 
The commodities that are is-
sued to the welfare offices are 
the same that are issued to 
school lunch programs and in-
stitutions throughout the United 
States. 
• Considering the size of the 
program here, the adminis-
tration costs are relatively 
small in Parmer County. Mrs. 
Blalock, the only full-time em-
ployee, runs the operation with 
three part-time assistants. The 
trucking, unloading and sorting 
is handled by J. R, Varner and 
his son, Stanley, of Friona. 
Consuelo Garza of Bovina as-
sists Mrs.Bla lock ln distribut-
ing the commodities. 

The surplus goods are de- 
livered on the second Monday 
of each month and issued the 
third Wednesday, Thursday and 
Friday. Applications are taken 
any working day the first and 
fourth week of each month with 
the office being closed the last 
Thursday and Friday for book-
keeping purposes, Mrs. Blalock 
said. 

While some may feel this 
method isn't the answer to the 
welfare problem in Parmer Co- 
unty, officials in the county and 
its cities feel this method will 
work best for all concerned --
taxpayers and welfare recip-
ients - alike. 

load this winter," Mrs. Blalock 
commented. "There just hasn't 
been enough work for most of 
the families here because of the 
wet fall and they have had 
trouble maing ends meet this 
fall and winter." 

However, it isn't enough for 
an applicant to just state he 
can't find employment. He must 
have an application on file at 
all times at the Texas Employ-
ment Commission in Friona. If 
he turns down a job offer, it is 
reported to officials here, and 
his aid may be suspended. 

Mrs. Blalock says it is her 
opinion that not too many peo-
ple try to "put one over on her." 
The applicants are checked 
thoroughly and most of the sus-
pect cases are caught before 
they begin receiving assist-
ance. 

"We like to think we can see 
a difference in someof the chil-
dren that have been on the com-
modities for six months or so. 
We can tell the difference a 
proper diet makes in their com-
plexions and the amount of 
colds and other illnesses they 
have had before and after the 
family began receiving as-
sistance," Mrs. Blalock corn-
mented. 

There are normally approxi-
mately 25 items on the list each 
month. Included in the commod-
ities usually received, but not 
necessarily each month, are 
canned turkey and prok, dried 
beans, butter, cheese, flour, 
shortening, peanut butter, corn 
meal, rolled oats and wheat, 
dehydrated potatoes, dried 
milk, raisins, rice, canned 
whole chickens, dried eggs, 
canned fruits and vegetables, 
canned fruit and vegetable juic-
es, evaporated milk, corn 
syrup, canned prunes and mac-
aroni. 

Each member of the family 
receives a certain number of 
pounds of each commodity is-
sued each month, therefore, 
larger families receive a pro-
portionality larger amount of 
commodities than smaller fam-
ily groups. 

The food is trucked into Bo-
vina once a month. In Decem-
ber, 17,026 pounds were re-
ceived and in January, 15,515 
pounds were shipped in. 

In December, 412 persons in 
Parmer County were certified

sistance and then must certify 
that the information he has giv-
en is correct. 

While some people may have 
the impression the program is 
set up solely for welfare cases, 
it must be brought to one's 
attention that a number of peo-
ple are automatically eligible 
for this type of assistance from 
the state and federal govern-
ment. 

Those drawing public assist-
ance, old age assistance, aid to 
the blind, aid to families of de-
pendent children and aid to the 
permanently and totally dis-
abled are automatically eligible 
for commodities. 

Persons who automatically 
qualify for the aid may apply 
at the office located at the 
courthouse in Hereford. Mrs. 
Leona Glenn, manager of that 
office, is also at the Parmer 
County courthouse in Farwell 
the first and third week of ev-
ery month for the convenience 
of Parmer County residents 
who are unable to make the trip 
to Hereford. 

For others needing assist-
ance, the application blank must 
be filled out and verified be-
fore the next step in the pro-
cess. 

The applications are sent 
from here to the district office 
of the welfare agency in Here-
ford. They are processed there 
and all applications in this ter-
ritory are forwarded to the 
state office. State officials ap-
prove or reject the applica-
tion and send back the notices 
to the Hereford office, 

Mrs. Blalock and the appli-
cant are notified by the Here-
ford office and the applicant will 
receive aid until the state noti-
fies him otherwise. 

Questionnaires are sent out 
at the first of each year to 
each family on the program by 
the state office. Each appli-
cant has to fill out theform and 
prove he is still eligible for 
assistance, in order to continue 
receiving the commodities. 

After the applicant is accept-
ed and has been notified, he may 
begin coming to Bovina once a 
month to pick up his share of 
the commodities.

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Horseowners throughout 
Texas are urged to "get the 
jump" on VEE (Venezuelan eq-
nine encephalomyelitis), that 
deadly sleeping sickness of 
horses. All horses that were 
not vaccinated last year should 
be vaccinated as soon as pos-
sible. It was less than a year 
ago that the disease swept into 
the state from Mexico, killing 
hundreds of horses in its path. 

