Tom Massey, Carl Hulsey Discuss
Making a Will at Lions Luncheon

‘‘A will must be in writing
and the will must show your
intentions to dispose of your
property at death to be a le-
gal instrument,”” Carl P. Hul-
sey told members of the Mer-

kel Lions Club Tuesday,
Speaking to the noon lun-
cheon meet, Hulsey and T.O.,

(Tom) Massey discussed the

subject ‘‘Should 1 make a will.”
Hulsey, speaking first to the
group, said that younger peo-
ple don’t take to heart the need
for having a will even if their
estate isn 't too largee, Espe-
cially is this true when minor
children are involved. If you
don’'t have a will, a guardian
must be appointed by the

courts, plus other legal pro=-
blems which can tie up the
estate for a long time.”” Hul-

sey also pointed out that old-

er people should have a will
if minor grandchildren will

be involved with the estate,

‘“A person must be at least
18 years of age and of sound
mind before a will is legal,”
he said. He said that a will
needs to be in a proper man=-
ner. He explained that to pro-
bate the will is to prove to
the court that the instrument
is in fact the last will writ-
ten by the person and that it
is genuine,

Hulsey pointed out that if
the will is typed or written
by someone else, it must have
2 witnesses, ‘‘Should you make
a will” is a question that has

to be answered on an indi-
vidual basis Hulsey said. “‘If
there is no children, you do
not nece-sarily need a will,
The law of descent and dis-
tribution will go into effect at
your death, leaving your estate
to your surviving spouse, If
there are children, they will
inherit all of your estate if
you do not leave a will,”” he
said, He further pointed out
that should you go to an at-
torney to draw your will, it
will have to be your will and
not the attorneys. He cited a
case where a client asked him
what to do, He told the client
that it was up to him to dis-
pose of his property. Hulsey
also said that if it can be
proven in court that the will
was unduly influenced by the
attorney, the will can be bro-
ken, He also explained the
procedures of verifying the
signatures of the witnesses e
to the will if they are dead.
Tom Massey told the club
that if a couple with two chil-
dren had an estate valued at
$100,000 and one member died
leaving no will the children
would inherit $25,000 each, He
said that in Texas the chil-
dren would not be required
to state taxes as s
thep.ay mount exempted "mé'
taxes by law, He went on to
explain that the federal gov-
ernment allowed $60,000 in~
heritance tax free. “If a lar-
ger estate may be handled,”

Massey said. ““Especially is
this true if minor children
are involved. Without a will,
the surviving spouse can not
dispose of property and other
matters if the estate is tied
