““A shot in the arm,” is
how Don Hensley, president
of the Farmers and Mer-
chants Bank in Merkel de~
scribes what the good crop
will do for the economy of
our town, He added that he
sees the situation as ‘‘No-
thing but stimulating. As a
banker, 1 am cptimistic and
elated for thearea farmers.”
He said the good condition
of wheat crops should com=
pensate to some extent for
the poor cotton crops,

Hensley added thatthis will
be an above average harvest
season barring any unfore-
seen disaster that might de~
stroy the crops or damage
them extensively so that the
yield 1s low,

Though economically the
wheat crops are very good for
our area, most of the wheat
itself 1s shipped elsewhere;
mostly overseas, Some area
experts feel that the imag-
inary ‘‘wheat shortage’ of
recent years was nonexistent
and that there has been a sur-
plus of the grain all along.
The “‘dollar-a-loaf” for
bread scare was completely
unfounded stated one scource,
since bread contans only
about 5 cents worth of wheat
per loaf.

The weather change which
came over the weekend ended
the fears that harvest crews
would need to move on north
before the area wheat could
be gotten to the mills, Jim
McDaniel of Missouri andhis
crew was hard at work Mon=-
day and he keptfivecombines
and several trucks busy,
However, a rain at this ime
would be damaging to the
crop and would delay har-
vest cawsng losses to the
farmers.

Combines are preparing to
roll over the plains and
western areas of Texas also
as the wheat in these areas
reaches maturity,

In contrast tc our wet spell,
the wheat and flax harvestsin
South Texas are producing
yields that are low due to
prolonged dryness in that
area, However, the wheat
crop looks extremely good
in most other areas,

Inflation 1s a factor even
in the harvest cf farm crops.,
The trend toward custom
combiners is here, For in-
stance labor has risen from
$1.25 an hour to the present
$3. Fuel has gone from 16
cents to 29 cents. There has
also been a great increase
in maintenance costs in the
past few years, Combine
crews are running in the $6
per acre range this year and
farmers are having totighten
up. Some are unwilling to go
beyond $5.50 per acre., The
$6 per acre i1s felt by
the Texas farmers. But cus-
tom combiners claim they
will have notrouble getting $8
per acre in Oklahoma,

The McDaniels crew will
be moving from Texas
through Oklahcma and then
into Missouri, From where
they will follow the harvest
on into Canada and in the
fall will return to the south
and harvest soybeans in Ark-
ansas and Louisiana,

With no forecast of rain
in the area for the next few
days the outlock is good that
the wheat will be gotten in
and combines will not be
nalted due to weather condi=-
tions,

AUSTIN—The 64th regular

session of the Legislature
wound down with a few
bangs and several whimpers
this week.

In five months of activ-
ity, it considered legisla-
tion touching almost every
segment of the state’s eco-
nomic and social life.

Despite criticism, the ses-
sion did turn out legislation
of far-reaching importance.

Even before final last-
minute decisions on a $12
billion record budget, school
finance reform and utilities
regulation, the session
chalked up these accom-
plishments:
