Indivillualizeil paving program
approved by City Council

Merkel City Council has paved the 
way for residents to get necessary pav­
ing for thmr streeU If they wish.

At Thursday's 25-mlnute meeang at 
City Hall, the City Council approved a 
paving proposal for the city.

Individuals may pay for having their 
part of the block paveiL However, there 
will be no leaveouts as IS the case 
on Oak Street.

Either all the residents of a block 
request the paving or none of It w ill 
be done, according to the City CounciL

The cost?
It will be |2 per running foot to the 

property owner. City Coordinator J. A. 
Sadler estimated it would cost th e  
average property owner about $100 to 
get a strip in front of his house and 
30 feet wide paved.

Cost to the city hopefully will stay 
within 10 per cent of the budgeted funds.

The city will furnish any material.
The paving program Is strictly vol­

untary, the Council pointed out andany- 
one wanting thmr street paved may 
contact officials at the City HalL

The paving dues not Include gutters 
and curbs. This will cost the property 
owner $2.50 to $3 per foot additlonaL.

Pioneer of Abilene will do the actual 
paving.

Question of repaving streets already 
paved and In need of repairs was raiseiL 
However, it was pointed out that these 
streets would not take this type of 
proposed paving.

It was pointed out that overlay on 
the old streets would cost $2 a square 
yard compared to the proposed $2 per 
frontage foot on theunpaved areas. Thus 
it would cost from $9,000 to$12,000per 
block to seal coat and replMe the old 
streets, they said.

Mayor Lou David Allen said the pro­
posed plan Is a very reasonable way to 
get paving for those residents who want 
IL

The Council then approved the closing 
of the alley on the Starbuck property 
at El Paso and Main. A latter from 
Meet Texas Utllltlas Informed the city 
that they had removed their pole from 
the alley and have no objacboo to the 
alley being closed.

The alley spUt the property owned 
by the Starbucx Funeral home and it 
was requesting the alley be closed to 
allow for future buildlnc of the sltea

There is still an alley serving other 
businesses In the area.

The City Council said the proposed 
paving will be sim ilar to that dona In 
the Wilkerson Manufacturing Company 
area.

The City Council then approved pay­
ment of July UUs before adjourning.

The city reported spending $1,844.09 
for general fund departmental expense; 
$2,697.22 for other general fund ac­
counts; $9,294.56 for water and sewer 
expensr, $31.81 for ambulance expense; 
$14.29 for revenue sharing expense; 
and $56.50 for library expense. Total 
•expense for July was $13,938.43.

Largest single Item on the expense 
account was to the City of Abilene 
for water. The July cost was $5,146.26. 
Fins gas and ml was paid $688.93 for 
gas during the month and Taylor Electric 
was paid $751.01 for services.

After the meeting had been officially 
adjourned the subject of hiring Abilene 
to spray for mosquitoes in Merkel was 
brought up.

Sadler told the mayor be didn't be­
lieve a vote was needed but that the 
permission of the City Council was 
requested.

He explained the cost at $44.30 per 
hour ,  breaking it down to cost of 
chenucal ($14.65 per gallon! and two 
men and equipment.

It was estimated the Abilene spray­
ing uiut could cover Merkel in an 
hour.

A ll the Council agreed swift action 
is needed and authorized Sadler to get 
the job done as quickly as possible.

They also discussed the possibility of 
getting a machine for future spraying.
