TPW Predicts Improved
Pheasant Hunting

As dawn breaks on December 13
bird hunters will comb the Panhandle
landscape, searching for the explo-
sion and adrenalinetushing cackle of
long-tailed roosters. According to Texas
Parks and W.ildlife Department
(TPWD) Biologists, pheasant hunters
will. find a more favorable season
than last, but still a far cry from the
old “hay days” of the early ‘80s.

Pheasant roadside surveys con-
ducted annually by TPWD personnel
indicate that pheasant numbers are
up slightly compared to last year. How-
ever, Jeff Bonner, TPWD Wildlife B
ologist, points out that “last year's
surveys were the lowest in 25 years,
and while this year's surveys show
some improvement they still repre-
sent the 3™ lowest counts during that
same period”.

Counties that yielded the most birds
per route were Bailey, Deaf Smith,
Floyd, Ochiltree, Roberts, and Sherman.
Success will still depend on the type
of area hunted. “Those hunting areas
that have tall, weedy playa lakes and
CRP fields, adjacent to fields of com
and milo, should have no problem
filling their 2-bird bag limit,” Bonner
predicts.

Although the long-term trend is not
encouraging, localized areas that pro-
vide proper habitat components in
the right arrangement and receive
adequate moisture harbor a tremen-
dous number of birds. What is good
habitat? “These are areas having the
proper type and condition of vegeta-
tion to provide food items and cover
for nesting, brood+earing and loaf-
ing,” according to Bonner. Panhandle
pheasant habitat consists of playa
lake basins, grain fields with adequate
cover, Conservation Reserve Program
field, playa lake edges, field borders,
and road rights-of-way. “Landowners
and operators that guard against over-
grazing in the playa lake basins, main-
tain a 154inch cutting height during
grain harvest, and leave a few stand-
ing rows of milo or com during har-
vest will be on the right track to
having pheasants,” says Bonner.

where you wish to hunt. TPWD also
provides pheasant hunting opportu-
nity on several properties enrolled
through the Short Term Public Hunt-
ing Lease Program.

For 2003, those purchasing the
Annual Public Hunting Permit and
having a hunting license can access
approximately 1,900 acres in Hansford
County. The 30-day hunting season
runs from Saturday, December 13,
2003 through Sunday, January 11,
2004 in the Texas Panhandle.

Legal shooting hours are from one
half hour before sunrise to one half
hour after sunset. The daily bag limit
is 2 roosters per hunter (4 in posses-
sion). Hen harvest is not allowed.
TPW requires that one leg, including
the spur or all feathers remain at-
tached to the pheasant until it reaches
its final destination. All hunters must
possess a Texas hunting license; there
are no special tag requirements.

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Remember Bad Times
In Good Times

. Remember the bad stuff! Don't dwell on it. Don't get stuck in it. But
 file it for use when needed.

Remembering the bad stuff comes in handy when nothing is going
right. :

If you're able to remember misery or grief or disappointment, you
must have survived it. That way, maybe you can figure that sometime
in the future you'll be able to look back on your current tribulations
with the same sort of survivor's gratitude.

This idea of remembering the bad stuff comes from a sermon by
Peter Gomes, professor at Harvard Divinity School and preacher at
Harvard University’'s Memorial Church.

The sermon appears in his collection, “Strength for the Journey”.
Gomes is preaching a pre-Thanksgiving Day sermon to his campus
congregation for turkey feasts ahead.

Gomes adds, “This Thursday, as you gather around your tables...with
families and friends, | invite you to remember not the usual good
things, not the list of the blessings you have received, but the bad
things, by name, that have happened to you, the terrible things, the
worst thing.”

He continues, “Think you your worst moments, your sorrows, your
losses, your sadness, and then remember that here you are, able to
remember them. You got through the worst day of your life...Remember
who got you through. You got into the mess on your own, but
remember that it was the Lord who got you out of it, got you through it
and was with you in the middle of it.”

So, get your radar out to find the echo of Gomes’ advice. You'll find
it in sermons you hear, in newspaper articles you read—even in
prayers.

