Property tax levy in state almost $9 billion

Local property tax levies in
Texas totaled $8 9 billion for 1985
according to the State Property
Tax Board's (SPTB) annual re
port for the 1985 tax year
“Overall, property taxes grew
at a slower rate in 1985 than the
year before,'" said Ron Patterson.

SPTB's executive director How-
ever, he added, ‘‘our figures
show that homeowners were
paying an increasingly larger
share of property taxes while
business owners were paying
less. "

The statewide property tax levy
for 1985 was 10.7 percent higher
than in 1984, when the total levy
was $8.1 billion. By comparison,
1984 property taxes were 12.1
percent higher than in 1983

The report shows that the
largest increases in property
taxes occurred in school districts
and cities, whose levies each
increased by close to 12 percent
from 1984 to 1985. County property
taxes grew the least, by 6.1
percent, while special district
taxes increased by 9.5 percent

“The property tax remains the
most important source of tax

School districts accounted for

almost $4.7 billion, or 52 percent
of all property taxes levied in 1985
Cities and towns levied another
$1.8Dbillion in property taxes while
counties levied $1.4 billion. Special
districts such as water, utility
hospital, junior college, and navi-
gation districts levied the remain-
ing $1 billion
Property taxes amo ated to

$493.35 for each Texas resident in
the 1985 fiscal year, compared to
$450.47 the year before said
Patterson. "‘After our staff adjus-
ied these figures to 1970 dollars to
account for inflation,”' he added,
‘the per capita tax levy was
$178.08 in 1985, an increase of $10
from 1984 and $49 from 1970

Local property taxes made up 41
percent of all state and local taxes
during the 1985 fiscal year, and
have remained at this level since
1983

In addition he observed
studies done by our agency st
that residential real estate was
typically undervalued on the tax
rolls of earlier years. Recen!

Properties such as utility conm
panies, industries and oil and gas
reserves, on the other hand, have
historically been taxed at clos# to
their full market value, according
to Patterson The shift of
property taxes away these
properties represents a more
equitable distribution of the tax
burden.
