Opening night for the "Medicine 

Show" Tower Theater is planned 
forJuly 30th. "Work isprogressing 
a little slower than we had 
anticipated," said A.C. Cash, 
overseer of the construction. The 
Tower Theater on Main street has 
been closed for several years but 
will once again open its doors to 
entertain the public. 
The 40 by 20 stage,just 

completed will put entertainers in 
perfect view of the audience. The 
36 by 40 foot wall that once served 
as a back drop for a screen will 
now be a painted mural consisting 
of sunsets, rainbows and scenery. 
The original Bold Gold curtains 
that once opened and closed to 
reveal the screen will remain as a 
reminder of our school colors. 

The old torn and tattered seats 
have been removed and stored at 
the old mill. "We looked all over 
to have them recovered and the 
cost was more than we could 
justify. We bought 400 seats from 
a theater in California cheaper that 
we could get ours recovered," said 
Cash. 

The back stage area will have a 
spiral staircase leading up to the 
performers dressing area and 
lounge. Two doors entering from 
the rear will be for the performers 
use only. "This will enable them 
to come and go without the 
knowledge of the audience, it gives 
them a little more privacy," stated 
Cash. 

The ceiling that was once leaking 
and full of holes from neglect has 
now been repaired and painted 
white. The walls will be painted a 
royal blue to match the seats. "I 
don't know what we're going to 
do with the crying room." Cash 
said. He continued, "The Buzzard 
Room (Balcony) is going to be for 
VIPs with the projection room 
serving as their lounge area. They 
will be able to go in there and sit 
and relax or drink sodas or 
whatever they want to." 

The old forced air cooling system 
that was once in use no longer 
works and will be replaced with 
six combination air conditioner/ 
heating units. Keeping with the 
old format as much as possible, 
the neon lights in the marquee will 
be replaced. "As soon as we can

get rid of the pigeons." Cash said. 
The labor that is being put into the 

seVr-Jject is all coming from local people, 
except the ceilings that required extra 
tall scaffolding. The crew that did the 
ceilings were brought in from 
Lubbock. 

The "Medicine Show" isnot limited 
to any single type of entertainment 
and is geared for the entire family's 
enjoyment. Cecil Caldwell, from 
Lubbock will be the Headline 
entertainer. "Caldwell is a fiddle 
player and likes to dance around when 
he plays, that's why only half of the 

stage will be carpeted," stated Cash 
Caldwell has a few young ladies that 

are cloggers and dance in his shows in 
Lubbock. Cash is not certain but has 
hopes of getting them to come to Post 
to entertain. Magic shows are another 
form of entertainment that is planned 
for the theater. 
Cash plans to go around the 

surrounding area and have auditions 
for local talent to perform. "We can't 
pay them, but we hope in time that we 
can at least pay their (the entertainers) 
gas money to Post." 
The final cost of the massive 

renovation has exceeded the original 
budget that was first estimated but 
Cash still hopes to be operating in 
the black with-in a year. 

The theater will be available to 
other organizations and functions 
during the week . Tickets for the 
Medicine show will be five dollars at 
the door for any seat or function. 

Opening night promises to be a 
night of fun for all. Along with the 
show will be a step back into the 
past, a mixture of nostalgia and fun is 
on the agenda.

Tax 'n Facts 
by Terri S. Cash, CPA 

AVOIDING TAX ON INVOL-
UNTARY CONVERSONS 

An involuntary conversion oc-
curs when property Is destroyed, 
sold, condemned, or sold under 
threat of condemnation. A good 
example of an involuntary conver-
sion due to condemnation would be 
the recent acquisition of mineral 
Interests by the City of Lubbock 
related to the Lake Alan Henry 
project. 

If your tax basis exceeds the 
condemnation proceeds, you have 
a loss that Is reported on your tax 
return for the year of conversion. 
If the proceeds exceed the proper-
ties basis, then you have a gain that 
constitutes taxable Income In the 
year of conversion. 

Code Section 1033 allows tax-
payers to take the condemnation 
proceeds and reinvest them Into 
"similar property" and avoid pay-
ing income tax on the gain. Gener-
ally you have two years to reinvest 
the proceeds and avail yourself of 
this relief position. However, the 
law in this area can be complex and 
you should seek the advice of a pro-
fessional.

teachers unselfishly agreed to be 
reassigned so that Ms. Berg could 
stay. Ms. Berg and the band director 
also worked out a schedule whereby 
the 3 music instructors could cover 
all of our music instruction. 
Although the plan was less than 
ideal, we felt that it was a good 
workable plan. Based on the 
information in her letter to you, Ms. 
Berg appears to be unhappy about 
implementing some of her own 
suggestions. 

