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Council members kick in extra funds 
for summer recreation program 

City manager Rick Hanna informed the council that White River is 
18 feet below its normal capacity, hovering at 14 feet. The discussion 
was related to plans for holding an election for voters to decide about 
a back-up water supply system. The election could be held in September 
or October. Gill expressed concern about whether or not voters would 
approve the measure, with Mayor Jim Jackson insisting that voters 
should decide. Payment ofthe approximately $3 million project would 
come from water user fees, through the issuance of certificates of 
obligation. 

Although it wasn't actually read aloud, a "second reading" of the so-
called fair housing ordinance was approved by the council. 

The council entered into an executive session to discuss an evaluation 
of the city manger, which Hanna had specifically requested. No action 
was taken following the evaluation, but council members are reported 
to have given Hanna "an excellent" vote of confidence.

The Post City Council agreed at the regular meeting Tuesday, July 

2, to add an extra $2,031.67 to its expenditures for the summer 
recreation program at the request of Garza County Judge Giles 
Dalby. "This program has really grown, with more than 400 youth,” 
the judge explained. "Where will it end?" council member Archie Gill 
asked, before the council voted to approve the extra funds. Dalby 
suggested the three taxing entities, Post ISD, City Council and 
Commissioners Court, meet after the program ends to discuss future 
plans. 

Council member Andy Stelzer recommended that the park board 
be realigned to include two city council members, two commissioners 
and alternating chairmanship by the mayor and judge. The change 
will be placed on next month's agenda for consideration. The council 
agreed with the commissioners' court on restricting vehicles to 
paved areas at the park. When asked about an ordinance to enforce 
the rule, Hanna and council members agreed that another ordinance 
on the books was not necessary. 

Nelda Dalby and Doug Stone presented a report and request to the 
council for $10,000 in next year's budget to fund operation of the 
community recovery center. They pointed out the importance of the 
rehabilitation and counseling services for alcohol and drug abuse 
clients. 

Post Chamber of Commerce president Pat Bilbo presented a report 
and request for motel/hotel tax revenues for producing a "much-
needed update of our brochure." Bilbo pointed out that the current 
brochure is several years old, and doesn't include many additional 
tourism features in Post. The motel/hotel tax revenue is designated 
by state law for use in advertising and promoting tourism. The 
council took no action, but agreed to review the matter during budget 
hearings. Bilbo was joined at the meeting with Chamber members 
Gladys Blair, Marvin Butler and Marie Neff. 

Post might be site of 
Windmill Museum 

Commissioners agree on 
park board alignment

The proposal to bring a windmill museum to the Post/Garza County 

area appears to be picking up steam. 
More than 15 area residents turned out Tuesday evening for the 

second town meeting on the proposal which calls for the location of a 
unique "working windmill museum," complete with approximately 
100 windmills, on a 30-40 acre site in or around the Post area. 

Leading the discussion were Coy Harris of Lubbock, executive 
director and project engineer for the National Windmill Project, and 
project president Mark Durham. 

"We're ready to do something and the Post area is very attractive," 
said Harris, emphasizing the need to locate possible sites for the 
museum. "We have the windmills in storage and some are needing 
restoration, but we are in need of a facility in which restoration work 
could be done. 

"The hard part's been done," he said, referring to the 25 years it has 
taken to amass the collection the non-profit organization currently 
holds. "And there are others (windmills) to be had that could enhance 
the collection." 	 (Continued on Page 4)

A realignment of park board members was approved by the Garza 

County Commissioners' Court at the regular meeting Monday 
morning. Accepting a recommendation by Post city council member 
Andy Stelzer, the board will consist of two commissioners, two 
council members with the mayor and judge serving alternating 
years as chairman of the board. 

The court discussed the possible need for a joint meeting with the 
council to clarify responsibilities for the baseball park. 

During the briefsession Monday, commissioners approved a change 
in the employee vacation policy to align part-time employees' vacation 
time with the actual weekly work schedule. An employee who works 
three days a week, for example, would be allowed three days of 
vacation. Previously part time employees were credited with a full 
week, regardless of number of days per week of actual work. 

