64th Annual Post Stampede Rodeo 

Post Stampede Rodeo features 
top cowboys, parade Saturday 

The 64th Annual Post Stampede Rodeo, the "Best Rodeo in the West," will 
open this weekend. 

Nightly shows will begin at 8 p.m. at the rodeo arena Thursday, Friday 
and Saturday. Grand entry will be at 7:45 p.m. 

Admission will be $5 for adults. Children ages 6 and under will be 
admitted free of charge. 

Events will include steer wrestling, one go-round, $65; bareback bronc, 
go-round, $65; calf roping, one head, $65; saddle bronc, one go-round, $65; 
barrel race, $65; team roping, open, $125; bull riding, one go-round, $65; 
and girls breakaway roping, $65.; $500 added to each event and Red Bluff 
buckles will be awarded in each event. Also, ranch bronc riding, $65. 

Rodeo producer is T-N-T Rodeo Co. of Anson. 
Wells Fargo will sponsor a flag race for youths ages 12 and under. Entry 

fee is $10, and flag entries will be limited to the first 1.0. The top five from 
each night will advance.

Hays also informed the court that state and federal law will require the 
county to purchase electronic voting equipment prior to January 2006. He 
proposed a budget of $65,000 to cover the additional expense. Earl said that 
he hoped the county could continue using paper ballots, "I'm just not 
convinced about the security of the electronic voting," Earl said. 

A grant of approximately $30,000 is expected from the state to offset cost 
of implementing the new electronic voting system. 

In other matters, the court rejected an indigent application for rent and 
utility assistance, due to the applicant not meeting county indigent 
guidelines. 

Commissioners agree to a proposition brought to their attention by 
Norman to support legislation requiring the state to share onerhalf cent of 
the gasoline tax with counties for road maintenance. "We're not asking for 
additional taxes," Norman emphasized, "just that the state share some of 
the tax funds with counties." 

A contract with Pegasus was approved for use of the county radio tower. 
According to Sheriff Kenny Ratke, the company agreed to a $200 per month 
rental fee for five years. 

Commissioners approved a renewal of health insurance coverage, using 
the same plan as is currently in place. The renewal is estimated to cost 
employees an additional nine percent in monthly premiums.

Garza County commissioners began work on the 2004-2005 fiscal year 

budget Monday morning, looking at a preliminary revenue base of $1,892,348. 
The revenue figure is based on an "effective tax rate" of $.46343. Estimates 
for property valuations show an increase of $25 million from last year. 

The current tax rate is $.50 with a tax roll back rate for the new budget set 
at $.5050. Commissioners studied individual department expenses broadly, 
but made no decisions about the budget. 

County commissioner Lee Norman, acting as Judge Prolbm, explained 
that County Judge Giles W. Dolby had been released from recent 
hospitalization, recovering from pneumonia and resting at home. 

Commissioners agreed with a recommendation by Democratic Party 
chairman Lewis Earl to consolidate voting precincts in the November 2004 
general election. The consolidation will reduce the number ofvoting precincts 
from nine to six. 

County clerk Jerry Hays supported Earl's recommendation, but pointed 
out that changes would only be for the November election. The plan calls for 
moving Graham Community's voting box (Voting Precinct 6) to the Post 
High School voting box; combining Close City's box (Voting Precinct 5) to the 
First Presbyterian Church and the Lorenzo-Alexander Community Center 
box (Voting Precinct 9) to CitizensBank. 

Saving the historic Algerita 
Collier did not request any funding from the city, but suggested that 

organizers of the restoration might need some help with matching funds in

A new push to save the Algerita Hotel building on East Main Street was 

outlined to the Post City Council at its regular monthly meeting Tuesday, 
August 3. 

Respected historical preservationist and Post native Don Collier provided 
detailed information about the historic building, explaining that "it's not 
going to fall down right away," but that the building's supporting walls are 
deteriorating rapidly. 

Collier, a professor at Texas Tech University, laid out a multi-stage plan 
for saving the building: (1) contract with a structural engineer for specific 
plans to secure the structure, (2) get adequate funding and contract for 
temporary repairs, (3) prepare a detailed plan for restoration, (4) determine 
best use and (5) develop adequate funding for the project. 

"This is the oldest building in Post," Collier emphasized, "we have a small 
window of opportunity to save this important structure." Collier said that 
in 1975 he interviewed Scotty Samson about the Algerita. "He told me that 
they had problems with the walls because of the soil underneath and the 
type of mixture used to hold the stone in place." 

