Directors ofthe Garza County Hos-
pital District were split last week
when deciding the district’s financial
plan for the next fiscal year.

The board voted 3-2, with newcom-
ers Fred Howell and Kenda Bartlett
casting the dissenting votes, in favor
of accepting the health care district’s
proposed budget for the next fiscal
year.,

Howell led the charge against ac-
ceptance of the budget, which stands
at less than $1 million and is smaller

than the spending schedule for the
current fiscal year. He said district
officials need to make additional bud-
get cuts to ensure that district tax-
payers realize no increase in the to-
tal amount of taxes paid

District officials plan to utilize the
same tax rate - .11481 per $100 valu-
ation - as used in the current fiscal
year; however, with an increase in
property values, some taxpayers
could see increased tax bills despite
no change in the tax rate.

Howell noted the shift in property
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values will result in the district’s
collection of more than $36.,000 in
taxes above the amount collected last

year, providing a revenue increase of

7.88 percent. He suggested the board
trim the tax rate so that instead of a
revenue increase, the district would
collect the same amount of tax dol-
lars as received in the current fiscal
year.

“It’s gonnaraise the amount of taxes
we collect,” he said, adding that his
primary objective was to see that
taxes were not increased.

Lounty settles on tax

increase, lower rate

A tax rate of $.495 was set Monday
morning by the Garza County Com-
missioners’ Court for the fiscal year
2004-2005, which begins October 1,
2004. The rate, although one-half
cent lower than the current rate of
$.50, represents overall increase in
taxation due to higher property valu-
ation.

“We've got to have a better reserve,”
Precinct One commissioner Lee
Norman said in defense of the tax
rate, “we've had to draw down our
reserves in past years.” The budget
and tax rate, which are expected to
be approved following a public hear-
ing on September 13, includes a four
percent pay hike across the board for
elected and appointed county offic-
ers and employees.

{# Commissioners reviewed individual

department budgets at the meeting,
making minor adjustments and re-
jected a request by county/district
clerk Jerry Hays to raise the clerk’s
salary to the same as the treasurer.

Precinct Two commissioner Mason
McClellan, supported by Precinct
Three commissioner John Valdez,
introduced the motion to approve
Hays' request. Precinct Four com-
missioner Mike Sanchezand Norman
voted against the proposal, with
Judge Giles W. Dalby casting the

"@)/ deciding vote against the motion.
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Hays, who would not benefit from
the increased salary due to his resig-
nation set for December 31, later
informed the court that he would be
making a formal complaint to the
county grievance committee. The
treasurer’s salary is approximately
$3,000 higher than the clerk.

In another matter, Judge Dalby
accepted an application for write-in
candidacy for county/district clerk
from Jim Plummer who had gar-
nered the signature of 50 registered
voters. Dalby requested Tax Asses-
sor Judy M. Bush to verify the accu-
racy of the signatures prior to accep-
tance of the petitions.

Plummer, who owns and operates
with his wife Janice the Hotel Garza
Bed & Breakfast, formerly served as
a city council member and as the
city’s municipal judge. His name will
not appear on the ballot, which will
require supporters to write his name
on the ballot for the November gen-
eral election.

During budget considerations,
Norman informed the court that he
believed City of Lubbock officials will
accept the proposed $108,000 pay-

ment to Garza County for law en-
forcement services. “We've got a few
administrative items that need to be

ironed out,” he said, “but from our
recent meeting, I think we’ve got the
major stuff out of the way.”

Architect selected for
Post ISD high school,

cafeteria projects

An architectural firm was hired Aug. 10 as Post Independent School
District officials gear up for one of the largest construction projects the

district has undertaken in years.

During their regular August meeting, trustees tapped the SHW Group of
Fort Worth to serve as architect for the construction of new cafeteria and

high school facilities.

Superintendent Marlin Marcum said SHW Group, the “premier school
architectural firm” in the state, has experience working with West Texas
schools, with ongoing projects in Plainview and the Frenship Indepdendent

School District.

