City Council balks at
sheriff’s budget request

A limit on what the city will spend
for law enforcement and an agree-
ment to allow sidewalk signs for
Main Street businesses consumed
the Post City Council at a special
budget work session Tuesday
evening.

Following more than an hour of
discussion with Sheriff Cliff Laws
on his budget request, the council
agreed to limit the city's law enforce-
ment funding for the fiscal year 2006
to $302,000 plus three percent pay
raise for current sheriff's depart-
ment staffing and the purchase of
one patrol car.

The sheriff had requested the city
to fund its one-half of a proposed
$998,000 budget.

The council rejected the request to
fund any additional costs in the cur-
rent fiscal year.

Council member Harold Craig
suggested that the city discontinue
any funding for law enforcement,
saying that the sheriff is responsible
for law enforcement in all of the
county. Council member Kenda
Bartlett said that Craig is correct
that the city has no obligation to
fund law enforcement, “but I believe
we have a moral obligation,” she
said.

Council member Dick Odom ques-
tioned what caused the mistake in
budgeting. Mayor Bill Pool said that
he believes the “mistake was chang-
ing sheriff's, and you can quote me
on that.”

Council members agreed that the
whole joint agreement system may
have to be scrapped, but the city
would not pay much more than what
is currently being funded. A unani-
mous vote approved Craig's recom-
mendation of funding only $302,000
plus three percent salary increases
for current staff and the purchase of
one patrol unit.

Councilmember James Easterling
requested interim city manager
Delbert Rudd to work up figures for
what the city would lose if the cur-
rent joint agreement was cancelled.
Ruddreported that he'd already pre-
pared those figures, citing that the
county reimburses the city approxi-
mately $64,000 per year.

The council also insisted that the
city payment to the county for law
enforcement would be paid in 12
monthly installments, instead of the
current practice of paying upon re-
ceipt of an invoice from the county.

Mayor Pool reminded the council
that the current joint agreement

“ '

requires that the city pay one-half of
the law enforcement costs, not one-
half of the law enforcement budget.
“We might as well not have a budget,
if that's the case,” Craig added.

Main Street merchants attending
the meeting regarding sidewalk
signs presented a proposal toamend
the sign ordinance. After some dis-
cussion, representatives at the meet-
ing agreed to council changes to the
proposal and the council approved
the amendments.

The amendment provides for side-
walk signs to be no smaller than two
feet wide by three feet in height, no
larger than two and one half feet
wide by four feet in height and one
sidewalk sign per building front. Post
Commerce and Tourism Bureau
president Thressa Harp presented
the proposal. She was joined by Post
Merchants Association president

County looks at
44.2 cent tax rate

Garza County Judge Giles W. Dalby informed the Commissioners’ Court
Monday morning that a tax rate of 44.5 cents would generate adequate
funding for the 2006 fiscal year budget. The current tax rate is 42.414 cents
per $100 valuation.

The court took no action on the budget, which included a detailed report
by Sheriff Cliff Laws on a dramatic increase in the law enforcement budget
request.

Laws explained that the new budget proposal of $998,000 was based on
a request for three new deputies and three new jailers, as well as a five
percent salary increase and three new sheriff's patrol cars.

The sheriff also informed the court that the current budget would be
approximately $138,000 short due to higher labor costs. Laws said that the
current budget, which was prepared by former Sheriff Kenny Ratke,
understated the actual costs of salaries and did not take into consideration
the additional funding in December for departing staff members.

Commissioners agreed with Judge Dalby that a decision on the sheriff’s
budget request should be postponed until after the Post City Council
decides what it would be willing to fund. The city and county have shared

Harp said that the council ap-
pointed committee will continue to
work on a more comprehensive revi-
sion of the entire sign ordinance.
“We want to present changes that
will more clearly define what is and
whatis notacceptable,” Harp added.

and the elementary playground. To enter, use the entrance on Avenue K at 7th
Street, a one-way street traveling west. There is a through lane (the south/left lane)
and a loading/unloading lane (the north/right lane). The right lane also will serve as
the bus lane. Students should unload from the right lane only, according to district
officials.

After students are dropped off, vehicles can move into the left lane and continue
west and exit left or right onto Avenue M (the Gail Highway).

Anyone who needs to stop or exit their vehicle to go into the school will have
parking available south of the traffic lanes. School officials are asking that in order
to keep traffic flowing smoothly, vehicles should not be left unattended in either of
the two lanes in the drop-off areas.

"We will dismiss all students out the back/south side of the building and
move them to the loading and unloading zone. This takes most of our young children
away from Highway 380 and its busy traffic.”

