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Hotel once considered Post’s front door

A centerpiece of C. W. Post’s
plan for Post City in 1908, the
Algerita Hotel building remains
a place of interest on Main Street.
Beginning in the early 1960s
until the mid-80s the building
was mostly abandoned; however,
since 1984 the Post Art Guild has
leased space at the front of the
downstairs for a gallery, meeting
and work space. The Post Area
Chamber of Commerce office is
now located in the west portion
of the downstairs space.

Post resident Shelby Webb
recently spent several weeks
researching the hotel and docu-
menting its present condition.
Webb'’s building survey project
on the Algerita i1s part of her
course work for a Masters De-
gree in Archeology and Heritage
through the University of Leices-
ter in England. The information
that she collected reveals the at-
tention to detail that characterized
all of Mr. Post’s developments.

A letter dated December 7,
1907 outlined Post’s expectations
for the hotel:

In June of 1908, a month be-
fore the hotel opened, Mr. Post
sent these instructions:

Everything must be kept “scru-
pulously clean, with no waste
paper laying around. No glass
lamps only metal. Room rates
2.00 for the better rooms and
1.00 for others. For the 2.00
customers, fresh sheets with each
guest, tables padded and napkins,
and boiled or pan fried steak.
For the 1.00 customers, only
change sheets when they need
laundering, fried meats and fried
eggs, as they are accustomed.
The main meal of the day is the
noon meal.”

In compliance with the Texas
statutes at the time the hotel
opened, every bedroom above
ground floor was equipped with
a manila or hemp rope not less
than 5/8 inch thick and knotted
every 15 inches that was long
enough to reach within four feet
of the ground. The rope was se-
curely fastened in each room to
be used for escape in case of fire
or other dangerous situation.

The Algerita Hotel was named
for an evergreen shrub native to
this area.

According to “Wildflowers
of the Western Plains™ by Zoe
Kirkpatrick, other names for
the plant are Agarita, Agarito,
Currant-of-Texas and Desert
Holly.

Kirkpatrick describes the
plant as a shrub “3-6 feet tall,
with rigid spreading branches
that often form thickets. The
prickly leaves are blue-green or
gray-green on top and greener

underneath. The flowers, which
smell of saffron, are yellow.
The fruit is a red berry about
the size of a pea.”

“On the plains of Texas, [the
Algerita] hugs the Caprock Es-
carpment of the Llano Estacado
as it meanders northwood.”
Kirkpatrick explains that “on
the Western Plains, where fresh
fruit was difficult to find, our
forefathers and mothers happily
gathered Algerita berries for use
in cobblers, since it was the first
fresh fruit of the season.”

25, 1908 describes a holiday
event: The hotel was “all filled
up for Christmas party, with
some sleeping 2 or 3 to a bed.”
Over 150 guests made it “one of
the finest parties this part of the
country had ever known,” a guest
was quoted as saying. Over 50
couples danced until early morn-
ing hours.

A year later, Mr. Post wrote:
“I have ordered a phonograph

record with wood horn with a
lot of records to be shipped to
the Algerita Hotel from Dallas.
[ presume it will come along
in good time. Yours truly, C.W.
Post”

In January, 1912, C. W. Post
sent instructions to “Please open
the box of oil paintings and have
them hung in the hotel.”

In later years, the hotel was
described as the “front door of

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Large Newspapers Struggling

You may have heard on the news that
America’s largest newspapers are in Serious
financial trouble. In fact, don’t be surprised to
see several begin to close their doors.

On Monday, the Tribune Company, which
owns the Chicago Tribune and the Los Angeles
Times, filed for bankruptcy. The New York
Times Company followed by saying it might
mortgage its beautiful headquarters - a building
by Times Square - to reduce debt.

The San Francisco Chronicle has been losing
$1 million a week for some time. Mid-size
newspapers such as the Amarillo Globe-News
and Lubbock Avalanche Journal are feeling it
as well.

Bill Keller, executive editor of The New
York Times, put it like this: “Good journalism
does not come cheap. And, therefore, you're
not going to find a lot of blogs or non-profit
websites that are going to build a Baghdad
bureau.”

