Commissioners discuss law enforcement

In a regularly scheduled
meeting January 26, the

Commissioners Court of Garza

County discussed the City of

Post’s Resolution Number 350
concerning law enforcement
contributions to the county.
Judge Norman explained that
the resolution states that the
city’s contribution will decrease
by $50,000 until no funds will
be contributed in the year 2014.
The judge advised the court
that the county must plan future
budgets to handle the decrease in
contributions from the city.

“We have the practical side
of this issue that concerns how
the county will continue to fund
law enforcement and we have
the important issue of serving
our citizens to consider,” Judge
Norman said. *“We need to begin
looking at our options before we
sit down to deal with next year’s

budget.”

The resolution from the city
was first introduced to the
Commissioner’s Court at the
Aug. 25, 2008, meeting. “The
city council was asked to stay
with the county on this issue until
the new jail was built and on its
feet,” the Judge said. “However,
the council has determined that
law enforcement is the county’s
responsibility. Yet, according to
a report from the sheriff’s office,
88% of the calls answered by
Garza County law enforcement
in 2008 were with in the Post
city limits.”

“We can’t compromise the
quality of law enforcement,”
Gary McDaniel, Commissioner
Precinct 1 said. “That would
impact citizens.”

The judge concluded the
discussion by stating, “The Court
needs a plan for the future. We
have to consider liability issues
and how to provide services

necessary to serve our citizens.”

Joint funding by the City of
Post and Garza County for law
enforcement dates back to the
1970s. Previously the city paid
up to one-half of the cost of law
enforcement operations; however,
the decision concerning the
amount the city would contribute
was determined year-to-year.

A recent news show reported
about unemployment in Wilm-
ington, Ohio, a town of approxi-
mately 12,000. A few years back
a company (DHL International)
moved into town and hired several
thousand employees. Now DHL
is closing its U.S. locations and is
laying off hundreds of employees
weekly.

The 1impact on the community
1s overwhelming. The projected
economic impact of the job losses
will exceed $400 million annually.
Many of those who are still work-
ing have had their hours cut from
8 hrs a day to 4 hrs a day which,
of course, means that their pay 1s
also cut in half. Some of the unem-
ployed have potential jobs in other
cities; however, they can’t sell
their houses and therefore, can’t
afford to move to take another job.
The town is suffering termibly and
many, many families are taking
drastic steps to survive.

The stories of survival are the
part of the report that proved to
be very revealing about the people
who live in the United States of
America. In some cases, families
who before lived as neighbors
have now moved into one house

together — sharing space, utilities,

transportation and food. One
woman, who is still employed, is
buying extra groceries to store and
freeze while she has money com-
ing in so she can feed her family
if she loses her job.

One man’s attitude was espe-
cially impressive. He was the
bread winner for his family of
six plus a grandchild and recently
lost his job with DHL. He has
decided to become the “master of
his own fate.” A hobby of making
engraved hunting knives has now
become his means of providing
income for his family although
it brings in a fraction of what he
used to make. This man has also
decided that every Tuesday will be
“no electricity” day in his home.
His family plans to use oil lamps
and candles. They will play check-
ers, read books by candle light and
talk to each other. He believes this
one conscience action will help
save some money and that through
this very difficult time his family
will grow closer as well. I think
he’s right.

While some federal lands are used as military bases or testing grounds, nature parks and
reserves and indian reservations, or are leased to the private sector for commercial use, the vast
majority of it is used for very little if at all.

Consider the following states and the percentage of land owned by the federal government:

How fast could California get in the black if just 10 percent of the land owned by the govern-

acres. Much smaller than the total amount of land the government owns.

Five Things to do After Deer Season

Opening day of deer season is perhaps, one of the most anticipated days on
the calendar. For many, though, the season ends with much less fanfare. There-
fore, there is little wonder.that some hunters feel lost as the season wanes.
For hard-core outdoor enthusiast, however, all is not lost. Here is my list of
five things that will keep you going long after you've stepped out of your deer
blind for the last time this year.

Take a Kid Hunting

Although the deer season is over, hunting opportunities are still available. Quail season is in full
swing and waterfowl, cottontail rabbits, and predators are challenging animals in which to hunt.

Taking young hunters in pursuit of small game allows them to develop skills such as firearm safety
and appreciation for the outdoors - skills they will carry with them as they mature and, eventually, pass
them on to younger hunters. In addition, small game give young hunters a chance to learn lessons in
patience and hard work.

Join a Conservation Club

Private conservation organizations are the
backbone of the modern wildlife management
movement and their members help provide
financial and in-kind support for many worthwhile
conservation and education projects.

For starters, Quail Unlimited, Ducks Unlim-
ited, The National Wild Turkey Federation, Pheas-
ants Forever, Safari Club International and other
organizations are available to interested sportsmen
even if you don’t have a local club available.

By joining a conservation club you can network
with like-minded sportsmen in supporting habitat
enrichment programs and educational ventures in
your area.

Learn to Identify Plants

One of the best ways to improve your outdoor
skills hone your appreciation of nature is to learn
to identify plants in the area in which you hunt. By
doing so, you’'ll gain a more complete understanding of game animals and learn more about non-game
species as well. Learning about plants also helps you realize the importance of species many people
consider merely weeds.

Take up Photography or Videography

If yo want to preserve the memories of a hunt, spend more time outdoors, and leam more about
nature, start by looking through the lens of a still or video camera. Do yourself a huge favor by toting a
camera during preseason scouting trips. By documenting scenes from the field, outdoor enthusiasts can
capture those special moments forever.

Keep a Journal

Every time I go afield to hunt, photograph or just look,
I carry along a journal.
