After Leing salt-
ed, emerked and otherwise cured in
the usual menner, the hams are
piaced in a can of suitatle size and
shape. It is then weighod and the
weight marked on the outside. The
gpace left in the can inay be filled
either with clean water or the ham
may first be boiled and the broth, af-
ter the removal of the fat, may be
plurad with it In the can. The can
is then closed and the g¢ontents steri-
lized.

‘The popularity of canned whole
ham may be inferred from the num-
ber of patents whkich have been issued
te various inventors, who have cov.
ered every possible form of can for
this purpose.
