THREE SHOTS FIRED 
AT SPANISH KING

ATTACK MADE ON ALFONSO BY A 
CARPENTER. WHO IS SOON 

OVERPOWERED.

QUICKNESS SAVES HIS LIFE
Monarch Assailed While Riding 

Horse, but Proves Courageous in 
Face of Great Danger.

Madrid.—For the third time in his 
reign Alfonso narrowly escaped Sun­
day being the victim of an anarchist 
attempt against his life.

Three shots were fired at the king 
In the streets of the capital by a na­
tive of liarceloua, Rafael Sanchez A!-' 
legro. a carpenter, who was immediate­
ly overpowered. I

King Alfonso owes his escape to his' 
own courage, quickness and skilled 
horsemanship. Accompanied by his 
staff, he was riding along the Calle 
de Aloala. returning from the cere­
mony of swearing In recruits, when a' 
man sprang from the sidewalk and 
seized the bridle of the king’s horse 
with one hand, presenting a revolver 
point-blank with the other.

The king, realizing the situation, 
with lightning rapidiy, dug bis spurs 
Into his horse, which reared violently.

His quickness saved his life. The 
bullet, instead of burying itself in the 
king's breast, struck the horse on the 
neck, but so close was it that the 
kings left-hand glove was blackened 
by the powder discharge.

Before the assailunt was able to 
pull the trigger again a secret service' 
man sprang upon him. The two men 
fell to the ground locked in each 
other's arms struggling furiously.

The would-be assassin managed to 
free his revolver arm and fired two 
more shots In rapid succession, but 
the officer knocked his arm aside 
and the bullets flew harmlessly 
through the air.

At the sound of the first shot the 
king's staff forced their horses on the 
sidewalk and made a ring around the 
monarch's assailant, who fought firce- 
ly in the grip of four policemen before 
he was overpowered and handcuffed.

King Vlfonso, as soon as he saw 
that the man had been secured, raised 
blmseif to the saddle, turned to «he 
crowd, gave a military salute and 
shouted in a ringing voice: “ Long live
Spain!"

He then dismounted and reassured 
his staff, salng, “ It is nothing, gen­
tlemen."

MRS. PANKHURST WINS FREEDOM
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Militant Suffragette Leader Releaaed 
From Jail on Probation.

London.— Mrs. Kmmeline Pankhurst, 
the suffragette leader, has been re­
leased from Holloway jail after hav­
ing been on a "hunger strike" since 
ahe was sentenced, only nine days 
ago. to three years of penal servitude.

Mrs. Pankhurst was released on pro­
bation. under the terms of which she 
must report at frequent intervals to 
the police. In case she commits any 
misdemeanor, she is liable to imme­
diate arrest and must then serve out 
her full term of conviction. The in­
tention of the authorities is to allow 
her to be free only untlT she regains 
her strength.

The condition of the suffragette 
leader was described by her friends to 
be very grave. She was removed at 
once to a sanitarium.

Then he 
thought of turning off the beer and 
ale supply as a means of attracting 
attention. The results were imme­
diate and excited investigators found 
Levi nearly frozen.

The internal revenue as well as the 

customs service may be completely 
reorganized by Secretary McAdoo. 
Many internal reveuue collectors have 
resigned and others are asking when 
their successors will be appointed. The 
reorganization is likely to begin as 
soon as Col. \V. H. Osborne of Greens­
boro, N. becomes commissioner of 
internal revenue.

Representative Henry has intro­
duced two bills looking to a modifica­
tion of the rules of the house so as to 
permit the creation of two new com­
mittees. One bill is for the creation 
of a committee on public health and 
quarantine, with a view of the estab­
lishment of a department of public 
health, whose head shall be a member 
of the cabinet. Such a bill was urged 
by Senator Owen last year, but it did 
not *•** farther than 'he «e ■»,*. His 
second bill is for the creation of a 
committee on post roads, as distinct 
from the present committee on post- 
offices and post roads.

Four constitutional amendments are 
proposed in the house. One would 
provide direct election of president 
and vice president; that candidates 
be nominated by direct primary and 
elected for a single term of ¡»even 
years. Another would limit the ten­
ure of office of the president to two 
terms of four years each A constitu­
tional amendment giving congress 
power to grant and regulate the right 
to adopt and use trademarks, and 
one to provide for popular election 
of United States district judges every 
six years.

