Whether that is so remains to 
be seen. Certainly East Texas needs 
a body as active as that in the WesL 
It should function as a separate or­
ganization. for iLs problems are al­
together different from those in West 
Texas. The rapidly developing coun­
try South of San Antonio has dis­
tinct interests of a ki'--’ to indicate 
that it should have its i organiza­
tion. The Plains country, commercial­
ly and industrially, has very’ little in 
common with the Hill country around 
•Alpine and Kerrville. {

Perhaps the beat solution of the 
matter would be to have a number of 
sectional organizations, where inter. 
e.sts are somwhat closely related, and 
a State Chamber of Commerce that 
would serve as a clearing house for 
all of them. Without something of the 
k.nd there is likely to be an overlap­
ping of activities that may create 
harmful jealousies. Texas is large 
enough to justify several divisional 
organizations, but needs to keep up 
a united pull for the whole state.

In fact Texans believe 
t:iat the national government should 
nabble as little as possible in state af­
fairs and that every state should de­
cide for, it.Aelf whether railroads 
should be built within its borders.

Alfalfa Pasture Likely
Cause of Stock Bloat

Alfalfa pasture la very likely to 
raiiae bloat In order to at least les­
sen the chance of bloat, do not turn 
st«H-k in upon the alfalfa until It la 
thoroughly dry In the mominga. and 
do not put them Into It hungry. If 
yon have another pasture f«tr them 
to graze on In the mominga. It would 
he much better. Or. wh«»n accustom­
ing them to It, feed them well on some 
other dry feed and put them on the 

'^ a lfa lfa  but n short time, gradually 
lengthening the time which they are 
allowed to stay each day.

If the case of bloat In the cow la not 
eitreme. It may be aufflclent to drive 
the cow. or let her walk for water. 
In some cases the following simple 
treatment may he auccesaful : A rope 
o f twist(>d straw la knotted with pine 
tar or wagon grease or other unsavory 
substance and la placed in the cow’s 
mouth as a bit. being secured by tying 
behind the horns. The effort of the 
animal tn dislodge this brings the 
mouth and throat Into action which 
stimulates the se<Tetlon of saliva In 
■wallowing, thus opening the esopha­
gus which [lermtts the exit of the gas.

Proper Exercise Needed 
to Prevent ('onstipation

The most ctmspictions building on 
the farm la thp dtilry hum, with Its 
hig loft uNive and tall allo range«! 
alongside. Its Importance la »>«)iially 
great f«ir It la the Iiicome-pro«luclng 
plant of the dairy farm. In planning 
the ham, however, aome really Im­
portant points are often overlooked 
because their im|>ortanre has not been 
realized. The flve p«>lnts which should 
all re«H»lve serious consideration are: 
Itx’Stion. arrangement. e«)ulpment. ma­
terials and appearan«q>.

The dairy bam should he located 
where It will be most convenient for 
caring for the.cattle. It should be on 
ground which has sufficient elevation 
to enable thorough drainage and it 
should twelve plenty of sunshine. The 
arrangement should be such as to 
make It (tossihle to do all the work 
with the least {Mtsslble labor and to 
care for the stock In the mi>st sani­
tary manner, giving them clean, dry 
atalls with plenty of light.

This applies to the e«|Ulpment. Ram 
equipment serves but one pun>o*e. and 
that Is to facilitate the care of the 
stock with the least laisslble labor and 
oxt>en8e and In the most sanitary wa.v. 
Ttje materials of which the barn may 
be constructed determine If It will 
afford sufficient protection against the 
weather, whether it will be easily kept 
clean and tn g«MHl repair and whether 
it will be reasonably immuDe from 
tire.

When we come to the question of 
appearance we touch on a point which 
U Buitlt frequently overlooked. To

new conditions of housing and feed­
ing, care should be taken to prevent 
constipation which condition contrib- i 
utes to excessive frveriabness later. | 
This may be prevented If the sows are ; 
properly exercised and some changes j 
made In the feeding. Where a number : 
of sows have bwn penned and, as Is 
frequently the case, do not have Indi­
vidual space for exercise, the desired I  
results may be accomplished by turn-! 
ing them together for a  portion of ths I 
day where they may pick over some I 
clover or alfalfa hay. For several I 
days before the eipected date of far­
row, the grain feed should gradually 
be reduced to one-half the former 
amount and a  part o f thU ahoold he 
composed of such laxative feeds as 
bran and linseed oil meal. Where ths 
sow is restricted as In penning her 
up. she has less n<*ed for a  full ration. 
The bran and |lnseed oil meal And al­
falfa or clover hay serve to regulate 
the bowels to the right «iondltiou.

Feed room and silo are placed to­
gether at one c«>raer In such a man­
ner that feeil can be delivered quli-k- 
ly and easily to every stall. Many win­
dows provide ample light and .sun- 
shine and ventllutiiig shafts carry off 
the foul air and odors and suppl.v go-><l 
fresh air as need«>d. The milk h<>iise 
Is c*onrenletitly placed at one side 
with a separate driveway and In what 
Is really a separate building.
