“The Canopy of Liberty,” however, was only
one of 1 striking cartoons which Kettner |
drew during the war. So valuable was his work
in support of food conservation that Secretary
Herbert Hoover more than once wrote personal

letters of reciation and several originals of
Kettner's curtoons are framed and hang upon
the walls of Mr. Hoover's office In Washington.

The fame of nis work spread abroad and one of

his cartoons, drawn .after the Armistice and
showing the defeated Germany going home “in n
barrel” was reprinted in the London Tatler as
one of the most striking comments on the retribu-
tion which had overtaken the Prussiap war lords,
During the war, and long afterward, Kettner
received in letters many echoes of the Influence
of his work. One soldier wrote of having seen

one of his cartoons clipped from a “home-town
paper” pasted up on the walls of a French dug-out
which had been occupled by a detachment of
Yanks. It was a cartoon with the simple title
of “Diggin’ In” and showed that while our sol-
diers over there were “digging In” to repulse the
enemy, the civillan army at home was “digging
in” in its gardens and flelds to make the last line
of defense against the foe—a simple pleture
which had evidently heartened some war-weary
Yank with its thought that the bome folks were
backing up his efforts
