While peace terms 
were being arranged, the badly crip­
pled and out-fought French army 
was forced to carry on its battle 
agaiMt Germany and Italy even aft­
er its leaders had asked for peace.

England meantime was rallying 
every force at her command to pre­
pare for the next German blitzkrieg. 
Home defenses were bolstered and 
a firm resolution held sway over 
the island center of a world em­
pire; “ Even alone, we will fight on.”

Prime Minister Winston Churchill 
declared in a radio address that the 
British empire would fight on “ until 
the curs« of Hitler is lifted from the 
brows of mankind.”  British leaders 
expressed the hope that despite any 
peace arrangements, that France's 
resources would not be used against 
Elngland.

Should Germany gain control of 
France’s fleet (second only to Eng- 

. land's in Europe) Britain would

I fleets of Germany, Italy and France

Enter Italy

After nine months of watching his 
«Uy Hitler carry on the actual war­
fare against France and England, 
Benito Mussolini has finally thrust 
the armed force of Italy into the 
European conflict. In a dramatic 
announcement the Italian dictator 
told bis people and the world that 
his country had decided to enter 
the war on the side of Germany.

From Berlin came reports that 
the first Italian troop movements 
had been directed into French Riv­
iera, even aa Mussolini was notify­
ing British and French diplomatic 
officials that a special train was 
ready to take them out of his coun­
try as war against their native lands 
was already under way.

Italy’s main war aim as outlined 
by Mussolini is control of the Medi­
terranean by that country.

Battle of Franee
With the battle of Flander^ at an 

end, the follow-up battle of France 
began. *rhe so-called battle of 
France was prLnarily s German 
drive (or Paris, Normandy, and 
such additional channel ports aa 
Havre and Cherbourg, and Seine 
port Rouen, where Joan of Arc was 
burned by the English in the Fif­
teenth century.

*rwenty-four hours after Mussolini 
had entered the war, German tanks 
were encircling Paris and the city 
was under constant bombing by the 
Nazi air force.

Whether the Germans could keep 
it up or not, depended largely on the 
amount of their tanks destroyed by 
tlie allies in the battle of Flanders. 
The new Aisne-Somme front was 125 
miles long, but probably only two- 
thirds of the northern French army 
was left to hold it.

These were exactly the anti­
elephant tactics of the old Roman, 
Scipio Africanus, with which he 
finally beat the great Hannibal, that 
master of "tank”  warfare. For 
Carthaginian war elephants were 
used just like Hitler’s battle wagonsi

Thrilling Tale of Hardship 
And Adventure Related 

By Old-Timer.

PHOENIX.—Lajt surviving mem­
ber of the first expedition into the 
Grand canyon by boat Is James 
Fennemore, a spruce old fellow of 
some M years, who sits every day 
at the Arizona club here to spin bis 
tales of adventure.

The aparc, lean-faced Fennemore 
has had more than his chare of ad­
venture In one way or another, but 
tops the tales he tells by his ardu­
ous inland voyage on the (tolorado 
river with Maj. John Wesley Powell.

"It wasn't fun,”  he saiA speak­
ing of the trip through the canyon. 
"Our clothes were wet (or days. We 
slept beside mud puddles that bred 
mosquitoes big enough to bite 
through a Navajo blanket and we 
stood tn water up to our necks for 
hours dragging our boats around 
some of the rapids.”

Drives Wagoa Train.
Bom in London, Fennemore came 

to America in 1864, and although 
he didn't remain long, he came 
again in 1866 to stay. Like moat 
young men of the day, he saw op­
portunity in the West

A photographer by trade, Fenne­
more came West by working as a 
driver on a wagon train taking sup­
plies to Fort Bridger, Utah. The 
wagons were pulled across the 
plains by oxen.

"Texas longhorns are what they 
were,’ ’ said Fennemore, "and wild 
ones at that"

When the going was good the train 
made aeven or eight miles a day. 
It to(A four days to get the wagons 
across the Platt* river, using M 
cattle to each wagon.

Finally arriving at F<»i Bridger, 
Fennemore pushed on ahead 90 
miles to Salt Lake City, where he 
got a job in a photogra^ gallery.

To him one day came an army 
officer, Maj. John Wesley Powell, 
who wanted some pictures printed. 
Fennemore did the job and Major 
Powell took the prints back to Wash­
ington  ̂ With the aid of the pictures 
the officer succeeded in getting 
enough money from congress to out­
fit an expedition to the Grand can­
yon.

JelM ExpediUea.
Powell remembered Fennemore 

and offered the youth a chance to 
go on the exploration as official pho­
tographer.

"Of course 1 went,”  said Fenne­
more.

Fennemore remained with tha ex­
pedition seven months, going from 
Lee’s Ferry up the Colorado river 
and into the mouth of the Grand 
canyon.

"Every day was sn adventure,” 
he said. ” We started on February 
38 from Salt Lake City and took the 
stage as far as ToquervUle. We out­
fitted tn Johnson’s canyon east of 
Xanab and set out overland (or the 
Colorado river.”

NARCOTICS PEDDLED 
OPENLY IN NANKING

Ganga Get Armed Protection 
From Japanese.

SHANGHAI.—Nanking, which suf­
fered so atrociously from burning, 
looting and rapine after the Japa­
nese captured the city, is now being 
afflicted with peddlers of narcotics 
who work openly under the protec­
tion of the Japanese army, accord­
ing to confidential reports sent here 
by foreigners still living in the for­
mer capital.

Opium is sold openly for around 
20 Mexican dollars an ounce, which 
is less than $4- Heroin, for a pure 
ounce, commands a price of 344 
Mexican dollars, the equivalent of 
about $43 an ounce. But this nar­
cotic Is mixed with cheap flour and 
sold to the poor in small packets at 
S and 10 cents each—prices i*espec- 
tively less than 1 or 2 cents in 
United States money.

The leaders of the narcotic gangs 
are in possession of arms, which, it 
is charged, they receive from the 
Japanese military. Many of the 
drug distributors are Chinese, work­
ing under military protection, and 
these men organize gangs at night 
which rob and loot without military 
interference. The Chinese police, vt.
not permitted to carry arms, are - 
helpless. .

Opium pipes and lamps are sold  ̂
openly at stalls on all the main > 
streets and a degree of license ex­
ists. whidh Nanking never knew un­
der Chinese administration. In tact, 
many ot Nanking's main streets to­
day are like the streets In the Jap­
anese concession at Tientsin, where 
opium and Ita derivatives have been 
peddled openly for many years.

Chinese currency still circulates 
in Nanking and Is accepted every­
where except at the telegraph of­
fice. railway station and at a tew 
Japanese shops. The general rate 
ia 1.04 to the Japanese yen. o< which 
ever larger quantities are being 
forced into rirculatloo by Jap­
anese military.
