Die Is Cast
The move by the Bfitlah meant 

that they had cast the die, that 
they were going to move in full 
force to the aid of Greece, and 
hence that if Germany wants to 
force a separate peace with Greece 
it will have to be a real military 
victory, and not merely diplomatic 
pressure.

This move, together with the land­
ing at Salonika, was not without a

ENVOY:
'Means Business*

W. A. Haniman marched up to 
newspaper men on the Bristol, Eng­
land, airport as a special represent­
ative of President Roosevelt snd 
said these words:

“ Believe me, the United Sutes 
means business in this war.”

They were cheering words to the 
Elngliah, and at the same time in 
this country President Roosevelt’s 
leaae-lend plan went zooming ahead, 
with congressional approval of the 
17,000,000,000 implementation of the 
law a ccrUinty.

It was within the same week of 
the passage of the British aid act 
that the house subcommittee swept 
into insUnt action and approved the 
amount.

President Roosevelt already had 
“ sold“  senate and house leaders that 
the amount was no figment of th? 
imagination, thought up hurriedly, 
but waa, rather, the carefully con­
sidered amount which would Uke 
care of a sizeable aid to BriUin pro­
gram for the life of the bill—July. 
1943.

The newspapers printed careful 
breakdowns of the 7 billion amount, 
showed how this and that had been 
divided out, and how safeguards had 
been thought out as to the question 
of moving funds from one category 
to another.

It was all placed before the pub­
lic succinctly and with his usual 
compelling power of oratory by 
President Roosevelt himself in an 
address to the nation. Without tell- 
mg any aecreU, or tipping off ad­
verse powers, the President took the 
people into his confidence, and just 
on the eve of the consideration of 
the measure, too.

That clinched the situation. In 
view of congressional leaders, who 
figured that in three days, at most, 
it would be all over, and the ad- 
ministratlmi would have, practically 
intact except for some ^ zen  annend- 
menta, bis fully implemented aid-to- 
Britain plan. a

Industrial Lag Seen
So confident waa the President of

THE CASE:
O f H ottelet

RICHARD C. HOTTELET 
“SutpicUm of otpiomogo.“

It was something more than mere 
coincidence that close upon the pas­
sage of the lease-lend bill the 
Nazis arrested Richard C. Hottelet. 
a United Press correspondent in 
Berlin, on “ strong suspicions”  of 
espionage.

The D. N. B. announcement said 
that Hottelet was suspacted of hav­
ing conducted espionage in the in­
terests of an enemy country. This, 
of course, ruled out the United 
States, and the Germans them­
selves said: “ Naturally the United 
States is not an enemy power.”

It was added that the espionage of 
which Hottelet is suspected had 
nothing to do with his journalistic 
work.

As the case went forward into the 
preliminary hearing stage, Ameri­
cana began to wonder two things:

1. Did the arrest of Hottelet have 
anything to do with the arrest in the 
United States of Zapp and Tonn, the 
agents of the Transocean News d e v ­
ice, a Nazi outfit?

2. Did the arreat have anything 
to do with the passage of the lease- 
lend bill, and was this to be in­
terpreted as the start of a series of 
Nazi reprisals which could end only 
in the entry of America into the 
European war?

The very day that the special 
grand jury in Washington returned 
the Zapp and Tonn indictments, the 
Nazis arrested Hottelet.

It also might be remembered by 
some that Mussolini closed the 
American conaulates at Naples and 
Palermo, and the United States fol­
lowed suit with the Italian consu­
lates at Newark and Detroit.

.^mong those killed were two 
members of II Duce’ i  cabinet. The 
defenders of Greece claimed that 
Mussolini had failed as bad hia 
armies, for Benito had hoped to build 
up their morale, but the men in the 
front lines still showed, it was 
claimed, the “ spirit of despair”  and 
the “ criminal indifference”  to fight­
ing that had marked the long series 
of defeats in Albania.

In the final five days of the fierce 
Italian drive, the Gre^iks claimed, 
they killed 19,000 of the Fascist sol­
diers, decimatiilg entire battalions, 
and reducing the strength of five 
divisions to about one-half.

GARDENING AS HOBBT 
G a r d e n in g  as a hobby can 
^  be made to pay excellent div­
idends. As an example, a Mis­
souri woman reports she made a 
net profit of $300 from her taro- 
thirilswcre garden in a tingle sea­
son. Figured at market prices, 
food used fresh was $230; food 
catmed, $80; and food stored. $71. 
Seed and sets cost her only $20.

There are two major reqtiisites 
to obtaining garden profits of this 
kind. They are, willingness to 
work and the use of quality seed. 
It is important also to devote 
considerable space to multi;de pur­
pose crops like beets, onions, and 
tomatoes—crops that can ba used 
in a variety of ways.

Here, briefly, are the uses of 
principal multi-purpose crops; On­
ions — green, aa relish; mature 
bulbs fried, stewed, or as season­
ing; bulbs for pickle, and relish 
making; tops for seasoning; bulbs 
for storage. Tomatoes - -  fresh 
fruits for slicing or stewing, for 
immediate table use; for canning, 
or for making tomato juice, or to­
mato catsup; green tomatoes for 
frying, or for use in pickle rel­
ishes, or in pie filler (like mince 
m eat); yellow fruits for preserves, 
juice, or immediate table uae.

Cabbage—fresh in slaw, or sal­
ad; cooked for table use; canned 
as kraut, or stored. Beets—tops 
for greens; roots cooked fresh, 
cann^, picklsd, or stored.

CHOOSE BEANS WI8ELT 
'T 'H E  gardener should be well ac- 

quainted with the many avail­
able varieties of stringless beans, 
if he is to get the most from his 
bean crop.

If earliness is the principal in­
terest, the gardener should select 
either Bountiful (green-podded) or 
Golden Wax (yellow ). Bountiful 
ia excellent for use when small, 
in shoe-string size. It is also a 
good choice for home canning, for 
it produces abundantly.

The gardener interested in yield 
over a long season should select 
both a bush bean, and a pole bean. 
The pole beans begin peoducing 
when the yield from the bush 
beans tapers off.

Kentucky Wonder is one of the 
best all-purpose pole beans. It 
provides good quality snap beans. 
When past the snap stage, the pods 
may be cut up, and cooked 
southern style. Later, this bean 
may be used in the green shell 
stage. In the more mature stage 
the beans may be used in baking 
or in soup.
