Fire prevention authoritjes
state that matches and smoking constitutc together the lar-
gest single fire cause They have urged upon people the pithy
maxim: “Matches have heads, but no prains. When you use
their heads, use your brains.”

Gaunt, gray Bernie Paruch,
whose relentless prodding of the
war effort has saved more lives
than anyore can estimate, is wor-
ried over a lot of things besides
lnnkn' airplanes and machine
guns. Among other things he is
worried over the human problem
of readjusting the lives of people
who have flooded the cities, who
have been thrown out of joint
by the war,

Sitting on his park bench in
Lafayette park, where he holds
“office” conferences, Bernie sees
the stream of girls, thousands of
them from all over the USA,
dumped into government offices
into crowded boarding house-
and wonders what will happen to
them when the war is over.
Baruch won’t tell you—but his
friends will — abhout how h~
handled this problem after the
last war.

He had employed several thou-
sand clerks and sterographers in
his War Industries board, ard af-
ter the armistice, he began to
worry about whether these gzirls
were going back to their homes
or would remain in the exciting
cities,. .

S0 he sent each girl a letter
thanking her for the time and lo-
yal work she had given her coun-
try. And as a hint that she should
g0 back to her mother he sug-
gested: ““Anyone who will apply
2t my office can receive a rail-
‘oad ticket back home.”

Bajuch also attached to each
letter a $10 bill,

The railroad tickets were paid
for out of his own pocket, since
the government does not pay for’
personal transportation, and it
cost Baruch many thousands of
dollars, He was a little fearful
that some of the girls might have
taken the tickets, then turned
them in to the railroad, How-
ever, he hoped that he might
have helped to _get at least a fair
proportion out of the ecity and
back home, ;

CANCER DEATHS
CAIN IN TEXAS

AUSTIN — A steady increase

of deaths in Texas trom all forms
of cancer is disclosed by the fact
that over 45,000 perons have died
from this dreaded disease within
the last 10 years, according to
Dr, Geo. W, Cox’ State Health
Officer,

“The public should be warned

against cancer ‘quacks’ and so-
called cancer cures,” Dr, Cox said.
“Advertising of medicines and so-
called cancer doctors puts danger-
cus misinformation before the
public, Undoubtedly,” Dr_Cox de-
clared, “there are many persons
who being thus delayed in seek-
ing proper medical advice, un-
necessarily lose their lives to this
disease.”
According to the State Health
officer there are two recognized
scientific ways of treating cancer;
namely, surgery and the use of
radium and X-ray. Treatment
must be started early and be
carried out by a competent sur-
geon, In almost two-thirds of the
cases  surgery Is relied upon to
remove cancenpus growths, while
X-ray or radium is used to good
advantage in approximately one-
third of the cases successfully
treated. Frequently the two me-
thods are combined.

“The greatest defense agalinst
death by cancer is early diagno-
sis,” Dr,_ Cox stated, “Every case
is an acute emergency demanding
instant attention, and it is un-
fortunate that so many persons
suffering from cancer do not seek
medical advice until beyond pos-
sibility of cure.™

Dr_ Cox pointed out that any
unusual bleeding from any body
cavity, any lump In the breast,
or any surface sores especlally
on the face and mouth, changed
appearance of any wart or mole,
and even chronic indigestion may
be symptomsg denoting the pres-
ence of cancer.

“Where cancer is suspected, do
not delay but consult your physi-
clan at onee,” Dr. Cox advised,
‘Self-medication, serums, colored
lights  pastes, salve, and dlets
are absolutely worthless in the
treatment of cancer.”
