Every person should 
be proud of his home town.

My town Is the place where 
my home Is founded; where my 
business Is situated: where my 
vote Ls cast; where my children 
are educated; where my neigh­
bors dwell, and where my life 
Is chiefly lived. It Is my home 
spot for me My town has the 
right to my civic loyalty. It  sup-1 
ports me and I should support ' 
It My town wants my citizen­
ship. not my partisanship: my 
irtendllness. not my dissension: i 
my sympathy, not my criticism, 
my Intelligence, not my Indil- 
ference. My town supplies me 
with protection, trade, friends, 
education, schools, churches, 
and the right to free, moral 
citizenship It has done things 
better than the others. The best 
things I should seek to make 
better, and worst things I should 
help to suppress. Take It all In 
all, It Is my town, and entitled 
to the best there Is In me.

One way we could help to 
make It better Is a City Sales 
Tax We have figures to prove 
that this Is a wonderful way 
to help improvements. Balcones

Clyde, population 2,000. received 
$2.287 00: George West, popula­
tion 1.874, received $8,075.00; 
Munester. population. 1.300 re­
ceived $4.065 00. Baird should 
received around $12.000 00 per 
year. Every where you go you 
pay a tax Over 350 towns In 
Texas have adopted or voted 
this tax Are we missing some­
thing? The figures stated above 
were for Just one quarter, or 
three months. This Is a matter 
worth a great deal of study. A 
lot can be said about taxes, for 
they are everywhere, but this 
we would not miss, and we 
might get, some streets paved.

One school teacher asked her 
class if anyone could give her 
an example of Indirect Tax.
