CONGRESS;,
Feudin' and Fightin

Bitter recrlmlasUons resounded 
as ths ftght between President Tru- 
maa ai>d the GOP-controUed con­
gress moved Into a new round 
with convening of the extra session 
of the 80th congress.

In e dynsmite-lsden atmosphere, 
the President appeared before a 
Joint session of the congress srhich 
ha had labeled "one of the worst 
In history" to demand a sweeping 
anti-inflation economic program. 
Tha reception for both the Presi­
dent end his program wee cool as 
Republicans launched their wreck­
ing-crew tactics.

Defiant GOP leaders charged Mr. 
Truman with playing politics and 
prepared to play politica of their 
own. The net result, it appeared, 
wrould be a short special session.

Initial step in the GOP's pro­
gram of obstruction was a decision 
that the extra session should con­
sider only thoae recommendations 
made by Mr. Truman which could 
“ past a test." This test, established 
by the majority conference, set the 
qualiflestions for congressional ac­
tion as follows;

Preposed legislation mast be 
emergency in rharacter.

It mnsl contain a problem of 
national Importance.

It mnst be a program wbicb 
can be processed properly with­
in the lime available (a an 
emergency session.
This available time for process­

ing would be no longer than a 
period of congress which would not 
"interfere with the proper conduct”  
of the autumn campaigns.

No appropriation bills were to be 
considered, nor would any consid­
eration be given to confirmation of 
nominations which might be sent 
to the eenatc by the Eh-esident.

Over ell hung the threat of e 
Dixie Democrats’ filibuster against 
the enti-pol] tax bill, which would 
widen the rift between Mr. TYumen 
end the southern wing of his party.

There were no surprisce in the 
President's recommended legis­
lative package. He propoeed a re- 
impoeition of the excesa profits tax, 
Umited reatoration of price con­
trols, even more limited wage con­
trols and enactment of the Taft- 
EUender-Wagner housing bilL

C o o /  C u t
As clogged elevators and en­

forced cmbnrgoas once again mark 
the nation's harvest of another 
bumper wheat crop, the department 
ot agriculture recommends a cut 
®f ® per cent in wheat acreaga 
In iU  preliminary recommendations 
for the 1M8 crop year.

Although continued high produc­
tion of other mejor grain commodi­
ties is recommended, a slight de­
crease is suggested for wheat acre­
age, which has increased sharply in 
recent years in response to war end 
relief needs.

Looking forwsrd in a move to con­
serve the country’s soil resources, 
the department points out that "a  
better balance between soil-conserv­
ing and soil-depleting crops will 
actually assure higher productivity 
over a longer period of years."

Farmers also are urged to pro­
vide for sufficient summer fallow 
and, in marginal areas, to plant 
grass seed on land which is not 
suitable for sustained production 
of crope.

Also considered in arriving at 
the wheat goal were this year's in­
creased carry-over, prospects that 
the 1948 crop will be second largest 
m history and possibility of amall- 
er demand because of improved 
crops in importing countries.

The department recommended 
wheat plantings for 1949 of 71.5 
million acres which, with an av­
erage yield of 15 bushels an acre, 
would mean production of nearly 
1.1 billion bushels. July estimate 
of 1948 wheat production was 1,- 
241,751,000 bushels.

In aetting another farm goal, the 
department recommended a beef 
cattle breeding herd of I5.S million 
cows next January 1, a decrease of 
about 500,000 head. Better manage­
ment. improved feeding practices 
and thorough culling, K was sug­
gested, win "put the cattle Indus­
try in better poeHkin to supply the 
meat requirements ^  the increased 
population.'*

Hands in Pockets

A-BOMBS:
Force

The veil of secrecy which has 
shrouded moat of the post-war 
atomic energy experiments was 
lifted, a tiny bit at least, for the 
American publtp in the fourth aemi- 
annual report of the atomic energy 
commiaaioa and an ocompenying 
atatement by President Truman.

Justifying the secrecy, the Presi­
dent contended that until controls 
are established on the International 
level to prevent use of atomic 
energy for military purposes "w e 
cannot, ae a nation, afford to dia- 
cloae these secrets which make 
this new force the nioet deadly 
form of military weapon.”  ̂ With 
that statement, the American peo­
ple, anoioualy eyeing war clouds 
on the horixon, ere Inclined to 
agree.

