Cotton Clinic

(Continued from last week)

The use of a gravity flow spray-
er for insect control was explained
and a model shown. It hasa con
trolled flow, and a shield to pro-
tect the crop. It is expected, on
the basis of tests already made,
that the germination rate will be
low this year. The use of hoe
hands was demonstrated to be
quite expensive in comparison
with sprays, which are of equal
cost and effectiveness with dust-
ing. The use of the cooler yet dry
portions of the day for both me-
chanical harvesting and defolia-
tion was recommended. Fast
stripping causes waste, and the
use of two blowers on the elevator
may save $5 per bale.

A 89 difference on one full bale
was pointed out, and farmers are
urged to quit irrigating by Aug. 25
as higher yields due to later wat-
ering are more than offset by in-
creased costs and less maturing.
