worms We had a wonderful year 
last year with very few cases re­
ported in Donley County. Breed­
love says that this was due a great 
deal to the cooperation of all live­
stock owners in spraving of cattle 
and when they did find a case of 
screw worms, the sample of worms 
was sent to the Mfsaion, Texas 
laboratory at once

Containers for shipping in sam­
ples of worms when they are found 
are available in the office of the 
county agent All livestock own­
ers who do not have a container 
should drop by the county agent's 
office and get some before the 
screw worm time arrives

Breedlove also asked that all 
livestock owners who find worms 
in livestock wounds let him know 
when the samples are mailed out. 
It is understood that sterile fliea 
will be dropped in infested areas 
again this year.
