These two spra3rs should 
be mixed exactly as the directions 
call for on the containers, and 
always remember that all sprays 
are considered jwisonoua Always 
keep the wind blowing away from 
you, and when you gret some on 
your skin, then use soap and water 
to remove.

Malathion is a g|ood spray for 
the control of aphids on plants. 
This is especially true on alfalfa, 
says the county a^nt. I f  you 
need any information on the use 
of these ^>rays call Breedlove’s i  
office.
