Father’s Day Calls Lag Behind M other’s Day
Texans are expected to con­

tribute heavily to the 86 million calls 
AT& T says it will handle on 
Father’s Day. That’s 2.4 million 
more calls than were made on 
Father’s Day last year, but well 
below the holiday-record 108.6 
M over ’s Day calls last month.

Despite the low cost of a 10- 
minute call (40 % lower than it was 
10 years ago), and a recent study 
showing that most Texans prefer a 
phone call to a greeting card, a large 
number of Dads still won’t get the 
call this year. That follows a pattern

± a t weaves throughout the history 
of Father’s Day and society’s view 
of fatherhood.

Sonora Smart Dodd launched a 
local Father’s Day observance in 
Spokane, Washington, on June 9, 
1910, two years after the first 
Mother’s Day was celebrated. It 
took Mother’s Day only four years 
to become a national holiday. 
Despite efforts by a number of 
prominent indivduals, it was 62 
years before Father’s Day received a 
Presidential Proclamation in 1972 
from Richard Nixon.

In America today. Father’s Day is 
the fifth-largest card-sending oc­
casion with about 85 million 
greeting Ccirds exchanged, some 50 
million less than Mother’s Day. It 
ranks third behind Mother’s Day 
and Christmas in A T& T holiday 
call volumes, and dear old Dad gets 
stuck with the bill even when we do 
call on his day -  as AT& T notes that 
Father’s Day logs in as the top 
collect-calling day.

Calling Dad on Sunday is just as 
inexpensive as calling Mom.

Whenever and wherever you 
reach Dad, keep in mind the 
struggles this country went through 
to make his holiday what it is today.

In 1910, the all-male Congress 
feared that a move to proclaim the 
day official might be interpreted as a 
self-congratulatory pat on the back. 
In 1916, President Woodrow Wilson 
and his family personally celebrated 
the day, while in 1924, President 
Calvin Coolidge suggested that 
states could, if they wished, hold 
their own Father’s Day cele­
brations.

In olden days a doctor drove a rig 
drawn by trusty steed across miles 
to distant ranches in torrid summer 
days and chilling winter nights to 
tend an ailing patient or deliver a 
long awaited babe.

Now, we patients wait in soft 
chairs for our appointed time, 
perhaps impatient when the doctor 
runs late. Today, our doctor drives a 
sleek machine in air conditioned 
comfort.

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Between Us

One of the most fai- reaching 
decisions ever made by the City 
Council is in the offing. It is not an 

* arbitrary matter but is demanded by 
government bureaucracy.

It is disgraceful and a violation of 
everything America stands for that a 
bureaucracy of not-elected people 
can arbitrarily take charge of our 
lives.

Regulations by the EPA, Water 
Commission, et. al., do not have to 
answer to the people but exert un­
believable control.

Brackettville has no choice but to

bow to such agencies. Brackettville 
must very rapidly do something 
about garbage disposal. The council 
is aware of the problem and is 
working on it.

Whatever decision for the im­
mediate future is made, a long term 
solution must be found.

The Middle Rio Grand River 
Administration, sometime ago, 
made a recommendation that is 
clearly a fine solution. It recommen­
ded regional waste dumps. There 
could not be offered a solution of 
greater promise to Brackettville 
than this.

. If Brackettville would establish 
such a regional dump it would be a 
bold and profitable move. The 
establishment of such a dump could 
solve the local problem but if 
organized right could be used to 
handle waste from Del Rio and 
Uvalde and possibly Eagle Pass.

None of these cities have found 
solutions to their problems. Finding 
a site to meet state demands is 
almost impossible. The area bet­
ween Spofford and Anacacho is 
geologically an ideal site. Recent 
state examinations have held to the

safety of this area for waste 
disposal.

The York property is ruled out 
because of water beneath it. There 
is no underground water in the site 
east of Spofford.

It is near railroads that could 
bring waste from Uvalde, Del Rio 
and Eagle Pass. For a fee, these 
cities could be enlisted as clients 
simply because they all lack accep­
table sites.

Any other action would cost every 
person in Brackettville and Fort 
Clark Springs a pretty penny from 
now on. Even if these cities couldn’t 
immediately be enlisted in the 
project, it would be a point of 
wisdom for Brackettville to procede 
with the project.

