Last Thursday every member of
the local Rotary Club was present
except Joe Townsend, minister of the
Frontier Baptist Church. Joe was
conducting a private funeral service
for Happy Shahan at Alamo Village
attended by family members and those
who had worked with him at the Vil-
lage. Rotary had-lost our founding
member and very good friend to can-
cer.
Happy did not want people to
grieve at this death but to celebrate
because he would be home with his
creator and free of pain. To honor
his wishes, Rotary members took
some action at the meeting rather than
sitting around and moping. We
changed our annual golf tournament
scheduled to be played this Saturday,
February 10th, to the Happy Shahan
Memorial Tournament. Rotary will
also have his name placed on the chair
in which he sat each of the weekly
meetings for the fifty years he at-
tended.

Dr. Charles Schmidt is the pro-
gram chairman for February. His
guest speaker was the Reverend
Henry Gipson, minister of the Church
of Christ in Del Rio. Rev. Gipson is
a Rotary member, and he spoke on
the Rotary theme of Service Above
Self. He tied this in with a little piece
of history. People rode stage coach
in the years of the developing West,
and there were three types of tickets:
first, second, and third class. Rev.
Gipson explained that buying a first
class ticket entitled the passenger to
ride in the carriage and stay seated
when a problem occurred. A first
class passenger never had to give up
his or her seat. If one rode second

class, and the carriage became mired
in the mud or lost a wheel, he might
be called upon to pitch in to solve the
problem. On the other hand, third
class passengers were required to get
out and help. They might even have
to shoot at outlaws or Indians endan-
gering the coach.

The Reverend compared Happy to
the passenger who was always ready
to help in times of trouble. While

some people delayed or avoided the.

inconvenience and effort required to
help others in need, Happy was the
first to offer help.

Service organizations like Rotary
can easily fall into a pattern of avoid-
ance. Members may feel like they
are too busy to help out. They opt to
let someone else do it. They may
never volunteer but wait until pressed
to take on a job.

By the time Rev. Gipson finished
speaking, we had chuckled over his
jokes that illustrated points, but the
image etched into our mind was one
of a selfless person willing to work
tirelessly to be of service to others
and to the community as a whole.
Happy Shahan was such a person.

We left the meeting having en-
joyed the talk, but also having ab-
sorbed a deeper understanding of the
way we impact our own environment.
We actually can make a positive dif-
ference in the lives of those around
us and in our community. Sometimes
we lose sight of the results of our ef-
forts. Happy’s life served as a re-
minder that trying to live each day as
we feel God directs us really does
matter. It makes for a better world.

Kinney County Heritage Museum

The Kinney County Heritage Mu-
seum is located in the Filippone Build-
ing at the corner of El Paso and James
Streets. The Filippone Building is a
two story six sided limestone build-
ing, with a one story stucco over lime-
stone addition on a part of one side.
It has a flat roof of metal. The build-
ing is basically rectangular in shape,
but the two front corners are squared-
off; thereby creating a hexagonal
shape. It is the only building like this
or even similar to it in the entire area.
It has a wrought iron balcony on the
foremost front section. The current
building was built around 1884, by
Giovanni B. Filippone and Giovanni
B. Cassinelli and was operated as a
general store. The upstairs was used
as a living area for the family and
later as a meeting area for local or-
ganizations. The later addition, on
the side, was used as a storage area.
The store was built so as to be lo-
cated on the main traffic artery be-
tween San Antonio and El Paso. The
top of the building can be seen from
the present Highway 90.

Giovanni Filippone was born on
October 17, 1845 at Turin, Italy. He
immigrated to the United States, on
the vessel Queen, arriving in New
York on the 3rd day of June 1872.
He spent the next several years mov-
ing west until he arrived in Brackett,

later called Brackettville, in the
middle 1870’s. He married Grace
Rose, a resident of Brackett, in 1886,
and they raised four children. His
oldest son Joseph moved to San An-
tonio at a young age. Their two
daughters Margaret and Katherine
taught school in Brackettville for
many years and their youngest son
John was county clerk for many
years. Giovanni Filippone died in

1917 and his wife Grace in 1918.

