Floyd, county treasurer; Joe 
Montalvo, Precinct 2 commis­
sioner; Pat Melancon, Precinct 4 
commissioner; and John Ford, 
justice of the peace.

Rick Perry became the state’s 
first Republican since the post- 
Civil War Reconstruction era to 
preside over the Texas Senate as 
lieutenant governor.

Perry received 1.871,620 votes 
(50.3 percent) to edge Democrat

Violating the 
laws of the country takes away the 
right to help decide those laws. 
That seems reasonable to me.

It seems that no one today 
wants to accept responsibility for 
their own actions. They want to 
blame someone else for what they 
have done.

When they are caught in some 
crime or violation, they whine and 
cry that they have rights. And they 
do. The Constitution sees to it.

But the rest of us also have 
rights. We have the right to ex­
pect that people who are found 
guilty of crimes against us will pay 
for that crime. We have the right 
to protect ourselves and our loved 
ones. We also have the right to 
expect that a human will not be 
murdered simply because he is 
unwanted. That is reality.

When the majority of the pub­
licity you see is aimed at acquir­
ing more rights for people who 
have violated our rights, it is an 
abandonment of reality and re­
sponsibility.

I saw a movie once called 
“Shawshank Redemption.” It was 
the usual denigration of the Jus­
tice system in America where the 
innocent man is wrongly con­
victed of a crime and sent to 
prison.

One scene, though, sticks in my 
mind. He ignorantly asks another 
prisoner what he did to be sent to 
prison. The answer is that he com­
mitted murder and that he might 
be the only guilty man in the whole 
prison.

He goes on to explain that there 
are no guilty men in prison. They 
are all framed, or set up, or tricked 
by a crooked lawyer.

Amazing isn’t it? All those in­
nocent men in prison for things 
they didn’t do?

But then that’s Just Hollywood 
reality. Everybody knows that. 
Everyone can tell the difference. 
Can’t they?

Tax relief plan for 
farmers, ranchers'

These are tough times for 
Texas farmers and ranchers. On 
top of one devastating weather 
disaster after another, farm prices 
are as low today as they have been 
in many years.

Farmers who experienced crop 
losses due to the adverse weather 
are in dire straights even if they 
have federal crop insurance. In­
surance indemnities will help, but 
will make up only a portion of the 
lost income.

In the final budget worked out 
by Congress in late October, there 
is a $4 billion emergency farm 
relief tax-cut package. In addition 
to some tax relief provisions, the 
plan provides $1.65 billion in 
market loss payments and $2.35 
billion more in disaster payments.

This emergency package, com­
bined with assistance already 
available through the 1996 farm 
bill, provides a substantial federal 
response to the economic situation 
facing farmers.

This tax relief package will help 
farmers and ranchers cope finan­
cially with some of the devastat­
ing losses they’ve had to absorb 
this year.

The agriculture tax-cut plan 
includes four provisions:

■ To help an estimated 100,000 
farmers nationwide who suffered 
losses, the plan contains immedi­
ate tax relief. Net operating losses 
for farmers and ranchers will be 
given an extended carry-back pe­
riod, instead of the general two- 
year carry-back allowed. As a re­
sult, farmers and ranchers may be 
eligible to receive a tax refund us­
ing the net operating loss carry­
back.

■ Income averaging for farm­
ers will be made permanent. It 
restores for farmers the three-year 
income averaging that was re­
moved from the tax code in 1986. 
This will protect farmers from 
unintended tax consequences that 
result from wild income fluctua­
tions unique to the agriculture 
economy. Farmers-have little or 
no control over wide swings in 
their income or losses caused by 
weather conditions, unpredictable 
overseas markets and other fac­
tors. The Taxpayer Relief Act of 
1997 allows farmers to average 
their incomes over a three-year 
span, but only through 2001. This 
section would make the provision 
permanent.

■ Farmers will be protected 
from having to pay taxes on farm 
program payments until the year 
in which those payments are ac­
tually received. This is a simple, 
common-sense change. Why 
should anyone be taxed on income 
they haven’t yet received?

■ Farmers who are self-em­
ployed will be able to deduct 100 
percent of their health insurance 
costs by 2003, instead of 2007 as 
provided for in the old law. En­
abling farmers and ranchers to 
deduct the cost of their health in­
surance premiums is one of the 
impost provisions in the bill. Fi­
nally, when this bill is fully imple­
mented, farmers and ranchers will 
enjoy the same tax treatment as 
our nation s largest corporations.

