Two at-large positions on the 
School Board of Trustees will be 
on the ballot. Each position has a 
three-year term. Incumbents are 
Steve LaM ascus and Jim 
McDaniel.

The city’s election judge and 
alternate election judge will be ap­
pointed at the council’s March 9 
meeting.

Sondra Meil is the election 
judge for the School Board elec­
tion, and Connie Coronado is the 
alternate judge.
Police investigate local 
animal poisonings

Brackettville Police Chief Ron 
Ring is investigating numerous 
cases of animal poisonings in the 
city.

“There have been a rash of 
poisonings over the last couple of 
weeks, ” the police chief said.

Ring said the c ity ’s anim al con­
tro l officer had  picked  up 15 dead 
dogs and  cats in  one day.

“The majority of the animals 
were found near the housing 
projects on Fulton and Brown 
streets, but one was on Henderson 
Street,” he said.
School district to sell

Property values may
cost BISD

A difference in property appraisals and sale val­
ues in Kinney County may cost Brackett ISD 
$116,000 in state funds, according to school dis­
trict officials.

In Texas, property tax values must be within 95 
percent of their sale values. The Property Texas 
Division and the comptroller of public accounts are 
charged with evaluating the appraisals around the 
state annually.

“Every year they go in and they sample the sales 
and look at appraisal values of appraisal district prop­
erties in every appraisal district in Texas,” Super­
intendent Taylor Stephenson said. “The appraisal 
district is expected to have those at 95 percent or 
above.

“In our case, our single family residences came 
out around 94 percent and rural real property came 
out right at 93 percent. So we’re close, we’re just 
off percentage points as a group.”

Officials estimate that the low appraisal percent­
ages could cost the school district $116,000 for the 
upcoming fiscal year.

$116,000
“That’s matching state moneys, it’s not moneys 

we lose on local property taxes,” Stephenson said. 
“There is very little loss on local property tax. It 
looks as if on paper the district is making less tax 
effort with a higher valuation of district property.

“This is something we’ve been through before. 
We’re working with our own business office and 
with the appraisal district trying to find if there are 
sales that we can challenge.

“When you sell property for more than the ap­
praised value of the property, the state picks it up 
as a problem. The person who made the sale is very 
happy. But the state views it differently: If it was 
worth that much to the buyer, why wasn’t it ap­
praised for that much? To some extent they’re right 
and to some extent they’re not.”

Stephenson is working with the district’s busi­
ness office and Chief Appraiser Joyce Fuentes to 
solve the problem.

“We will be working together to see if there’s 
any type of way to challenge any of the data. If 
there is, we’ll go and do it ourselves. We’ll go to 
Austin and file the protests that need to be filed. 
We’ve been analyzing the date for a couple of 
weeks,” the superintendent added.

Accident hospitalizes San Antonio man Agents seize 1,578.75 
pounds of marijuanaA 17-year-old San Antonio 

man was hospitalized Friday night 
following a one-vehicle accident 
in Kinney County.

Duke Devin Walker was trans­
ported to Val Verde Regional 
Medical Center Friday by Kinney 
County EMS. He was airlifted to 
San Antonio later that night.

Walker was travelling east on 
U.S. Highway 90 in a 1988 blue 
Honda Accord when he drove 
across the roadway and ran into 
an oak tree on the north side of 
the highway, along the west­
bound lane.

The accident occurred at ap­
proximately 9:15 p.m. on Friday, 
three miles west of Brackettville.

The vehicle was towed from the 
scene by ABC Wrecker Service 
of Brackettville.

Officials believe the accident 
was caused by a combination of 
fatigue and the use of illegal drugs.

A blood test taken at the hospital 
revealed that Walker had mari­
juana, cocaine and amphetamines 
in his system.

Walker has been charged with

driving while intoxicated, first 
offense.

DPS Trooper Tony Ashley is 
the investigating officer in the 
case.

DEL RIO -  U.S. Border Pa­
trol agents seized 1,578.75 
pounds of marijuana valued at 
$1,262,202 on Thursday and 
Friday.

Last Thursday, agents from 
the Del Rio sector special re­
sponse team seized 1,186.95 
pounds of marijuana along the 
Rio Grande River east of Eagle 
Pass.

