The City of Brackettville is
.continuing to cut its costs, ac-
cording to Mayor Carmen Ber-
langa.

Total cash assets of the city
have decreased $572,583 or 97
percent over the last five years.
Last month the mayor reported
that the city has only $5,348.67
in cash assets, with outstanding
debts of $204,766.44.

“There is a lot of pressure on
us because of our indebtedness,”
Berlanga said. “We have real im-
portant bills to pay.”

The City Council hired

Hardin and Newsome, certified
public accountants from Del
Rio, last month to perform fi-
nancial services for the city at
$50 an hour. The scope of the
services has not been defined.

According to a letter from
Susan Newsome to the city, the
accountants will “code and post
through our accounting system
your operating account and a
summary of your payroll ac-
count on a monthly basis. We
would reconcile the bank state-
ments and provide compiled fi-
nancial statements, including a
statement would be issued to you
on a monthly basis.”

for the service would range from
$500 to $750 a month.
Berlanga said the city’s finan-
cial reports have not been up to
date since Oct. 1 of last year.
In addition, Newsome said
the accountants could calculate
payroll deposits, prepare quar-
terly payroll tax reports and
annual W-2s for the employees
and any 1099s required to be
issued by the city for approxi-

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Stephenson discusses
history of Fourth of July

Taylor Stephenson discussed
the history of the Fourth of July
at last week’s Brackettville Ro-
tary Club meeting at Las Moras
Restaurant. The former Brackett
ISD superintendent added a per-
sonal account of past celebra-
tions of the Fourth in which he
had taken part, painting a pic-
ture of small town parades, fes-
tivities, fireworks and fun.

In an overview of the history,
he began with the battle cry of
“taxation without representa-
tion” that arose from the 13 colo-
nies in America because they
were forced to pay taxes to
England’s George III with no rep-
resentation in Parliament.

Stephenson summarized the
process of the writing and adop-
tion of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence by the Continental
Congress on July 4, 1776, and
read a paragraph that character-
ized the document.

Stephenson described the cus-
toms that came to be associated
with the celebration of Indepen-

- dence Day. These emanated in

the legalizing of the Fourth as a

federal holiday always marked
by picnics, parades, fireworks
and the playing of John Phillip
Sousa marches. ;

During this part of his talk,
Stephenson played a recording
of the Sousa march, “Stars and
Stripes Forever,” in the back-
ground.

Rotarians enthusiastically
sang the trio using copies of the
words provided by Stephenson.

He ended the discussion with
a description of what happened
to the 56 men who signed the
Declaration of Independence. He
made the point that each of these
patriots made great personal sac-
rifices to gain the liberty many
too often take for granted.

Berlanga said the decision to
hire Hardin and Newsome will
save the city money.

“If we’re spending $1,000 a
month on financial services,
that’s $12,000 a year versus pay-
ing a salary. That position was
$35,000 when Ginger was
here,” the mayor said. “Ginger
was here for 24 years and she
deserved everything she got, but
once she left, everything went
to pot. Now we don’t have to
worry about training anybody.
In the last year that Ginger has
been gone, we’ve had three
people that have not been able
to cope. We lost money with the

“We’re going to eliminate
two people from the back,” she
said. “The city manager would
be a chief clerk. We may elimi-
nate one person from the front
and let the chief clerk handle the
over-seeing of the operations.
What we have now is a secre-
tary to the city manager. We’re
no longer going to have the high
salary for the city manager, the
high salary for the financial of-
ficer or the high expenses on
contract labor. We think we can
save $145,694.48 a year.”

Water board set to discuss

The Kinney County Ground-
water Conservation District
Board of Directors will review
the status of the preparation of
its management plan today at 4
at the District Courtroom in the
County Courthouse as it meets
for the first time in almost two
months.

Agents apprehend

382 in Brackettville

DEL RIO — U.S. Border Pa-
trol agents apprehended 382 il-
legal aliens in Brackettville dur-
ing the month of June, officials
announced.

There were 2,857 total appre-
hensions made in the Del Rio
Sector, including 1,014 in Eagle
Pass, 577 in Carrizo Springs,
316 in Del Rio, 154 in Uvalde,
122 in Abilene, 94 in Comstock,
83 in San Angelo, 71 in Llano
and 44 in Rocksprings.

Agents in the Del Rio Sector
seized 6,405.858 pounds of
marijuana, valued at more than
$5.1 million.

