Carmen Berlanga verbally re­
signed as mayor of Brackettville 
Tuesday night after citizens con­
tinued to express dissatisfaction 
with the city’s financial woes.

The community has been in 
an uproar since learning in May 
that the city was over $200,000 
in debt and that cash assets had 
decreased by 97 percent.

The City Council fired David 
Luna as city manager last 
month, but citizens argued that 
Berlanga, as the city’s mayor and 
chief executive officer, was re­
sponsible for the city’s financial 
situation.

“You keep saying that David 
was in charge, but you are the 
mayor — you are responsible 
for everything that has hap­
pened,” said local business­
woman Genie Robinson. 
“Frankly, I would like to ask for 
your resignation.”

“You may have it,” Berlanga 
replied. “You can come in and 
do the bookkeeping, the payroll, 
the managing of the employees, 
try to get it all together, work 
with the auditors, work with the 
CPA, work with attorney, work 
with the investigators — it’s all 
your’s, honey.

“I’m out. You asked for my 
resignation and for me to step 
down. I’m gone. Thank you very 
much,” added Berlanga, who 
has served as mayor for 11 years.

According to state law, the 
mayor’s resignation must be in 
writing and signed by Berlanga 
before it becomes effective.

If Berlanga does resign in 
writing, the vacancy can be 
filled by appointment of the City 
Council or by a special election.

The city’s debt had grown to 
$220,239.99, but Berlanga re­
ported Tuesday night that the 
amount owed had been cut by 
36 percent to $140,565.85.

“The money is coming in and 
I’m paying bills as it comes in,” 
Berlanga said.

The major concern for citi­
zens is the city’s debt to West 
Texas Gas, which was once over 
$80,000. City officials made ar-

Water district hires Ralston as G.M.

Don Ralston has been hired 
as the new general manager for 
the Kinney County Groundwa­
ter Conservation District.

The district’s directors unani­
mously voted to hire Ralston last 
Thursday following an executive 
session that lasted for over an 
hour. Ralston was not inter­
viewed by the board.

The Fort Clark Springs resi­
dent is the former president of 
The Bank & Trust.

“Don has a good background 
in financing,” said Cecil Smith, 
president of the water district. 
“He will have to learn some

about the water end of the job, 
but for a man of his stature and 
education, it won’t take him long 
to be on top of the game.

“People in the county know 
him. That was one thing we were 
really looking for, someone who 
is local,” Smith added.

Like many local citizens, 
Ralston said he is concerned 
about the county’s groundwater 
resources.

“I am not personally against 
anyone selling water — not at 
all,” Ralston said after the meet­
ing. “I am against the unregu­
lated sale of water. I think we 
have to manage the water re­
sources of Kinney County for 
everyone. That means for the

people who want to sell water, 
as well as the people who live 
here and just want to be able to 
turn on the tap and have water. ” 

The water board hired 
Francie Wylie as its general 
manager in January, but the 
county commissioner decided to 
turn down the offer.

Ralston replaces Steve Walt- 
hour, who has been serving as a 
general manager on an interim 
basis.

“I knew that they needed 
someone for the job,” Ralston 
said. “They had public adver­
tisement for the position for 
sometime and no one stepped

forward. I have the time and I 
have the energy to do it.” 

Walthour, who works full­
time as a permitting enforcement 
manager with the Edwards Aqui­
fer Authority, will remain as a 
consultant for the local district.

“You need someone who is 
here and who is accessible,” 
Walthour said at the meeting. “I 
think Don will be as fair as any­
body you can find. I think this 
is a good move for the county. 
It’s going to be a great step for 
the community.”

Walthour is paid $100 an 
hour. Smith said the district has 
not set a salary for Ralston, but 
added that a wage of $15 an 
hour is being discussed.

Water board is walking 
on the rights of citizens

Well, open government took 
another blow in Kinney County 
last week, this time due to the 
actions of the Kinney County 
Groundwater Conservation 
District’s Board of Directors.

The directors, following the 
lead of secretary Darlene 
Shahan, refused to give copies 
of the financial reports and pro­
posed management plan to citi­
zens attending the meeting. Sev­
eral verbal requests were denied 
and at least one subsequent writ­
ten request.

The board argued that the 
documents aren’t public until 
approved by the directors.

The board can, in an “open” 
meeting, discuss the documents, 
read excerpts and correct mis­
takes, but you can’t get a copy 
of the documents until they are 
approved? I don’t think so!