The 1972 campaign against 
VEE calls for vaccination of 
all equidae (horses, mules and 
donkeys) not vaccinated last 
year. In addition to Texas, the 
vaccination campaign will in-
clude the Gulf Coast states and 
states adjoining Mexico. All 
these states have been desig-
nated "high risk" states by 
the U. S. Department of Agri-
culture. 

There are four categories 
of horses that should be vac-
cinated now -- (1) unvaccinat-
ed horses that have recently 
moved into the state; (2) foals 
born since last year's vacci-
nation drive; (3) foals vaccinat-
ed under six months of age; 
(4) horses that were overlook-
ed and never vaccinated. 

Officials of the USDA's Ani-
mal and Plant Health Service 
believe that VEE will breakout 
again even though the disease 
was confined to 25 Texas coun- 

ties in 1971. So, it's import-
ant to vaccinate now before 
mosquitoes which transmit the 
disease emerge in the warm 
months ahead, 

This year the vaccination 
program will be conducted at 
the horse owner's expense. 
Commercial vaccine is avail-
able and must be administered 
by a veterinarian. 

Vaccination will provide im-
munity for more than a year 
and possibly longer. If there 
is some doubt as to whether 
horses were vaccinated last 
year, it is best to vaccinate 
again. 

Texas is still under federal 
quarantine for VEE, Thus hors-
es must have been vaccinated 
for VEE at least 14 days be-
fore being allowed to leave the 
state for other areas, Horses 
for interstate shipment must 
be accompanied by a vaccina-
tion certificate with individual 
animals identified by tag, tat-
too or other means. 

About 92 per cent of Texas' 
estimated horse population of 
625,000 head were vaccinated 
in 1971. Almost 800 Texas vet-
erinarians participated in the 
vaccination campaign. More 
than 2.8 million horses were 
vaccinated in 19 states and the 
District of Columbia last year.

The Gas Users will elect 
two officers and four members 
to its board of directors.

Daniel points out that 1972 
dues for the association are now 
due, and are needed to carry 
out the organization's program. 
Dues, which amount to $2.00 
per irrigation well, may be 
paid at Thursday's annual 
meeting, or may be mailed to 
secretary-treasurer Von Edel-
mon at 401 Oak Street, Friona. 

"Pioneer calls the increase 
a 12.2 per cent increase. How-
ever, the increase amounts to a 
straight three cents in each of 
the company's volume brack-
ets, so that the smaller gas us-
ers will find their increase 
much more than the stated 12.2 
per cent," Aiken says. 

The gas company was able to 
raise its rates under the recent 
provision regulating prices that 
enabled companies with total 
volumes less than $100,000,000 
to put their price increases 
into effect. The Price Com-
mission reserved the right to 
review such increases. 

In this regard, the Plains 
Gas Users lodged a protest 
with the Price Commission, and 
a representative of the com-
mission told the association 
that the increase would be re-
viewed. 

While the current increase 
in gas prices is the first for 
irrigation farmers in 11 years, 
or since the formation of the 
gas users associations, area 
cities have absorbed two sub-
stantial increases in that time, 
plus a minor "adjustment." 

In 1967, the gas for cities 
in this area was increased ap-
proximately 112 per cent, and 
then another 12 per cent in 1970, 
when the company originally 
asked for a 16 per cent hike. 
In April of last year, the rate 
was adjusted by .5 per cent 
in accordance with the cities' 
agreement in 1970 for periodic 
adjustments. 
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tremely valuable to wildlife," 
Evans said. "Pheasants in the 
Texas Panhandle are almost 
entirely on crop residues for 
survival during the winter 
months. Quail, geese, turkey, 
dove, songbirds, deer, ante-
lope, rabbits and other wildlife 
also benefit from the food and 
cover," he concluded.

Evans said the cover 
is highly effective in prevent-
ing wind erosion and air pol-
lution from blowing dust, as 
well as being equally effective 
in preventing water erosion. 

Soil Conservation Service 
officials point out that wind-
blown dust is our state's larg-
est source of air pollution. 
They also stress that erosion-
produced sediment is our big-
gest water pollutant, muddying 
streams and filling natural 
channels and lakes. 

"Scattered seed and cover 
left on the soil surface by 
minimum tillage is also ex- 

Farmers in Texas are plow-
ing less and enjoying it more, 
thanks to a new conservation 
measure being pushed by the 
Soil Conservation Service, ac-
cording to Herb Evans, district 
conservationist for the SCS at 
Friona. 

Reduced air pollution ana 
better wildlife habitat are some 
of the environmental benefits of 
the new practice being used by 
conservation farmers in this 
area. 

The measure, known as mini-
mum tillage, also cuts farm-
ing costs by reducing tractor 
trips required to produce a 
crop, results in more moisture 
conservation, higher profits, 
more free time and less soil 
loss for the farmer. 

"With minimum tillage, 
farmers plant crops without 
prior land preparation,"Evans 
said. "Using a coulter and oth-
er special equipment, they plant 
directly into a mulch of resi-
dues left undisturbed from the 
previous crop. Herbicides are 
used to control weeds, so leaves 
and stalks from the previous 
crop are left on the soil sur-
face as a protective cover dur-