Anglican Archbishop Desmond Tutu, Nobel laureate, spoke at the
University of Notre Dame in Indiana about peacemaking to an over-
flow crowd September 11. '

He recalled his work as head of South Africa's Truth and Reconcilia-
tion Commission. The October 3 issue of National Catholic Reporter
quotes Tutu. He said, “We opened the wounds. We cleansed them with
the balm of acknowledgement. The perpetrators were given the chance
to come to terms with what they had done.”

Johnny Cash’s obituaries, back in September, nearly all mentioned
“adversity” as part of the growing-up of that beloved country-western
singer. Time magazine's writer said, “Cash, as a man and an artist,
had the strength to see that bad times may be not a curse, but a
challenge.”

Closer to home, a Globe-News feature about surviving crises quotes
Pastor Ken Keller, a Roman Catholic priest who serves Dimmitt and
Bovina. His words are, “Learn from mistakes; self-reflect; and build a
relationship with your God.”

An all Hallows’ Eve prayer in the October issue of U.S. Catholic
magazine includes words about the past. That paragraph begins, “May
you be able to see the fruits of suffering. May memory bless and
shelter you with hard-earned light of past travail, may this give you
confidence and trust.”

Remember to remember the bad stuff—and thank the Lord for
getting you through it!

THE CHIEF’S CORNER

There is alarming and disappointing news with the release of govemment
statistics showing an increase in alcohohrelated traffic deaths for the third year
in a row. The preliminary National Highway Traffic Safety Administration
(NHTSA) data estimates 17,970 deaths last year due to crashes involving
alcohol—about 500 more than in 2001 and representing 42 percent of all
traffic fatalities. That means nearly 18,000 of our friends and loved ones died,
and not because of a temrible disease, natural causes or terrorism, but
because of someone’s senseless decision to drink and drive. This news is
especially hard to take for those of us who have lost loved ones or who have
been injured in crashes, however, everyone can relate to the effect of
America’s $114 billion drunk driving price tag.

It is proven time and time again that drinking alcohol and driving are two
things that you cannot and should not mix. Texas has taken great strides
during the past several years by decreasing the level of intoxication from 10%
BAC to only 8% and stiffening the penalties. This is certainly a good way to
deter most of us from getting behind the steering wheel when we have had
too much to drink; however, there are still those who make the decision to
risk their life and the lives of others by driving under the influence of an
alcoholic beverage.

While society has done much to improve highway safety, you can do much
to protect yourself.

. Don't drink and drive and don't ride with anyone who has had

too much to drink.
Always use a safety seat beit.
Use fourdane highways whenever possible.
Avoid travel after midnight (especially on Fridays and Satur
days).
Drive defensively.
Never use illegal drugs. lllicit drugs are involved in a large
proportion of traffic fatalities.
Never drive when fatigued. The dangers posed when fatigued
are similar to those when intoxicated. A drunk or fatigued
driver has slowed reactions and impaired judgment. And a
driver who nods off at the wheel has no reactions and no
judgment.
Volunteer to be a designated driver.
Never condone or approve of excessive alcohol consumption.
Intoxicated behavior is potentially dangerous and never amusing
Don't ever let your friends drive drunk. Take their keys, have
them stay the night, have them ride home with someone else,
call a cab, or do whatever else is necessary—but don'’t let
them drive!

FSA Announces Closing Date for CDP Sign-up

Friday, December 5, 2003 By Shawn Wade

Agriculture Secretary Ann M. Veneman announced that January 30, 2004
would mark the close of the current Crop Disaster Program (CDP), which
provides payments for producers who suffered 2001 or 2002 crop-year losses
due to a natural disaster. The CDP was authorized by the Agricultural
Assistance Act of 2003.

Since the start of the program, which opened on June 6, 2003, USDA has
issued $2.2 billion in benefits to about 325,000 farmers across the country.

USDA is encouraging anyone who suffered a qualifying loss to make an
appointment with his or her county Farm Service Agency office and take
advantage of this assistance.