Moving the choir instruction to 
the elementary school is a move that 
has been contemplated for several 
years. The high school has been hard 
pressed for classroom space. This is 
a result of the increase in the 
number of classrooms needed to 
implement a good technology 
program that will prepare our 
students to meet the demand of the 
future. The choir room is the largest 
high school classroom and it was 
only being used one period each day. 
The choir classroom has just been 
converted to the high school 
computer lab which should help 
immensely. 

Our band instruction has been at 
the elementary campus for years and 
has had no significant effect on the 
students morale. I personally believe 
that it is good for the elementary 
students to see high school students 
participating in band and choir. 
Some of these younger students need 
good positive role models and I 
believe that some of our better 
students are participating in these 
two programs Why would the 
students in choir be negatively 
affected by going to the elementary 
school for instruction when the band 
has been receiving instruction there 
for years? 

The principals have reported to me 
that Ms. Berg has been trying to 
leave Post for the past two to three 
years. It is my understanding that 
Ms. Berg wants to secure another 
teaching certificate. The board, 
administration and staff have made 

research the student enrollments in 
the extra curricular programs. We 
found that enrollments in the vast 
majority of these programs were 
strong except for the choir program. 
The principals had already reported 
to me that the enrollment in the 7th-
8th grade choir had dropped to less 
than 5 students. The high school 
enrollment (9-12th) had dropped to 
around 20 students. We feel that the 
students interest in our 
extracurricular programs has been 
the driving force in looking at 
possible cuts. So we have indirectly 
received the student's input with 
regard to cuts. 
When I talked to other 

superintendents I discovered that the 
vast majority of school districts the 
size of Post do not have a choir and 
a band program, too. Post not only 
had a choir and band program but 
was employing a full time k-3 
music teacher, a band director, an 
assistant band director, a choir 
director and a piano accompanist for 
the choir program. We knew that 
any cuts would not be a popular 
decision but, at this time, the 
administration feels that 3 full time 
employees can adequately handle all 
of the music program instruction in 
Post. 

Ms. Berg was well aware of the 
low enrollments in her choir 
program and the possible 
consequences. The high school and 
middle school principals both 
reported that they had informed Ms. 
Berg that she needed to recruit more 
students, if her program was going 
to survive. When I discussed this 
with Ms. Berg she suggested some 
possible cuts. She said that the 
piano accompanist was not 
necessary because she could play the 
piano, too. Ms Berg also said that 
she would be willing to give up her 
$3,000 choir instruction bonus. 

Shortly after visiting with Ms. 
Berg, I began working on a plan that 
would allow us to keep her in the 
school system. Two elementary 

Dear Editor, 
I would like to respond to Ms. 

Berg's letter. 
The Post ISD Board of Trustees 

and the administration have been 
working diligently on a budget that 
will insure the continuation of a 
good school that will not be a 
financial burden to the taxpayers of 
the Post ISD. We are attempting to 
prepare a budget that will fit into 
available revenues without a 
"drastic" increase in the tax rate. It 
appears that the school district will 
be losing approximately $1,200,000 
in tax revenue for the upcoming 
year. Losing $1.2 million from a $6 
million dollar budget has been 
difficult to say the least. A tax rate 
increase of about .36 would be 
needed to just to cover the lost tax 
revenue. We are currently working 
on a budget that should require only 
a small (about .05) tax increase. 
The Board of Trustees and 

administration know that it would 
be impossible to raise the tax by .36 
so budget cuts were necessary. 
Cutting the budget is a real painful 
unpopular process. We have all 
observed the state and federal 
governments working to cut their 
respective budgets. It is i.deresting 
to see that everyone thinks that the 
budget should be cut as long as it 
doesn't effect them or their 
programs! The Board wanted the 
principals and teachers to make as 
many cuts as possible without 
effecting the educational program in 
Post. The teachers and principals 
have done an excellent job of 
making cuts in the 1994-95 budget. 
Unfortunately,' the cuts have not 
made up for the apparent $1,200,000 
in lost revenue but we are getting 
close. 