The court also requested county attorney Leslie Acker to research 
and prepare recommendations for an ordinance to control ownership 
of certain "dangerous animals." The discussion came as a result of 
the recent attack of a baby by a part-timber wolf pet. The current 
state law regulating dangerous animal ownership expires September 
1, 1997.

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ratio in dryland field is 5-tenths 
inches. Some of this could be ex-
plained by the young age of the crop. 

In Garza County Irrigated fields, 
the average plant height was 3.62 
inches, keep in mind how cotton 
plants are measured. The total num-
ber of nodes on irrigated plants was 
5.2 with a first position fruiting 
branch at node four. In the irrigated 
cotton sampled, a total of 60% of the 
fields surveyed had a fruiting 
branch. Finally, there were an aver-
age of 2.5 first position squares. This 
marks a sizable difference from the 
dryland cotton. Height to node ratio 
in irrigated sampling averaged 7-
tenths inches, slightly longer than 
dryland fields. 

All of our county crop numbers and 
averages were pretty well in line 
with other dryland and irrigated 
fields across the South Plains. How-
ever, it is critical to keep in mind 
that other parts of the Plains have 
received recent rainfall that we have 
missed - this could prove critical in 
the not to distant future. 

There are two vital elements to 
produce cotton in Garza County. The 
first being the number of heat units 
which a plant can accumulate. It 
usually take 2,500 to 3,000 heat 
units to produce a good crop. Be-
cause of the extended dry and hot 
weather we have had to date, our 
heat units are well ahead of where 
we normally are - therefore forget 
about getting enough heat to pro-
duce this years' crop (unless we get 
a blizzard in August and Septem-
ber). 

The second vital link between seed-
ling cotton and high lint yields is 
moisture! Now, we have opened a 
big can of worms. It is a given that 
we exited 1995 with a moisture 
shortage and ran through the first-
quarter of '96 with less. Recent 
showers have proven very helpful to 
cotton emergence and progress 
through this point. However with 
the rapid growth and warm condi-
tions, it is highly likely that the 
seedlings could "outgrow" the mois-
ture. We must have more rainfall to 
sustain this crop and ease pressure 
on irrigation application. 

The lateness of the crop is cause 
for concern and weather must coop-
erate for a high yield potential. Judg-
ing from this initial mapping, irri-
gated cotton should reach bloom at 
about the third week of July with 
dryland cotton coming into bloom 
the last week of the month. Addi-
tional plant mappings are planned 
for July and August and with more 
rainfall and good conditions the out-
look should improve. Should we 
miss any part of the "formula", com-
bined with our young crop, we may 
be finished with ginning season too 
early. 

During the last 
week of June, the 
20 counties that 
make up the 
South Plains Ex-
tension District 
conducted inten-
sive and detailed 
cotton plant col-
lection from 20 
fields in each 
county. The pur-
pose of the collection was to utilize a 
technique known as "Plant Map-
ping" to study individual plants from 
each field and determine the early 
growth pattern and possible poten-
tial yield. 

It was a given prior to the collec-
tion that the majority of the county 
crop was lath and dry. Perhaps by 
this mapping technique, it would be 
possible to determine exactly where 
this crop is in relation to where it 
could be. This technique has been 
utilized extensively across the South 
Plains for the past few years and 
has proven very valuable. The re-
sults form the mapping survey are 
as follows. 

For simplicity purposes, the re-
sults from the irrigated fields and 
the dryland fields will be expressed 
separately. Since the majority of 
the county is covered by dryland 
cotton then the majority of the 
mapped fields were dryland. How-
ever, a percentage of irrigated fields 
equal to the approximate percent of 
county irrigated fields were col-
lected. 

The average height of cotton in 
sampled dryland fields was 1.75 
inches. Keep in mind that the height 
of a cotton plant is not measured 
from the ground to the top. Cotton 
plant height is measured from the 
cotyledon leaves to the terminal bud. 
The total average number of nodes 
was 2.9. 
A node is the joint where the 

branches separate from the 
mainstem. The average position of 
the first fruiting branch, or first 
branch that can produce a cotton 
square, was 5. 