Samson, a stone mason and builder hired by C.W. Post in the early days of 
building Post City, was concerned at the time, but did the best he could with 
whatwas available. In later buildings, Samson implemented new techniques 
to solve the crumbling effect of the mortar. 

The Algerita's "falling apart" condition is most visible on the west side 
behind the Caprock Cultural Association's office, adjacent to the vacant lot 
east of The Post Dispatch. The sand stone outer wall is collapsing, one stone 
at a time. The south wall is also bulging near the top, and beginning to fall 
inward toward the roof. 

"This problem is mostly related to water damage over the years," Collier 
added, "where the inside wall and outside wall meet, water has seeped in, 
separating the two walls." 

He also pointed out that an estimate of $1 million was suggested by a 
potential contractor for demolishing the building. One of the big expense 
items for either restoring or demolishing the building is an eight inch casing 
of asbestos around an old boiler in the basement. 

"We plan to board and up and enclose that as a first step in this project," 
Collier said.

On God's Word 
by Timothy W. Burnett 

Receive holy spirit ... John 20:22 

After God raised Jesus from the dead, He sent 
him back to his disciples. When he arrived they 
were assembled in a secret room for fear of the 
Jewish leaders. Without opening the door, he 
came and stood in the midst of their assembly with 
peace and gladness. He showed them his hands 
and side. And according to John 20:21-22 he said, 
"'Peace be unto you. As my Father has sent me, 
even so I send you.' And when he had said this, he 
breathed on them, and said unto them, 'Receive 
the Holy Ghost.'" 

According to John 20:21-22, Jesus prepared his 
disciples for the day they would be sent out as 
witnesses and servants. There are many records 
of how he prepared his disciples for the ministry. 
But in John 20:22 he gave them instructions on 
how to get the spiritual authority in the first place. 
Anybody who reads verse 22 from the King James 
Bible can easily conclude that Jesus breathed holy 
spirit on his disciples. As they read on, they are 
shocked to discover that in Acts 2:4 the same 
disciples were filled with holy spirit. Please keep 
in mind that God's word never contradicts itself. 
Any apparent contradiction is due to error in 
interpretation or in translation. In the present 
case, the contradiction is related to the use of the 
word "on." The earlier known Greek texts used the 
word "en," which carried the same sense as the 
current English word "in." With this, we can see 
that Jesus breathed in and said, "Receive the Holy 
Ghost." Why did he do this? 
A study of the word "receive" will help to 

understand why Jesus breathed in. The word 

"receive" was translated from the earlier known 
Greek word "lambano," which basically meant to 
lay-hold of, seize unto or receive something. Based 
on its usage throughout the New Testament, it 
carried with it a sense of permanent ownership. 
The word "lambano" is also found inActs 1:8. "But 
you shall receive [lambano] power." Go to Acts 
2:33, "Therefore being by the right hand of God 
exalted, and having received Ilambanol of the 
Father the promise of the Holy Ghost, he has shed 
forth this, which you now see and hear." Jesus 
Christ laid-hold of the promise of holy spirit from 
his Father. That which he received from his Father 
could be seen and heard by everybody on the day 
of Pentecost. When we track back to Acts 2:6-11, 
we see that they saw and heard in their own 
languages the first apostles speak the wonderful 
works of God. They saw and heard them speak in 
tongues. 

Now we can see clearly that according to Acts 
2:33, when the first twelve apostles began to 
speak in tongues, they received or laid-hold of the 
promise of holy spirit. With this in mind, we can 
more perfectly understand the scripture in John 
20:22. Jesus showed them what was to happen in 
the future. As recorded in Acts 2:1-4 that time 
came. Once holy spirit was poured out according 
to Acts 2:2, the disciples would have been filled 
with holy spirit after their next in-take of air. 
Next, they would have received or laid-hold of 
holy spirit when they began to speak with other 
languages as "the Spirit" gave the words.