OnAug. 19, trustees conducted a called meeting to negotiate and finalize
the district’s contract with the architectural firm and discuss competion of
the initial phase - construction of the new cafeteria and high school - in the

district’s master plan.

Plans call for the cafeteria, which will include separate elementary and
secondary school areas connected with a common kitchen, to be constructed
without interruption of food service to Post ISD students.

The proposed high school facility will be built on a district-owned vacant
lot adjacent to the arena. The 44,000- to 48,000-square-foot building will be

“state of the art,” Marcum said.

Financing for construction of both facilities will come from the district’s
fund balance, the superintendent said.

“No debt,” he said. “No bonds.”

District officials hope to let bids on both projects in February. Completion
of both facilities is expected about one calendar year from the time of

groundbreaking.

Once the new high school structure is completed, district officials plan to
relocate the middle school to the existing high school campus, a move
Marcum said would be a “significant upgrade” for middle school students.
The existing middle school structure, built as Post High School in 1922, will
house alternative school programs, technology and some administrative

offices.

In other business Aug. 10, district officials:

* Approved the substitute teacher list for the current school year.

* Approved student transfers for the current school year.

* OKed personnel employment recommendations

* Awarded bids for fuel (Phillips 66), milk (Gandy's) and diesel, oil and

" GHD split on tax increase

District administrator Tanya
Boucher pointed out that the district
has relied heavily on its cash re-
serves in recent months

“We're really playing on a risky
pattern, not knowing how long he
money will last.... Our cash reserves
are gone. We can't come up with other
revenues,” she said. “If we run out (of
money), we run out.... I'm not com-
fortable taking that kind of risk.”

Boucher said that if property val-
ues continue to rise, district officials
might want to re-evaluate the situa-
tion next year and make adjustments;
however, the collection of taxes at the
current tax rate would generate a
“cushion.”

According to figures provided by
the district, the average taxpayer
with property valued at $50,000 in
the new fiscal year will pay an addi-
tional $4.20 under the plan, or about
35 cents per month. With property
valued at $90,000, the tax bill will
climb $7.55, or 63 cents per month.

Bartlett said the district’s conser-
vative clinic revenue projections could
easily enable the board to make the
bulk of the cuts necessary todrop the
tax rate as per Howell’s suggestion.

“Ifthere’s away that we can do this,
then I think we need to do it,” she
said.

Following a lengthy discussion,
Howell made a motion to postpone
action on the budget and schedule
another budget work session. Bartlett
seconded the motion; however, the
two were outvoted by the remaining
board members.

Howell’s motion was followed by a
motion and second to approve the
budget as presented. That motion
passed with the split vote.

In other business, the board:

* Received the clinic report for the
month of July. The clinic’s numbers
were “off slightly” for. the month,
Boucher said. Total payout was
$12,756, an increase over the $9,922
posted in the previous month.

* Received the indigent care report
for the month of July. The month
began with an enrollment of 10 and
ended with 11. Expenses for the
month totaled $2,122.71, leaving
$7,066.07 for the final two months of
the fiscal year.

The board’s next meeting will be
held Sept. 2 at 6:30 p.m. at Citizens
Bank. Boucher said that session will
include discussion and consideration
of the proposed tax rate.

The next regular meeting of district
directors is set for 6:30 p.m. Sept. 16
at Citizens Bank.

Drug task
force future
uncertain

Arecentannouncementby the Lub-
bock Police Department has left the
Garza County Sheriff’s Department
in a law enforcement limbo of sorts.

After the Lubbock agency an-
nounced last week it would no longer
serve as the administrating agency
for grant monies that fund the South
Plains Regional Narcotics Task
Force, Garza Countylawmen, as well
as those representing 17 other area
counties, were left towonder whether
they can continue drug enforcement
activities at the same level.

Garza County Sheriff Kenny Ratke
said that most area law enforcement
agencies “operate on a shoestring”
budget, and the loss of the regional
narcotics task force is “just an added
resource we can't afford to let go of
out here.”