The court agreed with a request by Tax
Assessor Judy M. Bush to continue its require-
ment for a "Statement of No-Tax Due" for
individuals placing bids on property foreclo-
sure sales.

Judas Iscariot repents and kills himself 0 b5 AW S T T v e

About the time that Jesus was transferred to Pontius
Pilate, Judas Iscariot began to realize Jesus would
soon face condemnation. The record found in Matthew
27:3-10, does not provide much detail for thechronology
relatedtoJesus'trials. We do know it occurred sometime
after Jesus' transfer to Roman authority. The above
scripture includes general information and was likely
not meanttofit betweenverses2and 11 chronologically.
A study of this subject with other scripture reveals this
to be true.

According to Matthew 27:3-5, Judas was the disciple
who earlier betrayed Jesus. He left during their last
meal, revealed their location and plans to the Jewish
leaders and led them to Jesus. He then received a
payment of 30 silver pieces from the chief priests and
elders. After he saw that Jesus was condemned, Judas
repented of his action and returned the payment to the
chief priests and elders. He told them that he sinned by
betraying the “innocent blood” (Matthew 27:4). The
chief priests and elders let him know that his sin
wasn't their business. Next Judas threw down the
silver pieces in the temple and left. In verse 5, the
reference to hanging himself is a figure of speech that
requires more explanation. In “Jesus Christ Our
Passover,” author Victor Paul Wierwille said, "the
Greek word translated ‘hanged himself’ in the King
James Version is apanchomai from the Greek word
apancho.” Wierwille further explained thatinclassical
literature it meant "to strangle” or "to choke"” and
figuratively meant to choke with anger or grief (p.
510). Judas was choked with overwhelming grief over
his actions,

In Luke 24:33-36 and John 20:19-24 we find the 12
apostles together, without Thomas, after God raised
Jesus from thedead. Eight days later, Jesus reappeared
when all 12 apostles were present (John 20:26-29).

AccordingtoActs 1:2-4, Jesus was once again present
with his "chosen ones” just prior to his ascension. If
Judas was not present with them, there is no doubt
that Jesus would have made the arrangements for his
replacement. There is no record of any one of his
"chosen ones” being missing at this time.

After Jesus ascended, the apostles stayed in an
upper room. It was during this time that Peter stood up
and announced the need to replace Judas Iscariot with
another apostle. The record reveals that Judas left the
others and killed himself by somehow causing a sword "'_." I
to plunge into his stomach area (Acts 1:13-20). \

Not unlike Peter’'s denials, Judas made a wrong
decision by betraying Jesus Christ. He also grieved
greatly just as Peter did. The difference was that
Judas was so overwhelmed that he was spiritually
driven to commit suicide. According to Acts 1:17, he
was numbered with the others and obtained part of the
ministry. Peter and the others obtained the full ministry
after holy spirit was poured out on the day of Pentecost
(Acts 2:4). Many people after them also obtained the
same ministry. For they were filled with holy spiritand
began to speak with tongues.

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Will we defend ourselves?

. Much ado in our country and Europe has been made about alleged mistreatment
‘and torture of suspected terrorist prisoners. First, there were stories and hand-

' wringing over the treatment of prisoners at Iraq’s Abu Ghraib prison.
More recently, Sen. Dick Durbin, D-IIl., equated our military's treatment of
' captured Taliban and al-Qaeda terrorist suspects, held at Guantanamo Bay, with
'something that would have “been done by Nazis, Soviets in their gulags, or some
mad regime — Pol Pot or others — that had no concern for human beings.” That
statement not only demonstrates ignorance of the horrors committed by the Nazis,
Soviets and Pol Pot, but it supplied ammunition for people seeking to destroy us.
. Regardless of how we feel now about the treatment of terrorists, and suspected
terrorists, I can envision a day when Americans will care less about interrogation
techniques used in the quest to get intelligence about terrorists. That day will be
' when there's a chemical or biological attack in one of our cities that kills and injures
' tens of thousands of Americans. If that day ever comnes, you can bet the rent money
that the Dick Durbins, the Nancy Pelosis and others who've undermined and
| attacked our interrogation efforts, complaining about our not treating international
_cutthroats humanely, will blame the attack on President Bush. The last thing they’ll
do is blame themselves for sabotaging our efforts to get intelligence that might

stymie terrorist plans.

It's tempting to invoke the Geneva Convention protections that are afforded
prisoners of war. Geneva Convention protections did apply to Iragi soldiers
captured during our war with Iraq, but they do not apply to terrorists or even soldiers
who are out of uniform. In earlier times, when common sense prevailed and we had
the will to defend ourselves, that fact was understood and appreciated.