Thankfully, the market for smaller
newspapers like the one you are reading are
not facing the same economic hardship.

Let’s face it, in today’s world, the need for
130 pages in a newspaper simply does not exist
.. particularly at $1.50 or more per issue. The
[nternet and the duplication of news by several
sources (weather, Washington, D.C., major

stories) has helped in placing these newspapers

This fall, our financial crisis reached a
flashpoint that threatened the sustainability of
our credit markets and the economic security
of every American family and business. On
October 1, after two weeks of bipartisan,
bicameral negotiations, the Senate took the
unprecedented step of passing legislation
intended to stabilize our imperiled economy
and shore up our credit markets. While some
opposed the rescue, I heard from many small
business owners that they were unable to get
credit for payroll and inventory purchases. The
frozen credit market threatened Americansi
ability to get car loans, mortgages, or financial
aid for school. I believed it was.responsible
to infuse the financial markets with liquidity
to avoid further crises, so I helped shape the
legislation with a priority of keeping people
in their homes and jobs and protecting the
taxpayer (the interest paid on the loans and
warrants would reduce national debt). As
[ travel through Texas , I have been very
disappointed to see that more credit is not
flowing through our markets. I am frustrated
at the mismanagement of the relief funding
and at the constant fluctuation of the Treasury
Departmentis strategy. Many of my Senate
colleagues have expressed the same view.

Our economy 1s 1n a recession.
Unemployment has reached a 15 year high.
Our nationis iBig Threei car manufacturers,
General Motors, Chrysler, and Ford are
suffering and, without some fundamental
changes to the way they do business, face

in peril. The poor economy is sending them
over the edge.

The government should not even consider
helping these institutions out and I'd be
shocked if it were ever seriously considered.
That would be a disaster. The last thing we
need is newspapers under the control (even if
it 1s merely financial) of the U.S. government.
Anything being perceived as a state-controlled
media as terrible. See Iran, Russia and China
as an example of countries in which the
government controls the media.

Nor should the government bail out
companies such as GE, which owns NBC.
Again, such a bailout could be seen as the
government getting involved in media. In my
eyes, it’s a clear violation of free press.

Anyhow, the way information has been
collected and disseminated to the vast majority
of Americans is changing by the week. The day
of giant newspapers having reporters across the
globe 1s quickly coming to an end.

[ foresee a time when newspapers in Dallas,
Houston, Denver, etc. cease to exist at all in the
form we see them now. We’ll continue to see
an evolution of them until they are completely
online. In the meantime, you’ll see many
more Smaller newspapers rise up and take
their place. Why? Because people can afford
them and they still want to see their children
and grandchildren participating in events.

bankruptcy. The Big Threeis executives
testified before Congress that GM and
Chrysler were weeks away from running out
of operating cash. Ford faces similar, though
less imminent, financial challenges.

Although lawmakers have differing views
on the best solution to this crisis, we agree
that these companies are critical to the U.S.
economy. They sell more than half of all the
cars and trucks in America, and they directly
employ more than 250,000 men and women
across the country. Furthermore, up to 3
million more Americans work at dealerships,
suppliers, and other places in the supply chain.
In Arlington , 5,000 Texans work at the GM
plant, which pumps over $300 million into
the local economy annually.

On December 11, Congress went into
session to debate legislation to provide
GM, Chrysler, and Ford short-term loans
to prevent imminent collapse and protect
jobs. My colleague, Senator Bob Corker,
put forward a reasonable proposal that
would require that the United Auto Workers
(UAW) labor union reduce wage and benefit
packages to be competitive with other U.S.
plants making cars and trucks for Toyota,
Nissan, and Volkswagen by the end of 2009.
Late night negotiations between Republican
and Democratic lawmakers and UAW
representatives fell apart over the wage issue.
The union representatives refused to set a
firm date in 2009, when they would agree to
concessions to match the industry standards.

The fact that many of the largest
newspapers in this country put off massive
change will be their demise.