Approximately 11,000 farmers, by- 
entering Its $10,000 prize crop con­
test for the largest yields, cost of 
production considered, of corn, cotton, 
kaffir, milo and cow-peas, have agreed 
to study better cultural methods this 
year according to the Instructions of 
the Texas industrial <'ingress. En­
tries in the contest closed April 1, 
with 10,816 contestants from 214 coun­
ties. In less than three years the 
number of farmers earnestly engaged 
in studying soil conservation, crop 
rotation, diversification and the best 
methods of increasing acreage yields 
under the direction of the congress, 
has grown from 1746 in 1911 to al­
most 11.000 in 1913. and the number 
of counties represented has increased 
from 161 to 214.

PROFIT IN PUBLIC PARKS
&uperintend«nt Parker Proposes ts

M ake E n t i r e  System of H a rt fo rd .
C o nn ., Self S u p p o rtin g .

George A Parker, superintendent of 
parks of Hartford. Conn . proposes to 
make an entire city park system self 
supporting without in any way cur­
tailing the freedom of Its use by all 
citizens, but on the other hand in­
creasing its usefulness His experi­
ence started when be conducted a re­
fectory in one of the park*, believing 
that by increasing tbe quality and 
quantity of tbe supplies adding to tbe 
wages of waitress and employing a 
manager there would be no profit He 
was surprised to find a profit of more 
than $1.200 tbe first year Lighting 
and heating an old sheep fold near a 
skating pond and supplying hot drinks 
and sandwiches at from one to seven 
cents, he produced returns paying for 
all the service rendered and in part 
for keeping the Ice free from snow

A suggestion on a visit to s Kansas 
City park led Mr Parker to plan a 
building nearly 400 feet in length for 
dances, moving pictures, bowling al­
ley. refectory and auditorium, at a 
cost of $40,000. He assumed that tbe 
average time spent in recreation by a 
citizen is five hours, and determined 
that Hartford's 100.000 population 
spends $8.000 to $10,000 a day for its 
recreation, including theaters, games 
saloons, lectures and churches; that 
the cost per recreation hour was two 
cents in Hartford, though in some 
cities it was as low as one cent

If Hartford people should spend only 
one-fifth of their recreation time in 
municipal recreation center«, or 100.- 
000 hours at two cents an hour, tbe 
Income could be $1.000 a day Refec­
tory supplies cost 56 per cent, of the 
Income, the service So per cent, and 
the profit is 20 per cent, or $400 a 
day. which Is more than the estimated 
cost of maintenance of the entire park 
system, outside of tbese money mak­
ing features.

City Manager to Oversee 
All Public Work.

As far as our knowledge goes tbe 
city of Sumtsr. S C , ts justified lu 
claiming that it has Introduced "a 
new and coming profession." states 
Scientific American Through the sec­
retary of it* chamber of commerce, 
that enterprising community of 10.000 
people has announced that applies 
tlons wtll be received for the office 
of city manager of Sumter. From the 
brief summary of the requirements 
for this office we gather that the ap­
plicant should be competent to over­
see public work, such as paving, light 
ing, water supply and so forth, that 
ail engineer would be preferred; that 
he must state what has been his pre 
vlou* experience in municipal work 
and that he will have complete ad­
ministrative control of the city, sub 
Ject to the approval of a board of 
three elected commissioners

The announcement concludes l.y 
designating this as a splendid chance 
for the right man to make a record in 
a new and coming profession since 
this Is tbe first time that a permanent 
charter position of this sort has been 
created in the United States "

Pruning Yeung Street T ree«

Young street trees are very general­
ly insufficiently pruned and very few 
are pruned at time of planting, though 

j many merit such treatment. At one 
year of age nearly all young trees ar* 
too top-heavy and should be heavily 
pruned in deciduous trees a sapling 
ready for planting should look like a 
hoe handle— Just a mere club and at 
one year be cut back to branches, but 
little if any more than a foot long If 
every tree had five cents' worth of 
jiruning during each of the first two 
years after planting. It would prove 
far better than 60 cents' worth the 
fifth year. "As the twig Is bent so 

, tbe tree is inclined" is as applicable to 
street trees as to any other Allow 
hut short annual gains in length of 
branches when young and they will 
sustain any weight of top when aged

PROVISIONS OP THE 
NEW TARIFF BILL

Congressman Underwood Ex­
plains What It Means to 

the Country.

REDUCE REVENUE $80,000,000

Placet Paw Wool on the Free List,
and Heavily Reduce* the Sugar 

Duty— Raises Rates on Sev­
eral Items.