Some measure of rcsssurance was 
contained ia both reports, atreae- 
ing the fact that the nation has 
gained new power in atomic wea- 
pona. Both disclosed that the aecret 
tests of new type bomba at tha 
proving grounds on Eniwetok 
island early this year were highly 
successful.

The commission's report, the 
fourth semi-annual summery to 
congress aa provided by law. Indi­
cated there were three bomba used 
at Eniwetok in the spring project 
known as "Operation Sandstone." 
Principal study was "on the gen­
eration of nuclear explosion its e lf ’ 
rather then "on the effects of the 
nuclear explosion," as was the 
case in the earlier Bikini testa.

The report stressed develop­
ments of atomic energy research in 
medicine, agriculture, metallurgy, 
other sciences and industry. Radio­
active materiala have been given 
229 institutions and commercial 
agencies for experimentation.

LIVIN(; COSTS:
Hit Peak

They changed the name—from 
cost of living index to consumers 
price index—but they still can’ t 
change the trend—upward and ever 
upward.

In fact, the index struck an all- 
time high on June 15, with food 
prices reaching record-shattered lev­
els, the bureau of labor statistics 
reports.

The index, which represents re­
tail prices of goods and services 
bought by moderate income fam­
ilies in large cities, registered 
171.7 per cent of the 1835-28 av­
erage.

Further increases era Ineviteble, 
too, for wholesale prices hit an all- 
time high during the week ended 
July 17 end it takes about a month 
for their Impact to be recorded in 
retell prices.

The new consumers price index 
is 8.2 per cent higher than a year 
ago; 28.8 per cent above June, 1946, 
when price contrela generally were 
abandooed. and 74.1 per cent above 
the August, 1928, level. On V-J Day 
in 1845 the same index was 1284 pet 
cent of the 1825-28 average.

In an endeavor to make the up­
coming draftee as happy as a khaki- 
colored lark, the army la removing 
its "petty ennoyances" as It com­
pletes plans to process men in­
ducted under the first peacetime 
draft in history.

On orders of Gen. Omar Bradley, 
chief of staff, to remove "the petty, 
annoyances that sent many World 
War II veterans sway hating the 
arm y," training officers prepared 
to greet the recruit like an old 
friend of the family.

Only the finest officers and non- 
coms will handle the firaftee, tram- 
ing officers promised. The recruit 
will even be given a $8 advance on 
his 175 a month pay the first day 
in camp so he won't be broke He 
won't even have to wait to "tell K 
to the chaplain," aa he'll be taken 
to the chaplain during his orienta­
tion days and urged "to  let hie hair 
down."

All of thta will take piece at eight 
major trainmg centers .which have 
been set up to receive the draftees 
and give them their basic training. 
They are Fort Knox and Camp 
Breckenridge. K y . ; .  Fort Riley, 
Kans.; Camp Chaffee, Ark.; Camp 
Pickett, Va.; Fort Ord. Calif.; Fort 
Jeckeon, S. C., and Fort Dix, N. J.

The standard i3-week army train­
ing course has been condensed into 
eight “ tough" weeks. Later draftees 
will be selected for specialist train­
ing or sent directly to duty. About 
half of the draftees will see over­
seas duty, probably in Korea. Ja­
pan, Germany, Alaska, ths Canal 
Zone. Hawaii or Caribt>ean defense 
area.

Effective M e th o d  to  Break  
D o g  o f Chewing H a b it Given

Associating Practice With Something Unpleasant Will 
Soon Bring a Stop

One of the roost frequent ques­
tion* from dog-owners is, "How can 
1 teacn my dog not to chew citings?” 
The following suggestions by the 
Gaines Dog Research Center, New 
York City, represent recommended 
methods tor training a dog to refrain 
from exercising his teeth on shoes, 
furniture and other household artkles.

Almost all puppies go through a 
chewing peri(^ — particularly when 
they are cutting their second teg^  — 
and even older dogs seem to have a 
strong urge to gnaw on things. Dogs 
that are lonely or bored through con­
finement or inactivity are especially 
prone to this habit.