The necessary land could be 
bought, even by condemnation 
proceedings if necessary. This 
prerogative deserves study.
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Some confusion seems to exist in 
differentiating between the local lan­
dfill and SubTitle “ D” , U. S. En­
vironmental Protection Act, Texas 
Senate Bill 1340, chapters 3, 4, 5, 
and 6.

To us in this locale, the landfill is 
four miles due south on T X  Hwy 
131. We have been using ± e  same 
landfill for the past sixteen years 
thanks to the generosity of Joe 
York, Sr. For the past six years, the 
City of Brackettville has been 
leasing the landfill fromi Joe York, 
Jr.

On Mtffch 5, 1993, Joe York, Jr., 
by way of his attorney, notified the 
City that the lease would not be 
renewed on August 1, 1993. Right­
fully so, it is his land, therefore, his 
privilege and prerogative. Mr. York 
has given us ample notice. Mr. York 
has his very valid reasons and is 
aware of the 30-year monitoring. He 
is fully aware of the impending 
SubTitle “ D” , and its stringent and 
strict regulations.

We, the City, on behalf of all the 
community, extend a most sincere 
Thank You to “ Little Joe”  for his 
many years of helping us with the 
landfill and for admirably honoring 
Mr. York Sr.’s pledge.

It will make absolutely no dif­
ference if the local landfill closes on 
August 1 or October 9. To close on 
August 1 or October 9 means we 
will have to monitor for methane gas 
for five years. To close after Oc­
tober 9, we would have to monitor 
for 30 years. Regardless of dates, we 
must comply with the new rules and 
regulations.

History as of October 1991, the 
what? who? why? where? and when?

What: On October 9, 1991, the 
final revisions to the 1984 Hazar­
dous (SubTitle “ C” ) and Solid 
Waste Amendments (SubTitle “ D” ) 
to the Resource and Conservation 
and Recovery Act were 
promulgated into the Federal 
Register. Most of these revisions for 
municipal solid waste landfills must 
be complied within two years or by 
October 9,1993.

Who: Federal level...
1. The Resource Conservation and 
Recovery Act Amendment.
2. The National Recycling Markets 
Act.
3. The Waste Export and Import 
Prohibition Act.
4. Solid Waste Disposal Act, Sub­
title “ d” .
5. Environmental Protection Act.
6. Department of Public Health.

State level: On September 1,
1993, the reorganized Texas Water 
Commission will become the Texas 
Natural Resource Conservation 
Commission encompassing or 
correlating.

V

1. Texas Water (Commission
2. Municipal Solid Waste
3. Air Pollution Control
4. Undergroimd Water Monitoring
5. Environmental Protection
6. Public Health.

Who will be affected? All 254 
counties in Texas, and the rest of 
the USA. Regional level. Middle Rio 
Grande Development (Council, 
Region 24, consists of Dimmit, Ed­
wards, LaSalle, Maverick, Real, 
Uvalde, Val Verde, Zavala, and 
Kinney counties. Most smaller rural 
eu'eas are seriously considering 
closing their landfills. Uvalde has 
spent $380 thousand for the 
qualifying liners and still will need 
monitoring wells. Estimated cost 
$5,800,000.00.

Del Rio is still trying to meet all 
the requirements, and the now 
required monitoring of wells. 
Estimated cost $9,695,000.00.

Eagle Pass still has no definite an­
swer. Estimated cost
$11,340,000.00.

A regional landfill is strongly 
being considered for ± e  Middle Rio 
Grande Area. This will entail a local 
collection station, then the cost of 
transportation to a more centralized 
regional landfill ensuing the cost of 
transportation per ton per mile.This 
consideration is still working out the 
mimy details required by the many 
rules and regulations. The local ac­
tions to comply with SubTitle “ d” 
depend heavily on what this region 
can or will do. All the Federal and 
State level rules and regulations are 
still in draft form, and with several 
proposed date changes, rendering 
the region and the local area in limbo 
for any definite action.

We have established the “ why” ... 
pollution and contamination in all 
aspects: water, air, land, environ­
ment, and health.

The where is still unanswered 
and will remain unanswered until 
the when is firmly established and 
stabliized.

Major proposed changes in 1993, 
all pending...