Giovanni Cassinelli was a stone-
mason who had been recruited in
Italy. He arrived in Brackettville in
the early 1870’s and worked on the
major stone construction being done
at Fort Clark between 1871 and 1875.
With the arrival of Filippone it af-
forded Cassinelli the opportunity to
go into the mercantile business with
him and they built a general store,
now called the Filippone Building.
Filippone bought out Cassinelli’s in-
terest in the store and building in
August of 1887. Cassinelli then
moved to Del Rio, helping with con-
struction of the Val Verde County
Courthouse in 1887. By 1891,
Cassinelli had established one of the
largest general stores in Del Rio. He
died in 1918, and left an estimated
$10,000 estate to his son.

Two Brackettvile HS Students Are
National Duracell NSTA Finalists
-Now Eligible
For $20,000 Top Award-

(Washington, DC)...Two
Brackettville High School students are
among 100 national finalists in the
14th Annual Duracell/NSTA Schol-
arship Competition. Their battery-
powered inventions must now be sent
to Duracell headquarters for final
judging in early March.

The Brackettville High School stu-
dents and their devices are junior
Amy Bader, “Water Level Regula-
tor,” and sophomore J. Wayne
Ballew, “Duracell Auto-Drencher.”

All finalists who submit devices
are winners of a $100 savings bond
and are eligible to compete for prizes
totalling-$100,000 in savings bonds.
The first place winner receives a
$20,000 savings bond and five sec-
ond place winners each receive
$10,000 bonds. The top six winners,
their parents and teachers, will be
guests of Duracell at the 44th Annual
Convention of the National Science
Teachers Association in St. Louis.
They will explain their devices at an
awards luncheon on March 28 mod-

erated by NASA Teacher in Space
Designee, Barbara Morgan.

A recent survey of past winners
and their teachers indicates that the
Duracell/NSTA Competition influ-
ences career choices and fields of
study. It also appeals to a wide range
of students with interests in industrial
arts, vo-tech areas, and the sciences.
Teachers said the competition is use-
ful for motivating students to learn
more science and technology as they
solve problems in developing their
inventions.

Finalists are also eligible for ten

fourth place bonds of $500 each. The
annual competition is open to ninth
through twelfth grade students who
are invited to power their imagina-
tions and invent a battery-operated
device. Sponsored by Duracell/USA
and administered by the NSTA, en-
tries are judged on creativity, practi-
cality, energy efficiency, and clarity
of the written description.

Prison System Links Local
Police To Parolee Data

Austin -- The Texas Department
of Criminal Justice announced plans
Monday to link Texas law enforce-
ment agencies to instant computerized
information - complete with photo-
graphs - of violent felons on parole.

Police agencies can use the new
system, the first of its kind in the
nation, to get a parolee’s prison
records, current residence and em-
ployment information, known asso-
ciates and other strategic information,
as well as the most recent photograph
available.

“This system erases time con-
straints and jumps jurisdictional lines
to arm the law officer on the street
with the latest information,” Allan
Polunsky of San Antonio, chairman
of the Texas Board of Criminal Jus-
tice, said. “This kind of coordina-
tion can be critical in dealing with
those parolees most likely to become
repeat offenders.”

“This is a pro-active system which
helps both the state and the local po-
lice, but the real beneficiaries are the
people of Texas who want safe streets
and swift justice for lawbreakers,”
Polunsky said.

TDCJ officials said most local
police departments can access the
system at minimal cost through cus-
tom software and hardware com-

monly used in law enforcement agen-
cies.

John McAuliffe, director of
TDCJ’s Internal Affairs Division
which put together the system, said
it will help the state by rapid identifi-
cation of parole absconders and pa-
rolees who are arrested for new of-
fenses.