Congress can’t control the 
weather, but it can control the tax 
code. These changes not only are 
good tax policy, but represent a 
helping hand for people who need 
and deserve tax relief.

John Sharp, who had 1,786,737 
votes (48.0 percent). Libertarian 
Anthony Garcia received 65,173 
votes (1.8 percent).

Perry has spent 14 years in 
elected office in Austin, as a two- 
term agriculture commissioner 
and a member of the Texas House.

Sharp served in the House, the 
Senate and on the Texas Railroad 
Commission before winning two 
terms as state comptroller. His 
years in office total 19.

The race was one of the clos­
est watched on the ballot because 
the winner stands to inherit the 
Governor’s Mansion if Bush seeks 
and wins the presidency in 2000.

The Texas lieutenant governor 
is arguably the most powerful of­
fice-holder in state politics. Du­
ties include controlling the flow 
of Senate legislation, appointing 
Senate committee chairmanships, 
and heading up the Legislative 
Budget Board, the budget-writing 
arm of state government.

Republican John Cornyn won

the attorney general’s race after 
resigning from the Texas Supreme 
Court last year to seek the GOP 
nomination.

Cornyn received 2,015,228 
votes (54.5 percent), while Demo­
crat Jim M attox garnered 
1,626,312 votes (44.0 percent) 
and Libertarian Mike Angwin had 
57,730 votes (1.6 percent).

Mattox, a former congressman 
and state representative, was at­
torney general from 1982 to 1990, 
when he made a failed bid for the 
Democratic gubernatorial nomina-

Laty discusses Middle East 
during Rotary Club meeting

Birth Announcement
Shahan announces birth of 
two great-granddaughters

If you haven’t traveled in the 
Middle East, this area of the world 
can be confusing. Who is who, 
where what is located, and what 
are the people and their customs 
like?

The Brackettville Rotary Club 
was given a few of the more im­
portant facts by Rose Laty, who 
spoke during last Thursday’s lun­
cheon.

Laty came here a year and a 
half ago from Jordan intending to 
visit her sister in Del Rio, and is 
still here. Her sister had started a 
travel agency, “Journeys,” and 
Laty began working with her.

She described Jordan as a 
small, young country that is rich 
with history and is in the middle 
of several small countries: Leba­
non to its west, Syria to the north, 
Iraq to the northeast, directly be­
low Iraq is Kuwait, below that is 
Saudi Arabia, then circling back 
toward the west is Israel, Gaza and 
the West Bank.

The region is often mentioned 
in connection with oil, but oil is 
not produced here. However, Jor­
dan is seeped in history as a well- 
traveled route between sea and 
desert. It is physically small but 
big politically, Laty says.

Its main resources are its 
people. They are peaceful, inven­
tive, and socially conservative. 
Jordan is more liberated than 
many of its neighbors.

Under the rule of King 
Hussein, who has ruled as a con­
stitutional monarch since 1952, 
the country has experienced

peace, stability, and economic 
growth. He is married to a young 
American woman.

Laty said Hussein is a good 
leader. Most of the country is 
Moslem with 4.5 percent Chris­
tian.

Arabians traditionally value 
close family ties. Hussein has en­
couraged an open society, yet one 
that keeps its traditions. Being 
open has allowed the country to 
learn technologies, and it has high 
standards in education.

Both public and private schools 
exist and provide excellent edu­
cations. Jordan also has excellent 
hospitals and medical resources.

In 1993, an estimate of the 
population of Jordan was around 
4.15 million. The climate is semi- 
arid with sunny, cloudless days 
and cool nights. The main lan­
guage is Arabic with English as a 
second.

The sexes are separated in 
schools, but mix during their free

time. Girls are not allowed to 
leave home upon graduation as 
they are in America.

When a man proposes mar­
riage, he first tells his family and 
then hers. Then a couple of 
months pass before this is final­
ized. A low divorce rate exists and 
it is important for the couple to 
have a good marriage and future. 
Strong family ties exist and if a 
problem occurs, it tends to involve 
other family members.

If an accident occurs, the fam­
ily of the person who causes the 
accident goes to the family of the 
injured party and not only apolo­
gizes, but offers to pay the in­
curred expenses.

Jordan has an interesting his­
tory, is modern, and has many ho­
tels which promise comfortable, 
relaxing visits. The people are 
hospitable.

All in all, Laty suggests it 
would be an excellent place to 
vacation.

Burner addresses 
Historical Society

Historian and lecturer Paul 
Burrier of Leakey addressed 
the Fort Clark Historical So­
ciety at its October meeting.