The agents also seized a 1991 
Plymouth Voyager being used 
to haul the marijuana, and ar­
rested Martin Mendoza, 34, of 
Eagle Pass for possession of a 
controlled substance with intent 
to distribute. The marijuana was 
valued at $949,562.

Shortly after midnight on Fri­
day, agents from the Eagle Pass

station seized 121 pounds of 
marijuana on Highway 57, ap­
proximately 15 miles north of 
the Eagle Pass Port of Entry.

The agents also seized a 1988 
Chevrolet Spectrum being used 
to haul the marijuana, which 
was valued at $96,000. A 15- 
year-old permanent resident 
from Eagle Pass was arrested.

Friday evening, agents from 
the Eagle Pass station seized 
270.8 pounds of marijuana, val­
ued at $216,640, along the Rio 
Grande River, approximately 27 
miles west of the Eagle Pass Port 
of Entry.

Arrested for possession of a 
controlled substance was 
Valeriano Esquivel-Herrera, 22, 
of Mexico.
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Indian advocate focuses attention on children

Nakai Breen, a well known 
Native American advocate, ad­
dressed the Brackettville Rotary 
Club last week.

Breen has worked with the 
Kickapoo for 45 years. At first she 
could not speak their language, 
Spanish or English, so she spoke 
to them in the language of sign. 
During those years, she was their 
eyes, their ears and their mouths 
in the state of Texas and in Wash­
ington D.C.

Breen has now turned her tal­
ents to working with troubled chil­
dren. She has opened a restaurant 
and museum in Brackettville to 
raise money for the children.

She hopes to build a camp here 
where youngsters can come and 
learn about the native American 
and the cowboy cultures of this 
area.

Breen wishes to help children 
resist the drugs of alcohol and nar­
cotics. The newest threat to the 
children today is the sniffing of 
inhalants, paint and glue and 
cleaning solvents.

She has learned through nu­
merous workshops that heroin and 
cocaine, while very damaging to 
the minds and bodies of the us­
ers, if caught in time most of the 
damage can be reversed. She says 
this is not true of “sniffing.”

“It is a death sentence and it is 
not a passing fad,” Breen said. “It 
causes severe brain damage and 
birth defects if continued.”

Breen closed with the Indian 
“Legend of the Mirror.” It is a 
story of the time that jealousy and 
strife came into the tribe.

There was a young Indian who 
fell in love with a beautiful young 
maiden. It was in the autumn, a 
time of the big hunts and the gath­
ering of food for the winter 
months. Instead of hunting for the 
meat and furs that could be sold 
for winter supplies, he spent most 
of his time courting and eventu­
ally marrying the maiden.

After the honeymoon, the 
young wife suddenly realized that 
love was not going to be enough 
to live on during the winter 
months. She told her husband that 
he must gather the few furs that 
he did have and take them to the

trading post and trade them for 
supplies to get them through the 
winter.

The young husband did as he 
was told and had started out with 
his bundle of furs when he met a 
traveling fur trader who said, 
“Hey Indian, what have you got 
there in your bundle and where 
are you going?”

The Indian replied, “I have furs 
and I am going to the trading post 
to trade them for food to get me 
through the winter.”

“Oh, don’t go there, I’ll trade 
you something right here that is 
better than food,” said the crafty 
trader.

“What can you give me that is 
better than food?” questioned the 
brave. “It is in this box and it is a 
spirit catcher,” bragged the fur 
trader.

Now Indians know that the 
source of all good things come 
from the spirits and if you can 
catch one, there is no limit to the 
good things that will happen to 
you. So the brave traded all of his 
furs for the wonderful box con­
taining the “spirit catcher”.

The trader told him not to open

the box until he could turn around 
and see the trader as a small spot 
on the horizon. Otherwise it 
would not work.

The brave did as he was in­
structed and the minute the trader 
became a small spot on the hori­

zon, he opened the box and 
shouted, “I have already captured 
a spirit and it is a man!”

He quickly closed the box and 
rode home with his wonderful

This is a subject I have been hesitant to address, 
because there are so many variables and so many 
exceptions it would require a book instead of a news­
paper piece to really do it justice. But it is also a 
subject that desperately needs to be addressed.