On June 29, Border Patrol
agents from the Del Rio station
assigned to the check point on
Highway 2523 seized 553.75
pounds of marijuana being trans-
ported in a 1997 Ford F-150
pickup. The marijuana, valued
at $443,000, as well as the .
driver and the passenger, both
U.S. citizens, were turned over
to the DEA.

On June 28, agents from the
Eagle Pass station working the
check point on Highway 57 en-
countered an intoxicated U.S.
citizen. The woman was turned
over to a Texas Department of
Public Safety trooper who had
stopped at the check point.

You know there really are
enough local politics and gov-
ernmental entities within this
county that I shouldn’t have to
do a column on the same one
two weeks in a row.

On Tuesday, July 1, the City
Council apparently held a meet-
ing in violation of the open meet-
ings act. According ‘to the
posted agenda, the City Coun-
cil held an exeeutive session for
“personnel policy, financial
problems, budget and holidays
— Texas Government Code —
Chapter 551.”

Unfortunately, none of these
items are allowed to be discussed
during a closed meeting, accord-
ing to Chapter 551 of the Texas
Government Code, Subchapter
D, “Exceptions to Requirement
that Meetings be Open.”

These items are also not men-
tioned on Pages 27 and 28 of
the Texas Municipal League
Handbook for mayors and coun-
cil members. Those pages of the
handbook pertain to the Texas
Open Meetings Act.

., chapter, D:-extensively, ‘and I

found several interesting things.

First, I didn’t find the phrase
“personnel policy” anywhere. I
did find the word personnel in
two places.

Section 551.074 pertains to
personnel matters and does not
require a governmental body to
conduct an open meeting to de-
liberate the appointment, em-
ployment, evaluation, reassign-
ment, duties, discipline or dis-
missal of a public officer or em-
ployee; or to hear a complaint

or charge against an officer or
employee, unless the officer or
employee requests a public hear-
ing.
Section 551.073 does not re-
quire a governmental body to
conduct an open meeting to de-
liberate the deployment, or spe-
cific occasions for implementa-
tion, of security personnel or de-
vices.

I think that’s pretty cut and
dry — you can’t discuss the per-
sonnel policy during a closed
meeting. What do you think?

Secondly, you won’t find the
phrase “financial problem” ei-
ther. As a matter of fact, the
word financial only appears in
Section 551.085, which has to
do with the board of directors
of a municipal hospital.

Thirdly, the word budget or
holidays is not found anywhere
in that subchapter.

‘Was council meeting legal?

here’s a little food for thought.
I’ve put this in quotes because
its verbatim from Page 28 of the
TML Handbook.

“Stiff penalties are provided
for violations of the law. A coun-
cil member or any other person
who participates in an illegal
closed meeting can be punished
by a fine of $100 to $500, con-
finement in the county jail for
one to six months, or both. The
same penalty can be applied to
a council member who circum-
vents the requirements of the law
by using the telephone to poll
other council members or who
meets with them individually to
deliberate over some matter of
city business in order to arrive
at a decision.

“The actions taken by a city
council in an illegal meeting are
voidable, and a court may as-
sess costs of litigation and rea-
sonable attorney’s fees incurred
by a party who substantially pre-
vails in an action brought un-
der the open meeting law. It is
an affirmative defense to pros-
ecution that the mayor or coun-
cil member relied in good faith
on the written advice of the
city’s attorney.”

it seems ito.:me .anyone: elected
as mayor six times ought to be
fairly familiar with what can and
cannot be discussed in executive
session. I think the public should
know if the council took action
after executive session on any
of these items. Since the front
door to City Hall was locked,
I’'m sure it was rather hard for
anyone to determine when the
executive session ended.

Why was this meeting at City
Hall instead of the City Annex?

When I was attending South
San Antonio High School, I
never thought I would one day
be representing you in Washing-
ton as a United States Congress-
man. It was something of a feat
for a student there to graduate,
let alone go on to college and
beyond.

to win a seat on the coveted New

ing to California, she founded
the ChildCare Registry, the first
company to provide background
information on child-care pro-
viders.

Rep. J.C. Watts of Oklahoma
was a college All-American foot-
ball player at the University of
Oklahoma. He went on to play
for the Canadian Football
League, and after that became a -
youth minister.