Last Friday the Austin Ameri- 
can-Statesman ran a story con­
cerning Gov. Rick Perry’s docu­
ments used to prepare the state 
budget prior to it being pre­
sented to the legislature. Accord­
ing to the story, the attorney 
general ruled earlier this year 
that Perry had to release all bud­
get documents used prior to pre­
senting the budget to the legis­
lature.

So the governor’s budget 
homework is open to the pub­
lic, but not the management plan 
or financial reports of our water 
district. I’ll tell you, it makes me 
proud to know our local officials 
have more authority than our

governor.
By the way, you can read the 

story on-line at www.statesman, 
com, just do a search for the 
writer, Gary Susswein. The 
story headline is “Move to keep 
budget papers secret fizzles.”

You would think violating the 
Open Records Act would be 
enough, but not for our water 
board. They couldn’t resist the 
opportunity to ignore the Open 
Meetings Act as well.

According to the agenda, the 
board went into executive ses­
sion for attorney-client matters, 
including settlement agreement, 
potential enforcement for viola­
tion of district rules and pend­
ing motion for rehearing, despite 
being told, by me, that Govern­
ment Code Section 551.071, 
“Consultation with Attorney,” 
wasn’t properly referenced on 
their agenda.

I also provided the board a 
copy of Section 551.071 and 
pointed out that it only covered 
pending or contemplated litiga­
tion, or a settlement offer. I have 
to admit, I didn’t see any board 
members read it.

It’s interesting to note that the 
board refused to act on an offer

for a free groundwater study 
three times because it wasn’t 
worded properly on the agenda.

You know what the real prob­
lem is with making up rules to 
accommodate yourself? Later 
on, when you don’t follow those 
rules, it makes you look like 
what you are, a dishonest cheat.

I wish that were all, but un­
fortunately, it’s not. After not 
having met publicly since May 
15, and no mention being made 
on the agenda, other than “per­
sonnel,” the board came out of 
executive session and with no 
discussion hired Don Ralston as 
general manager.

Regardless of Ralston’s quali­
fications, why wasn’t he inter­
viewed in executive session by 
the board like all of the previ­
ous applicants? What other de­
cisions were made during the 
board’s two month layoff?

Why is the board consider­
ing paying Ralston $15 per hour 
when the first and interim gen­
eral managers were to be paid 
$9 per hour? Is Ralston really 
the general manager? The first 
general manager hired by the 
board “declined” the position 
two weeks after the board took 
action.

When governmental entities 
do things in secrecy, they’re sel­
dom, if ever, for the good of its 
citizens.

We’re being walked on, folks. 
The question is, how long are 
you going to lie there and take 
it?

Commission (FCC) has joined 
with the Federal Trade Commis­
sion (FTC) to create a National 
Do Not Call Registry.

This registry is a tool that will 
help ensure that telemarketers 
respect the privacy of our 
nation’s citizens.

The National Do Not Call 
Registry will allow people to 
limit most unwanted telemar­
keting calls by registering their 
home or cell phone numbers. 
Registration can be completed 
by phone or over the internet, 
and it is free of charge.

The service also comes at no 
expense to the taxpayers, as it 
is fully funded by the telemar­
keting industry.

As you may know, this past 
February Congress passed the 
Do-Not-Call Implementation Act 
which authorized the FTC to col­
lect fees for non-compliance that 
will be used to maintain the Na­
tional Do Not Call Registry.

I supported the passage of this 
legislation and I am proud to 
share this exciting news with you 
today.

Americans now have an op­
portunity to support a nation­
wide Do-Not-Call list and help 
curb those unwanted, annoying 
telemarketing calls.

Federal funding remains in doubt as local 
school districts face severe budget cuts

In America’s schools, class 
sizes are ballooning. It’s increas­
ingly difficult to recruit and re­
tain well-qualified teachers for 
our inner city and rural schools.

A quarter of our nation’s 
eighth grade students read at 
“below basic” levels.

Between ninth and 12th 
grades, 1.4 million of our chil­
dren will drop out of high 
school. Of those who enter col­
lege, close to 30 percent will 
have to take remedial courses in 
reading, writing or math.

States across the country are 
facing rapidly growing budget 
crises — the worst since World 
War II. Governors and state leg-

islators are being forced to slash 
education funding in order to 
meet balanced budget mandates.