Under the program, eligible producers are reimbursed for qualifying crop

production and quality losses for either the 2001 or 2001 crop years.

Payments are issued for losses exceeding 35 percent of expected production.
Producers with quality losses of at 20 percent could also seek reimbursement
on certain crops.

Eligible producers who did not have crop insurance or Nor-nsured Crop
Disaster Assistance Program coverage during the year of the disaster must
agree to purchase coverage for each of the next two crop years.

Crop Insurance Hearing and Commodity

Symposium Highlight Busy Week
Friday, December 5, 2003 By Shawn Wade

The first week of December provided High Plains agriculture a chance to
showcase itself by playing host to two different, but equally important
informative events.

The week started with the arrival of members of the House Agriculture
Committee General Farm Commodities and Risk Management Subcommittee
in Lubbock for a field hearing on federal crop insurance. The hearing was held
in Lubbock at the request of Rep. Randy Neugebauer.

Chaired by Rep. Jerry Moran of Kansas, the hearing was attended by three
other members of the subcommittee: Neugebauer, Rep. Collin Peterson of
Minnesota, and Rep. Mike Ross of Arkansas. HAC Ranking Minority Member
Charlie Stenholm of Stamford was also present.

The hearing provided the Subcommittee with producer feedback on the
effectiveness of the federal crop insurance program and many new ideas that
could enhance the risk management products available to producers.

Plains Cotton Growers President Mark Williams presented testimony at the
hearing. PCG's comments included a number of ideas for program improve-
ments and referenced issues that PCG is working with the USDA Risk
Management Agency to resolve.

PCG's testimony provided suggestions for new combination products
based on the Group Risk Plan (GRP) of insurance such as a GRP/Hail or a
GRP/CAT (Catastrophic Risk Policy). PCG's goal is to add an element of
individual protection to the GRP policy to provide effective altematives to
producers who cannot obtain adequate coverage through a traditional MPCI
policy.

In the same vein, PCG also suggested producers be allowed to purchase
different levels of coverage on units based on production practice instead of
being locked into one coverage level across both irigated and norHrrigated
units.

Williams concluded by highlighting issues that PCG is working on, such as
deferred appraisal periods for nonemerged seed, quality loss adjustment
procedures, boll count appraisal procedures, and written agreement provi-
sions.

Texas Commodity Symposium Gets High Marks

The final report card for the 3™ Annual Texas Commodity Symposium will
show straight A’s as a distinguished line-up of speakers provided an indepth
look at important issues facing Texas agriculture today.

The meeting also provided organizations representing Texas farmers and
ranchers and opportunity to work face-to-face with federal and state officials
that create and implement key agricultural programs. Add the insight gained
on national and state issues and the event was a resounding success.

Speakers at the 2003 Symposium were: Juan Garcia, Texas State Farm
Service Agency; Dr. Ed Smith, Texas A&M University; Ross Davidson, Jr., USDA
Risk Management Agency Administrator; Texas House Members Rick Hardcastle
and David Swinford; and Floyd Gaibler, Deputy Under Secretary USDA Farm
and Foreign Agricultural Services.

Topics discussed included payment limitations, farm programs, intema-
tional trade, crop insurance and risk management, as well as key statewide
Issues that affect agriculture like school finance reform.

For Plains Cotton Growers it provided an opportunity to make progress on
unresolved Crop Disaster Program (CDP) implementation issues, the Conser-
vation Reserve Program and Federal Crop Insurance.

At the top of PCG's insurance issue list was finding ways to offer cotton
insurance in northem panhandle counties where producers are diversifying
operations to include cotton. Also addressed were the issues of deferred

appraisal periods for non-emerged seed and secondary crop coverage.

Emergency Farm Loan Applications Accepted
“Applications for emergency farm loans for losses caused by mul-
tiple disasters are being accepted at the Farm Service Agency (FSA)
office located in Farwell,” Thomas S. Taylor said today.
Parmer County is one of many counties In Texas recently named by
Secretary of Agriculture Ann Veneman eligible for loans to cover part

- of actual production losses resulting from the multiple disasters.