It was the feeling of the staff and 
board that we should cut the regular 
programs last so we began 
examining the extracurricular 
programs first. In an attempt to 
determine which programs could be 
cut, the administration began to

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Be prepared for hot, dry weather and fireworks safety this July 4th 
Watch for hot, dry weather with 

scattered wildfires in Texas this 
Fourth of July. 
That's the prediction - unless 

Mother Nature provides fortuitous 
rain or Texans do a better job of 
practicing fireworks safety. 
"Weather conditions are an 

important indicator of how many 
fires will occur during fireworks 
season," said Mike Hines, executive 
director of the Texas Commission 
on Fire Protection. "Based on 
general weather trends of this 
summer, it look like we might have 
a really hot Fourth. That means 
firefighters will probably be facing a 
large number of fireworks fires 
unless the public makes a special 
effort to prevent fires caused by 
fireworks." 

Both the National Weather Service 
and the Texas Natural Resources 
Conservation Commission predict 
generally hot and dry weather across 
the state through June. 

"In general, we do not anticipate 
substantial rainfall during the month 
of June" said State Climatologist 
George Bomar of the Natural 
Resources 	Conservation 
Commission. "For the Fourth of 
July, we are looking at drier 
conditions. That means a high fire 
potential." 

Fire service personnel agree that 
dry weather increases the risk of 
outdoor fire. 

"Because many parts of the state 
had a lot of rain in May, grass and 
other vegetation could be really 
overgrown," said Hines. "Dry  

weather in June means all that 
vegetation is getting dried out. If 
someone is careless with fireworks 
in an area with dry grass and brush, 
it could be an instant disaster." 

In 1992, fire departments reported 
more than 640 fires caused by 
fireworks. These fires caused 
property damage estimated at 
$500,000, according to the Texas 
Fire Incident Reporting System. 
More than three-fourths of fireworks 
fires involve trees, brush and grass. 
Almost a third occur in the late 
afternoon and evening, and about 
three-fourths occur during July. 

"Virtually every fire that involves 
fireworks was caused by 
carelessness," said Hines. "Simply 
being more careful with fireworks 
could save hundreds of thousands of  

dollars in property damage and 
expense in putting out these fires." 

Hines gave these tips for using 
fireworks safely: 
•Leave the fireworks to the experts. 

Watch a community display, which 
will be more spectacular and 
exciting than using "common 
fireworks". 
-Use fireworks only in clear areas 

away from trees, dry brush and 
homes. 

'Read and follow the directions 
exactly. If you don't understand the 
directions, don't light the firework. 
Never let children use fireworks. 
•Ke.ep a bucket of water nearby 

while setting off fireworks. 
Contact your local fire department 

for more information on how to use 
fireworks safely.

Be careful with fireworks, and you 
will reduce you chances of causing a 
fire or being injured. The Texas 
Commission of Fire Protection lists 
these guidelines for using fireworks 
as safely as possible: 
•Buy fireworks only from a 

licensed vendor. A fireworks 
vendor must obtain a license or 
permit form the State Fire Marshal's 
Office. 
•Know the.  law in your 

community. According to Post 
Volunteer Fire Chief Ronnie 
Metsgar, it is against city ordinance 
to set off fireworks inside the city 
limits of Post. He urges everyone 
to please be very careful this Fourth 
of July. 
•Read and follow directions 

exactly. If you don't understand 
the instructions on the fireworks, 
don't take a chance by lighting the 
fireworks. 

NOTE: all fireworks sold in Texas 
must be clearly labeled that they 
conform to the standards of the U.S. 
Consumer Product Safety 
Commission and the U.S. 
Department of Transportation. 
Federal law says that all fireworks 
must have easy-to-read cautionary 
labels and instructions for proper 
use. 
•Use fireworks outdoors 

only, in a clear area away 
from houses and other 
flammable materials. Stay 
away from areas with grass, trees, 
gasoline cans, wooden decks and 
anything elsethat can catch fire. 

Texas is one of 29 States that 
allows the sale of Class 	C 
fireworks, or "common fireworks." 
In Texas, these fireworks are 
prohibited 
'Certain sky rockets,, also known 

as bottle rockets 
•Any other futworks determined to 

be not acceptable by the U.S. 
consumer Product Safety 
Commission:  

Any person or company that sells 
fireworks in Texas must have a 
license or permit from the State Fire 
Marshal's Office, a division of the 
Texas Commission on Fire 
Protection. 