According to years of mapping and 
research, this is about average for 
the high plains. Only about 33% of 
the dryland plants and fields sur-
veyed had a first position square. 
First position squares and eventu-
ally bolls are responsible for the 
vast majority of actual lint produced 
by a plant. A first position square is 
any square found on a branch imme-
diately next to the main stem. 
Another measurement taken by 

this office, was the initial height to 
node ratio. This ratio is an indica-
tion to the uniformity, or lack of, in 
the plants growth. A normal Height 
to Node ratio is 1 inch. Our initial 
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Farris baby continues to improve

Robert Lee Farris remained in stable condition Tuesday in the St. Mary 

Hospital Pediatric ICU Unit in Lubbock. 
"He's doing great," said Brenda Sweeten of Post, the baby's paternal 

grandmother. "He's gaining weight - almost up to nine pounds from just over 
six - and I got to hold him today. He's so alert and cute and just sucks that 
bottle right down. I just wanted to wrap him up and bring him home with 
me." 

The infant remains in the hospital's Pediatric ICU ward where Monday 
physicians did skin grafts, removing a small patch of skin from one of the 
child's legs to graft to an injured area on his buttocks, according to Sweeten. 
There are no signs of fever or infection "...but he's gonna be spoiled. My 
daughter-in-law is staying with him and... the nurses, they're so good to him, 
bringing him stuffed animals." 

The child was severely injured June 26 when he was attacked in his home 
by the family pet - a 7-week-old Alaskan malamute/timberwolf-cross puppy. 
According to sheriff's department reports, the child's father, Steve Farris, 
was asleep on a sofa in the living room when the mother, Nicki, decided to 
run next door to use a neighbor's telephone. 

Nicki Farris woke her husband 
and asked him to watch their 
youngest son, who was seated in an 
infant carrier on the floor near the 
sofa. Steve Farris apparently fell back 
to sleep while his wife was away. It 
was during that time that the dog 
began biting the infant. 

The mauling caused severe 
damage to the child's genital and 
anal areas and there was damage to 
the stomach and to one leg. 

"He's stable now, but it will 
probably be another week before they 
put him on the pediatric floor (and 
out of the Pediatric ICU unit)," 
Sweeten said. "The doctor said he 
was surprised, that he's never seen a 
3-week-old baby improve so quickly. 
He's doing just wonderful and we 
have to thank the people for their 
prayers. That's what did this - the 
grace of God." 

Contributions to help the Farris 
family financially may be made to an 
account earmarked Benefit for Robert 
Farris at Norwest Bank, P.O. Box 
430, Post, Texas 79356. Reports 
indicate the family has no health 
insurance coverage and physicians 
are estimating the child will require 
2-4 months of hospitalization. 

In the meantime, local authorities 
investigating the matter have not 
yet delivered their findings to the 
district attorney's office. As of 
Tuesday afternoon, District Attorney 
Ricky Smith said he had received no 
reports on the incident. 

The puppy involved was destroyed 
to allow health officials to quickly 
determine whether or not rabies was 
a threat to the child. According to 
testing completed by the Texas 
Department of Health in Austin, the 
animal was not rabid.

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Before the mid-1800s, mos 
libraries were privately owned. 
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advent of sophisticated DNA tests was it established that none of the 
four could have raped Schmal, thus destroying the state's case. 

But the vindication took a painfully long time. With a speedier 
execution process, the two men given death sentences would have 
been dead already. 

Mistakes are an inevitable part of the criminal justice system, but 
in capital cases, they are especially worrisome because the 
consequences are so grave. A man who has been wrongly imprisoned 
can be freed and compensated, but not a man who has been wrongly 
executed. That is one reason that death penalty appeals are allowed 
to go on for years — to minimize the chances of a fatal error. 

Death penalty supporters have a point when they say that appeals 
delay justice and waste money. But that only betrays the inherent 
defects of capital punishment. It can't be imposed on the guilty alone 
without being slow and cumbersome. It can't be made speedy and 
certain without making a lot of unconscionable mistakes. The 
question the proponents refuse to confront is: How many innocent 
people should we be prepared to execute to accelerate the dispatch 
of the guilty? 