Editor's Note: This column was written in October 2002, a valid 
argument today as it was almost two years ago, considering current 
opposition to the undeclared war in Iraq. 
Two weeks ago, during a hearing in the House International 

Relations committee, I attempted to force the committee to follow the 
Constitution and vote to declare war with Iraq. The language of 
Article I, section 8, is quite clear: only Congress has the authority to 
declare war. Yet Congress in general, and the committee in particular, 
have done everything possible to avoid making such a declaration. 
Why? Because members lack the political courage to call an invasion 
of Iraq what it really is- a war- and vote yes or no on the wisdom of 
such a war. Congress would rather give up its most important 
authorized power to the President and the UN than risk losing an 
election later if the war goes badly. There is always congressional 
"support" for a popular war, but the politicians want room to 
maneuver if the public later changes its mind. So members take half 
steps, supporting confusingly worded "authorizations" that they can 
back away from easily if necessary. 
It's astonishing that the authorization passed by the committee - 

ci mentions the United Nations 25 times, yet does not mention the 
Constitution . once. Congress has allowed itself to be bypassed 
completely, even though much is made of the President's willingness 
to consult some legislative leaders about the war. The real negotiations 
took place between the Bush administration and the UN, replacing 
'debate in the people's house. By transferring its authority to declare 
war to the President and ultimately the UN, Congress not only 
violates the Constitution, but also disenfranchises the American 
people. 

Already the administration has sought to gain favor with the UN 
by pledging hundreds of millions of tax dollars to UNESCO. UNESCO 
is the anti-American "educational" arm of the UN, an organization 
from which President Reagan heroically removed us in 1984. Now 
we find ourselves rejoining the agency to soften UN resistance to 
our plans in Iraq. 

I don't believe in resolutions that cite the UN as authority for our 
military actions. America has a sovereign right to defend itself, and 
we don't need UN permission or approval to act in the interests of 
American national security. The decision to go to war should be 
made by the U.S. Congress alone. If Congress believes war is 
justified, it should give the President full warmaking authority, 
rather than binding him with resolutions designed to please our UN 
detractors. 

Sadly, the leadership of both parties on the International Relations 
committee fails to understand the Constitution. One Republican 
member stated that the constitutional requirement that Congress 
declare war is an anachronism and should no longer be followed, 
while a Democratic member said that a declaration of war would be 
"frivolous." I don't think most Americans believe our Constitution is 
outdated or frivolous, and they expect Congress to follow it. 

When Congress issued clear declarations of war against Japan 
and Germany during World War II, the nation was committed and 
victory was achieved. When Congress shirks its duty and avoids 
declaring war, as with Korea, and Vietnam, the nation is less 
committed and victory is elusive. No lives should be lost in Iraq 
unless Congress expresses the clear will of the American people and 
votes yes or no on a declaration of war. 
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America is indeed 
becoming two nations

There are three primary reasons for ending the U.S. military occupation 

of Iraq. 
First, our military presence weakens liberal democratic forces in Iraq. It 

may be unfair to characterize the new government in Iraq as a U.S. puppet, 
but such sentiments are widespread. It will be more difficult to prove the 
government's legitimacy if it is seen as dependent upon U.S. forces for its 
survival. 

Second, a military presence in Iraq is not needed to protect U.S. security 
interests, and such a presence is costly. The Bush administration hopes to 
conceal these costs — $3 billion to $9 billion a month — until after the 
November election. Meanwhile, we risk undermining the strength and 
credibility of our armed forces by spreading them too thin. These costs will 
be measured in faltering recruitment and retention rates. And then there is 
the incalculable cost of the dead and wounded. 

Finally, the military occupation of Iraq is not merely unnecessary and 
costly. It is counterproductive in the fight against the terrorists who pose the 
greatest threat to us: al-Qaeda and its affiliated groups. 

By withdrawing from Iraq, the United States would be broadcasting to the 
world, in particular Arab and Muslim populations, that America has no 
plans to seize control of Middle East oil or to suppress the peaceful 
aspirations of the region's populatidn. Withdrawal would undermine the 
credibility of anti-American propaganda that characterizes the occupation 
as a vehicle for U.S. dominance in the region. In other words, the United 
States should leave Iraq precisely because it is what the Iraqis want and 
what the terrorists fear. 

At the same time, the Bush administration must communicate to the 
people of Iraq: "We have withdrawn militarily from your country, but that 
does not mean that we will ignore what you do. Do not harbor al-Qaeda or 
other anti-American terrorist groups, or we will be back." 

The message would be even simpler, and more chilling, for al-Qaeda and 
its ilk: "Now we are coming for you. Our ability to find and destroy you —
wherever you may be — is enhanced by the elimination of our costly and 
burdensome occupation in Iraq." 

An orderly exit by U.S. forces can be touted for what it is: a victory for the 
United States and-  Iraq, the logical conclusion to action that removed a 
brutal dictator. 