The local sheriff’s department and
the task force have enjoyed a long-
term drug enforcement partnership,
the sheriff said. The task force has
assistingin breakingdown drug labs
following drug busts, saving the
county thousands of dollars per inci-
dent, and provided undercover
agents to help work drug cases.

“And that'’s just one aspect of it,”
Ratke said. “We've had a long rela-
tionship. We work a lot of cases to-
gether.... Their support and assis-
tance has been invaluable.”

Inone oftheir most successful part-
nerships, the Garza County Sheriff’s
Department and the task force used
a local informant to help Lubbock
authorities file 26 heroin-related
cases, most of them federal court
cases, the sheriff said.

Last week, the Lubbock Police De-
partment announced plans to resign
as administrator of the $655,000 fed-
eral grant that funds the task force.

Highway traffic collections
enrich county and state

funds by $25,392.06 in July

Garza County Justice of the Peace Courts collected a total of $25,392.06
during July for highway travel fines issued here, according to official
reports. The fund raising program, operated by Garzy County in coordina-
tion with the State of Texas, took advantage of travelers who were accused
of violating State Transportation Codes

Justice of the Peace Precinct 1 collected $9465.75 on 50 cases while JP
Court Precinct 2 reported $15,926.31 on 40 cases.

State and county code enforcement officers are “just doing their jobs” by
enforcing the traffic code, but what was sold to the public in the 1920s for
“safe” roads, 1s now a huge money making scheme for corporate govern-
ments.

The State of Texas gradually shifted the public perception of the Code’s
underlying scope so that all travelers appear required to register their
automobiles with the State of Texas. Astudy into the underlying scope of the
Texas Transportation Code has revealed exactly who is required to register
their automobiles with the State.

The exact scope of the Texas Transportation Code was discovered by
allowing it to narrowly interpret itself according to its strict construction.
The scope of the Transportation Code is “Transportation.”

The term “Transportation” was not defined in the Texas Code. According
to the United States Transportation Code and Black’s Law Dictionary, the
term “Transportation” was defined as transportation by a carrier for hire.

The book of Acts has a number of chapters which
prove without any doubt that to receive holy spirit
refers to the moment when people begin to speak in
tongues. This week we will give more attention to Acts
8:12-18.

The apostle Philip came to Samaria preaching the
gospel of Jesus Christ. Up to the time of his preaching,
the people were giving their attention to a man named
Simon who used the power of the Devil to cause the
whole city regard him as “the great power of God.”
(Acts 8:10). We start with verses 12-13, But when they
believed Philip preaching the things concerning the
kingdom of God, and the name of Jesus Christ, they
were baptized, both men and women. Then Simon
himself believed also: and when he was baptized, he
continued with Philip, and wondered, beholding the
miracles and signs that were done.” Where it says they
were baptized means they were baptized with holy
spirit. As noted in Acts 8:35-38, Philip still embraced
the tradition of water baptism. But let us not be
detracted from the truth that the baptism of John with
earthly water was replaced by the true baptism of
living waters by the Lord Jesus. This is the baptism of
holy spirit.

So they believed and were baptized. Does this sound
familiar? According to Romans 10:9-10 to believe with
the heart that God raised Jesus from the dead is unto
righteousness. Even Simon the sorcerer believed and
was baptized with holy spirit. In verses 14-16 we see
the appearance of two other apostles, "Now when the
apostles which were at Jerusalem heard that Samaria
had received the word of God, they sent unto them
Peter and John. Who, when they came down, prayed
for them, that they might receive the Holy Ghost: (For
as yet he was fallen upon none of them: only they were
baptized in the nameof the Lord Jesus.)" The reference

to “received the word of God™ means they received the
information with a favorable frame of mind. It came
from the biblical Greek word “"dechomai.” As noted in
previous weeks, the word “receive” in the context of
holy spirit came from the Greek word “lambano” which
meant to lay-hold of, or seize unto something. It would
be a reasonable question to ask why they had to
“receive” holy spirit, ifthey had already been “baptized.”
We learn from verse 16 that the baptism of holy spirit
is a distinctly different condition from the Holy Ghost
falling upon them.