During World War II, German soldiers captured not wearing their own army'’s
uniforms were lined up and shot. In 1942, a German submarine landed eight Nazi
saboteurs on the beaches of New York and Florida. Two months after a secret
military tribunal, convened by President Roosevelt, six of the eight were executed,
even though they hadn’t killed or bombed anyone — just being here was enough.

New York Attorney General Eliot Spitzer has recently leveled a $10 million fine
against Sony BMG for payola, a practice in which radio producers are paid for
promoting certain songs.

Why the fine?

The argument against payola is that music lovers are not choosing songs on the
merits of quality but instead are being manipulated by the record labels to
purchase something that they wouldn’t have purchased otherwise. As Spitzer
argues, “Ourinvestigation shows that, contrary to listener expectations that songs
are selected for airplay based on artistic merit and popularity, air time is often
determined by undisclosed payoffs to radio stations and their employees.”

:But radio is only one among many sources of music, and if a certain genre of
music is not finding success with the radio model of distribution, the market can
find other ways of distribution.

;In fact, the Grateful Dead, which gave birth to what came to be known as the
‘jamband scene,” is a great example of this market phenomenon.

The Grateful Dead defied the radio distribution model. When the Dead first
s?lancd playing music in the 1960s, musicians made their living by selling records.
They recorded short, hummable tunes that could be played repeatedly over the
radio, hoping the songs would become hits and spur sales of their recordings.

{The Grateful Dead’s music did not lend itself to that format. To begin with, the
Dead were downright awful in the studio. While masterful musicians during live
performances, their energy on stage evaporated when they tried to bottle their
songs in the recording studio. In addition, most of their songs were too long for
radio anyway. While most Top 40 songs were in the two- to three-minute range,
most of the Grateful Dead’s songs lasted 8 to 10 minutes on stage, with several
running longer than 20 minutes.

iThey did manage to sign a record contract with Warner Brothers, but their sales
were anemic and the Dead actually ended up in debt to Warner by the early 1970s.
Their bread and butter was ticket sales, and in the course of 30 years they managed
to become the highest-grossing live band in the history of rock.

Yet in all of their years, they had only one hit - 1987's “Touch of Grey,” which
made it to number 9 on Billboard’s Hot 100.

‘How did people even know to go to their concerts if their music wasn’t being
played on the radio? Incredibly, they gave their music away for free.

The Grateful Dead had a policy of allowing anyone to bring recording equip-
ment to their concerts, record the show, and make copies for friends so long as they
didn’t charge for them. As with all other market phenomena, the result was
uppredictable. Communities of fans sprang up to form clubs to trade tapes. Fans
mailed shows from one side of the coast to the other, and a hardcore, devoted fan
base developed. Some of the more rabid fans even devoted themselves to seeing
eyery single show. By the early 1990s, The Grateful Dead, Inc., was grossing more
than $50 million annually from ticket and merchandise sales.

Since then, others have followed in their footsteps, creating an entirely different
n'iusical genre based on live performances, improvisational music, and free
récording. Members of bands such as Phish and Widespread Panic have become
millionaires, especially as iPods and the Internet have helped to spread their free
music to anyone who wants it. And in 2002, the jamband scene culminated in the

While
harsh interrogation techniques are by no means a guarantee that useful information
will be acquired to thwart a deadly attack, our interrogators should be permitted to
employ every method at their disposal.

There’s an important terrorism issue for Muslim communities, especially those
residing in Western countries. They should be concerned about backlash and
retaliation against Muslims in the wake of a large-scale disaster. Muslims must in
no uncertain terms make it clear, as have spokesmen for the Free Muslim Coalition
(www.freemuslims.org), that the terrorists do not speak for them, and they must
report terrorists within their communities.

The devil has frostbite because hell has just frozen over. The New York Times, the
elite media champion of government entitlements, has printed a “knock-your-socks
off” investigation of Medicaid fraud in New York State.

The headline is that 40 percent of New York's $45-billion dollar-a-year Medicaid
tab is paid to crooks who have figured out how to beat the chaotic system. The Times
ran down a list of thieves including doctors, dentists, transportation providers and
individuals. The paper did a nice job exposing the scams and fraud but just dented
the crime wall, because to steal about $20 billion a year there has to be an army of
villains, and there are.

Now, I don't think anyone is surprised that entitlement fraud is rampant in New
York State, which is the highest taxed state in the union and has two U.S. senators
who love the entitlement gravy train: Chuck Schumer and Hillary Clinton. But the
state also has an allegedly conservative governor, George Pataki.

People like Bob Herbert and Paul Krugman envision a quasi-socialist paradise
where the feds provide you with everything from tranquilizers to acolonoscopy.