Meanwhile, small-town newspapers will
quickly streamline and continue to produce an
efficient product. It’s ironic that us small guys
can continue to plug along while the grand
old ladies go to pasture. Usually, the massive
corporations continue to grow while the small
guy suffers.

Indeed, it is this very wage structure that
prevents domestic auto manufacturers from
competing with foreign-based carmakers with
American plants. The UAW has effectively
priced U.S. autoworkers out of the market.
According to the Wall Street Journal,
nationwide, GMis total hourly labor costs
are $81 per worker, including wages and
benefits. This amounts to about $1,800 in
labor costs per vehicle produced. A Toyota
employee in San Antonio , on the other hand,
earns an average hourly wage and benefit
package roughly half those of GMis at $35 an
hour. The labor costs of a Toyota are $1,000
per vehicle.

My goal is for American workers to earn
a living wage and for their companies to be
competitive, resulting in long-term success
for the business and their employees. While
American taxpayers are willing and eager
to help protect jobs, they should not be
asked to subsidize a failed business model
fi and unfortunately, thatis exactly what the
Democratsi proposed legislation did. Thatis
why I opposed this bailout. I will continue
to work for a constructive solution that
will revitalize America is auto industry and
bolster our overall economy. I am reluctant
to authorize any further debt for our country
that isnit backed by a plan that has a good
chance to succeed.

With the economic downturn
in the U.S. there has been in-
creasing mention of the W.P.A.
— Works Progress Administra-
tion. The largest of Roosevelt’s
New Deal agencies, the W.P.A.
provided jobs and income to the
unemployed during the Depres-
sion. The philosophy of this
government program was to put
the country back to work in jobs
which would “serve the public
good and conserve the skills
and the self-esteem of workers
throughout the U.S.”

The pictures we most often see
as documentation of the W.P.A.
show men laying bricks, build-
ing bridges or rebuilding roads.
However, part of the wisdom of
the W.P.A. was to realize that the
cultural aspects of our country
should not be ignored.

At 1its peak the program em-
ployed around 16,000 musicians
and sponsored over 250,000
concerts. Over 5,000 visual
artists and related professionals
were employed to create murals
on public buildings and docu-
ment W.P.A. programs through
photography and posters.

Writers were given the job
of writing the American Guide
Series, intended to produce com-
prehensive guidebooks for every
state. (The American Guide Se-
ries 1s still considered the most
comprehensive encyclopedia of
Americana ever published.)

The theater project produced
over 1,200 plays during four
years. During this time, the
W.P.A. brought art and cultural
events to small cities and rural
areas giving many Americans the
opportunity to experience them
for the first time.

[ have no idea whether a rebirth
of the Works Progress Adminis-
tration of the 1930s would serve
our country well at this time. 1do
know we don’t have to wait fora
government agency to bring art
and culture to Post, Texas.

Southland High recognized

For a second year, Southland
High School has been recognized
as one of America’s Best High
Schools by U.S. News & World
Report. U.S. News Media
Group analyzed 21,069 public
high schools in 48 states using
data from the 2006-2007 school
year. Southland High School
was placed in the bronze medal
category based on its performance
on state accountability tests and
proficiency rates on state tests
for the least advantaged group of
students.

Toby Miller, Superintendent at
Southland ISD, said being listed
among America’s Best High
Schools is a great thing, but to
be listed two years in a row is
phenomenal. “We are honored
to be anywhere on the list,”
Miller said. *“It is something

our students and teachers should
really be proud of. Being listed
in the bronze category illustrates
that Southland serves all our
students well,” Miller concluded.
More than 1300 high schools
nationwide were identified -as
“bronze” schools. One hundred
top-performing schools were
given a distinction of *“gold”
schools; 500 schools received
“silver” designation; seventeen
high schools received honorable
mentions. Southland High School
Principal Brad Ellison, who 1s
in his third year at Southland,
attnibutes the rating to the attitude
of both students and teachers.
“We have really taken our focus
on curmculum and instruction
to a new level and our students
have shown they are up to the