Washington. D C. Removal of all 
tariff from many article» of food and 
clothing, broad reductions in the ratea 
of duty on all necesaartea of life, an 
Increase of tariff on many luxuries, 
and a new Income tax that would touch 
the pocket of every American eltfien 
whose net Income exceeds $4,000 are 
the striking feature» of the new Dem 
ocratic tariff revision bill.

Sugar would be free of duty in 1916. 
the bill proposing an Immediate 25 per 
cent reduction and the removal of the 
remaining duty in 1916

Raw wool would be made free at 
once, with a corresponding heavy re­
duction In the tariff on all woolen 
goods

Placed cn the Free Llat.
Other articles are put on the free 

list a* follow* Meats, flour, bread, 
boots and shoe*, lumber, coal, harness, 
aaddlery. Iron ore. milk and cream, po­
tatoes, salt, swine, corn, commeal, 
C'tton bagging agricultural Imple­
ment*. leather, wood pulp, Bible«, 
l * ting paper not worth more than 
J'e cent« a pound typewriter*, sewing 
machine«, typesetting machine», cash 
registers, steel rails, fence wire, cot­
ton ties nails, hoop and band iron, 
flah sulphur soda, tanning materials, 
acetic and sulphuric acids, borax, turn 
her products, including broom handles, 
clapboards, hubs for wheels, poet», 
laths pickets, stave* shingles

These principal ttems are taken 
from the free list and taxed Rough 
and uncut diamonds and precious 
a'one». furs, coal tar product*. 10 per 
cent , volatile oils, 20 per cent.; 
apices, from 1 cent to 2 cent* per 
pound

The new rat»» are estimated to re­
duce the custom* revenue approxl 
mately $40 000.000 a year Thl* la ex 
pected to be made up by the Income 
tax

Protection to the farmer would be 
cut throughout by more than 50 per 
cent, in an effort to reduce the coat 
of food Protection to the steel and 
implement manufacturer would tn 
turn be cut by fully aa wide s margin 
Heaviest reductions fall upon food­
stuffs. agricultural products, woolen 
and cotton clothing

Duty Cut* In Detail.
Chairman Underwood s statement 

giving the changes In detail continues 
as follows

In the chemical schedule the rate« 
on certain commodities show heavy 
reductions For Instance, boraclc acid 
la cut from 7» 70 per cent, to 21 43 per 
cent. glue from 35 06 per cent to 
!4 29 per cen^ and red lead from 60 35 
per cent to 25 per cent Moderate re­
ductions have been made on medicinal 
preparation* which are cut from 25 
per cent to 15 per cent . blacking from 
25 per cent to 15 per cent., drugs 
from 12 55 ppr cent to 10 per cent., 
and olive oil from 35 1$ per cent, to 
21 05 per pent The schedule contains 
s number of articles on which either 
no reduction has been made or an ad 
»anoe provided for

Rates on all brick have been cut 
on the average from 30 23 per cent 
to 10 24 per cent, tile from 47*4 per 
rent to 23 16 per cent . aaphalt from 
37 05 per rent to 9 62 per cent. Or 
dlnary earthenware, whteh waa a, 
ready relatively low. being subject 
to an average duty of 24 67 per cent. 
haa now been cut to 15 per cent, 
while window glass has been given an 
average reduction on all glasses of 
from 46 3* per cent to 24 31 per cent 
Plate i  asi which may be considered 
a luxury, still retains a duty of nearly 
40 per ren t. the average being 3» 45 
per cent . In place of the duty of 63 95 
per cent In the law

Pig Iron and Forgtngs Hit.
Pig Iron and slabs, which were 

16 35 per cent, and 17 79 per cent.. 
have b»en cut to * p»r cent. In each 
rate beams from 23 2 i per rent to 12 
per cent, and forging* from 30 per 
cent to 15 per cent On the other 
hand bicycles a much more highly 
manufactured product, are dutiable at 
15 per cent as against 45 per cent , 
and raiora at 35 per cent aa agalnat 
77 64 per cent

The idea of the large extension of 
the fr»e list for the unmanufactured 
products haa been the fundamental 
conception while th» effort has been 
made to Improve the statu* of the 
manufactured lumber Thus, sawed 
boards, other than cabinet wood, have 
been carried to the free list, while 
sawed cabinet woods which were 
12 75 per cent In 1912. are now 10 per 
cent casks, barrels etc. which » » r e  
30 per cent are now 14 77 per rent . 
and house furniture, which »as 35 per 
cent , It now 15 per cent