One of the first things to do in 
curing the chewing habit is to give 
the dog something of his own that 
he can chew on. A large raw knuckle 
or shin bone with the meat well 
scraped off should be kept where the 
dog can reach it at any time. Encour­
aging the dog to play with and chew 
on the bone will help to keep him 
from turning hia attention to the 
rugs or furniture. Poultry, steak or 
chop bonce ahould not be used for 
this purpose as they splinter easily 
and can cause acrious Injury to the
doi

’fcog. should never be given old

should be used every time the dog is 
to stop what he's doing. It is uscIm  
to say "No ’* one lime and “Bad dog” 
or “Stop that” the next—the dog 
won't know what is meant

If a dog is not apgrehonded until 
after he has already chewed some­
thing, he should be taken by the 
collar, led to the damaged object and 
scolded sharply. If  a chewed article 
is not discovered until long after the 
chewing took place, it won’t do any 
good to scold or punish, as a dog's 
memory is short

At times a dog w ill develop a 
fondness for gnawing some one par­
ticular object such as s rug, or a 
chair leg. The best remedy Tor this 
is to sprinkle red hot cayenne pepper 
on the article. Just one taste of Uv 
hot pepper is generally sufficient to 
make Mr. Fido loce interest once and 
for all in th'it article.

Until a dog is absolutely 
worthy, he should not be 
roam at large through the house. If 
it is necessary that he be left alone, 
he should be confined where he can 
do no damage and given his shin or 
knuckle bone to chew. In most cases, 
dogs get over the chewing habit 
they mature, but while Fido is still 
in the deetructive stage, the above 
suggestions will keep damMe to a 
minimum, the Galnce Dog KM arch 
Center states.

Button treatments also are used 
on the sleeves to add interest. Sim­
ply run live or six buttons down the 
sleeve, beginning at the shoulder If 
you want to add sbovt the waist In­
terest on a tsllorad dress or blouse.

Another effective way of using 
buttons is In a diagonal treatmsnt. 
either outlining pockets or simulat­
ing them.

For beet effect, the butUms chos­
en should. In themseivss. be inter­
est catching- When you want to 
point up interest In them, select a 
contrasting color instead of a match­
ing one. Also, remember that but­
tons show up better on solids than 
on prints.

For bodices that are plain and 
will take buttons, a double breasted 
treatment of tiny gold buttons is fre­
quently very effective. This la es­
pecially popular on anch things as 
the bolero sundress type.

In some cases, you can use on 
your accessories^ the same button 
treatment that you have on a dress. 
Diagonal button treatmenti on 
gloves, for instance, frequently can 
tie them nicely to a certain dress 
or suit.

Buttons as well as bows are being 
used to gather up a part of a wide 
full skirt in some cates.

Bands and Bows 
Will De Wenders 

Have you ever thought of how ef­
fective a band trimming can be es­
pecially when it is used on a print 
dress or suit? When the print is 
crowded, the solid colored bending 
seems somehow to clesn the print 
and define it.

I f  you have a two-piece print 
dress, try outlining the jseket with 
a band that matches one of the 
darker colors in the print. Use it 
around the front of the jacket, out­
lining It completely, and then use 
around the sleeves and pockets, too. 
Frequently this little trick will lift 
many a sreary dress out of the dol­
drums.

Bias tape la best to use for this 
type of trimming because H'b all 
folded and pressed. The tape comes 
In cotton and rayon ao that srou can 
select the proper type for your ma­
terial.

Many band trimming effects can 
be relieved with bows made out of 
the trimming. These are especially 
effective for the youthful fashions.

The jacket of a summer dress for 
a girl in her teens may carry three 
or four widely spaced rows of band­
ing for trimming. Bows can coma 
at the dosing ef the bodice to hide 
snape or buttons.

I f  you prefer, only the skirt may 
be bend trimmed. Use one large 
bow on the highest band ss a trim­
ming. It ’ s Important not to overdo 
the bow pert of the trimming, ee- 
peclally on the skirts, for their.fuD- 
neas la, tot a sense, a fo* nf trim­
ming.