February 3, 1993, Rep. English 
(OK), proposed House Bill 767, to 
provide for a 2-year delay in the ef­
fective date on certain regulations 
applicable to municipal solid waste 
landfills under Solid Waste Disposal 
Act. (Please note...certain 
regulations).

March 18, 1993, we were notified 
of the West Texas Exemption, 
meaning an arid (small landfill) 
exemption. We would have been 
exempt from only the liners and 
leachate collection system 
requirements, and groundwater 
monitoring requirements. The other 
requirements are:

1. Cover daily.
2. Monitor methane gas.
3. Provide a hazardous waste detec­
tion program and other operational 
standards.
4. Meet closure and post-closure 
requirements.
5. Provide for financial assurance. 

We would have been eligible for
an arid landfill exemption if:
a. There is no evidence of ground- 
water contamination which may 
have to be prepared by a qualified 
ground-water scientists.
b. Documentation indicating that 
our landfill receives an aimual 
average of less than 20 tons per day 
of wastes.
c. Documentation that there is no 

, practicable alternative:
1. Cost of alternatives will ex­

ceed 1% of the community’s budget 
for all public service; or

2. Haul distances are 
unreasonably long; or

3. All other alternatives are not 
feasible to implement, based on the 
community’s location and economic 
condition.
d. Evidence that our landfill is in an 
area that receives 25 inches or less 
average annual rainfall. (TWC)

May 3, 1993, a Permit
Modification is required for those 
landfills that remain operational af­
ter October 9, 1993. Interim status 
does not exempt facility owners or 
operators from complying with all 
provisions of the new regulations. It 
allows continued operation until the 
modification or amendment request, 
if applicable, is approved. (TWC) 

May 12, 1993, The U.S. En­
vironmental Protection Agency 
stated it will propose delaying, by 
six months, the date municipal solid 
waste landfills would have to meet 
comprehensive federal environmen­
tal standards. The proposal would 
delay the effective date of the stan­
dards from October 9, 1993 to April 
9, 1994. The changes in effective 
date would not change the standards 
but would give local governments 
additional time to come into com­
pliance with their requirements. 
(EPA(.

May 21, 1993, TM L Update in­
forms us: “ The EPA proposal would 
not change the regulations, but 
would allow additional time for the 
cities to respond.”  The proposed 
rules would include:
1. A six-month extension of the 
basic effective date from OetobiF I, 
1993, to April 9,1994.
2. An additional extension whigh a 
state could grant at its discretion tO 
certain facilities that are making 
good faith efforts to establish neW 
sites but need more time to finish 
the permit process. (Note; Pennit

processing time, 12 to 18 months for 
an approved “ existing”  landfill, 3 to 
5 years for an approved “ new”  lan- 
dfiU.)
3. A  one-year extension of the effec­
tive date for financial assurance 
requirements from April 9, 1994, to 
April 9, 1995. (Please see
requirement #5, this means getting a 
municipal bond, loan, insurance, or 
use CDs for financail assurance).

The bad news is that the U. S. 
Court of Appeals for the District of 
Columbia Circuit has ruled that the 
groundwater monitoring
requirements of the EPA’s SubTitle 
“ D”  rules must be applied to all lan­
dfills. The court ruled against 
EPA’s attempt to exempt certain 
small Icmdfills from the groundwater 
minitoring regulations.

Example; For a 10-acre landfill, 3 
to 5 minotoring wells would be 
required at about $5,000.00 each. 
The overall estimated cost for an 
approved lémdfill has been quoted at 
$900,000.00 for Brackettville. This 
calculation was based on the life of 
"the present landfill. Now subject to 
change if we acquire a new ap­
proved landfill.

Fort Clark and the City of 
Brackettville have approved a joint 
feasibility study on how best to 
economically comply with SubTitle 
“ d ." The City’s main concern is 
finance. We are striving to find the 
best and least costly way possible.

In the intermediate of August 1 
and when the when is concretely 
established, we must find a place to 
dispose of our household waste on a 
temporary basis. We have talked to 
our neighbors. Fort Clark, Del Rio, 
and Uvalde.

Fort Clark has an unpermitted 
landfill. They, too, must qualify by 
October 9. Estimated cost 
$4,000.000.00 based on the life of 
their present landfill. Subject to 
change if they should require a new 
site. No decision has been given to 
the City on using their landfill on a 
tempofaty basis.