It will help local authorities in
solving crimes by profiling potential
suspects when the system is accessed
by type of offense, location and other
strategic information, McAuliffe said.

The system - dubbed “Fuginet” --
goes into business with information
on 3,400 parolees convicted of such
offenses as rape and aggravated as-
sault. It will be upgraded before the
end of the year to include 16,000 pa-
role violators and eventually to in-
clude all paroled offenders.

McAuliffe said the system was
made possible by a $227,000 grant
from the Governor’s Criminal Jus-
tice Division and significant contri-
butions by MCI and the Productivity
Center, a Houston consulting firm.

“MCI and the Productivity Cen-
ter represented the best of private/
public cooperation in contributing
valuable technology to this project,”
McAuliffe.

Now The U.N. Wants To
Start Taxing Us Too

In case you don’t already pay
enough taxes at the local, state and
federal levels, now the United Na-
tions is thinking about imposing its
own international tax.

Just last week, U.N. Secretary-
General Boutros Boutros-Ghali urged
the United Nations to levy its own
taxes so the organization can become
more independent. The Secretary-
General suggested a surcharge on air-
line tickets — something like $1.50
per passenger — and/or a fee for for-
eign currency exchanges. Global
taxes. Scary idea.

Other revenue ideas circulating
around the U.N. include charging
some type of a tax on fossil fuel use,
levying fees for international finan-
cial transactions or using some money
which is now being spent on military
operations.

But there is one small problem for
Mr. Boutros-Ghali. The United Na-
tions does not have the authority to
impose or collect taxes. While it’s
unclear how the world organization
would get that authority, evidently the

idea is gaining enough strength in
some international circles to warrant
discussion.

Mr. Boutros-Ghali argues that if
the United Nations had its own source
of revenue, it would be less depen-
dent on member countries such as the
United States. Wouldn’t that also
mean that the U.N. would be less
accountable for its actions?

One of the reasons the Secretary-

General is floating this idea is because
he is unhappy with the United States.
Out of the 185 nations which belong
to the U.N., the United States is by
far the U.N.’s largest contributor.
Our country normally pays about a
third of the U.N. peacekeeping ex-
penses and 25 percent of the U.N.
operating budget. However, in an
effort to pressure the U.N. into re-
forming and streamlining its opera-
tions, our country has withheld more
than a billion dollars from the orga-
nization. Mr. Boutros-Ghali says the
United States “owes” this money to
the United Nations. Our leaders ar-
gue that until the U.N. cleans up its
act, it does not deserve our voluntary
contribution. If anything, I think we

Hunting season is over at last.
Seems like it gets longer and longer
every year and according to the sea-
son dates, it actually is longer. Things
are beginning to slow down somewhat
for me. In January, 5 cases were
filed with the local courts. They
ranged from Hunting from Public
Roads to Untagged Deer to Killing
Turkey in Closed Season.

As you might expect, just because
the hunting seasons are over, it
doesn’t mean that everyone will stop
hunting. The turkey case mentioned
above involved a man who killed a
turkey one week after the season was
over. Last weekend, 4 Brackettville
residents were arrested and jailed in
Kinney County Jail after they stole
an Angora goat from a Kinney County
rancher as I sat nearby watching
them. One suspect mentioned that
they were actually looking for a deer
but could not find one. The suspects
were driving down the public road-
way and just pulled off the road and
rounded them up a goat. Theft
charges have been filed on all 4 sus-
pects and an additional charge of Pub-
lic Intoxication was filed on one of
the suspects.

Big Game Awards Deadline
Nears

AUSTIN -- If you killed a big
Texas mule deer, pronghorn, or
whitetail during the 1995-96 season,
it is time to enter the Texas Big Game
Awards competition. Deadline for
entries is February 15.