Burrier’s topic was “The 
Battle of Nueces, ”a Civil War 
engagement between Confed­
erate forces and German set­
tlers from the Fredricksburg 
area as the pro-Union settlers 
were attempting to escape to 
Mexico. The battle, which 
took place on the banks of the 
Nueces River, about 20 miles 
from Brackettville, is often re­
ferred to by historians as a 
“massacre.”

Burrier’s thesis was that 
this was a battle between two 
organized military forces and 
that the Confederates were not 
villainous as they have been 
made out to be, nor were the 
settlers as innocent as they 
have been represented.

The Fort Clark Historical 
Society’s next meeting will be 
in the Palisado Building at 10 
a.m. on Nov. 28.

Society President Frank 
Cheaney has announced that 
the speaker will be historian 
and reenactor Kevin Young 
from the Landmark Inn State 
Historical Park in Castroville.

Young will be lecturing on 
“The Lower Road,” the mili­
tary road established in 1849, 
linking San Antonio with El 
Paso. Communities along this 
road (about where Highway 
90 is) will be observing a ses- 
quicentennial celebration of its 
establishment throughout the 
next year. Fort Clark was es­
tablished here, in part, to pro­
tect travelers along this early 
transcontinental link.

Francis Henry French was horn in 
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September 27, 
1857. Deeply impressed from his youth 
by the .stirring deeds and stories told by 
veterans of the Civil War, he realized his 
ambition for a military career by enter­
ing the United States Military Academy 
at West Point, New York, where he gradu­
ated 12th from the Class of 1879. He was 
assigned as 2nd Lt. o f “E " Company 19th 
Infantry and came West. Following .ser­
vice at Fort Garland. Colorado Territoiy 
and Fort Leavenworth. Kansas, the regi­
ment moved to Fort Brown at Brownsville. 
Texas, where Lt. French was detailed as 
the Regimental Adjutant. In December of 
1882, the 19th Infantty was posted to Fort 
Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January I. 1883. 
Lt. French began diaries, which he faith­
fully maintained for the next 30 years.

Friday, Nov. 5, 1886
Attended drill as usual this 

morning and after it Guard intro­
duced me to Col. Jordan. He is a 
short thick set man, unlike Col. 
Bliss and does not seem to have 
so many stories to tell. But he is a 
soldier and comes out to super­
vise the drills of which he has 
charge. We need such a man as 
our drill has gone way behind. 
Hope he will bring us up. Was 
disappointed in getting no mail this 
morning as it is time for a letter 
to come from home. Started in to 
arrange my desk today and to get 
papers straightened out. Have a 
good many letters to write to catch 
up with my correspondence. Had 
to rush from dinner to prepare for 
dress parade. The line is very long 
now, being 12 companies in ex­
tent, and faces the West. After 
parade finished dinner and then 
dressed and went to call on Col. 
Jordan and family. Had met his 
oldest daughter, a young lady, 
earlier in the day at Mrs. 
Cunningham’s. She has a defect 
about the mouth, the lower cor­
ner of which pulls down at times, 
a kind of twitching that seems be­
yond her control. It is a pity that 
she has this misfortune as she 
seems quite an agreeable young 
lady and sings sweetly. She sang 
two pieces this evening. Col. and 
Mrs. Jordan seem like very sen­
sible people, quite domestic. Af­
ter this call Went to Capt. Vance’s 
for a few minutes and then sat at 
Guard’s until tattoo. Mrs. Guard 
has fixed up her quarters very 
prettily. Called on Mrs. Leefe also 
this evening.

Saturday, Nov. 6, 1886
No drill this morning brought 

an appreciated rest. The mail had 
a letter from Lula, which was very 
welcoine, and my pay for last 
month. After breakfast went down
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to store to deposit some money 
and then over to town to pay for 
encyclopedia and to get some in­
delible ink. Wrote to Harry 
Rhoads enclosing check for $15 
to apply on account. Marked all 
my clothes today. A norther came 
up last night and made a bath on 
the back porch this afternoon a 
very chilly job. Exercised with the 
indian clubs and got up a good 
circulation. Spent the evening 
practicing at the hop room for 
church service tomorrow night. 
The choir consists of Mrs. Leefe, 
Miss Coleman, a good strong alto, 
Hammond and self. Do not like 
to sing tenor, but must as there is 
no other one to do it. Think Mrs. 
Cunningham will play for us. En­
joyed this evening’s practice Very 
much.