When I began writing this series of articles, I 
made a promise to myself and to God to go where 
he led. Therefore, I wish to say that the statements 
here are controversial and that there are some glar­
ing exceptions. That is, however, no reason to avoid 
the fact that by and large this is the pure, unvar­
nished truth.

In my day job as a federal law enforcement of­
ficer, I have occasion to meet and interview a large 
number of people. Many of these are criminals of 
some form or another, but I also speak to a fair 
number of ordinary citizens. Over the last 20 years 
or so, I have noticed a few things that cause me 
grave concern.

When I have a person come to my office for an 
interview, I ask certain questions that are intended 
to determine the financial status of the family. I ask 
if the person is married. Do they have any kids? 
Where do they live? Where do they work? Do they 
live with their parents? And any other questions that 
may be applicable to the specific situation.

After so many years, I find that I can almost 
answer the questions before they do. The majority 
of the people that I interview who are, in any way, 
involved in a crime are:

From a broken home, living with a person to 
whom they are not married, single parents who have 
never been married and who have children from 
more than one father (in the case of a woman, obvi­
ously), poorly education, and practically incapable 
of telling me the truth even when it would serve 
them best.

I am stunned at the number of times I ask, “Are 
you married?” and am told, “No, we’re just living 
together.”

Usually this is not the first time. Often there are 
children. Sometimes one or both of the individuals 
are married to someone else and not divorced. 
Maybe I’m prude, but this seems terribly wrong to 
me!

Contrary to popular belief, the basic form of 
government in the United States is not the federal 
democracy but the family unit. This is what makes 
us into the type of citizens we become.

Our basic outlook on life, the morals we obey, 
the respect we give to others, our personal hygiene, 
the way we talk, the things we like and dislike, and 
so on almost to infinity are directly affected by our

family life.
If our family is not a strong unit, we are often 

lacking a major factor in our developmental envi­
ronment.

The father has historically been the strong but 
loving disciplinary figure. He made sure the rules 
and tenets of society and the family were learned 
and obeyed. He provided for the family and taught 
the lessons needed to survive in life.

The mother was the nurturing figure. She taught 
the intricacies of the same basic lessons, offered 
solace when feelings were hurt, and nursed when 
health was poor. Together they were the parental 
team and neither was or is complete without the 
other.

Today we have a situation where the percentage 
of single parent families is rising at an astronomical 
rate. Divorce is at an all-time high. Marriage in 
many circles is thought of as a passe idea that merely 
serves to enforce outdated patriarchal ideas and fe­
male servitude. Nothing could be farther from real­
ity.

The Bible states categorically that divorce is not 
an option. The only legitimate reason for a person 
to seek a divorce is for marital unfaithfulness on the 
part of the spouse.

Translation: You shouldn’t split up just because 
you have a fight. The reason for this has, I think, 
more to do with child rearing than anything else.

A child needs two parents. Obviously there are 
circumstances where this is not a possibility. Some­
times life just doesn’t seem fair. But then, God never 
said it was easy. In these situations, if there was a 
history of strong familial ties, the extended family- 
would help in the child rearing process and the child 
would still have the nurturing environment.

A family provides support, education, guidance, 
companionship, love, security, and a sense of be­
longing.

I have heard it said that one of the main reasons 
teen gangs are so appealing is that they give kids a 
place to belong. This is a tremendous temptation to 
a child who has no solid, loving home life.

Children need love, they need discipline, they 
need security, they need rules to follow just like 
everyone else. (I don’t know anyone who thinks 
anarchy is a good form of government) And every­
one needs to belong somewhere. If they can’t be­
long to a family, they will belong to a gang SimDle 
huh? F ’

As a society, we are becoming not more civi­
lized, but more savage, more paganistic. We are 
confusing technology with culture. They are not 
mutually exclusive, but neither is one indicative of 
the other.

Deeply impressed from his youth 
by the stirring deeds and stories told by 
veterans o f the Civil War, he realized his 
ambition for a military career by enter­
ing the United States Military Academy 
at West Point, New York, where he gradu­
ated 12th from the Class o f1879. He was 
assigned as 2nd Lt. o f “E ” Company 19th 
Infantry and came West. Following ser­
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado Territory 
and Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, the regi­
ment moved to Fort Brown at Brownsville, 
Texas, where Lt. French was detailed as 
the Regimental Adjutant. In December of 
1882, the 19th Infantry was posted to Fort 
Clark. . . .  — —'

At Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883, 
Lt. French began diaries, which he faith­
fully maintained fo r  the next 30 years.