Rep. Steve Largent, also of
Oklahoma, was also a profes-
sional athlete. He played for the
Seattle Seahawks for 14 years
and was inducted to the NFL
Hall of Fame after retiring as the

Sen. Bob Kerry of Nebraska
served his country in an elite
Navy SEAL team in Vietnam
and was awarded the Medal of
Honor after losing part of his
right leg in action.

Sam Johnson of Plano
is a retired Air Force colonel
who endured nearly seveh years
of brutality — half of that pe-
riod in solitary confinement —
in a North Vietnamese prison
camp.

Congress is full of people
from all walks of life, many who
never ran for office before com-
ing to Washington. My col-
leagues have included a great
songwriter (Sonny Bono), a
winemaker, a restaurant man-
ager and a self described “jour-
neyman” carpenter, just to name
afew.

As students across America
graduate from high school and
move on to college and other
ambitions, I’d like to remind
them that America is still a coun-
try where the American Dream
can become a reality. It’s a coun-
try where a child living in a
public housing project can grow
up to become whatever he or
she dreams of becoming.

DAR council celebrates Flag Day

It has stripes and bright stars
and it’s the United States’ most
powerful symbol — the Ameri-
can flag! The Uvalde de las
Encinas Chapter of the Daugh-
ters of the American Revolution
joined the other nine chapters
in the Hill Country Council in
celebrating Flag Day recently
with a luncheon at the Inn of the
Hills in Kerrville.

The American standard, the
emblem of the leading republic
of the world, has a history that
embraces many interesting facts
and stirring incidents connected
with the early days of the repub-
lic and the American colonies.

The colonies, up to the Revo-
lution, in allegiance to the
mother government, retained the
standards of the old country,
with the addition of some local
emblem which was thereon in-
scribed as a distinctive feature.

For example, Massachusetts
adopted the pine; tree, which
device was placed on the coins
as well as flags used by that
colony.

The colony of Connecticut
adopted on July 1, 1775, this
motto, which was inscribed on
its standards and drums, “Qui
transtulit sustinet,” which was
construed as “God, who trans-
planted us thither, will support
us.” :

The first independence flag
displayed in South Carolina was
that used at the taking of Fort
Jackson on James Island on Sept.
13, 1775. This was a large blue

flag with a crescent in one cor-
ner.

In October 1775, a flag to be
used by American cruisers was
adopted. It is described as a
white flag with a pine tree in the
center, and bearing the motto,
“Appeal to Heaven.

However, on Feb. 6, 1776,
an elegant standard to be used
by the commander-in-chief of
the American navy was pre-
sented to Congress. This flag had
a yellow field, with a lively rep-
resentation of a rattlesnake in the
middle in the attitude of going
to strike, and the words under-
neath, “Don’t tread on me.”

Flag Day is celebrated June
14 each year to commemorate
the formal adoption of the Stars

and Stripes in 1777 as a symbol’

of America’s freedom and liber-
ties. The original design of 13
white stars in a blue field and
13 stripes, alternately red and
white, was adopted by the Sec-
ond Continental Congress to
replace the disparate array of
flags that had been embracedby
the different colonies.

Through the years there were
several changes, but finally, on
April 4, 1818, it was decided
that the. flag would never have
more than 13 stripes and that a
new star would be added to the
union of the flag upon admis-
sion of a new state into the
union, and that the addition
would take effect on the fourth
of July next succeeding such ad-
mission.

meal.

During this particular supper
I was pleased to be able to serve

“my mother, father and wife. But
we certainly weren’t the only
family present.

The Jones family has deep
roots in Kinney County and was
having a reunion over the
Fourth of July weekend.

Five children were baptized
during that same service — Sa-
rah Creager, Daniel Creager,
Matthew Creager, Daylon Fohn
and Campbell Hancock. The par-
ents wanted their children bap-
tized and received into the
church in view of their extended
families.

Our church congregation
swelled as about 30 visitors
made their way into our pews.

Kitten Daly Fohn brought
more than her son Daylon — she

also brought a family photo of
loved ones who had already
gone on to their reward in the
Lord. We set the picture down
on the altar rail and kept it there
as a reminder that these children
were being received into Christ’s
holy church and not just this
congregation.

It was also a testimony to our
belief that the Lord’s Supper is
more than just a memorial din-
ner. It’s a grand family reunion
where Jesus presides and offers
his presence in a tangible way.