Yet, even as states and local 
school districts cut vital services 
and lay off teachers, doubts are 
being raised about whether 
Washington will fulfill its prom­
ise to fully fund the No Child 
Left Behind Act, the landmark 
education legislation put for­
ward by President Bush.

Congress has yet to decide, 
for example, how much federal 
money should be invested in the 
next school year. The U.S. Sen­
ate wants to add $6.5 billion in 
new investments over and above 
the president’s budget, while the 
House has proposed practically 
no increases.

This is not the time for the

federal government to renege on 
its commitment to improve the 
educational opportunities of­
fered to our nation’s most at-risk 
children. If Washington turns its 
back, millions of children will 
be left behind.

The Alliance for Excellent 
Education, a national nonprofit 
organization advocating on be­
half of America’s six million at- 
risk middle and high school stu­
dents, is urging Congress and 
the president to agree to the 
Senate’s $6.5 billion education 
investment.

This investment is a necessary 
down payment on the promises 
made in the President’s No Child

Left Behind Act. It would help 
our schools and students meet 
the requirements of the new law 
and work toward the goal of rais­
ing student achievement in ev­
ery classroom in the country.

This investment must be en­
acted if we are going to give 
every child the opportunity to 
graduate from high school, pre­
pared for college.

At a time when homeland se­
curity is such a priority for the 
nation, we must remember that 
investing in our children’s fu­
ture is our best defense.

Redistricting needed to correct travesty

What would you do if after 
casting your vote on Election 
Day you learned that someone 
had secretly taken your ballot 
and thrown it in the trash?

caused by the unfair way con­
gressional district lines are cur­
rently drawn. The Almanac of 
American Politics labeled the 
Democrats’ work “the shrewd­
est gerrymander of the 1990’s.” 

In 2001, our elected legisla­
tors had the opportunity to right 
the wrongs of the past by enact­
ing a fair plan that respected 
communities of common inter­
est and the will of Texas voters. 
But State House Democrats re­
fused to pass a congressional 
redistricting plan, and instead 
abdicated their constitutional 
responsibility to a group of ap­
pointed federal judges who im­
posed the map Texas has today.

The federal judges drew a map 
that met the bare minimum le­
gal requirements while making 
sure it was not “avoidably det­
rimental to Members of Con­
gress of either party holding 
unique, major leadership posts.”

Water board refuses to release documents
Citizens’ requests 
denied for proposed 
management plan, 
financial reports

The Kinney County Ground- 
water Conservation District 
Board of Directors reviewed a 
proposed copy of its manage­
ment plan and a financial report, 
but refused to release copies of 
the documents to the public last 
Thursday at its monthly meet­
ing.

Director Bob Young reviewed 
the proposed management plan 
during the meeting, the first of­
ficial gathering of the board in 
almost two months.

Zach Davis, a former board 
member, asked if copies of the 
proposed management plan 
would be made available to the 
public.

“It’s termed personal and 
confidential by our attorney,” 
said Darlene Shahan, the board 
secretary. “That’s what the at­
torney put on the top of the 
document. When our attorney 
says it’s OK to release it, we will 
release it, but we can’t release 
something they’ve marked 
‘privileged.’”

Young added: “I sure don’t 
mind discussing it with anybody. 
We have nothing to hide.”

The directors voted to table 
the financial report presented by 
Shahan. She said the document 
would not be released until it 
was approved by the board.

The directors did, however, 
vote to consolidate the line items 
for legal fees and professional 
fees into one line item for pro­
fessional fees, which includes the 
district’s attorney, auditor and 
consultant. The board also 
added a $500 line item for open 
records requests and adjusted 
the line item for collection fees 
from the Appraisal District.

During the public comment 
portion of the meeting, local

businessman Wes Robinson 
asked the board : “I would like 
to know if the $17,500 that 
Brian Sledge testified before the 
Senate sub-committee that he 
had received for his services is 
included in the financial state­
ments. According to Chapter 36, 
any gifts are supposed to be ac­
cepted by the district publicly, 
and I don’t recall you ever do­
ing that in a meeting.”

The directors declined to re­
spond.

Robinson also expressed con­
cern over the board’s intentions 
in meeting in executive session.

According to the agenda, the di­
rectors were to discuss person­
nel and attorney-client matters, 
including settlement agreement, 
potential enforcement for viola­
tion of district rules and a pend­
ing motion for a rehearing on 
the district rules.