Thomas S. Taylor said farmers may be eligible for loans of up to
100% of their actual losses or the operating loan needed to continue
the agricultural business, whichever is less. For farmers unable to
obtain credit from private commercial lenders, the interest is 3.75%.

“As a general rule, a farmer must have suffered at least a 30
percent loss of production to be eligible for an FSA emergency loan,”

. Thomas S. Taylor said. Farmers participating in the Federal Crop

Insurance program will have to consider proceeds from those pro-
grams in determining their loss.

“Please call this office for the deadlines on accepting applications,
there are numerous declarations with different deadlines. Please apply
as soon as possible. Delays in applying could create backlogs In
processing, with possible delays into the new farming season,” Tho-
mas S. Taylor said.

FSA is a credit agency of the U.S. Department of Agriculture. It is
authorized to provide disaster emergency loans to recognized farmers
who work at and rely on farming for a substantial part of their living.
Eligibility is extended to individual farmers who meet U.S. citizenship
requirements and to farming partnerships, corporations, or coopera-
tives in which U.S. citizenship requirements are met by individuals
holding majority interest.

The FSA office in Farwell is open from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m,,
Monday through Friday.

Hunters and Hikers: Protect
Yourself From Diseases

Thousands of Texas hunters

and hikers are taking to the woods
and fields in pursuit of deer, doves
and the great outdoors. Unfortu-
nately, they're not alone. Billions
of critters that can carry diseases
will be out there, too.

Hunters, campers and hikers
have an increased risk of expo-
sure to diseases transmitted by
ticks, fleas and mosquitoes and
to diseases spread by wild ani-
mals, cautions the Texas Depart-
ment of Health (TDH). “But en-
counters with insects and wildlife
are less likely to cause problems
if people know what they're deal-
ing with, what the symptoms of
infection are and some simple
precautions they can take to pro-
tect themselves,” said Eric Fonken,
veterinarian with TDH's zoonosis
control division.

WEST NILE VIRUS can cause
encephalitis and is spread through
the bite of an infected mosquito.
Encephalitis is an inflammation of
the brain and meningitis Is an
inflammation of the covering of
the brain or spinal cord that may
be caused by one of several mos-
quito-borne viruses. Symptoms can
include intense headache, high fe-
ver, nausea, muscle tenderness,
partial unconsciousness and even
coma. Although unlikely, death
may occur.

As of November 13, TDH had
recorded 363 human cases of
West Nile virus meningoencepha-
litis in 75 Texas counties this year,
including 27 deaths.

West Nile virus is only one ill-
ness with which people who enjoy
the outdoors have to contend.
With LYME DISEASE, which is
the most frequently diagnosed
tick-borne problem In the United
States, there may be skin lesions
or rashes. If left untreated, severe
damage to the joints, heart and
nervous system may result. In ad-
dition, ROCKY_MOUNTAIN SPOT-
TED FEVER, another disease that
is spread by ticks and that pro-
duces a rash, can cause serious
iliness and even death if not
treated quickly. Exposure to the
bacteria that causes TULAREMIA,
yet another tick-borne disease,
also can occur from handling car-
casses of wild rabbits and rodents.

PLAGUE, common in wild ro-
dent populations of West Texas, is
transmitted to people by fleas or
by direct contact with infected ani-
mals such as prairie dogs, squir-
rels, cats, rats and mice. This
dreaded disease sometimes in-
cludes the presence of painful,
swollen lymph nodes. Unless treat-
ment is sought quickly, death may
result.

“Many of these diseases begin
with flu-like symptoms such as
fever, chills, headache and body
aches,” Fonken said. “However,
symptoms can worsen quickly and
affect various systems of the
body.”

The best way to avoid getting
these diseases is to protect your-
self against insect bites:

Use insect repellant containing
DEET, following package directions
carefully.

Stay on tralls and avold areas
of- overgrown brush and tall
grasses.

‘Wear protective clothing such
as a hat, a long-sleeve shirt and
long pants tucked into boots or
socks. Wear light-colored clothes
to easily spot ticks.