According to state law, fireworks 
cannot be sold to anyone who is 
under 12 years old or is intoxicated 

•Keep a bucket of water 
nearby while setting off 
fireworks. Pour the water on any 
malfunctioning fireworks ("duds") or 
accidental fires. Immerse minor 
burns in the cool water. 
-Never let children use 

fireworks. Always designate a 
responsible, sober adult to ignite the 
fireworks. 
•Keep everyone a safe 

distance away from the area 
where the fireworks are 
ignited. Watch children under 15 
years old very closely. 
•Be sure that the fireworks 

will not contact or land on 
any potentially dangerous 
objects. Be sure that aerial 
fireworks, such as rockets and roman 
candles, won't strike power lines or 
automobiles. 
•Never touch a firework 

after it has been lit. If the 
firework malfunctions, do not try to 
relight it or pick it up. Carefully 
cover all used fireworks with water. 
-Never experiment with 

fireworks. Don't take fireworks 
apart or mix anything with the 
contents. Never make fireworks at 
home. Don't set off fireworks in 
metal, glass or other types of 
containers. 
•When finished lighting 

fireworks, cool remains with 
water. Collect all used fireworks 
materials and put them in a metal 
container. Cover with water again to 
reduce the chance of an accidental 
fire. 

State law also says 
that you may NOT: 
•Set off fireworks within 600 feet 

of churches, hospitals (except 
veterinary hospitals), asylums. 
licensed child care centers or school 
buildings (including college and 
university, buildings); 
•Set or set off fireworks within 

100 feet of places where flammable 
liquids or compressed gases are 
stored and dispensed (such as service 
stations); 
'Light fireworks within 100 feet of 

a place where fireworks are sold or 
stored; 
•Set off fireworks inside or from a 

motor vehicle.

Traveling by airplane can result in 
stopped-up ears. 	It is not life 
threatening, but it can certainly be 
irritating. 

It can also be dealt with . 
"Normally air pressure in the 

sinuses and ear tubes is the same as 
the immediate surroundings," said 
Dr. James Runnels of the Travel 
Medical Service at Baylor College of 
Medicine in Houston. "Rapid 
change in air pressure can cause a 
problem for the ears." 
The result can be difficulty in 

hearing and, in some cases, pain. If 
the traveler has a cold, the problem 
can be compounded. 

In fact, people with severe head 
colds may want to consider 
postponing their flights, Runnels 
said. This is especially true if there 
is a high fever or sinus pain or if the 
traveler is a child. 

But, if the flight must be made, 
decongestants and/or nasal sprays 

b. 

Air traveling may cause ear discomfort 
can be helpful is fused before take-
off, Runnels said. for long flights, 
he suggest timing the decongestant 
doses so that it can be taken an hour 
before landing. Also, nacal sprays 
are most effective if taken 
immediately prior to landing. 

For air travelers not suffering from 
head colds, time usually will take 
care of the stopped-up cars situation 
as the air pressure in their ears , 
adjusts t match the new surrounding. 

But, if that does not occur readily, 
Runnels recommends several 
methods for reclaiming full use of 
your cars: 

Chew gum. This is particularly 
helpful for children because it is 
something they already know. how 
to do. It also can work for adults. 

'Block the nostrils with the fingers 
and gently blow against the fingers. 
'Take an antihistamine or • 

decongestant before boarding the 
plane.

Of great concern to the 

Commissioners Court is the right-of 
way along the Santa Fa railroad tracks 
going through Garza County.

"If the right-of ways along the 
tracks were mowed back to a safer 
distance this would cut down on the 
chances of fire," Judge Dalby said.

In the last two years Garza county 

has lost approximately 125 million 
dollars in evaluation, due primarily 
to lost oil revenues. Discussions on 
the county budget are scheduled for 
the July 11th, Commissioners Court 
meeting. 

Public hearings on the matter are 
expected for sometime in August.. All 
concerned citizens are urged to attend 
these meetings. City and county 
budgets are of concern to all residents 
of the area. "The last time we had 
public hearings about eight or ten 
people turned up and five of them 
were commissioners, we need the 
publics support on this," said Judge 
Giles Dalby.

Heat, boll weevils apply pressure 
to Texas plains cotton crop 

added to the rate of evaporation of 
existing soil moisture. 

"The irrigated and well rainfed 
cotton continues to make excellent 
progress as the continued hot 
weather speeds crop development 
along," said Kater Hake, cotton 
agronomist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service here. 
Many acres of cotton are water 
stressed, but still alive, he said. 

"Cotton can tolerate severe water 
stress during this seedling to early 
square stage of plant development 
and still recover when rains or 
irrigation arrive," Hake said. "If the 
(stressed) cotton gets help, rainwise, 
it will recover, although it reduces 
the yield potential," agreed Dr. Dan 
Krieg, agronomist at Texas Tech 
University. 