The cost of death penalty cases is a direct result of the nature of 
the sanction. As the Death Penalty Information Center noted in a 
1992 report, "Capital trials are longer and more expensive at every 
step than other murder trials. Pre-trial motions, expert witness 
investigations, jury selection and the necessity for two trials — one 
on guilt and one on sentencing — make capital cases extremely 
costly, even before the appeals process begins. Guilty pleas are 
almost unheard of.... In addition, many of these trials result in a life 
sentence rather than the death penalty, so the state pays the cost of 
life imprisonment on top of the expensive trial." One authoritative 
study found that each execution costs an extra $2.16 million more 
than merely putting someone behind bars for life. 

Replacing capital punishment with life without parole would not 
only save money but prevent the execution of innocent people. 
Dismantling the safeguards that now exist, by contrast, would have 
little effect on costs but would foster the ultimate injustice. Verneal 
Jimerson and Dennis Williams should be grateful for the slow pace 
of death penalty justice, but so should we all.

The death penalty appeals process, as everyone 
knows, is a scandalously abusive, time-consuming 
ritual that delays justice, mocks victims, wastes money 
and prevents society from imposing the penalty it has 
deemed appropriate for the most heinous crimes. 

Would it be impolite to mention that it also saves a 
lot of innocent people? 

Speeding up executions is a favorite demand of congressional 
Republicans, who, In April, approved a measure that will severely 
curb the right of Death Row inmates to challenge their convictions 
in federal court. It was promptly signed by President Clinton in yet 
another demonstration of his penchant for embracing conservative 
causes whenever it's convenient. 

But theAmerican experience since capital punishment was restored 
in 1976 doesn't exactly make a convincing case for hurrying up the 
business of putting people to death. Just the opposite. In the last 20 
years, 331 inmates have been executed -and at least 60 people who 
had been given death sentences have been released because they 
apparently were innocent. 

A company whose products had lethal defects 15 percent of the 
time would soon be out of business, but Americans seem oblivious to 
how often we come close to killing people for crimes they didn't 
commit. Instead of revamping the process to reduce the number of 
errors, we are revamping it in a way that is guaranteed to cause more 
mistakes. 

In Illinois, such blunders are even more common than in the 
nation as a whole. Seven inmates have been executed here since 
1976 — compared to at least seven who have been exonerated after 
receiving death sentences. This week, a Cook County circuit court 
judge dismissed the charges that had sent Verneal Jimerson to 
Death Row for 11 years. Three other men wrongly convicted for the 
1978 rape and murder of Carol Schmal and the murder of Lawrence 
Lionberg have also been cleared and are expected to go free next 
week. One of them, Dennis Williams, was also on Death Row. 

Their unjust convictions weren't some weird, unavoidable fluke. 
There has been considerable evidence that the four men were 
innocent since the beginning, but prosecutors pursued the case with 
blindered fervor — and managed to secure convictions. Only with the

Former FBI agent Gary W. Aldrich now faces a predictable full-
court press from a White House desperate to counter allegations in 
his new book that Hillary Clinton herself is responsible for the hiring 
of White House "filemaster" and former barroom bouncer Craig 

Livingstone. The counterattack ranges from what 
commentator John McLaughlin calls "blaming the 
dead guy" - contending the late Vince Foster hired 
Livingstone - to the familiar refrain that the former 
FBI agent now joins a long line of"tools" being used 
by "right-wing extremists" to discredit this White 
House. 

Aldrich, who retired from the FBI in 1994 after 30 
years as an agent -the last five years at the White 
House under presidents Bush and Clinton -says he 

was told by both former White House Associate Counsel William H. 
Kennedy III and by Mr. Livingstone himself that Mr. Livingstone 
was hired by Hillary Clinton. Mr. Livingstone was even "selected by 
the first lady and the president to handle arrangements for Vince 
Foster's funeral," he reports. 

Mr. Aldrich also reports allegations ranging from President Clinton 
sneaking out for romantic trysts to sloppy White House security to 
former drug use by some staffers. Some of these are thrice-told tales, 
at best. I wouldn't nominate Agent Aldrich for his Pulitzer quite yet. 
But one might expect an innocent White House to say, perhaps, that 
they need time to read the book, at which point they plan to take 
under consideration any parts of Agent Aldrich's security critique 
that seem valuable. 