Therefore, the Bush administration should commit to a formal plan for 
military withdrawal that would have all U.S. forces out of the country within 
one year of the handover of political sovereignty: July 1, 2005. 

Military presence is too costly and fuels anti-U.S. propaganda.

Over the last few weeks I have come to realize that Democratic Vice 

Presidential nominee John Edwards is at least partially correct when he 
says there are two Americas. Unfortunately, his portrayal of the two 
Americas is nothing more than a recycling of the liberal political tactic of 
promoting class distinction and envy attempting to pit us against each other. 

But a more serious analysis of the social, cultural and political forces 
presently vying for their place in our nation would show that there are, 

' indeed, two Americas. One America is still trying to hold on to Christian 
values and apply them not only in their personal and family lives but also 
in how they engage as citizens and as community members. The other 
America is a secular America that is growing more openly and stridently 
anti-Christian day-by-day. This America is being taken over by secular 
extremists that now openly display their loathing of traditional values and 

: of "fundamentalist" Christians with no concern that they will suffer any 
consequences for their words or actions. 

For example, in a recent interview with the San Diego Union-Tribune, 
singer Linda Ronstadt said, "It's a real conflict for me when I go to a concert 
and find out somebody in the audience is a Republican or fundamental 
Christian. It can cloud my enjoyment," she said. 

Perhaps if the attacks were only coming from entertainers like Ronstadt 
. such meanness and rudeness could be dismissed. But these positions are not 

just arising from entertainers and their industry; they are being echoed and 
argued by respected and successful members of American political and 
social life. 

In a column he wrote for American Prospect entitled "Bush's God," Robert 
Reich, the former Secretary of Labor in the Clinton Administration; denounced 
religious zealots that give greater allegiance to God than they do to the 
government and labeled them as a greater threat than terrorism. 

Reich said, "The great conflict of the 21st century will not be between the 
West and terrorism. Terrorism is a tactic, not a belief. The true battle will 
be between modern civilization and anti-modernists; between those who 
believe in the primacy of the individual and those who believe that human 
beings owe their allegiance and identity to a higher authority; between those 
that give priority to life in this world and those who believe that human life 
is mere preparation for an existence beyond life; between those who believe 
in science, reason, and logic and those who believe truth is revealed through 
Sc?ipture and religious dogma. Terrorism will disrupt and destroy lives. But 

t terrorism itself is not the greatest danger we face." 
Reich is not alone in this belief. On March 6th of this year, Morris Dees, co-

founder of the Southern Poverty Law Center in Montgomery, Alabama, told 
an audience that the so-called "Religious Right" is more dangerous than 
Neo-Nazis and Muslim extremists. 

In other words, to the Dees and Reiches of this land, if your allegiance is 
first and foremost to Almighty God and not to the almighty state, you are 
more dangerous than a terrorist. Reich takes great offense when right-wing 
fundamentalists criticize him and other secularists as being moral relativists. 
In so doing, he said, "they confuse politics with private morality." Reich 
continued, "For religious zealots, there is no distinction between the two 
realms. And that is precisely the problem." 

As secularists like Reich see it, when Christians, as American citizens, 
speak out against abortion or homosexual marriage or presidents having sex 
with interns, such expressions represent a greater threat to the well being 
of the nation than terrorism. 

Reich called on his fellow Democrats to "mount a firm and clear counter-
assault" against the Religious Right during this election and hold them, he 
says, "accountable for what they are trying to do in our nation's schools -
promoting the teaching of creationism, demanding school prayer, pushing 
"abstinence until marriage" programs, and opposing sex education: "This," 
according to Reich, "is all about imposing their religious views on our 
children." 

Frankly, most Christians have thought it was the other way around: that 
our children's Christian values have long been under assault by the secular 
public schools. In fact, the secular left has for years been engaged in 
ideological warfare against Christian values that is systematically purging 
.our nation of the very basis of our democracyIthe belief that our rights are 
from God and not conferred to us by a benevolent, secular government. And 
the federal courts have been their weapons of mass destruction. 

Right now there are still two Americas, but if secular extremists such as 
Robert Reich, Morris Dees, Linda Ronstadt and their ilk have their way, 
someday there will only be one nation under their god of politically correct 
secularism.