Verses 17-18, “Then laid they their hands on them,
and they received [lambano] the Holy Ghost. And
when Simon saw that through laying on of the apostles
hands the Holy Ghost was given, he offered money.”
Simon saw something that caused him to think they
laid-hold of holy spirit. What did he see? When we
allow Godis word to interpret itself, he saw the same
thing that was seen by others in Acts 2:33. The people
of Samaria believed the word that was preached by
Philip and this resulted in that they were baptized
with holy spirit. Itis very likely that Philip used the old
tradition of water baptism to manifest their baptism.
Then somebody called the apostles in Jerusalem to
come over and clear things up. Peter and John arrived
and opened up the truth more perfectly. After they
taught the truth and prayed for them, the people laid-
hold of holy spirit. What did they do to lay-hold of holy
spirit? Whatever it was, replaced the earthly water
method of manifesting the baptism of holy spirit. We
know this because Simon saw something.

Next week we will look at Acts chapter ten and see
how the word “receive” is plainly used in the context of
speaking in tongues.

Kerry's energy socialism

If the Republican and Democratic presidential candidates were
forbidden to offer proposals based on collectivist economic thinking,
they would have to keep mum the entire campaign.

We are in for three months of unrelenting nonsense from President
George W. Bush and Sen. John F. Kerry. That wouldn't be so bad if
most people recognized it as nonsense. But since education these
days is intended more to create quiescent “good citizens” than
skeptical thinkers, most people will be taken in by these charlatans.

Last week Kerry did what presidential candidates love to do:
promise “energy independence.” Run like the wind when you hear
that term. Itis aeuphemism for the central planning of our economic
activities. Kerry has not yet learned why socialism failed.

Kerry's energy plan differs from Bush's in only minor ways. In
response to rising oil prices and instability in the Middle East, Kerry
proposes that the government lead an effort to deemphasize foreign
oil, lower gasoline prices (and oil company profits), increase effi-
ciency, and stimulate the development of alternative fuels. Accord-
ing to a campaign news release, “The Kerry-Edwards energy plan
will harness the full force of American ingenuity to create the energy
of the future and make America independent of Middle East oil.
While taking a series of short-term steps to help families and
businesses by bringing down energy prices, their plan will under-
take a comprehensive, long-term strategy for energy independence
that also creates new, good-paying jobs in the process.” What will he
do on January 21, create a perpetual-motion machine?

What is not said is that even attempting this would require massive
government power to manipulate private economic activities. Kerry
assumes that his nationalistic appeals, oil-company bashing, and
promises of low prices and high-paying jobs will distract us, much as
an infant can be distracted by the sound of a rattle. Close examina-
tion of his plan should cause concern to anyone who understands
freedom and the virtues of free enterprise.

For example, Kerry promises to set up a $20 billion trust fund,
financed from existing offshore oil and gas royalties, to increase the
fuel efficiency of vehicles and promote the development of alterna-
tive fuels. He apparently learned nothing from economics and

history. As long as energy is scarce, the free market will contain the
right incentives for personal conservation, increased efficiency, and
entrepreneurship aimed at more-secure and alternative sources of
energy. To propose that government should direct these activities is
to believe that bureaucrats know more and will make wiser decisions
than hundreds of millions of people with intimate knowledge of their
own needs and capacities in the decentralized marketplace. In other
words, it's like believing in Santa Claus.

Where was Kerry during the late 1970s when the Carter adminis-
tration poured millions of dollars into synthetic-fuel programs with
nothing to show for it? Has he bothered to look at the results of
mandated fuel-efficiency for cars? When the cost of driving goes
down, people drive more, so no gasoline is saved. But when cars are
made lighter and smaller, which is partly how efficiency has been
achieved, they become less crash-worthy and highway deaths in-
crease.