Tobacco and spirit* have been 
found to be good producer* of revenue 
and have therefore, been left at the 
same rates as In the present law 

Would Reduce Cost of Living.
"In the effort to relieve the consum 

er and tn mitlga»» the high and rising 
cost of living schedule G, which deals 
with agricultural product*, haa been 
thoroughly revised and Important re 
ducttoni have been made For In 
stance, the duty on horses has been

reduced from 26 per cent to 10 per 
cent , cattle from 7 7 07 per cent to 1" 
per cent sheep from 16 41 per cent 
lo 10 per cent barley from 43 05 per 
cent to 23 07 per cent., macaroni 
from 34 25 per cent to 23 SI per cent 
hay from 43 21 per cent to 26 67 per 
cent fruits from 27.21 per c»nt. tn 
15 34 per ceul. tigs from 51 53 per cent 
to 42 10 per cent . leuiuua from 66 A- 
per cent to 24 03 per cent . live poul 
try from IS 10 per cent, to 6 67 per 
cent. and vinegar from 33 03 per cent 
to 17 39 per cent Other changes are 
In proportion, and the general effect 
haa been to reduce In a very material 
proportion the heavy taxes upon !m 
ported foodstuffs

General Slat« on Cotton*.
In schedule 1. dealing with cotton 

comparisons of the principal items 
show reductions on cotton thread from 
31 54 per cent to 19 39 per cent ; on 
spool thread from 22 95 per cent, to 
15 per cent.: on cotton cloth from 
42 74 per cent to 26 69 per cent on 
water proof cloth from 50 56 per cent J 
to 25 per cent : on ready made cloth 
lng from 50 per cent to 30 per cent ; 
on collars tnd cuffs from 64 03 per 
cent to 25 per cent . on plushes from 
51 40 per cent to 40 per cent.; on 
handkerchiefs from 59 27 per cent, to 
30 per cent.; on stockings. 75.34 per 
cent to 50 per cent ; on gloves from
49 17 per cent to 35 per cent ; on un 
derwear from 60 27 per cent to 25 per | 
cent . and on cotton damask from 4u ; 
per cent to 25 per cent.

Flax, he mp and their products have 
been similarly dealt with Raw flax 
and raw hemp have been reduced from 
$22 40 and $22 50 per ton, respective­
ly to $1120 each; Jute yarns have 
been cut from 26 90 per cent, to 15 
per cent cables and cordage from 
6 43 per cent to 4 55 per cent.; oil I 
cloth* for floors from 44 29 per cent 
to 15 per cent handkerchiefs from
50 per cent to 35 per cent

How Schedule K Fares.
"Schedule K. dealing with wools 

and woolen manufactures, has beer 
the renter of criticism for many years 
and the committee has given It very 
careful study The result haa been 
to make raw wool free of duty, to re 
duce yarn* from 75 3« per cent to 21 
per cen'. blankets from 72 69 per cent 
to 25 per cent; flannels from 93 29 pet 
cent to 25 and 35 per cent; dreat ] 
goods from 9* 70 per cent to 35 pet 
cent, clothing from 79 56 per cent t# 
35 per cení, webbings, etc. from 42 7 
per cent to 35 per cent, and carpet« 
from ratea ranging from 60 per cent 
to 82 per cent to ratea ranging from
20 per cent to 35 per cent

Inasmuch as allk and ailk goodi
are distinctly to be classed aa lax 
urtes It haa been deemed wise tc | 
make only very moderate reduction« 
In the rate* of duty Partially manu 
factured good* have been cut from
21 01 per cent to 15 per cent, spul 
silk yarn from 37 09 per cent to 35 pet 
cent, sewing silk from 35 per cent tc 
15 per cent, allk good* from 62 51 
per cent to 50 per cent; allk handker 
chief* i plain I from 50 per cent to 4C

Print Paper on the Free Llat.
1 Print paper, whose coat of produo 

tlon la aa low In this country nndei 
favorable conditions as It la anywher« 
In the world, has been transferred tc | 
tbe free list when worth less than 
2 S cents per pound, while the hlghei 
grades have been given a tariff of 11 
per cent In place of 15 80 per cent 
Copying paper haa been cut from 42.31 
per cent to 30 per cent beg envelopes 
e tc . from 49 92 per cent to 35 pel 
cent, parchment papers from 47 92 pet 
cent to 35 per cent, photographic p* 
per from 29 99 per cent to 25 pet 
cent, writing paper from 45 13 pet 
cent to 25 per cent; common wrap 
ping paper from 35 per cent to 25 pet 
cent and books from 25 per cent te 
15 per cent