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DO-GOODERS D O N T ALWAYS DO TH AT MUCH GOOD

Just the other day I was confron­
ted by two ladies from a cat club. At 
first, I figured they were a couple of 
lost people, ’cause no one else ever 
pulls up to our place except bill 
collectors or some idiot insurance 
salesman. Since I can spot a bill 
collector a quarter-mile away, and 
they just didn’t look like salesmen, I 
just naturally figured they were lost.

As they stopped in front of ± e  
house, I left the horse I was shoeing 
and Wcilked over to say hello and see 
if I could help ’em out. (I should’ve 
stayed with the horse).

The conversation went something 
like this: “ Yes Ma’am, can I help 
you?’ ’ “ Are you Curt Brummett?”  
“ Yes Ma’am; How much do I owe 
you?’ ’ “ Well, Mr. Brummett, you 
don’t owe us anything, but we 
believe you owe the animals you 
have abused and mistreated a great 
deal more than you could ever 
repay.”

If 
they liked, I would show them 
around my place and let them judge 
for themselves.

After a quick tour of the horse 
pens imd Ihe chicken house and 
speaking to each of the eight dogs, 
they had calmed down considerable. 
Then it happened.

Three of those pups and one big 
brown cat made ± e ir  appearance, 
the pups running in hot pursuit of 
the cat.

Now, this old brown cat had 
been hanging aroimd my horse pens 
and hay stacks for two years. He 
sure helped keep the mouse problem 
imder control and most of the birds 
out of the garden.

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Avoid Poisoning Problems In Horses
The famous Lippizaners stallions 

were on tour of the northern United 
States. Before a performance, they 
were tied along a fence lined with 
Japanese Yew. Out of boredom, two 
nibbled on the leaves and died 
within a couple of hours.

This true story illustrates the 
potential of some plants to kill hor­
ses. Many times, the horse’s death is 
caused by human error.

The animal we’re dealing with 
usually has enough sense to stay 
away from (poisonous plants) imless 
we force him to do otherwise. Most 
horses are poisoned by feed, but not 
necessarily bad feed.

Shelled com  is not necessarily 
toxic, but if we let (a horse) have all 
she wants, then she’ll go into toxic 
shock and die or founder. I urge 
horse owners to provide a balanced 
forage program for ± e ir  horses, 
make sure the doors to feed rooms 
are seomely latched. The cases that 
make the news, of course, are those 
from contaminated feed.

For instance, in 1989, drought- 
stricken com  in Texas received 
quite a bit of rain from a tropical 
storm. This caused moldy com, 
which killed quite a few horses. 
Moldy com  causes brain damage. 
Symptoms can include frenzy, 
aimless circling, head pressing, 
ataxia (lack of normal coordination), 
blindness, depression, and hyper­
sensitivity. C^m can now be assayed 
for the toxin, fumonisin. At times, 
com  screening (broken com  and 
trash) may contain very high levels 
of fumonisin. Reagor suggested that 
horse owners not buy any feed with 
screenings.

Blister beetles also cause quite a 
few problems in horses. If you are 
feeding alfalfa hay, there is a 
possibility that there are blister

beetles, no matter where it’s from. 
The beetles are caught in the hay 
during the baling process. If any 
dead beetles are found in the hay, it 
should not be fed to horses and in- 
s&t taken to someone to be 
positively identified. If it is a blister 
beetle, the best thing to do is to bum 
the hay.

(3antharidin, the toxin from the 
beetles, blisters the lining of the 
gastrointestional tract. This com­
pound also damages the unrinary j 
tract, causing those horses to 
urinate frequently in small amounts. 
Try to get to know the person who 
grows your hay. Make sure there 
are no blister beetles in that hay.

Sometimes plants change from 
being unpalatable to palatable. 
Silver leaf nightshade is not nor­
mally palatable to horses. However, 
the dea± of an excellent roping hor­
se was caused by this wild plant. 
The owner had sprayed the pasture 
with herbicide a week earlier, which 
changed the makeup of the plant 
from “ tasting bad to tasting good.”