The annual awards program has

-‘been recognizing the skill of hunters
and the role of landowners in big
game management since 1991. And,
according to Butch Young, white-
tailed deer program leader with the
Texas Parks and Wildlife Department
(TPWD), it’s more than just a big
buck contest.

“A deer’s age, nutrition, and ge-

netics all play a part in producing big
racks,” said Young. “The herd’s age
and genetics are influenced through
wise harvest. Ranch management is
important in producing the habitat
needed for good nutrition.”

In addition to recognizing success-
ful hunters, the Texas Big Game
Awards honors the contribution of
those who maintain the habitat and
manage the deer herds. Landowners
and hunters both receive certificates
of accomplishment for trophy ani-
mals.

According to Young, the program
helps make Texans aware that many
trophies are not accidents. Big ant-
lers often result from providing deer
a place to rest, hide, breed, raise
young, and find high quality food.
“Proper livestock management, wise
hunting practices, and protection of
habitat are essential to consistently
producing good deer,” he said.

In addition to a certificate, quali-
fying hunters receive a copy of the
annual awards brochure which ranks
winners in the trophy category ac-
cording to region of the state and ant-
ler conformation. Entries must be of
wild-raised native white-tailed deer,
mule deer, or pronghorns legally har-
vested in Texas during the 1995-96
hunting season.

Young said there is also a category
for those who took their first mule
deer, white-tailed deer or pronghorn
in Texas in 1995-96. The First Deer/

Pronghorn category recognizes their * ‘

achievement in taking their first big
game animal.

Texas Big Game Awards is co-
sponsored by TPWD and the Texas
Wildlife Association and honors re-
cipients during special banquets
across the state each spring. For more
information on the program,, includ-
ing the name of a certified volunteer
scorer near you, call TPWD at 512-
389-4505 or write to Texas Big Game
Awards Program, 4200 Smith School
Road, Austin, TX 78744.

Comments: The strong partner-
ship with Host Communities is get-
ting farther apart rather than closer
together. The petition opposing the
Landfill is being readily signed by our
residents. We are also aware that the
Fact Sheet to the NAD Bank states
things one way, the TNRCC was told
something else, and we, the public,
were told entirely different. Now let
us add the very premature totally un-
expected contract presented to the
Commissioners Court on August 10,
(not signed, fortunately).

Host Fees - Contract -- Finan-
cial Considerations:

“Adobe will pay a fee on each ton
of waste disposed of at the site. This
tonnage fee shall be an amount equal
of fifteen (8.15) per ton the first three
(3) years of operation. After year
three (3), Adobe shall increase the
sum to twenty five cents ($.25) on
each ton disposed of at the site. These
payments will be made quarterly to
the Kinney County Treasurers Of-
fice”.

Mr. Stephens stated at the TNRCC
Public Meeting, December 18, that
this would be a twenty four hour op-

eration to generate 824 tons per day.
Concern was expressed by the local
residents about the railroad blocking
FM 131, north and south, day and
night, in case of medical emergency.

No local community services have
been officially approached by Adobe,
mainly water source or Fire protec-
tion.

Holding

Congress

Accountable

For decades, Congress deliber-
ately avoided any first-hand experi-
ence with the consequences of its own
rulemaking.

Congress carefully exempted itself
from a long list of government re-
quirements that every other work-
place in the country was expected to
meet. Laws and regulations that ap-
plied to American businesses and in-
dividuals were kept at arm’s length
by those who set the rules.

Not surprisingly, the American
people gradually came to feel that
those who governed were distanced
from their needs - and from reality.
So last year one of the first acts of
the new 104th Congress was to
change the ground rules. It passed
the Congressional Accountability Act,
a measure requiring the Senate and
the House of Representatives to com-
ply with the same mandates they have
imposed on the rest of the country.