Sunday, Nov. 7, 1886
Had inspection in overcoats this 

morning. Capt. Vance made a 
very tiresome inspection as he 
talked so long. Mail brought me 
a letter from home that was very 
acceptable, the first that has come 
and an answer from the Chief 
Ordnance Officer. Feel more 
settled now that home letters have 
commenced to come with some 
regularity. Read the papers a 
while at the Library and drew two 
books to read. Before lunch had 
another choir practice at the hop 
room with Mrs. Cunningham at 
the organ. Do not like Mrs. 
Leefe’s voice as much as Mrs. 
W illiams’ or Miss Jordan’s. 
Wrote usual letter home enclos­
ing check for $50 to Father to 
apply on insurance. Hope that 
man that has bought my land will 
pay up so that 1 will not have to 
send any more home to pay next 
year’s premium. Commenced a 
letter to Lula, Mattie and John but 
did not have time to finish it to­
day. Attended service in the 
evening, but the singing was much 
poorer than at the practice. Mrs. 
Leefe did not do well and the rest 
of us depended too much on her. 
After service escorted Miss 
Coleman over to Mrs. Cunning­
ham’s where Miss Jordan joined 
us in singing religious pieces.

Cunningham has bought Hall’s 
piano and given it to his wife for 
a present. His finances seem to 
have improved immensely since 
marriage. It is an excellent instru­
ment, I think.

Monday, Nov. 8, 1886
Had usual drill this morning. 

Contrary to my expectation the 
mail had nothing for me this 
morning. Went down to the 
Quartermaster’s this morning to 
order some wood and to see about 
hav(ing) stove put up. Capt. Leefe 
and Williams called this morning 
for a short time. Called on Walcutt 
after lunch and find him quite 
pleasant. Had stove put up this 
afternoon but it is getting so warm 
that a fire is not needed. Com­
pleted letter to Lula today and also 
put a handkerchief of George’s in 
a large envelope and mailed it to 
Sue. During band practice in the 
evening walked up and down with 
Mrs. Guard who told me all about 
her life North. Sat in her house 
afterwards a short time. After tat­
too read myself to sleep over 
“Elsie Venner.” Had usual dress 
parade.

Tuesday, Nov. 9, 1886
The paymaster, Maj. Arthur 

brother of the ex-president, came 
while drill was in progress this 
morning and paid the command 
during the day. Received a letter 
from Mattie and one from Hewitt 
this morning, the latter enclosing 
his photograph taken in Paris. 
Read the papers in the Library and 
played on the organ in the chapel 
this morning during the payment. 
After lunch wrote letters to learn 
terms & prices of overcoats to a 
tailor in Lancaster Pa., and then 
to Dreka for samples & prices of 
cards and stationery, and to Mr. 
H.C. Townsend to thank him for 
reduced fare permit from St. 
Louis to San Antonio. Com­
menced to arrange letters this af­
ternoon. Maj. Wilcox and Capt. 
Feche’t called this evening, after 
which called at Eckerson’s until 
tattoo. Read “Elsie Venner” af­
terwards.

Wednesday, Nov, 10, 1886
Drilled as usual this morning. 

Was very much disappointed in

not receiving any letter from home 
this morning. Worked on letters 
and got them all arranged at last. 
Have complete files now. Wrote 
usual letter home after lunch, 
completing it after dinner. Took 
a bath in the afternoon. In the 
evening escorted Mrs. Guard to 
the hop room just outside of which 
the band played their concert. 
Danced with Mrs. Guard, the first 
time in several years and enjoyed 
it. The concert was not well at­
tended and was not much of a suc­
cess.

Thursday, Nov. 11, 1886
Capt. Vance was disgusted this 

morning at drill because Col. Jor­
dan corrected him so frequently, 
but I was glad of it for he makes a 
great many mistakes and ought to 
be corrected. He needs to study 
his tactics very much. The mail 
brought me a long letter from Lula 
which shows that her married life 
has carried her into a very kind 
family and that Mattie is having a 
very pleasant-visit. Cannot under­
stand why no letter comes from 
home. Read papers in the Library 
and chatted with Steele in the 
morning. After lunch wrote to 
Forsyth and commenced a letter 
to Aunt McConomy but did not 
finish it. Capt. Vance was Officer 
of the Day and took the calls to­
day. In the evening called on 
Chaplain Merrill where learned 
that they expected a young lady 
visitor after New Year’s. Was 
very glad to hear this as we need 
young ladies and this one has been 
here before and is said to be very 
attractive. Spent the rest of the 
evening playing cribbage at Mrs. 
Feche t s she and Maj. Wilcox 
beating the Captain and myself. 
Had a pleasant evening.