Friday, Feb. 18, 1887 
Battalion drill was more suc­

cessful than usual this morning as 
it was in the simpler movements 
and fewer mistakes were made. 
Spent a short time at Capt. 
Vance’s after guard mounting. 
Wrote a letter to Walcutt and 
mailed it this morning asking him 
to get some cigars for Roberts. 
Flynn left for Langtry to relieve 
Walcutt this morning as latter’s 
troop is to go to Del Rio soon. 
Had usual French lesson after 
lunch. Mail came in later bring­
ing me the flannel for a tennis suit, 
a letter and bundle of papers from 
home. The St. Louis paper brings 
word of the retiren;
Cavalry captains «Tnifflr r̂iTS ’ 
up the retired list and so Spencer 
will not get out of the way just 
yet much to my disgust. Mr. 
Edgerton has been too busy to at­
tend to this for me. Ives wrote to 
Spencer to arrange for a transfer 
but the latter declined. Think Ives 
is entirely too selfish in asking this 
as I have a right to take Spencer’s 
place in “A” Co. if he is retired; 
if Ives could make the transfer I 
would have to go to “D” Co. Read 
the papers from home until din­
ner time. No parade this evening. 
Mamie and Charlie Smith had a 
german this evening at the hall for 
the young school girls only and 
the bachelor officers. Danced with 
Betty Jordan and had a very en­
joyable evening.

Saturday, Feb. 19, 1887 
The General seems very mili­

tary lately as he requires us to drill 
Saturdays. This morning we had 
a bayonet exercise drill. Went up 
to Capt. Vance’s a while after 
guard mounting. Had to take rev­
eille this morning as Guard was 
on guard. Read-until lunch time. 
Spent a short time at Capt. 
Vance’s after lunch and then read 
until mail time. It brought a short 
note acknowledging a wedding 
gift from Mollie Rowan Harper. 
Looked over the papers in the Li­
brary and played on the organ a 
while and then took a bath. In the 
evening put on swallow tail suit 
and escorted Miss Coleman to the 
hop room where we had a very

and down by the spring. Mail had 
nothing for me today. Read in the 
Century magazine until dinner 
time. After dinner Capt. Hall told 
me that the general had sent Ives’ 
application to Maj. Smith for re­
mark who will probably endorse 
it unfavorably. Hope it will not 
be made. Sat in Capt. Vance’s a 
while and then escorted Miss Jor­
dan to chapel where we had an 
excellent sermon. After taking her 
home sat there until tattoo and af­
ter the roll call went up to call on 
Hewitt and Hall for a time.

Monday, Feb. 21, 1887 
The usual bayonet exercise 

took place this morning. After 
guard mounting took part of dic­
tionary holder up to Capt. 
Fechet’s and he kindly repaired it 
for me. While he was working on 
this went over to the hospital to 
get a prescription filled by Mrs. 
Fechet who is somewhat ill. Capt. 
Sprole started today for Del Rio 
with his Troop and “D” Troop 
ought to be in soon. Read until 
lunch time. Had usual French les­
son in afternoon. Hewitt was ab­
sent as he had to change quarters 
today. Mail brought a short letter 
from Lucy McConomy now Lucy 
Malone, acknowledging a wed­
ding present and invitations to the 
wedding of Richards, 4th Cav’y. 
which takes place next month at 
Springfield Mo. Must send him 
congratulations. Read the papers 
in the Library later on. After re­

treat Guard came up to play cards 
a while and then I put on swallow 
tail suit and attended a very pleas­
ant reception to Mrs. Stanley at 
the hall given by the Hammonds 
and Dr. Black. It was very much 
enjoyed by all. Walked home with 
Mrs. Guard after it was over.