“I noticed the attorney is not 
present and you have in your 
executive session attorney-client 
matters, so I assume that you in­
tend to talk to him on the tele­
phone,” Robinson said. “If not, 
you really can’t talk about any­
thing underneath that.

“And regardless of whether

you do or not, potential enforce­
ment for violation of district 
rules and pending motions for 
rehearings are not covered un­
derneath that section of 551, 
which by the way is a typo on 
your agenda. It’s not .074, it’s 
.071, and here’s you a copy of 
it. It’s very specific on what you 
can talk to your attorney about. 
Those things are not included,” 
Robinson said as he presented a 
copy of the law to the board 
members.

The directors met in execu­
tive session for nearly an hour 
and a half.

Directors discuss 
enforcement issues

The Kinney County Ground- 
water Conservation District 
Board of Directors discussed en­
forcement of its rules last week 
during its monthly meeting.

Steve Walthour, interim gen­
eral manager, said he was re­
viewing the district’s authority 
and would present different en­
forcement programs to the direc­
tors at the next board meeting.

“At that time, we can go 
through different kind of en­
forcem ent issu es ,” said 
Walthour, who also works as a 
permitting enforcement manager 
with the Edwards Aquifer Au­
thority in San Antonio.

Director Bob Young asked if 
any enforcement action by the 
district would have to go 
through the courts.

“There are several levels of 
enforcement,” Walthour said. 
“At the Edwards Aquifer Author­
ity, going through and finding 
out what the potential violation 
is, and then talking to the al­
leged violator, we find that many 
times most people want to com­
ply with our rules. If we bring a 
non-compliance issue to their 
attention, they generally jump 
on it and try to correct it.

“For example, you have a 
deadline for fees. If you haven’t 
paid your fee by the deadline, 
you’re not in compliance and it 
will be up to the board to de­
cide what you do if someone 
hasn’t paid their fees. I would 
recommend you treat everyone 
the same.”

Walthour said he doesn’t “ex­
pect a lot of bad apples” when 
it comes to the enforcement of 
the district’s rules.

“At the authority, out of a 
thousand applications, I prob-

ably have probably two or three 
enforcement items a year that ac­
tually make it to court,” he said.

Walthour also noted that Oct. 
1 is the new filing deadline for 
permits, and that the new appli­
cation forms should be out 
within the next week.

“June has been a down month 
as far as activity is concerned,” 
he said. “In May, I went around 
and looked at a few wells and 
started to get familiar with the 
area, as far as metering is con­
cerned.

“We’re going to have the new 
permitting form out in the next 
couple of weeks, and we’ll dis­
tribute those to everyone in the 
county. We’ll also be looking at 
the applications that have al­
ready been turned in.”

Haenn shares passion for oil lamps

Local historian Bill Haenn 
spoke about his hobby at last 
week’s Brackettville Rotary 
Club meeting.

Haenn explained that a true 
hobby is an obsession, and col­
lecting oil lamps is his obses­
sion. This was easy to believe 
when he carefully arranged 
enough lamps to cover two large 
tables, saying this was a sample 
from his collection.

Haenn set the mood for his 
talk by asking his audience to 
imagine what it would be like 
without access to light. He said 
that since the dawn of time man 
has challenged the darkness by 
attempting to harness lightning 
and moon beams. Predators are 
mostly nocturnal and early man 
knew that “evil lurks in the dark­
ness” — there were “things out 
there that will eat you!”

Fire has always been man’s 
best weapon against the darkness 
and materials that burn provide 
light. As Haenn said, “It’s as 
simple as that!”

He noted that today we take 
lighting for granted because so 
many different sources exist. We 
have incandescent lights, mer­
cury vapor, halogen, fluores­
cent, bug light and 100-hour 
bulbs.

When Haenn asked how 
many Rotarians had at least one 
oil lamp in their home “for 
emergencies,” almost everyone 
raised his or her hand.

Until the middle of the 19th 
century, animal fat, torches, oils 
and candles provided light. All 
of these were messy and poten­
tially dangerous. The whale in­
dustry around the world pro­
vided oil for the lamps of the 
rich, but the poor burned candles 
or had no light at all.