Check your body carefully for
ticks every few hours. Ticks are
small, easy to miss and will at-
tach to any part of the body from
head to toe, so look carefully.

Some diseases are spread by
contact with dust particles con-
taining a virus; others by direct
contact with infected animals or
animal carcasses.

Infected rodents such as rats
and mice spread HANTAVIRUS
INFECTION to people. A rodent
may have the virus in its drop-
pings, urine and saliva. From
there, the virus can spread in the
air on dust particles. “You can
become infected by inhaling dust
that contains the virus,” said
Fonken. “Cleaning cabins, sheds
or barns without a mask can in-
crease your chances of coming in
contact with hantavirus.”

Early symptoms of hatavirus in-
fection are much like those of flu.
The disease may lead to extreme
difficulty with breathing, possibly
followed by death. Patients may
recover through supportive treat-
ment, but antibiotics will not cure
a hantavirus infection.

Deer hunters need to be aware
that deer can share the bacte-
rium that causes ANTHRAX in
people and that feral hogs can
carry BRUCELLOSIS. Care should
be taken when handling all wild
animal carcasses, including wear-
ing latex gloves when field dress-
ing those animals.

RABIES is a viral infection of
the nervous system that may af-
fect almost any warm-blooded ani-
mal. “It is impossible to tell by
looking at an animal whether it is
infected with rabies virus, so avoid
contact with any wild animals. Es-
pecially do not try to assist injured
animals or touch dead ones,’”
warned Fonken. “If you see an
obviously sick animal or suffer an
animal bite or scratch, contact a
game warden, a park employee,
or an animal control or law en-
forcement officer as soon as pos-
sible.”"

Rabies is present in many wild-
animal populations in Texas, es-
pecially skunks, bats, raccoons,
coyotes and foxes. Humans usu-
ally are infected through a bite by
a rabid animal. Rabies is always
fatal once symptoms begin, which
is why you should immediately con-
sult a doctor if any animal bites
you.

It was
observed in Lubbock with the dedica-
tion of the Lubbock Area Veterans
War Memorial. Unfortunately, granny
didn’t get to see this memorial. She
passed away in January of 2000.

Grandpa was able to attend though.
He was in a wheelchair and had his
ever present oxygen tank but he was
surrounded by family; his wife, Leona;
daughter, Tana Young; sorHmMaw,
Marshall Young; myself, my husband,
Coy, our two sons, Tyler & Joshua;
and a family friend, Kary Mathys from
Farwell.

Near the entrance to the memorial
we found grandpa's brick. He was
speechless. He was finally getting to
see his birthday present. The brick
was the only present he wanted this
year for his 84" birthday.

The American Legion sold bricks to
fund this special memorial and that
was all he wanted. Each brick held
the name, rank, place of deployment
and various other information.
Grandpa's brick reads Jacob M.
Hefner, MSGT USA 194145, World
War |l, Frederick, OK.

As | helped grandpa past the hun-
dreds of names on the memorial he
would reach out and touch some of

the bricks and wonder out loud if the
name belonged to someone he had
known.

The ceremony started promptly at
2:00 p.m. with the playing of patriotic
music by the Westwinds Brass Band
and “Amazing Grace"” by Bagpipers
Jonathan Milton and Associates. The
colors were presented by the EMS
Honor Guard. Ray Hill of The Buffalo
Springs Community Church offered
the prayer. The Pledge of Allegiance
was led by Dr. James Reckner.

Kenny Maines, formerly of the
Maines Brothers, sang the National
Anthem. Various other speakers were
presented including City Councilman
TJ. Patterson and Congressman Randy
Neugebauer. “God Bless America”
was followed by a 21-gun salute from
the United States Marine Corp. “Taps”
was played and the colors were re-
tired.

After the ceremony grandpa was
quiet as we rolled him back to his
car. He finally spoke when we were
back at his home. He said how nice
the memorial had been and he held
back tears remembering what the
day before should have been.