A run of hot, dry days which has 
accelerated the development of 
young plants and sapped the ground 
of moisture has cotton growers in 
the rolling and South Plains keeping 
wary eyes on a potentially 
outstanding crop. 
And these conditions have 

increased the possibility for heavy 
boll weevil damage, especially 18 
counties bordering the Caprock, the 
geological escarpment which 
separates the High Plains and the 
Rolling Plains. 

After crop-saving showers the first 
half of May, the South Plains has 
received only a trace of rain while 
temperatures were in the mid-90's to 
105 degrees. Several days of June 
have topped 100 degrees in Lubbock 
and surrounding areas.

Consumers should be alert to 
claims by some credit repair 
companies that they can legally and 
permanently remove bad credit 
information from a credit report at 
the credit bureau, according to the 
state agency. 

"There arc laws that govern credit 
bureaus which prohibit their 
reporting obsolete information about 
a person, said Leslie Pettijohn, 
assistant commissioner of the Office 
of Consumer Credit Commissioner. 

Normally, credit reports arc limited 
to credit information less than seven 
years old. Bankruptcies may be 
reported for 10 years. Older 
information may be reported when 
consumers apply for loans or life 
insurance of 550,000 or more, or for 
certain jobs. 

"There are also laws which protect 
consumers from having incorrect 
information reported about them," 
she said.

"The only way to improve bad 
credit is to re-build and there are 
several reputable organizations 
which will help people for free, such 
as Consumer Credit Counseling 
Service."

In the case of BYD, aphid contract 
the virus when feeding on an 
infected plant and spread the disease 
when feeding on others. According 
to Bean, plant damage is evidenced 
first on the leaf tip and margins, and 
later the entire leaf will turn purple 
and yellow. 

Plants are generally stunted and 
have fewer tillers with smaller than 
normal grain heads. Damage from 
this virus results in reduced yields 
and lighter grain test weights. To 
date, no varieties are showing 
tolerance to the BYD virus. 
"Dry, cool winters an lack of 

available soil moisture at critical 
periods like we experienced this year 
have aggravated BYD problems," 
said Bean. 
Soil-borne mosaic virus also 

intensified this year. This SBM 
virus, seen previously on a llimited 
basis in Dallam County, has been 
observed in numerous fields across 
the Panhandle area this year. 

Infected plants exhibit yellow 
mottling of leaves an dare stunted. 
Damage shows up in irregular, 
spotty patches throughout the field. 

Plant diseases 
in area wheat 

Some familiar plant diseases have 
appeared in area what crops this year 
and then there are ones farmers and 
scientists don't see as often. 

Dr. Brent Bean, Texas Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
agronomist at Amarillo, who checks 
area fields almost daily, has observed 
some usual and unusual situations 
this year regarding viruses, old and 
new. 

Bean says scientists are still 
evaluating the data on the damage 
from the new virus which first 
appeared last year in silage and sweet 
corn. Later, the virus was seen in 
wheat fields scattered across the 
Panhandle. Plants appeared 
yellowed or streaked, and stunted. 
The disease outbreak was first 

dubbed the "mystery" virus because 
scientists were uncertain how it was 
being transmitted. In March 
researchers at Kansas State 
University discovered that the wheat 
curl mite was a chief vector of the 
virus. This is the same mite that 
transmits Wheat Streak Mosaic 
virus. 
"We're also seeing increased 

incidence of barley yellow dwarf 
(BYD) virus which is transmitted by 
several kinds of aphids, including

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head size squares, you will probably 
need to spray for weevils when squares 
are pencil eraser in size. Trap catch 
numbers between 2-4 would indicate 
the probable presence of significant 
weevil infestation potential, even 
though numbers may not be sufficient 
later on to cause economic losses. 

It may still be advisable to treat these 
early weevils to prevent the buildup of 
large overwintering numbers by this 
fall. 

Current data indicates that the 
potential for a heavy boll weevil in 
1994 is high. Boll weevil infestations 
during the 1994 season could be equal 
to, or greater than, the infestations of 
1993. 

Although this past winter was 
somewhat colder than the winter of 
1992-93, extended periods of cold 
weather needed to cause high boll 
weevil mortality did not occur. This 
makes the fourth winter in a row that 
was quite mild from the overwintering 
boll weevil standpoint. 
The mild winter seems to have 

overridden the benefits of last year's 
early fall. CRP acreage is probably 
making a contribution to the problem 
and providing more overwintering 
sites, especially during these mild 
winters. Ideal growing conditions over 
the past few weeks are bringing on the 
1994 crop very quickly. Our current 
forecasts indicate that around 13% of 
the total emerging population will fall 
into the effective emergence category.

emergence is expected to continue past 
mid-July. Much of this crop is now 
squaring.