Instead, Mrs. Clinton, visiting Romania July 1 when the matter 
came up, promptly blasted a book it seems unlikely she could have 
yet read. "I see it as a politically inspired fabrication and I don't think 
anybody should take it seriously," she said. She denied suggestions 
that she played a role in the hiring of the White House security chief 
who collected private FBI files on more than 700 people. 

"There is no connection," she said. Instead, the White House 
concentrated on pointing out that a publicist hired by Regnery 
Publishing to help promote the book once did some work for Bob Dole 
during the GOP primaries. Oh, that proves it. "I'm willing to swear 
under oath to anything that I have in this book," Aldrich said on 
ABC's "This Week with David Brinkley." 

He later amplified the offer, vowing that he would answer no 
questions with Mrs. Clinton's own favorite perjury-beater, "I cannot 
recall." Senior Clinton adviser George Stephanopoulos responded: 
"His story couldn't get past the fact checker at the National Enquirer." 
Possibly. History will little care. The far more important precedent 
was Mr. Stephanopoulos' admission that the White House tried 
unsuccessfully to convince ABC to cancel Mr. Aldrich's appearance, 
altogether. 
Apparently, rather than answer the substantive reports of such a 

whistle-blower, this White House prefers to blatantly abuse its 
power in attempts to blackball the author from network television. 
This is nothing new, of course. Lyndon Johnson and Dick Nixon tried 
it all the time - often with success. It's just that Mr. Clinton entered 
office vowing to "set a new standard of ethics" for the nation. 

Matthew Glavin, president of a non-profit legal foundation brought 
in to help defend Mr. Aldrich's First Amendment rights, told The 
Washington Times on June 30 that Mr. Aldrich had also been 
scheduled to appear on CNN's "Larry King Live" and "Dateline NBC" 
that weekend, but that those appearances were canceled under 
White House pressure. How about the other major White House 
theme: Is it, in truth, only "right-wing extremists" who are concerned 
about Mr. Aldrich's revelations about White House security - the 
stuffhe would know about, first-hand? "I'm not absolutely satisfied," 
with the White House's explanations about the FBI files, said Sen. 
Bob Kerrey, D-Neb., chairman of the Democratic Senatorial Campaign 
Committee, on NBC's "Meet the Press" June 30. 
"The administration seems not to know what they're doing," said 

Sen. Joseph Biden, D-Del., ranking Democrat on the Senate Judiciary 
Committee, on June 29. "There's something really, really serious 
about this," said Roll Call's Morton Kondracke on NBC's "McLaughlin 
Group," also on June 29. "I mean Jack Ruby, for God's sake, could 
walk into the White House, get a job, and shoot the president under 
these circumstances. Half of these people weren't cleared." 
"There is a gut part of that book which is clearly correct, and that 

is that for months and months people that were hired to go to the 
White House declined to go to FBI interviews in order to get 
permanent passes," said left-leaning Sam Donaldson on ABC's "This 
Week with David Brinkley." 
"No matter who hired him (Livingstone) or didn't hire him," Mr. 

Donaldson asked Mr. Stephanopoulos of the White House, "why 
would a man with no security background be put in that office?" 
"Well, again, I - I can't explain that," Mr. Stephanopoulos replied. 
Right. No explanations. No answers. Just blame it all on the 
plottings of "right-wing extremists." Maybe Rush LImbaugh did it.

The Constitution for the United States 
Preamble 

We the people of the United States, in order to form a more perfect 
union, establish justice, insure domestic tranquility, provide for the 
common defense, promote the general welfare, and secure the 
blessings of liberty to ourselves and our posterity, do ordain and 
establish this Constitution for the United States of America. 

Article 5 
The Congress, whenever two thirds of both Houses shall deem it necessary, 
shall propose Amendments to this Constitution or, on the Application of the 
Legislatures of two thirds of the several States, shall call a Convention for 
proposing Amendments which, in either Case, shall be valid to al i Intents and 
Purposes, as Part of this Constitution, when ratified by the Legislatures of three 
fourths of the several States, or by Conventions in three fourths thereof, as the 
one or the other Mode of Ratification may be proposed by the Congress, 
Provided that no Amendment which may be made prior to the Year One 
thousand eight hundred and eight shall in any Manner affect the first and fourth 
Clauses in the Ninth Section of the first Article, and that no State without its 
Consent, shall be deprived of its equal Suffrage in the Senate.