Pentagon learns about the Sixth Amendment 
Amendment deemed necessary to insure fundamental human rights of 
life and liberty. Omitted from the Constitution as originally adopted, 
provisions of this and other Amendments were submitted by the first 
Congress convened under that Constitution as essential barriers 
against arbitrary or unjust deprivation of human rights. The Sixth 
Amendment stands as a constant admonition that if the constitutional 
safeguards it provides be lost, justice will not "still be done." 

While the Supreme Court's recent ruling in the Hamdi case related 
specifically to Hamdi himself, it is settled law in America that the 
government is required to apply the constitutional principles set forth 
in Supreme Court decisions in same or similar cases. Thus, when the 
Court ordered that Hamdi be accorded counsel, it was effectively 
*ordering the Pentagon to permit other detainees similarly situated, 
such as al-Marri. to be accorded the same right. That is undoubtedly 
why the Justice Department overruled the Pentagon and advised al-
Marri's attorney that he could meet with his client after all. 
That's the way things work here in the United States. Of course, 

that's not the way things work in Iraq, where the Pentagon is still 
prohibiting Saddam ,Hussein from meeting with his attorneys.

in Detroit and Boise, he would have walked away from the federal 
courtroom a free man. 

By removing al-Marri from the jurisdiction of the federal court on the 
eve of his trial and placing him into military custody as an "enemy 
combatant," the Justice Department and the Pentagon, working 
together, effectively hijacked our criminal justice system and sabotaged 
our constitutional order. The joint scheme obviously constitutes a 
dangerous and ominous sham that enables the military to punish 
people against whom the civil authorities lack the evidence to convict 
of a crime. Don't forget that under its "enemy combatant" system, the 
Pentagon claims the omnipotent power to hold terrorist suspects, both 
Americans and foreigners. indefinitely and impose punishments on 
them without any judicial review and without having to comply with 
the due-process-of-law protections provided in the Constitution and 
Bill of Rights. 
The Pentagon also claims the power to deny its detainees, both 

foreign and American, the right to meet and consult with their 
attorneys. Fortunately, however; the Supreme Court put the quietus 
on that position in the Hamdi case, at least insofar as detainees here 
in the United States are concerned. The Court's language was clear 
and unequivocal: 

]Hamdi] unquestionably has the right to access to counsel in connection 
with the proceedings on remand. No further consideration of this issue 
is necessary at this stage of the case. 
Why did the Framers consider assistance of counsel sufficiently 

important to include it in the Bill of Rights? The Supreme Court 
explained in the 1938 case of Johnson v. Zerbst, 

[The assistance of counsel] is one of the safeguards of the Sixth

The Pentagon is learning that things work differently here in the 

;United States than they do in Iraq. In this country, when the judiciary 
.issues an order, the Pentagon is required to obey it. That's why the 
sovernment is now permitting Ali Saleh al-Marri to meet with his 
:attorney as part of his habeas corpus proceeding in federal district 
court in South Carolina. 

Al-Marri is one of three "enemy combatants" in the "war on terrorism" 
whom the Pentagon is holding in its military brig in South Carolina. 
The other two are Yaser Hamdi and Jose Padilla, whose cases were 
recently adjudicated in the U.S. Supreme Court. The Pentagon has 
prohibited al-Marri from consulting with his attorney, much as it did 
:with Hamdi and Padilla and, for that matter, as it is doing with 
Saddam Hussein in the criminal proceedings that have recently been 
Initiated against him by the U.S.-installed "temporary" regime in Iraq. 

Al-Marri was initially indicted in federal district court, where the 
Justice Department was prosecuting him for terrorism. Shortly before 
the trial was to begin, the Justice Department secured a dismissal of 
the indictment and turned him over to the custody of the Pentagon for 
indefinite detention as an "enemy combatant" in the "war on terrorism." 

If the federal prosecution of al-Marri had proceeded, he would have 
been entitled to all the rights and guarantees recognized in the 
Constitution and Bill of Rights, including being informed of the 
Charges against him, compulsory process of witnesses, cross-
examination of adverse witnesses, assistance of counsel, and a jury 
trial. Since he would also have been presumed innocent under our 
system of law, the government would have had the burden of proving 
his guilt beyond a reasonable doubt. If the jury had acquitted him, as 
juries recently did with defendants in federal terrorism cases brought

I believe that when a person "prays" to God, without being saved, his 
prayer goes no higher than the ceiling, and God probably says, "Who 
do you think you are, to think that you can come to Me, without coming 
to Me in the only possible way that I have set out in My Word?