Regardless of what Kerry says, government does not know best. Its
economic record is dismal. Bush has no edge here. His energy plan
also puts government at the center, handing out subsidies and tax
incentives to those who pursue the administration’s objectives. Both
are big-government men.

In a sense, we do need an energy policy — to undo the pervasive
government control that exists today. The military presence in the
Middle East is a subsidy from the taxpayers to the oil companies. If
they want that oil, let them pay the full price for it, including security.
Of course that will mean consumers will pay, but that's as it should
be. If the price is too high, consumers will conserve and entrepre-
neurs will be motivated to produce more-efficient products and find
cheaper sources of energy, oil and otherwise. For this to happen,
however, all energy regulations should be repealed.

Arational energy policy would consist of six words: government, get
out of the way!

This kind of congressional activity constitutes at least two-thirds of
the #federal budget. Regardless of the purpose;~such behavior is
immoral.

The first presidential election in the post-9/11 era has people
thinking hitherto unthinkable thoughts: Should the election be
postponed if a terrorist attack occurs before election day? What if
there is an attack on election day? What happens if an attack takes
the lives of the winner of the election and his running mate before
inauguration day? It has even been asked if these matters should be
discussed publicly.

Advocates of thoroughgoing individual liberty are entitled to say “I
told you so” on at least two counts.

First, they long warned that U.S. government intervention in the
world’s trouble spots is like batting a hornet's nest. It can only bring
trouble. The Middle East is the most troubled of trouble spots, and
the U.S. government has been batting it in various ways at least
since World War II.

No wonder the region has been a constant source of stress, a
sinkhole for the taxpayers’' dollars, and the breeding ground for
people who want to kill Americans. Those who wish to avoid a
reassessment of American intervention insist that the jihadists hate
our way of life, not U.S. foreign policy, and therefore would be
attacking us anyway.

But all the evidence goes the other way. Every time the jihadist
leaders explain their cause, they talk about U.S. policy, not American
civilization. I don't know why they would lie about their motives.
Even some CIA personnel acknowledge this, for example, the
anonymous author of the recent book Imperial Hubris (who has since
been identified by the New York Times and other media as Michael
F. Scheuer). As this author told NBC News, “It's not a hatred of us as
a society; it's a hatred of our policies.”

The insistence by the Bush administration and its supporters that
U.S. policy has nothing to do with the terrorist threat is a little too
fevered to be credible. Those who see inanti-Americanism a reaction
to U.S. policy are maligned as excusing violence by trying to
understand its perpetrators. But a moment’s thought discloses that
excusing and understanding are vastly different activities. Moreover,
‘t really be against trying

to understand the terrorists, because these proponents themselves
claim to understand them. So this is really a debate between
competing interpretations. They are welcome to offer their theory of
the terrorists’ true motivation, but a little evidence would be nice.

The second ground for “I told you so” is that libertarian critics of
U.S. foreign policy are advocates of decentralization.

By definition, decentralization makes a society harder to disrupt.
One of the strongest arguments for a truly free market is that it
produces the maximum number of decision-making centers. To those
unschooled in classical-liberal social theory, this sounds like a
blueprint for chaos. But those familiar with the ideas of undesigned
order, spontaneous coordination, and social evolution understand
that decentralized decision-making is the fountainhead of robust
social order.

The reason is simple: Errors will be highly localized only in a
resilient decentralized setting, where entrepreneurs earn profits by
anticipating problems. But when the central authority makes a
mistake, everyone under its jurisdiction suffers. The more highly
centralized the system, the greater the suffering.

A similar thing may be said about overt attacks on a society. The
more highly centralized the governing authority, the easier it is to
disrupt the society by disabling that authority. There is simply no
way for a bureaucracy to know all that the entire society knows. This
is as true for security issues as it is for the production of steel or
wheat. “Society” is smarter than any legislature or bureau.