Jewelry Only Slightly Reduced.
Jewelry has been only slightly re 

dured falling from 75 74 per cent to 
60 per cent A good illustration ol 
the attitude adopted with respect te 
the application of the tariff la seen In 
th« Item, precious stones uncut 
which are given a rate of 10 per cení 
notwithstanding they were on the 
free llat under the act of 1909

Where the tariff rates balance ths 
difference In coat of production at 
home and abroad. Including an allow­
ance for the difference tn freight 
rates, the tariff muat be competitive, 
and from that point downward to th* 
lowest tariff that can be levied will 
continue to be competitive to a great­
er or less extent.

Strlksa Blow at Monopoly.
On the other hand, when the dutlea 

levied at the custom house are high 
enough to allow the American manu 
facturer to make a profit before hli 
competitor can enter the field we have 
Invaded the domain of the protection 
of profits In the committee’s Judg­
ment the protection of any profit must 
of necessity have a tendency to d »  
stroy competition and create monop­
oly, whether the profit protected la 
reasonable or unreasonable

‘Which course I* the wiser one for 
our government to tak»’  The one 
'hat demands the protection of profits, 
the continued policy of hothouse 
growth for our Industrie» -the stag 
nation of development that follows 
where competition cease*—or. on the 
otn»r hand tbe gradual reduction of 
our tariff to a basta where the Amer 
lean manufacturer muat meet honest 
competition, where he must develop 
his business along the best snd most 
economic line* where when he fights 
at home to control his market, he Is 
forging tbe way tn the economic de­
velopment of hla business to extend hla 
trade In the markets of the world 
The future growth of our great Indus­
trie* lies beyond the seas "

UNIQUE WEAPONS OF WAR
Wooden Cannon Hava Bean Used 

With Succeea in Modern Tlmaa by 
Waet Indian Revolutionists.

Any one familiar with the construc­
tion of modern weapon* of warfare 
and the high explosives used In them 
would naturally suppose a cannon 
made of wood would be of little or no 
value aa a weapon.

Wooden cannons have been used 
with considerable succeaa. neverthe­
less, In recent revolutions In Cuba. 
Haiti and In the Dominican republic.

The wood uaed In the conatructlon 
of these crude weapon* la a very 
tough variety, having a twlated grain 
that curls about the log In such a way 
that to split the timber with the or­
dinary mean* la almost impossible.

The best treea are selected, and a 
piece of the log five or six feet in 
length and about one foot In diameter 
is cut. After tbe bark has been re­
moved and the log made round. It Is 
swung up on a crude truss and a hole 
Is burned Into It from one end. The 
log Is wound with strips of rawhide 
cut from the skin of a steer. When 
the cannon is covered with the strips 
of hide, another layer Is wound on. 
and this Is continued until the weapon 
has increased several Inches in diam­
eter. .

After the log Is covered and the 
bore is finished the weapon la treated 
to a hot draft, which tends to con­
tract the hide binding and which be 
comes almost as strong as wire.

These crude cannons have been 
used with success In a number of in­
stances. and It is astonishing the num­
ber of times they may be fired before 
they burst or become otherwise dis­
abled.— Harper's Weekly.

Hairpins and Other Pins.
Hairpins have been elaborated as a 

means of decoration since the earliest 
times Particularly beautiful is the 
variety and delicacy of their work 
mansblp. two of the finest specimens 
being the gold pins which were found 
at Salamls In Cyprus, and are now in 
the British muaeum Even more hand 
some were the Saxon pins of a later 
date, with their shank of brass, bead 
of gold, and embellishment of garnets 
and pearls There were, too. the 
larger sort of pins so conspicuously 
and frequently mentioned in the Bible 
The instrument driven by Jael through 
the temple of Slsera was probably a 
tent-pin, while Delilah fastened the 
web of Samson's hair with a pin or 
batten. In the middle ages pins were 
a great fashion—indeed, a great ne­
cessity—In France, and we have It on 
record that In 1347 12.000 pins were 
removed from the royal wardrobe for 
one of the French princesses. The 
convenience was probably a little 
later In reaching England, but In 1560 
we hear of Queen Catherine (Howardl 
importing pins from France. In 1660 
the trade underwent considerable 
change, brass superseding Iron, while 
at the same time the price was low­
ered.