Any time you spray a pasture with 
poisonous plants, keep horses out 
tmtil the sprayed plant dies. Olean­
der is the most toxic plant in the 
state. When leaves turn brown in 
the normal life cycle of the plant 
± e y  become palatable to horses and 
are very deadly.

Horse owners should avoid plan­
ting them anywhere on their land. 
Established oleanders should be dug 
up and burned. Stand upwind of the 
smoke. They’re just as deadly to 
humans, and the toxin, a cardiac 
glycoside, will stop your heart. The 
only good place for an oleander is 
the medians on highways. The best 
policy is to keep horses away from 
ornamental plants.

A Texas First
Wheelchair Baskethall Team At ’The White House

It took three national basketball 
championships and a call from the 
chairman of the Board of Regents to 
do it, but the Mavericks from The 
University of Texas at Arlington 
finally got to the White House.

Meetings of the President of the 
United States with champion 
athletes are so commonplace that 
they’re often ignored by the media. 
But when the UT Arlington 
Mavericks met President Bill Clin­
ton in the White House Rose Garden 
May 13, the place was alive with 
reporters and TV cameras.

The reason? Each member of the 
nine-man basketball team was in a 
wheelchair. So was their coach, Jim 
Hayes. And it was the first time that 
any wheelchair athletic team had 
been asked to the White House for a 
chat and to be photographed with 
the President.

Bernard Rapoport, Waco in­
surance executive who is also 
chairman of the UT System Board 
of Regents, scored a basket for the 
team. Mr. Rapoport called his 
friend. Bill Clinton, and suggested 
that he should have the champion 
Mavericks up for a visit.

It was a dream come true for Jim 
Hayes, the 43-year old coach of the 
Mavericks. Since 1990, Hayes had 
kept his players undefeated in the 
seven-team National Collegiate 
Wheelchair Basketball League.

Hayes does more than make his 
teams champions on the basketball 
court. He also is a philosopher who 
wants to prepare his charges for life 
as a paraplegic.

“ What I try to impress on these 
guys is that sometimes we’re our

Those two women looked at each 
other, started crying, and headed for 
their car.

own worst enemies. If we settle for 
capabilities that society allows, we 

, limit ourselves. Society has no idea 
what we are capable of doing. A lot 
of it is not going to seem fair, but 
play above it.”

Hayes knows what he’s talking 
about. He broke his neck in a 
swimming accident while at a party 
celebrating his 18th birthday. He 
has been in a wheelchair since.

He spent two months following 
the accident in the hospital, then 
decided to apply for admission to a 
junior college. He earned a 3.25 
grade point average during his first 
semester, ran for student body 
president and won.

When he transferred to UT 
Arlington in 1971, there were only 
four other wheelchair students 
enrolled. Concerned about the lack 
of accessibility to buildings on cam­
pus, they recruited him to lead the 
effort to improve the situation.

His response was to invite all 
university administrators and 
student leaders to tour the campus 
with him. He stipulated that all must 
make the trip in wheelchairs.

Today, in addition to coaching the 
nation’s best wheelchair basketball 
team, he is the director of disabled 
student services. And UT Arlington 
has taken the lead in making its 
campus the most accessible to the 
handicapped in the entire region.

Jason Van Beck, a (California 
native and the team’s leading scorer, 
spoke for all when he said: “ It’s neat 
because we’re getting the same 
recognition as the able-bodied sports 
team. It makes ours more of a bona 
fide sport.”

(Daptain Charles Gilbert deserves 
recognition in the history o f Fort 
Clark as he was garrisoned at Fort 
Clark from October 18, 1858 until 
March 21, 1859. During the months 
October 1858 until March 21, 1859, 
he was the senior officer present and 
he was the post commanding of­
ficer. In addition to the above listed 
reasons, as history woidd have it, he 
was one of 34 officers who served 
Fort Clark prior to the Civil War 
who later became one of the general 
officers in the war. In his case, he 
served with the Union forces.

Charles Champion Gilbert was 
bom March 1, 1822, at ZanesviDe, 
Ohio. During the period of July 1, 
1842 to July 1,1845, he was a cadet 
at the Military Academy. Upon 
graduation, he was promoted in the 
Army to Brevet Second Lieutenant 
and assigned to the Third Infantry.