This legislation went into effect
January 23, 1996. Congress no
longer grants itself special treatment
- and has ceased to set itself above
the law. This, I believe, is the first
act in an ongoing drama: Congress
meets the real world. From now on,
legislation that regulates the work-
place - the Occupational Safety and
Health Act (OSHA), the Americans
with Disabilities Act (ADA),, the
Family and Medical Leave Act and
the Fair Labor Standards Act, to name
a few - will apply to congressional
offices without exception.

One of the reasons I feel so

strongly about this long-overdue sea
change in government is that I, too,
have owned my own small business.
I, too, have felt the smothering ef-
fect of too many federal regulations.
It is high time Congress experience
the consequences of the laws it passes.
From January 23 forward, congres-
sional staff will work under the same
set of rules that applies to the private
workplace.

Given the irregular and long work-
ing hours involved in committee work
and floor debate, this isn’t going to
be easy. But it hasn’t been easy for
private employers.

That’s the whole point of the ex-
ercise. Whether rules are good or
bad, tough to implement or not, they
should be applied across-the-board.
If a law or regulation is good for the
country as a whole, surely it should
apply to government as well as the
private sector. Hands-on experience
with rules and regulations can be ex-
pected to make the rulemakers think
twice.

Many of our laws and regulations
have cut into this country’s produc-
tivity, distorting the free market and
eroding our competitiveness. Over-
regulation has made it more difficult
for American manufacturers to ex-
port their products, and flooded our
court system with lawsuits in the pro-
cess.

I am optimistic that the long-term
impact of the Congressional Account-
ability Act will be to reduce, drasti-
cally, the number of unnecessary and
unworkable laws we pass in the fu-
ture.

Above all, it should bring com-
mon sense to the rulemaking process.

GEORGETOWN, Texas - Before
applying to any selective college, John
Lind, vice president for enrollment
management at Southwestern Univer-
sity in Georgetown, Texas, says col-
lege-bound seniors should consider
these application do’s and don’ts:

1) Do begin well ahead of time.
Make a point to keep a calendar of
all application deadlines, since they
vary from school to school. Then
work toward completing applications
well in advance.

2) Do concentrate your time and
effort on the essay portion of the ap-
plication. Choose a quiet and relax-
ing place to write. Plan to spend
enough time to create an essay that
demonstrates your ability to commu-
nicate and provides insight to you as
a person.

3) Do position yourself to stand
out. Using your credentials, decide
how you want to be remembered. Be
creative, be passionate, be anything
but boring. But be accurate.

4) Do complete a rough draft be-
fore filling out the actual application
to avoid cross-outs and erasures. The
application is the college’s first im-
pression of you. Be thorough and
neat.

5) Don’t use pencil, color marker
or hard-to-read ink to complete your
application. "A typed application is
preferred by schools, but legible long-
hand with a standard pen is an appro-
priate substitute.

6) Do remember the importance
of recommendations. from college
prep teachers and school counselors,
as well as creative samples, which
complement your application.

The more a stu-
dent reads, the greater the growth in
reading ability. The best way to help
poor readers is to get them to prac-
tice reading. Remember also that the
more that students practice reading,
the greater will be their growth in all
academic areas including math.

I have talked to our math instruc-
tors at Brackett ISD for the past 4
years. During that time, I have been
convinced that students who read well
stand a better chance of being good
in math. That’s right, reading affects
your ability to do math. Many of our
challenges in math are presented in
written problems. We must be able
to read and understand if we are to
solve math problems.

Want to better your children’s

- lives? Help them to become better

readers. Get a library card. Buy a
newspaper. Borrow a magazine. Ask
your child to bring home library books
from school and to read them to you.
Ask your children questions about
their reading. Extend learning into
the home by helping teachers teach
your children to read. At BISD, all
of our teachers are considered read-
ing teachers. We all teach children
to understand the written word. Par-
ents, we need your help. Help us
teach the children to read.