Tuesday, Feb. 22, 1887
Washington’s birthday being a 

holiday drill was suspended for 
today. So could sleep later this 
morning. After guard mounting 
took Miss Coleman’s fan up to 
Capt. Fechet’s and helped him to 
repair it. Then sat on our porch 
chatting with Miss Jordan and 
Mrs. Stanley while former was 
having her eyes treated by Black. 
Took her home just before lunch. 
After lunch went to Mrs. Guard’s 
to return some silk handkerchiefs 
and found her and Ives preparing 
for a pancake party tonight.

Brackett High School senior 
Brent Smith has signed a letter of 
intent to play football at Angelo 
State University.

“I’ve always wanted to play 
college football,” Smith said. 
“I’ve been lifting weights and try­
ing to get prepared for the fall.

Angelo State really impressed 
me a lot. The coaches have all 
been there for at least 20 years. 
The campus was a lot nicer than 
some of the others I’ve been to.” 

Smith was a two-way starter for 
the Tigers, who finished 8-3 and 
advanced to the playoffs.

“I’m very happy for Brent and 
his family,” Tigers coach David 
Yeager said.

As a senior, Smith rushed for 
1,268 yards and 18 touchdowns 
on 183 carries, averaging 6.9 
yards per carry.

Box attends orthopaedic surgeons ’

Uvalde orthopaedic surgeon 
Dr. Gloria Gonzalez Box attended 
the 65th Annual American Acad­
emy of Orthopaedic Surgeons 
Conference in Anaheim, Calif.,

annual meeting of orthopaedic 
surgeons in the world. Box has 
attended the annual event for the 
past four years.

Over 500 lectures, demonstra­
tions and presentations of scien­
tific data were given during the 
five-day conference.

Orthopaedic surgeons from 
over 80 countries came to share 
new ideas and exchange the latest 
information about problems with 
the musculoskeletal system.

While there were around 4,000 
orthopaedic surgeons from the 
United States who attended, there 
were almost twice that many who 
came from abroad.

A dditionally, there were 
around 23,000 representatives and 
researchers from companies un­
veiling the latest state-of-the-art 
equipment, technology and tech-

tion Center was filled with hun­
dreds of exhibitors displaying and 
demonstrating the latest braces, 
casting materials, surgical instru­
mentation, and other orthopaedic 
medical devices.

“One of the most exciting de­
velopments continues to be in the 
area of electrothermal arthro­
scopy,” Dr. Box said.

This new technology, first in­
troduced at last year’s conference 
in New Orleans, has been refined 
and its uses expanded.

It actually uses sound waves 
during arthroscopy to heat the af­
fected tissues to the precise tem-

perature needed to perform vari­
ous surgical procedures. It is now 
being used in shoulder surgery, 
knee surgery and in spinal sur­
gery.

“We actually began utilizing 
this state-of-the-art equipment and 
technology in Uvalde earlier this 
year and have had very promis­
ing results so far,” Box said.

“Another interesting area 
brought up at the conference was 
in the treatment of arthritis. There 
are several new arthritis medica­
tions that have just been approved 
by the FDA within the past few 
weeks, and at least one other that 
is scheduled to be released later 
this year.

“These new medications help 
control the inflammation -  and 
pain -  associated with arthritis 
while at the same time they have 
fewer side effects, and can be 
taken by patients with gastrointes-

continued the decline that began in 1992,” said 
Tom Pollard, director of the bureau’s statisti­
cal services division.

“As a result, homicide is no longer one of 
the 10 leading causes of death for all Texas

residents. It is, however, the seventh and 
eighth leading cause among African-Ameri­
can and Hispanics respectively,” he added.

Deaths due to chronic liver disease and cir­
rhosis increased 4.3 percent in 1997, moving 
from 10th in 1996 to the ninth leading cause 
of death. Also increasing were deaths due to 
diabetes mellitus and pneumonia and influ­
enza. New in the 10th spot is septicemia.

The majority of deaths (28.4 percent) in 
1997 to people ages 1 to 44 were due to acci­
dents. Cancer was repsonsible for 12.9 per­
cent of all deaths in this age group, and HIV 
claimed the lives of another 5.4 percent.

“The infant mortality rate of 6.4 infant 
deaths per 1,000 live births is very near the 
all-time low for the state, which occurred in 
1996,” Pollard said. “However, the African- 
American infant mortality rate at 10.9 contin­
ues to be considerably greater than the rate of 
Anglos at 5.6 and Hispanics at 6.0.”