When burning fluids such as 
turpentine and alcohol were 
used, a container was needed to 
hold the fluid, and these were 
made of glass. However, these 
fluids were extremely volatile. 
Insurance companies would not 
insure homes or buildings using

these fluids.
In 1854, paraffin oil was dis­

covered, which we know as 
kerosene. In 1859, oil was dis­
covered in Titusville, Pa., and 
from then on the oil lamp indus­
try exploded in popularity and 
manufacturers began making 
parts for lamps. The quality of 
the lamps served as a status sym­
bol for the owners.

Haenn said that the youngest 
member of the family was often 
assigned the daily task of clean­
ing and refilling the lamps. Soot 
accumulated in the chimney and 
had to be cleaned by running a 
newspaper through it. Breakage 
was frequent.

The lamp base, the stem and 
the font are put together to hold 
the oil. A metal collar attached 
one piece to another, and these 
tended to wear out. When brass 
lamps were made, metal was at-

tached to metal instead of glass, 
and this problem was circum­
vented.

One might think that the wick 
burns and goes down and burns 
the kerosene. However, Haenn 
explained that it is the gases that 
burn, not the oil itself or the 
wick. When the lamp is lit, it 
should burn on low until the 
glass has a chance to warm up, 
otherwise the chimney is likely 
to break. The chimney protects 
the flame and brings the air up 
through the burn unit to make 
the flame burn bright.

By the 19th century, users 
demanded a brighter flame, and 
this inspired a number of inno­
vations such as double wicks 
and round wicks to provide more 
air. All sorts of designs and em­
bellishments were created to 
make them more attractive and 
to meet particular needs.

Haenn handed out photo­
graphs of lamps in his collection 
and explained the reasons for the 
various designs.

Haenn began his collection 
in 1991, and added, “It soon got 
out of hand.”

He was hooked. To this his­
tory lover, lamps were a tan­
gible part of the past he could 
own enjoy, and they were beau­
tiful and affordable.

Haenn knows all the best 
places for lamp shopping. If any­
one is interesting in starting a 
collection, Haenn can tell you 
where to look.

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DRT sponsors seminar on family history

lic of Texas’ Library Commit­
tee recently featured John Sell­
ers in an all-day seminar on re­
searching family history at 
Alamo Hall on the Alamo Com­
plex in San Antonio.

“History’s Role in Your Ge­
nealogical Pursuits” was Sellers’ 
topic. His theory is that one 
needs to understand family life, 
laws, culture and ethnicity in 
able to successfully pursue one’s 
family tree.

“Revisiting our high school 
and college history lessons can 
benefit our genealogical re­
search,” he said. “Also, the 
knowledge of social history, his­
tory from the bottom up, can 
help us solve the proverbial 
brick walls.”

Sellers said that it is impor­
tant to know the history of the 
locations where your ancestors 
were, such as when that state was 
admitted to the Union and its 
previous status; how it was 
settled and by whom; the par­
ticular laws regarding land, pro­
bate, etc.; state land versus fed­
eral land states; when the county 
of your research was created and 
the genealogy of the surround­
ing counties.

Clues to your family can of­
ten be found in historical events, 
such as the major wars in Ameri­
can history: the Revolutionary 
War, 1775-1783; the War of 
1812, 1812-1815; the Mexican 
War, 1846-1848; the Civil War, 
1861-1865; the Spanish-Ameri­
can War, 1898; and American 
involvement in World War I, 
1917-1918.

If your male ancestors were 
in the age range of 18-45 dur­
ing these times, there is strong 
reason to check military records.
It is also important to research 
the years for pensions for each

war.
Then there are the natural 

disasters, epidemics and eco­
nomic events that could play an 
important role in the family’s 
migration.

Other factors important to 
migration were the historic land 
acquisitions, such as the Louisi­
ana Purchase or the removal of 
Indians to Oklahoma, historic 
movements such as the Califor­
nia Gold Rush in 1849 or the 
opening of Texas in the 1820s, 
or the immigration periods from 
foreign countries such as during 
the Irish potato famine or when 
the Mennonites left Russia in the

1880s.
Sellers stated that newspaper 

research is a great way to breathe 
life back into your ancestors, 
and that it can be both reward­
ing and tedious. By studying the 
geography of your ancestral 
homes, you can be lead to the 
regional papers that might have 
local items of your county or 
community of interest. Knowing 
the religious ties of your ances­
tors could lead to regional reli­
gious newspapers. Also, there 
were several ethnic newspapers 
that existed for recent emigrants.

Those present were encour­
aged to remember not to see

those three important dates — 
birth, death and marriage — as 
an end, but a beginning to un­
ravel and recreate their 
ancestor’s lives.