Grandpa is one of so many that
have gone forth and served their coun-
try with honor. They are the ones that
have made the sacrifices that so many
of us have never made. We should
honor our veterans every day.

If you should ever get the chance
to visit Lubbock, swing by the Lub-
bock Area Veterans War Memorial on
82™ and Nashville. It is such a beau-
tiful and serene park. But not just
that, it is a place to honor those who
sacrificed so much, so we can be a

free nation.

Bringing Medicare Into the 215 Century

While the medical community has ridden the technological wave of
the future, pushing the envelope in research into new pharmaceuti-
cals, treatments and lifesaving measures, Medicare has been stuck
floundering in the 20™ century.

After years of talk, Congress is poised to enact the most sweeping
change for America’s seniors in nearly 40 years. Pharmaceuticals are
one of the true miracles of modern medicine. Ailments that tradition-
ally required an expensive in-patient hospital stay and invasive surgery
can now be treated with medication. But most Medicare recipients
wouldn’t know it. An estimated 9.9 million Medicare beneficiaries do
not have prescription drug coverage. While the government pays for
costly heart surgery, it currently will not pay for the preventative drugs
that may have precluded the need for an operation in the first place.

The bill before Congress would give America’s seniors access to a
prescription drug benefit for the first time. Beneficiaries would pay a
$35 monthly premium and a $250 deductible, after which they pay
25 percent of drug costs between $250 and $2,250 and 100 percent
between $2,250 and $3,600. Costs over that threshold would require
an average co-pay of $2 for generic drugs and $5 for brand name
drugs, or five percent of the total drug cost depending on the plan.

Until these reforms are in place, a prescription drug discount card
offering savings of up to 25 percent will be available in 2004,
providing some relief immediately.

This measure also offers additional and unprecedented assistance
to those with low incomes or catastrophic drug costs. Medicare
beneficiaries at the poverty level and below will pay no premiums or
deductibles and will have nominal cost sharing responsibility, with co-
pays of $1 for generic drugs and $3 for other pharmaceuticals. And
those at 135 and 150 percent of the poverty level will have dramati-
cally reduced premiums, deductibles and co-pays. These changes will
mean more than 680,000 low-income Texans will pay no more than
$5 per prescription.

In addition to the prescription drug benefit, there are a number of
other elements that bring Medicare up to modern-day medical stan-
dards. In the end, the legislation is a good compromise and addresses
the fundamental problems.

One significant element is choice. This plan gives seniors access to
a broad array of healthcare options, similar to what most working
Americans already enjoy. Seniors can stay in traditional Medicare or
choose another benefit package. It also has provisions to encourage
companies currently providing healthcare to their retirees to continue
offering this important benefit. In addition, those in rural areas will
have access to the same choices as those in more densely populated
urban areas. -

Another important component of the bill is an increase in reimburse-
ment rates for physicians, many of whom have stopped taking on new
patients who are part of the Medicare program. Hospitals that treat a
large number of illegal immigrants will receive some reimbursement
for their services—a provision important for Texas hospitals.

Another advantage that will apply to the general population, not just
those within Medicare, is the creation of Health Savings Accounts,
which will allow individuals and families to put money, tax-free into an
investment type account dedicated to their medical costs. The money
is not taxed when taken out for qualified medical expenses, giving
Americans another tool to cover healthcare costs.

As with any compromise, some areas are not everything you sup-
port. | advocated larger teaching hospital reimbursement levels. In
addition to training the physiclans of tomorrow, these Institutions treat
underserved patients and provide comprehensive and unique services
such as neonatal intensive care and burn units for the general
population. Texas teaching hospitals will receive an additional $12.9
million over the next ten years, below the levels | wanted, but a
welcome increase over the status quo.

Let me be clear: this bill is not perfect, but as AARP President
James Parkel said, “Millions of Americans cannot wait for perfect.
They need help now.”

Finally, we are taking the first step to bring this vital program up-to-
date. For the first time, we can provide a voluntary prescription drug
benefit that offers additional assistance for those who need it most,
and strengthen Medicare for future generations.
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