The Enormous Power of Government 
As long as these ideas prevail, it is clear that the responsibility of 

government is enormous. Good fortune and bad fortune, wealth and 
destitution, equality and inequality, virtue and vice—all then depend 
upon political administration. It is burdened with everything, it 
undertakes everything, it does everything; therefore it is responsible for 
everything. 

If we are fortunate, then government has a claim to our gratitude; but 
if we are unfortunate, then government must bear the blame. For are not 
our persons and property now at the disposal of government? Is not the 
law omnipotent? 

In creating a monopoly of education, the government must answer to 
the hopes of the fathers of families who have thus been deprived of their 
liberty; and if these hopes are shattered, whose fault is it? 

In regulating industry, the government has contracted to make it 
prosper; othenvise it is absurd to deprive industry of its liberty. And if 
industry now suffers, whose fault is it? 

In meddling with the balance of trade by playing with tariffs, the 
government thereby contracts to make trade prosper; and if this results 
in destruction instead of prosperity, whose fault is it? 

In giving the maritime industries protection in exchange for their 
liberty, the government undertakes to make them profitable; and if they 
become a burden to the taxpayers, whose fault is it? 

Thus there is not a grievance in the nation for which the government 
does not voluntarily make itself responsible. Is it surprising, then, that 
every failure increases the threat of another revolution in France? 

And what remedy is proposed for this? Tb extend indefinitely the 
domain of the law; that is, the responsibility of government. 

But if the government undertakes to control and to raise wages, and 
cannot do it; if the government undertakes to care for all who may be in 
want, and cannot do it; if the government undertakes to support all 
unemployed workers, and cannot do it; if the government undertakes to 
lend interest-free money to all borrowers, and cannot do it; if, in these 
words that we regret to say escaped from the pen of Mr. de Lamartine, 
"The state considers that its purpose is to enlighten, to develop, to 
enlarge, to strengthen, to spiritualize, and to sanctify the soul of the 
people"—and if the government cannot do all of these things, what then? 
Is it not certain that after every government failure—which, alas! is 
more than probable— there will be an equally inevitable revolution?

The seemingly racially motivated (seemingly because two suspects 
charged were black) arson against black churches 
ought to be roundly condemned and the perpetrators 
found and locked up. We should condemn this spate 
of arson not because it's against black churches but 
because arson of any kind is a despicable, cowardly 
act, especially of houses of worship, regardless of the 
racial makeup of its congregation. 

I sense there isn't the national moral outrage against today's black 
church burnings as there was against church burnings and bombings 
during the 1960s civil rights movement. If I'm right, there's something 
happening in our country far worse than the tragedy of black 
churches being torched. Part of that tragedy might be that increasing 
numbers of white people are becoming insensitive toward acts of 
violence of this sort. While most white people wouldn't torch or 
condone torching of a black church, they may see it as a kind of 
comeuppance. 

Let's look at just a few things that may create such an attitude. 
According to the U.S. Justice Department's 1993 report "Highlights 
From 20 Years of Surveying Crime Victims," there are about 6.6 
million violent crimes committed each year (murder, rape, robbery 
and assault). Twenty percent of those crimes are interracial, but 90 
percent of the victims of interracial crimes are white. Blacks murder 
whites at 18 times the rate that whites murder blacks. Black-on-
white assaults are 21 times the rate of white-on-black assaults. In 
cases of rape, blacks are 64 times more likely to rape a white woman 
than whites are to rape a black woman. 