The upshot is that decades of the centralization of power in
Washington have left the American people terribly vulnerable to the
same violent people the government has systematically provoked by
its intervention. So what are we urged to do? We're urged to seek
protection from the identical ignorant centralized bureaucracy that
put us in this mess in the first place. There's got to be a better way.

What's theirs
is theirs...

What's theirs is theirs, and what's ours is ours. That's a motto that
property owners have found useful throughout history, at least that
part of history when ownership of land and property first came to be
recognized, lasting through our time.

Our ancestors went to war over the issue of property rights, or
almost to war, as in the case of Magna Charta. American Indians
fought fiercely to defend what they understood and believed to be the
rightful ownership of property. And many of our ancestors fought
just as desperately to prove their ownership of the same land.

Now comes the City of Lubbock and the County of Garza in a stiff
fight over control of property along the boundaries of Lake Alan
Henry.

What's theirs is theirs, and what's ours is ours.

Certainly, no one contests the fact that the City of Lubbock (by the
use of force if necessary against their tax paying property owners)
paid multi-millions of dollars to purchase the property in Garza
County known as Lake Alan Henry. And, according to Lubbock city
officials, the sellers of that property agreed to certain deed restyictions
on land adjacent to the lake.

That argument between property owners and the City of Lubbock
is not ours to settle nor do we or our local governments have any
business meddlingin those issues. The courts will settle the questions
about what the deed restrictions say or don't say.

Our local governments are not responsible for the way in which the
City of Lubbock operates and controls the property it owns. It's their
lake, it's their property.

In the matter of who pays and conducts law enforcement at the
lake, the responsibility clearly rests with the constitutional authority
of the Garza County Sheriff. It's his responsibility to enforce the laws
inside the boundaries of Garza County ... including activities inside
the boundaries of Lake Alan Henry.

It is not the responsibility of the sheriff, however, to enforce City of
Lubbock codes and ordinances... that's theirs, not ours. There need
be no conflict between the City of Lubbock and Garza County over
law enforcement at the lake ... the State of Texas constitution clearly
identifies who is responsible for law enforcement, it is the sheriff of
Garza County... or at least that part of the lake that falls within the
boundaries of Garza County. Some parts are in the jurisdiction of
Kent County, whose sheriff must take responsibility for that portion.

The problem between Garza County and Lubbock officials could
easily beresolved if both government units accepted the constitutional
requirements and limited their actions to those specified by the
constitution.

Lubbock is responsible for enforcing its codes and ordinances on its
own property ... the sheriff is responsible for enforcing county, state
and federal laws for the entire county ... and that responsibility can
not be delegated to some other organization.

No so-called “Interlocal Agreement” can amend the state
constitution, nor can those agreements relieve the sheriff of his
responsibilities, nor of the county commissioners' court to adequately
fund the cost of enforcement. Trying to get Lubbock to pay for what
is our responsibility is not in the best interest of Lubbock, nor of
Garza County.

We call on our elected officials to live up to their oaths of office,
specifically that part which requires adherence to our constitutions.
We have no control over Lubbock city officials, but it is obvious that
they are bound by the same oaths of office.

There is no need for the City of Lubbock and Garza County to be at
odds over Lake Alan Henry ... officials in both governments need only
take care of their own affairs ... and remember, "what's theirs is
theirs and what's ours is ours.”

“The great rule of conduct for us in regard to foreign
nations is in extending our commercial relations, to have
with them as little political connection as possible. So far
as we have already formed engagements, let them be
fulfilled with perfect good faith. Here let us stop. Europe
has a set of primary interests which to us have none; or
a very remote relation. Hence she must be engaged in
frequent controversies, the causes of which are essentially
foreign to our concerns. Hence, therefore, it must be
unwise in us toimplicate ourselves by artificial ties in the
ordinary vicissitudes of her politics, or the ordinary
combinations and collisions of her friendships or
enmities."— George Washington