He served in the War with 
Mexico, 1846 -1848. September 27,
1846, he was promoted to Second 
Lieutenant and transferred to the 
First Infantry. He was engaged in 
the Siege of Vera Cruz, March 9-29,
1847, and remained garrisoned at 
Vera Cruz 1847-1848.

Later in 1848, he was at Mexico 
City near the end of the war with 
Mexico.

At the end of the Mexican War in
1848, he was transferred back to the 
United States and garrisoned at 
East Pascagoula, Mississippi. Due 
to the U.S. Army’s requirements in 
the Treaty of Guadalupe Hildago 
and responsibility to Texas for In­
dian protection, Lieutenant Gilbert 
and First Infantry was transferred 
back to Texas. He served in frontier 
duty at Ringgold Barracks (Rio 
Grande City) 1848-1850.

He was then assigned to the 
Military Academy for the period of 
1850-1855 as the Assistant 
Professor of (Geography, History, 
and Ethics. This assignment came 
on top of his promotion to First 
Lieutenant on June 10, 1850. May 
16, 1855 until September 28, 1855, 
he was to serve as Principal 
Assistant Professor of Geography, 
History and Ethics at the Military 
Academy.

September 1855 he was released 
from the Military Academy and 
returned to his regiment which was 
on frontier duty at Fort MacKavett, 
Texas. December 1855 he was 
promoted to Captain and became the 
commanding officer of (Company B 
at Fort MacKavett where he 
remained until 1856.

He later transferred to Fort 
Chadboume, then on to Fort Dun­
can, Texas in July 1856. August 
1856, he was on an Indian Scout 
from Fort Duncan to Devil’s River. 
He and his company were engaged 
in the Pursuit and Surprise of three 
parties of Cbmanche Indians near 
the mouth of the Pecos River 
August 30th.

Captain Gilbert and his (Company 
B remained garrisoned at Fort Dun­
can until October 18, 1858 when 
they transferred to Fort Clark.

While Captain Gilbert was 
garrisoned at Fort Clark he had in 
his possession a trophy of war he 
had acquired while in Mexico. It was 
a Mexican silver presentation mug 
believed to have been manufactured 
in 1820. Captain Gilbert had a 
monogram removed and a new in­
scription put in its place. The in­
scription . was engraved in a 
decorative cartouche on front of the 
mug which reads: “ Presented to 
Mattie P. Gilbert By Her Fa±er, 
Fort Clark, Texas, December 12. 
1858. A later inscription was added 
below the cartouche which reads, 
“ Katherine Gilbert Gresham, Oc­
tober 17,1883.

June 1991, this mug was in the 
hands of Antique Silver Dealer, 
Houston, Texas, who felt it should 
be in the Old Guardhouse Museum 
and notified the museum of this rare 
artifact and the history surrounding 
it. The price of such an artifact 
makes beyond the reach of finances 
of the Old Guardhouse Museum. 
Sad commentary since this gift was 
given by Captain Gilbert some 6 
years and 5 months after the foun­
ding of Fort Clark.

M e r  March 21, 1859, Captain 
Gilbert and Company B marched to 
^ m p ^ p e r ,  Texas. With pending 
Cml War, they were again tran­

sferred, this time to Fort Leaven­
worth, Kansas.

As a Union Officer, he served 
during the Rebellion of the Sec- 
eeding States (Civil War) 1861 - 66. 
His first action in that war came in 
an engagement at Dug Spring, 
August 2,1861.

Following he was involved in the 
Battle of Wilson’s Creek, August 10,
1861, where he was severely woun­
ded.

His wounds resulted in his being 
on sick leave August 20 - September 
21,1861. After his return to duty he 
was appointed acting Inspector- 
General of the Department of the 
Ciunberland September 21 until 
November 18, 1861. Later he was 
assigned the Inspector-fJeneral 
Department of Ohio until March 11, 
1861.

He was engaged in the 
engagement of Pittsburg Landing, 
Tennessee, and April 7,1862 was in 
the Battle of Shiloh.

For his services in the Battle of 
Shiloh, he was appwinted Brevet 
Major for gallant and meritorious 
services. Two days later he was in­
volved in the Siege of Clorinth and 
after May 30th, 1862, was in the 
operations in North Alabama and 
Louisville, Kentucky.