Francis Henry French was born in
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September
27, 1857. Deeply impressed from his
youth by the stirring deeds and stories:
told by veterans of the Civil War, he
realized his ambition for a military
career by entering the United States
Milstary Academy at West Point, New
York where he graduated twelfth from

o the Class of 1879. He was assigned as

2nd Lieut of “E”’ Company 19th In-

Jfantry and came West. Following ser- .

vice at Fort Garland, Colorado
Territory and Fort Leavenworth,
Kansas, the regiment moved to Fort
-Brown at Brownsville, Texas where

- Lt French was detailed as the

Regimental Adjutant. In December of
1882 the 19th Infantry was posted to
Fort Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883,
Lt. French began diaries which  he
Jasthfully maintained for the next
thirty years.

February 1884: Lt French eagerly awaits
the arrival of his relief ("D" Troop, 8th
Cavalry) so he may return to Ft Clark af-
ter over two months of field service com-
manding the Seminole-Negro Indian
Scout Detachment close to the line of the
Southern Pacific at Mayers Spring (near
present day Dryden) . The Detachment
begins the trek back to Fr Clark on the
Jth with French locating his bed in the
ambulance. After a five day journey the
post is reached and no time is lost rejoin-
ing the society of the fort as numerous
"calls" are made the first night back.
French petitions Gen'l Smith to be as-
signed the quarters next to the Adjutant’s
Office (today’s Harrison house) and
moves in the day of the "Leap Year" Hop.
He resumes his dadly visits to the Semino-
le Camp and catches his turn as Officer of
the Guard. A theatrical is performed at
the Post Hall (possibly located in Lucille
Schooler’s house) and lawn tennis be-
comes a frequent activity. Lt French is
the social butterfly as he'escorts or visits
every lady on the post in his role as the
proper Victorian gentleman.

Friday. February 8 1884

Did not pull out of camp until
nearly eight o'clock. Foggy all day
but partially cleared off before
making camp. Passing Lozier one
of Randlett's men on his way from
Del Rio handed me a letter from
Dr. Heger, an O.B. Trip was unin-
teresting. No water at Willow or
Craig. Made camp near Langtry in
time for the animals to get a good
feed of grass.

Made ar-
rangements to leave a man and ra-
tions here for Frausto if he did not
return in time tomorrow morning.

Saturday. February 9 1884

Foggy, damp morning & rainy
during the day. Cleared off a
short time during the day but

clouded over again. Pulled out of
camp earlier than yesterday.

Frausto came back in time to get
some sleep and go on with the
men. He had to go back to Loz-
jer. About noon reached the Pecos
and made the men ford and sent
them under Sgt. Kibbets to Painted
Caves to camp. Remained with
the fatigue party to cross the wag-
ons. Got forage here. Felt much
relieved when all were over in
safety. The animals got some
good grazing before dark.

Sunday. February 10 1884

Thick fog all day, clearing up a lit-
tle just before camp was made.
Most tiresome trip of all on ac-
count of the fog. Camped on hill
on East side of Devil's  River.
Everything moving along nicely.
Two men, however, are feeling
unwell. Fortunately tomorrow we
shall pass Del Rio where they can
get some medicine from Dr.
Harmer.

Monday. February 11 1884

Was awakened about two o'clock
this morning by a heavy thunder
shower and found the wind was
blowing the rain right into the am-
bulance. Called Luce & had him
fix up a poncho so as to keep out
some but not all. Felt rather fright-
ened by the lightning and got up,
put on my clothes and stood by a
fire until the hardest part of the
rain was over. Then went back to
sleep. Left camp with better
weather and had good weather all
day. Went into the Post at Del Rio
with Luce, and the sick men but
sent the others to the camp on the
Sycamore. Saw Dr. Harmer,
Caraher, Phelps & Steele there.
Spent about half an hour and then
pushed on for camp. The animals
got plenty of grazing. Clear this
evening. Last night in camp.