Marriage records are the old­
est vital record in virtually all 
the states and the most prolific 
records kept by all denomina­
tions of religion. He suggested 
using tax rolls to fill in those 
10-year gaps in the census re­
garding an ancestor’s activities.

Those attending the event 
from Brackettville were Caddel- 
Smith Chapter members Louise 
Stone and Pat McKelvy, who 
were joined by Alicia Raymer.

Berlanga resigns as mayor of Brackettville

rangements with J.J. King of 
West Texas Gas to pay $17,500 
a month until Nov. 1 to erase 
the debt. If the balance is not 
paid by the deadline, the com­
pany will terminate its contract 
for services with the city.

City officials originally con­
sidered obtaining a loan for 
$204,766.44 from the Bank & 
Trust, but apparently have aban­
doned the idea. Bank officials 
were leery of the approving the 
loan and asked city officials for 
their anticipated revenues and 
operating expenses for the re­
mainder of the fiscal year.

“We’re not even approaching 
a loan because we have been 
very fortunate in paying out this 
kind of money,” Berlanga said.

Citizens asked for assurance

that the debt to West Texas Gas 
would be paid by the deadline.

“As long as we are paying and 
not accumulating onto the old 
debt, they’re not bothering us,” 
the mayor said.

“We’re paying as much as we 
can. And then, we will negoti­
ate again on the balance that is 
outstanding. If we have a lesser 
balance and they do put us on a 
payment plan, then maybe we 
can meet it on a monthly basis 
and still pay the current month. 
It’s a big maybe because we can’t 
control the income. We have no 
way of knowing how much 
money is going to come in.”

Freshman council member 
Bonnie Wardlaw replied: “Mr. 
King told us that he is not giv­
ing us anymore chances. We 
have to pay it off by Nov. 1 or

that’s it. He’s going to turn us 
over to the Railroad Commis­
sion. Believe it or not, people 
are saying that our gas cannot 
get turned off — if you don’t pay, 
it gets turned off. ”

Robinson asked that the coun­
cil prioritize its debts.

“We have not hired anybody 
else to replace David Luna,” 
Alderwoman Mary Flores said. 
“We’re using that money to pay 
all these bills. If we were able to 
pay $22,000 (to West Texas Gas) 
in six weeks, maybe in six 
months we can pay it off. ” 

“Maybe? Maybe isn’t good 
enough,” Robinson said. “We 
need to know. We have a dead­
line — they were very clear 
about it. Are we going to make 
the deadline?”

Gladys Burkepile agreed:

“We don’t want a maybe. We 
want security to know that we’re 
going to have gas.”

“I believe that the gas com­
pany will communicate with us 
before they cut us off, ” Berlanga 
said. “We’re making a good 
show.”

“They don’t care about a 
good show. They want their 
money,” Robinson replied.

Bob Burkepile urged the 
council to reconsider the loan: 
“I compliment you on paying 
the many bills that you have paid. 
I’m very happy to hear that. Al­
though, if you do apply for the 
loan and get these bills paid off, 
it will cost you some money, but 
you will be able to keep us in a 
secure situation where we’re not 
wondering if our gas is going to 
be turned off.”

ones. So far, nothing major has 
come up.”

A man form Minnesota 
named David Wymlick got so 
tired of everyone asking him 
when he was going to get mar­
ried that he set the date, Satur­
day, June 13, 1936.

There was just one small 
problem, he didn’t have a bride, 
so his family and friends sent out 
applications and 26 women 
showed up at the bridal candi­
date m ixer and Elizabeth 
Runzie, a slender 28-year-old 
red-head, was the overall best 
choice.

They were married that after­
noon by the justice of the peace 
in front of 200 people.

Last year after David’s death,

Elizabeth was asked how their 
marriage lasted 66 years. She 
replied, “We were both very se­
rious about this marriage and 
very committed to the idea.”

The secret to marriage is not 
so much emotion as it is com­
mitment. Commitment is the 
price paid for a strong marriage.

It is also the cost of genuine 
revival. You cannot obligate 
God to bring about revival. And 
revival will not come unless you 
desire it.

God waits for us to seek him, 
chiefly through humbling our­
selves, praying and turning 
away from sin. God is commit­
ted to returning to us when we 
return to him with commitment.