If the fact of starkly differing interracial crime rates is not enough 
to sour race relations, there's court sanction and pockets of vocal 
black support for black criminals. The most visible of these was the 
O.J. Simpson acquittal and the televised glee of many black people 
and black "spokesmen." Then, there's the failure of the national 
media to report black hate crimes such as that against Michael 
Westerman of Guthrie, Ky., murdered by a carload of blacks who 
were offended by his flying a Confederate flag on his pickup truck; 
or Mark Belmore, a white student at Northeastern University 
stabbed to death by four black men who made a pact to kill the first 
white person they saw; or Melissa McLauchlin, murdered by six 
black men in Charleston, S.C., several of 

whom told the police they made a sort of New Year's resolution to 
kidnap a white woman, rape her and then kill her. The same week 
Melissa McLauchlin was raped and murdered, a few hundred miles 
away in Tallahassee, Fla., a black man was set on fire by two white 
youths. That incident made the national media, and President 
Clinton mentioned it in his State of the Union address as an example 
of continuing racism in America. Neither Clinton nor the national 
press mentioned the racially ,motivated murder of Melissa 
McLauchlin. Maybe they accepted the counsel of South Carolina's 
State Sen. Robert Ford who said he doubted Melissa's murder was

Report: Dissolve School Boards 
A new report by the non-profit 

research organization, Education 
Commission for the States, sug-
gests that states dissolve school 
boards, requiring new elections 
and sending tax money directly to 
schools. 

The report, "Bending Without 
Breaking," says that for education 
to radically improve, the system 
governing schools must radically 
change. 

Gov. George W. Bush signed 
the report's foreword but does 
not necessarily endorse it Last 
week, at an Education Commission 
for the States conference in San 
Antonio, Bush told reporters he 
had not read the report, but said 
he endorsed only the parts of the 
report that agree with the changes 
in Texas, such as the establishment 
charter schools and less power in 
central education agencies. 

Texas Education Commissioner 
Mike Moses, who also attended the 
conference, said that sending tax 
money directly to the schools could 
cause as many problems as it cures, 
the Dallas Morning News reported. 

Moses said that if schools were 
granted such autonomy, there are 
questions about who would sit 
on the committees controlling the 
money and who would hold them 
accountable. 

"Are we going to open up 
6,300 new bureaucracies?" Moses 
asked, and suggested that it might 
cost schools more if they were to 
individually negotiate contracts for 
services, such as food service, bus 
transportation and copy machine 
repairs. 

Texas, Mexico to Fight TB 
Because U.S. and Mexican com-

munities along the Rio Grande 
have unusually high rates of tu-
berculosis, Texas authorities and 
their counterparts from the Mexi-
can state of Coahuila are taking ac-
tion. 

Texas Commissioner of Health 
Dr. David Smith and officials 
from Saltillo, Mexico signed an 
agreement last week to fight the 
spread of the disease. 

Officials from both states will 
coordinate and share information 
on TB cases and contacts, work to-
gether to diagnose and place TB pa-
tients in treatment and increase ac-
cess to needed prescription dnigs. 

AUSTIN — Attorney Genera 
Dan Morales said last week no 
college or university in Texas 
should consider race as a factor 
in admitting students, granting 
scholarships or giving financial 
aid. 

Morales issued the statement af-
ter the U.S. Supreme Court refused 
to hear a reverse-discrimination 
case against the University of Texas 
(Hopwood v. UT Law School) that 
had been heard in the spring by the 
Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals in 
New Orleans. The court's ruling 
applies only to Texas, Louisiana 
and Mississippi. 

Commenting on the issue, UT 
President Robert Berdahl told the 
Austin American-Statesman, "If 
anybody believes we can sustain

	the number (of minorities) without 
taking race into account, I think 
they arc naive. We can't. And I 
think that's a loss for the university 
and a loss for the state." 

Berdahl predicted the university 
will lose "an awful lot of the 
top minority talent from Texas, 
who will go out of state" where 
affirmative action practices con-
tinue and minority scholarships 
will he available. 

Clinton Authorizes Drought Aid 
President Clinton last week 

authorized the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture to sell up to 15 million 
bushels of grain from reserves in 
order to make drought disaster 
assistance payments to farmers in 
drought-stricken West Texas and 
parts of the Southwest. 

Though Texans had sought the 
release of the entire 45 million 
bushels of feed grain in the 
emergency reserve, U.S. Sen. Kay 
Bailey Hutchison said she was 
satisfied with the authorization. 

"Relief is on the way for Texas 
farmers and ranchers who have 
been hit hard by the drought. This 
will provide direct assistance for 
those most affected by drought 
conditions," she said.