Due to the military necessity 
during the period o f Sepember 1 - 
27, he was acting Major (Jeneral in 
command of the Army of Ohio. He 
was appointed September 9, 1862, 
Brigadier (^hetal,^ U.S. Volunteers 
the rank he held until March 1863. 
On September 1, 1862, he was 
brevetted a Lieutenant (Dolonel in 
regulars for Gallant and Meritorious 
services at the Battle of Richmond, 
Kentucky.

He was charged with 3rd 
Provisional Ckirps, Army of Ohio 
during the pieriod of September 29 - 
October 1862. At which time he was 
engaged in the Battle of Perryville 
which resulted in another brevet in 
the regular service, that of (Colonel 
for Gallant and Meritorious services 
in the Battle of Perryville, October 
8,1862.

He held many assignments for the 
remainder o f the war in the nor­
theastern United States and eviden­
tly he was not engaged in combat for 
the remainder.

In September 1866, he reverted to 
his regular rank of Major and he was 
assigned to 28th Infantry. On July 8, 
1868, he was promoted to 
Lieutenant Colonel and transferred 
to 7th Infantry Regiment, then 
garrisoned at Jacksonville, Florida. 
In May 1869, his regiment was tran­
sferred to Fort Bridger, Wyoming. 
Later the regiment was at various 
forts in Montana, then on to Fort 
Snelling, Minnesota, October 1 
1879.

Cx)l. Gilbert was in command of a 
Battalion in the Ute Expiedition to 
June 1880. He was on sick leave of 
absence until January 22, 
1881. Agciin he was promoted in 
the regulars, this time to Colonel 
and transferred to 17th Infantry 
Regiment, May 19, 1881. Although 
he held the command of this 
regiment, his health and age began 
to affect his services as during this 
next period he was granted two ex­
tensive sick leave of absence.

March 1, 1886, Clolonel Gilbert 
was retired from active service 
being 64 years of age.

In 1894, a ^ngressional Act con­
ferred commissions on certain of­
ficers for distinguished services with 
the thanks of Congress. Charles C. 
Gilbert was so listed which cited him 
as a colonel retired but granted him 
the commission of Brigadier General 
m Volunteers for gallant conduct at 
Springfield, Missouri, and Pittsburg 
Landing, Tennessee, 9 September
1862.

He as an old soldier must have 
faded away in the period 1894 -1900 
as the museum’s void of Army 
Registers are in that period.

How to play 
the outfield
Outfielders must be 
adept at handling fly 
balls and grounders. 
Whenever possible, 
both hands should be 
used on a catch.

Left fielder
The left fielder must be 
skilled at fielding 
grounders since mariy ' 
hitters will try to stretch 
a single to left into a 
double. A bobble In left 
field almost always - 
means an extra basé.
He generally plays a 

' little shallower than the 
5 rest of the outfield to 
; prevent runners from^^;/, i 
i  taking an extra basé. V

Right fielder
The right fielder should 
have tne strongest arm 
in the outfield because a 
long and accurate throw 
to third base can 
prevent a base runner 

: from advancing. He 
plays a little deeper than 
the other outfielders 
because the short throw 
from right field to first 
discourages runners 
from frying to stretch a 
single into a double.

Center fieider
The center fielder is in charge of the outfield, and has priority over 
other outfielders and all infielders. A good outfield defense keys 
on him. He is generally the fastest of the outfielders and is 
expected to cover the most ground. More balls will be hit over his 
head than the other outfielders, so he must be able to go back 
after deep flies: Throws to the infield should be overhand, giving 
the ball the proper backspin.

Fish Certified State Record
Four fish recently have been cer­

tified as state record catches, ... 
eluding the striped bass record, 
which was broken for the second 
time this year.

Johnny Freeman of Del Rio lan­
ded a 46.5-pound striper in the Rio 
Grande below Lake Amistad on 
May 12 to bring the record back to 
South Texas. Freeman’s striper 
measured 43.5 inches long and had a 
31.75-inch girth.

The Rio Grande striper replaces a 
striper caught in Austin’s Town

Lake on March 1. That fish, caught 
by Morris Boyd of Austin, weighed 
45.5 pounds and measured 44.25 in­
ches long with a 28.5-inch girth. 
Boyd’s fish had replaced the state 
record striper weighing 45 pounds, 
caught by Tom Reavis of Del Rio on 
May 14, 1990, "in Lake Amistad. 
Ironically, Reavis is a fishing par­
tner of Freeman.