Tuesday. February 12 1884

Mother's 51st birthday. May it be
a very happy onme, followed by
many more prosperous. Rained
last night but the ambulance pro-

tected, my.bed completely. 3 Pulled: 1 TP

out of camp before daylight:, Roads
very heavy. Reached the Post
about noon. - Sent the men out to
camp, keeping three to unload my
stuff. Dr. Taylor was the first of-
ficer seen. Got him to go to the
hospital to see those sick men.
Unloaded at Shunk's & intend to
remain with him until assigned a
set of quarters. He was not home.
Took a bath and put on clean

clothes, getting my trunk from
Eckerson's. Shunk came while I
was dressing & seemed to be glad
to see me. Same old Shunk. Af-
ter cleaning up went down to the
store, to the Commissary's &

Quartermaster's to leave receipts
and then to the Adjutant's office
where were the General & Hall.
Both were very cordial. Reported
about rope at ferry over Pecos to
the General. Several letters from
home, one from Capt. Simonds ac-
cepting my terms for the pig
ranch, notification of deposit
116.67 in bank and two bundles of
papers. Wrote a postal home as
there was no time to write a letter
for today's mail. Went to Capt.
Vance's for dinner as usual. Cap-
tain is well & hearty. Arranged
with Charley to take care of me as
before. After dark Shunk & I
started out to call stopping at Col.
Lyster's to shake hands with Mrs.
L & Mrs. Doughty who were on
the porch as we went past. They
are both looking well. Stopped to
see Mrs. Buffington but she was
not at home. Made a short call on
Fountain & wife & Miss Kauffman
who are staying there. Then went
into Hall's & found a whist party
gathering there. So did not stay
long. Saw Mrs. Smith, Col.&
Mrs. Bliss there & Mrs. Hall.
Then returned to Shunk's & played
a while on the violin with Shunk.
He plays much better than I. Mrs.
Hammond and Miss Kauffman
came into Capt. Vance after dinner
& made a short call to enable Miss
K. to invite me to go with her to
the Leap Year party Thursday eve-
ning. It is much more comfortable
here than in camp. Did not go out
to camp this evening.

Wednesday. February 13 1884

Shunk marched on Officer of the
Guard this morning, so that I may
have it tomorrow as I rank next to
him. We sent in a joint petition to
be assigned the quarters next to the
Adjutant's Office where I lived last
May, but the General declined to
make them a double set of quar-
ters. Shunk decided not to give up
his tent so that I shall live there
.alone. . While at the Sutler's this

morning saw Cuff Wilson making

Had him confined.
Am very much inclined to ask to
have him discharged. Wrote usual
letter home today but finished it
too late to send over by regular
carrier & had to take it over my-
self. After returning went to Mrs.
Hall's to play whist with Capt.
Vance against Mrs. H. & Dr.

About eight o'clock put on
full dress uniform & went over to
Hammond's where Miss Kauffman
is visiting & found her just starting
out with Hammond to get me, to
escort me over to the Leap Year
party given by the ladies in the

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Letter To Congressman Bonilla

Dear Congressman Bonilla:

Allow me to make your acquain-
tance. My name is Jared Ty Shahan
of Brackettville, Texas. This small
rural town of less than 2,000 people
is located 120 miles west of San An-
tonio on Highway 90 West. I attend
Brackett High School and am the
highest ranking senior in the class of
1996. I have resided on a ranch out-
side the city limits of Brackettville,
and all eighteen years of my life have
been spent raising various kinds of
livestock. Being very familiar with
the land and its produce, I would like
to express my opinion on a subject
that is being abused and has caught
my attention: Private Property
Rights. This letter is just a sentiment
of my concern and requires no re-
sponse.