Deuteronomy 4:29 says it 
much better than I can, “If you 
seek the Lord your God, you will 
find him, if you look for him 
with all your heart and with all 
your soul.”

Full commitment relies on 
God’s power for victory. Full 
commitment takes bold action to 
please God. Full commitment 
repairs the broken things that 
matter to God.

Christ chose to die for all of us
I don’t know about you, but 

I am getting a bit frustrated at 
how everything has become so 
personalized. Personal comput­
ers, personal phone lines, per­
sonalized license plates, per­
sonal shoppers, etc.

Every new innovation these 
days seems to shout “me, me, 
me.” I think perhaps we’ve be­
come a nation obsessed with 
ourselves.

Perhaps the most dangerous 
symptom of this personalization 
is the phrase “personal Savior. ”

It’s a phrase not heard very 
much outside of American evan­
gelical circles. When I was in 
Europe, many of my fellow 
Christians found the phrase 
“personal Savior” offensive. To 
them, it meant that somehow 
Jesus saved only me, or perhaps 
only people like me. To them, 
it was an American appropria­
tion of Jesus — making Him per­
sonal property rather than a gift 
by God to the entire world.

Maybe the folks had a point. 
I see a lot of people who seem 
to think “personal Savior” 
means that Jesus is saving the 
world as a bunch of unrelated

individuals. Some of these folks 
think that worshipping alone is 
appropriate because worship is 
so intimate and so personal that 
they don’t want to pollute it with 
the presence of others.

I agree that our relationship 
with God is personal, but it also 
involves a community — God’s 
church. God chose to relate to 
us as a gathering of believers as 
well.

I can’t help but feel that we 
can’t be truly obedient when we 
isolate ourselves from the fel­
lowship of other Christians gath­
ered to worship and study to­
gether.

The Apostle Paul instructed 
us not to forsake the meetings 
of the saints — the gathering of 
God’s people in our churches.

Our churches are not perfect. 
As the bride of Christ, we (the

church) are made perfect only 
through His sacrifice and His 
forgiveness.

As a church, we make a lot 
of mistakes, too. We divide our­
selves into “denominations” 
because we disagree over mat­
ters that are less important than 
the atoning love of Jesus. We 
argue with each other rather than 
cooperating to spread the won­
derful news of God’s love and 
Christ’s sacrifice.

Some of our church leaders 
have betrayed our trust — espe­
cially painful when that betrayal 
involves the injury of children.

But the church can survive 
the consequences of our human 
nature if we remain collected to­
gether as a people of faith and 
prayer and action. We are the 
church, the bride that Christ 
claims for Himself. And Christ 
will not be denied.

Sometimes when we use the 
words “personal Savior, ” I think 
we are turning things around,, 
acting proud and claiming Jesus 
for ourselves as if we are bestow­
ing an honor upon Him. Luke 
14:11 warns us against pride that 
exalts ourselves.

The Bible reminds us exactly 
who is choosing whom. (John 
15:16)

It’s easy to get confused on 
these points. The place for all 
people who are saved is within 
the church. (Acts 2:47)

As a church, we pray for each 
other. (Ephesians 6:18) And it 
is as a church, a collection of 
believers, that we grow together 
in the knowledge of our Lord. 
(2 Peter 3:18)

So for the next few weeks, I 
am going to try to remember that 
“personal Savior” refers to the 
fact that Jesus knows all about 
me personally — my sins, my 
flaws, my history — and I am 
going to work on remembering 
that the Savior chose me, and 
not the other way around.

I firmly believe that the Sav­
ior willingly chose to die for 
you, too, for Jesus isn’t willing 
that any should be lost.

A collection of searching 
souls, willing to join you on 
your journey, is as near as your 
local Christian church.

Come join us in our search 
to learn more about this amaz­
ing gift.

Continue to build up your faith
Don’t let your faith sink like 

a ship. Keep up the good fight 
of faith and keep a good con­
science. (1 Timothy 1:181-19) 
“Don’t give place to the devil!” 
(Ephesians 4:27) Don’t invite 
him in. “Resist the devil and he 
will flee from you.” (James 4:7) 

St. Paul made the point that 
one can have faith, but can also 
choose to “put it aw ay.” (1 
Timothy 1:19)

Faith is your “shield, where­
with ye shall be able to quench 
all the fiery darts of the wicked. ” 
(Ephesians 6:16). It is your 
choice to use that shield or put 
it down. If you choose to put it