The other ±ree  state records cer­
tified were a blacknose shark, a 
hybrid tilapia, and a grass pickerel.

AMISTAD: Main lake clear, 72 
degrees, 3 feet low; black bass are 
fairly slow; striper are slow; crappie 
are slow; white bass are scattered 
and slow; catfish are fairly good in 6- 
15 feet of water on cheese baits.

BRAUNIG: Water green with algae,. 
80 degrees, normal level; black bass 
are good to 6 pounds on quarter- 
ounce Rattle Traps; striper are good 
in number, most are undersized, to 3 
pounds on chicken livers; catfish are 
good in the 2 - 3 pound range on 
shrimp, liver and worms, both from 
the bank and from boats; redfish are 
excellent in the 9 - 19 pound range 
on crawfish and spoons, some 
caught from the bank.
CALAVERAS: Water murky, 89 
degrees, 1 foot high; black bass are 
slow; striper are slow to 5 pounds on 
chicken livers; channel and blue cat­
fish are good to 2 pounds on cheese 
baits, chicken liver and shrimp, 
nightcrawlers and shad; redfish are 
good to 15 pounds on Rattle Traps, 
crawfish, shad and spoons; corvina 
are fair to 14 pounds with perch rat­
tle traps and spoons.
CHOKE: Water clear, 81 degrees, 6 
inches low; black bass are fair to 9 
pounds in 5 to 12 feet of water in the 
grass beds, best fishing is eaily on 
topwaters and cranks in plum and 
chartreuse worms around Calliham 
and Mason Points; striper are slow; 
crappie are slow, only a few caught 
at highway 99 bridge in 10 - 15 feet 
of water on live minnows; white 
bass are fair in number, concen­
trating around the dam with early 
and late schooling on topwater lures 
and chrome cranks, trolling deep 
diving chrome cranks, is productive 
during the day; catfish are fair in 5 -
12 feet of water and are suspended 
at 12 feet in deeper water in river 
channels, off points and humps, 
fishing with cork is productive at 5 
feet with shad, cheesebait and liver, 
trotlines are good near the river 
channel on live bait and cut bait; 
gaspergou are good in good num­
bers to 2 pounds, some to 10 pounds 
in 10 -12 feet of water near the dam 
and off the gravel or rocky points on 
nightcrawlers, fish are on the bot­
tom.
COLETO CREEK: Water a little 
murky, 76 degrees, normal level;

black bass are fairly good to 8% 
pounds on worms and spinners; 
crappie are fair to 20 fish per string 
on minnows; white bass are slow; 
catfish are good to 18 pounds on live 
perch.
CORPUS CHRIS'n: Water clear 
from 888 bridge to the dam, water 
badly stained, almost muddy, in the 
upper areas, 80 degrees, 2 feet low; 
black bass are fair to 3 'A poimds 
around Mesquite Island on white 
grass frogs and buzz baits; crappie 
are good on minnows in 10 - 12 feet 
of water on Alice Pumphouse and; 
manmade brush piles at the mouth . 
of coves; white bass are fair from 
Hog Island to the buoy lines on 
chrome cranks, white bass also good 
under the lights off state park piers 
on minnows and jigs; blue catfish 
are good to 14 pounds in 2 - 3 feet of 
water on trotlines over river clam- 
beds on shad, shrimp or clams; 
channel catfish and gaspergou are 
good along the shorelines with rod 
and reel baited with small crawfish. • 
FALCON: Water clear, 85 degrees,' 
12'feet low and rising; black bass are' 
excellent to 9 pounds on blue fleck' 
Power Worms; striper aré fairly, 
good to 15 pounds near the dam on. 
Knocker Spoons; crappie are slow; 
white bass are fairly good in the dam' 
area on Knocker spoons; catfish are 
fair to good on frozen shrimp and 
rod and reel.
MEDINA: Water clear, 80 degrees, 
18 inches low; black bass are slow t o ' 
5 pounds on Rattle Traps and Pow er; 
Worms later in ± e  day; striper are 
slow; crappie are slow; white bass; 
are slow; catfish are good to 4 poun-' 
ds on night crawlers and liver.