The Texas Department of Agri-
culture has published reports that
Texas leads all the states in the pro-
duction of cattle, sheep, goats, mo-
hair, and cotton. This is due to the
land owners of Texas who over the
past 150 years, have turned this wil-
derness into valuable productive prop-
erty capable of supplying goods to
Texas, the United States, and nations
around the world. The private prop-
erty rights that have protected Tex-
ans from governmental intervention
have been a sound foundation for the
free enterprise system. These rights
have spurred economic growth that
has placed Texas eleventh among the
productive nations of the world. The
success of Texas has surely been
brought about by the vision and work
of its landowners, and because Texas
leaders have helped landowners do

L ¥

what is best for Texas.

Under the protection of private
property rights, Texans have also
enjoyed an abundance of freedom
with their success. They have been
allowed to possess, hunt, farm, graze
and manage their land the way they
deem acceptable. When the Texas
landowner manages his land, he uses
it for maximum profit that benefits
both the environment and man. Own-
ing this property comes with heavy
taxation, but the price paid for suc-
cess and liberty is secondary to the
gains.

People come to the United States
looking for freedom and opportunity.
In “The Great Land Rush” of early
America, people scrambled and ran
for the chance to own a piece of land;
something they could call their own;
something they could enjoy and en-
gineer to help themselves, their neigh-
bors and others they may never knov_v.
Property owners in Texas are still
experiencing this dream. Ninety-
seven percent of the 130 million acres
of Texas land is privately owned.
This is a towering number of dreams
protected by Texas’s Private Prop-
erty Rights. i :

Ever since the beginning of time,
land has been a life sustaining asset.
Others, who do not own land but use
it, do not care for and maintain the
property as does a “landowner”.
Take for example the leasing opera-
tions now in effect on many Texas
ranches and farms. Hunters and/or
Grazing Lessors arrive and are mostly
remembered for their disorderly and
excessive use of the land. The rea-
sons for their mistakes is that they
have no connection to the land - their

heart is not in it. A landowner must
care for his land to survive.

Other antagonists the landowner
faces are “endangered species” and
“environmentalists” who assume to
understand what it means to own and
care for the land. They “arrest” this
once valuable asset and forever hold
it in “protective custody”. Their abil-
ity to care for and maintain this asset
can be witnessed by visiting the over-
grown, disease and insect laden “wil-
derness areas” of our national for-
ests. The Edward’s Underground
Aquifer is a prime example of gov-
ernment takeover of private property
rights. This “arresting” of natural
resources is currently destroying fam-
ily farms and ranches in the Uvalde,
Medina and Bexar County areas.
They are pushing the government to
limit water to these counties in order
to save the Snaildarter. Ultimately
thousands of productive acres will be
shut down and left dormant, benefit-
ting no one or the environment. Not
only the farms, but the companies
serving them with equipment and sup-
plies will also close, leaving many
“off farm” workers on government
welfare lines.

Recently, the U.S. Game & Fish
Commission was trying to proclaim
thirty-three counties as “protected
areas” for endangered species (two
birds namely: the black capped vireo
and the golden cheeked warbler). If
landowners had sat on their hands and
done nothing, this private “taking”
would have been accomplished.
“Taking” anything makes this law
very profound and had a deathly ef-
fect on landowner’s rights. Addition-
ally, Special Interest Group’s influ-

ence on regulations passed by The
Environmental Protection Agency is
destroying lives. What is odd is that
these people formulate regulations
and restrictions on land most of them
have never seen, experienced, man-
aged or owned. These “Groups” do
not have their hearts in the land or
the people and cannot comprehend the
long reaching effect of their edicts.
The irony is that in 1995, our gov-
ernment “for the people, by the
people and of the people” is now the
landowner’s biggest adversary.

It is important for Texans to have
land that the government and its re-
strictions cannot touch. Texas has
enjoyed great economic and industrial
growth, and this expansion can be
accredited to the protection provided
under the Private Property Rights. If
the government, by way of its inter-
vention along with the influence of
Special Interest Groups, continues to
attack and infringe on the rights of
qugns they will succeed in under-
mining the rights granted by our fore-
fathers and destroy the American
Dream.

Program Helps Needy
Customers Pay Energy Bills
