Berlanga holds on to mayor’s post

Despite a verbal resignation 
last week, Carmen Berlanga has 
no intentions of relinquishing 
her post as mayor of Brackett­
ville.

Berlanga said Tuesday she 
will continue to serve as mayor, 
but offered no further comment.

The mayor verbally resigned 
from her position during the City 
Council’s monthly meeting last 
week after citizens continued to 
express dissatisfaction with the 
city’s financial woes.

The community has been in

an uproar since learning in May 
that the city was over $200,000 
in debt and that cash assets had 
decreased by 97 percent.

The City Council fired David 
Luna as city manager last 
month, but citizens argued that 
Berlanga, as the city’s mayor and 
chief executive officer, was re­
sponsible for the city’s financial 
situation.

“I’m out. You asked for my 
resignation and for me to step 
down. I’m gone, ” Berlanga, who 
has served as mayor for 11 years, 
said during the meeting.

According to state law, the 
mayor’s resignation must have

been be in writing and signed 
by Berlanga before it became ef­
fective.

In recent weeks, the mayor, 
who has been running the day- 
to-day operations of the city, has 
argued that the city operates un­
der a city manager form of gov­
ernment, even though local stat­
utes don’t support the claim.

If the argument is true, citi­
zens asked the mayor how it 
would be legal for the city to be 
operating without a city man­
ager.

“The mayor mentioned that 
the city was not financially stable 
— everybody here knows that, ”

local businessman Wes Robin­
son said. “The question every­
body wants to know is who is 
ultimately responsible for that.

“You maintain that we’re un­
derneath the city manager form 
of government and that you’re 
just a figure-head that runs the 
meetings. How is what you’re 
doing right now legal if we’re 
underneath the city manager 
form of government?”

Lydia Tipps asked when the 
city was going to hire another 
administrator, and the mayor re­
plied, “as soon as we have some 
money.”

“You have enough money to

pay one more person,” Tipps 
said. “Why can’t you start look­
ing for somebody?”

Berlanga responded: “We will 
as soon as we get our fiscal re­
ports in and know how much 
money we don’t have and how 
much potential we may have. 
We’re working on our budget. 
We just can’t pick someone up 
right now.”

Freshman council member 
Bonnie Wardlaw asked whose 
decision it was to decide when 
it would be time to hire some­
one.

“The five people on the coun­
cil decide that,” Robinson an­
swered.

as Brackett’s high school coun­
selor.

Frerich will now serve as the 
counselor at Jones Elementary 
School. She replaces Kay 
Qualia, who retired in May af­
ter five years with the school dis­
trict.

“Michelle is looking forward 
to a new challenge,” Templeton 
said. “I’ve only been here a short 
time, but from what I can see, 
she is definitely a solid person. 
We’re lucky to have her.”

Junior high teacher Angie 
Meeks also retired in May, and 
elem entary school teachers 
Janna Bowlin and Kimberli 
Cummings, both resigned. 
Those teaching positions will not 
be filled.

“There was a decline in en­
rollment this year and because 
of that, we had to restructure 
some of the staff,” Templeton 
said. “Those positions are not 
going to be filled at this time.”

The superintendent said the 
district is fully-staffed.

“We are lucky. Most schools 
in the state of Texas are looking 
for people, sometimes franti­
cally. We’re in good shape. 
We’re fully staffed and ready to 
start the year,” Templeton ad­
ded.

There has been talk of a new 
detention center in Kinney 
County for over five years.

The negotiations finally 
ended this month as county of­
ficials set the wheels in motion 
for the new 320-bed facility 
which will house federal prison­
ers.

“The fire is lit and we’re 
cooking now,” County Judge 
Herb Senne said.

Five years ago, county offi­
cials began exploring the feasi­
bility of running a detention cen­
ter with tax-based financing. The

commissioners opted to pursue 
a privately-funded facility.

“It’s been a frustrating drive, 
but the project is finally put to­
gether,” said Bob Prince, the re­
gional director of marketing for 
CiviGenics, a Massachusetts- 
based company which will op­
erate the detention center.

Riata Texas of Midland will 
fund the $8.43 million facility.

“There is zero financial risk 
for the county,” Senne said. “If 
it started today and ended to­
morrow, the county has zero ob­
ligation.”

The total cost of the project 
includes $7.2 million for gen­
eral construction and built-in

furnishings and equipment; 
$543,548 for architectural engi­
neering, construction, manage­
ment and project administration 
fees; $399,400 for development 
and interim finance costs to Riata 
Texas; $238,000 for land costs; 
and $50,000 for a betterment al­
lowance and contingency fund.

“This is a big deal for us and 
a big deal for Kinney County,” 
said Mike Patton, a marketing 
specialist with CiviGenics. 
“We’ve all faced a lot of diffi­
culties over the last several 
years, but we have been con­
stantly working and it has all 
come together.”

The detention center will be

on 60 acres of land, located on 
Highway 131, approximately 
1.3 miles south of the Highway 
90 intersection.

Senne said construction on 
the facility will begin immedi­
ately. Officials expect the facil­
ity to be completed in nine 
months.

Prince expects to hire ap­
proximately 60 employees to 
operate the detention center.

“We will want to hire local 
personnel, as much as we can,” 
he said. “We think there is a 
good labor pool here and in the 
surrounding counties. We will 
pay

Water board set to discuss 
new budget this afternoon

The Kinney County Ground- 
water Conservation District 
Board of Directors will meet this 
afternoon at 1 for a workshop 
to begin preparing a new bud­
get.

The district is nearing the end 
of its first-ever fiscal year, but 
its financial status is unknown. 
At the board’s regular meeting 
earlier this month, directors re­
fused to release copies of its fi­
nancial report.

The directors voted to table 
the financial report presented by 
Darlene Shahan, the board sec­
retary. She said the document 
would not be released until it 
was approved by the board.

The Brackett News has re­
quested a copy of the document 
under the Open Records Act.

The directors did, however, 
vote to consolidate the line items 
for legal fees and professional 
fees into one line item for pro­
fessional fees, which includes the 
district’s attorney, auditor and 
consultant. The board also 
added a $500 line item for open 
records requests and adjusted

the line item for collection fees 
from the Appraisal District.

During the public comment 
portion of the meeting, local 
businessman Wes Robinson 
asked the board : “I would like 
to know if the $17,500 that 
Brian Sledge testified before the 
Senate sub-committee that he 
had received for his services is 
included in the financial state­
ments. According to Chapter 36, 
any gifts are supposed to be ac­
cepted by the district publicly, 
and I don’t recall you ever do­
ing that in a meeting.”

The directors declined to re­
spond. The board also refused 
to release its proposed manage­
ment plan. Director Bob Young 
reviewed the document during 
the meeting.

Zach Davis, a former board 
member, asked if copies of the 
plan would be made available.

“It’s termed personal and. 
confidential by our attorney,” 
Shahan said. “That’s what the at­
torney put on the top of the 
document. When our attorney 
says it’s OK to release it, we will 
release it, but we can’t release 
something they’ve marked 
‘privileged.’”

Some local citizens may have 
choice for free mail delivery

I guess there are drawbacks 
to starting a column like this. 
The worst, so far, is everyone 
with a complaint thinks it should 
be the subject of your next col­
umn.

I have enjoyed talking to ev­
eryone who has approached me 
and I don’t want to hurt anyone’s 
feelings. However, everyone 
needs to realize this column will 
not fix your problems or change 
things.

The most recent issue to catch 
my eye concerns our local postal 
service. As many of you know, 
a number of years ago, every­
one had to pay for their Post 
Office box.

Subsequently, the United 
States Postal Service was re­
quired to provide one free form 
of delivery. Because there was 
no free form of delivery in 
Brackettville, everybody got 
their box for free.

Several years ago, a rural 
route was established between 
the Rocksprings’ Post Office and 
Brackettville’s. I assume this was 
for the purpose of delivering

mail to residence along F.M. 
674.

It also gave our local Post 
Office a loop hole, allowing it 
to charge certain citizens and 
businesses for their Post Office 
boxes.

Essentially, if you are located 
within one block of the rural 
route and within the city limits 
of Brackettville, you have no 
option other than paying for 
your box.

According to our postmaster, 
through no fault of the Post Of­
fice, this is due to the fact that 
the city has no ordinance allow­
ing mail boxes to be placed in 
the city’s right of ways.

This item was on the last city 
agenda, but was tabled because 
the council wanted to notify the 
citizens that it would affect. In 
my opinion, this was a very wise 
and considerate decision by the

council.
So for those of you located 

within one block of the rural 
route, who would desire the op­
tion of not paying for a Post 
Office box, now is your chance. 
Write a letter to the City Coun­
cil or attend the next meeting 
and let your voices be heard.

The rural route runs from our 
Post Office to the intersection of 
Spring and Ann Street, and then 
north, all the way to Rock- 
springs.

There are some conditions. 
You will only receive mail on 
Monday, Wednesday and Fri­
day. You will also have to erect 
a mail box according to U.S. 
Postal Service regulations.

I also encourage those of you 
who believe rural boxes would 
detract from the looks of our 
city to speak up. If you don’t 
speak your mind now, you re­
ally don’t have the right to com­
plain later.

Personally, I think this is an 
easy decision. Citizens should be 
given the option.

While my business will con­
tinue to pay for its box because 
of the convenience, I don’t be­
lieve everyone should have too.

City Council rejects proposal 
recognizing Mexican ID cards
U.S. House passes legislation regulating cards

The Brackettville City Coun­
cil rejected a resolution last 
week that would recognize 
Mexican consular ID cards as an 
official form of identification for 
Mexican nationals residing and 
working in the city.

“About two months ago, the 
Mexican consular came to visit 
with us and brought a bro­
chure,” Mayor Carmen Berlanga 
said. “All they’re asking for is 
support in accepting this as an 
identification card for Mexican 
citizens. Some of them only 
have that as an identification 
card.”

Council members Mary 
Flores, Francisca “Chica” Gar­
za, Tomas Gomez Jr., Johnny 
Samaniego and Bonnie Wardlaw 
all opposed the resolution.

“I think, given the problems 
the city of Brackettville has, we 
need to be focusing our atten­
tion elsewhere besides the Mexi­
can consulate ID cards. I don’t 
see where that would benefit 
Brackettville,” Wardlaw said.

Garza said the issue should

not have even been brought be­
fore the City Council.

“The first question I had 
when I read this was, we don’t 
have a police force, how are we 
going to enforce this? It’s up to 
the United States government 
what they will accept as ID and 
what they won’t ,” she said. “I 
talked to the Border Patrol, and 
the only acceptable form of ID 
is a green card. ”

The ID card that’s proving 
popular with Mexicans living in 
the United States, particularly 
illegally, could face U.S. regu­
lations under a measure endorsed 
by the House.

The amendment, approved on 
a 226-198 vote last week with 
near-solid Republican support 
and Democratic opposition, di­
rects the State Department to 
develop regulations governing 
foreign consulates’ issuance of 
consular IDs.

The amendment would im­
pose penalties for foreign gov­
ernments that don’t meet U.S. 
regulations, including: Main­

taining computer databases to 
prevent duplicate or fraudulent 
issuance of cards; requiring re­
cipients to notify the consulate 
of address changes; and sharing 
cardholders’ identities with the 
State Department.

House immigration subcom­
mittee Chairman John Hostett- 
ler, R-Ind., the bill’s author, de­
scribes it as necessary in light 
of the FBI’s concerns that the 
cards are vulnerable to fraud and 
pose a national security risk.

“It is important to note that 
this amendment does not address 
the acceptance of these docu­
ments in the United States, nor 
does it prohibit their issuance, 
so long as the foreign mission 
complies with the requirements 
in the amendment,” Hostettler 
told the Dallas Morning News.

The U.S. government has yet 
to take a stance on the cards, 
which bearers use to open bank 
accounts, get driver’s licenses in 
the 13 states that recognize the 
matricula, and access other ser­
vices. A task force for months

has been trying to work out com­
peting views between various 
federal agencies.

Rep. Ciro Rodriguez, the San 
Antonio Democrat who chairs 
the Congressional Hispanic Cau­
cus, denounced the provision as 
“anti-Hispanic.”

“One thing that needs to be 
clarified in their muddy argu­
ment is the fact that immigrants 
cannot use matriculas to obtain 
work authorizations, the right to 
vote, to obtain public benefits, 
nor do they provide an immedi­
ate form of legalization status,” 
he said.

The Mexican government, 
which has issued more than 1.4 
million of the cards since 2002, 
describes its matricula program 
as a way of identifying and reg­
istering Mexicans who live 
abroad in hopes of better serv­
ing them. Though new fraud-re­
sistant features have been added 
to the card, which has been in 
existance since the 1870s, 
Mexico has yet to set up a com­
puter database of all recipients.

Annual Angora goat sale successful
Encouraging signs for the 

mohair industry where seen in 
the strong demand for fine, high- 
yielding, uniform fleeced bucks 
and does at the 16th Annual 
Haby, Lockhart, Ross, Speck 
Angora goat production sale.

The sale was held July 19 at 
the Hill country Youth Exhibit 
Center in Kerrville.

This year’s catalog was dedi­
cated to the John Dittmar fam­
ily-

Dittmar has been active in the 
Angora goat business for over 
50 years. John and Mary 
Louise’s three children are still

helping with the goats. Connie 
and Lewis Bratton have their 
own flocks now and are active 
in the Mohair Council. Johnny 
keeps up with the Angoras and 
meat goats. Delores and Dr. 
Castleberry still do embryo 
transfers.

Officials reported that 87 lots 
of yearling bucks and does 
grossed $50,825 for an average 
of $584, including 24 does that 
averaged $502 and 63 bucks that 
averaged $615.

The high-selling buck was a 
Speck buck purchased by Jimmy 
Holman of Sonora for $2,600.

Pam and Cal Hengst of San 
Angelo bought the second-high 
buck bred by the Speck family 
for $1,900. Dee Hadorn of 
Harrah, Okla., took home a Ross 
buck for $1,600.

The high-selling doe was pur­
chased by the Paul Grafe family 
of Boerne for $1,200. Larry 
Jennings of Sonora bought the 
second-high doe for $950.

District president discusses Rotary 
International projects and goals

District President Jim Berg 
spoke informally, yet dynami­
cally, giving an overview of Ro­
tary International projects as 
well as the activities and goals 
of the district at last week’s 
Brackettville Rotary Club meet­
ing.

Berg pointed out that Rotary 
is the largest service organiza­
tion in the world. Rotary Inter­
national consists of 33,000 clubs 
in 165 countries. These clubs 
have well over 2 million mem­
bers.

One theme for Rotary is 
“Lend a Hand,” and Berg said 
he believed one way he could 
be of help to local clubs was to 
share his experiences in Rotary. 
He began by telling something 
of his own life.

Berg served five years with 
the U.S. Marine Corp in Viet­
nam before entering the business 
world. After being discharged, 
he became administrative man­
ager of a company that built 
drilling rigs. Then, he went to 
Glasgow, Scotland, and became 
one of five Americans among 
2,000 Scots in a company that 
built ships.

One night his father called 
from the U.S. He had just re­
turned from a San Antonio Ro­
tary meeting and wanted to tell 
him about an opportunity to buy 
a newspaper business. However, 
Berg had to act within 30 min­
utes if he wanted it.

Berg said he moved quickly 
and purchased a business that 
“fostered four children, his wife 
(Ruth) and provided him with the 
opportunity to belong to the 
West San Antonio Rotary Club. ”

He sold the business 21 years 
later.

In 1981 Berg transferred his 
membership to the 700-member 
Downtown San Antonio Rotary 
Club where his father belonged.

In 1995, Berg was elected 
president. Then, another unex­
pected call from his father 
brought a challenge to be acted 
upon quickly. He was asked if 
he could put together a plan that 
would convince the Rotary In­
ternational Site Selection Com­
mittee to hold the International 
Convention in San Antonio in 
five years. The plan had to be 
accompanied with $300,000 to 
get things started.

The call came three days be­
fore Christmas, and the plan 
would have to be ready to 
present 20 days later. Berg ac­
cepted the challenge. This meant 
a tremendous amount of work, 
but the plan was created and the 
money raised.

The Site Selection Commit­
tee arrived in January. Berg said 
that God blessed San Antonio 
with three days of sunshine. 
Members met for lunch on the 
River Walk in short-sleeve 
weather. Despite stiff competi­
tion with several other cities, 
San Antonio won and hosted last 
year's International Convention, 
and Berg was the leader of the 
committee that staged it. The 
city prospered from having 
24,900 people from 134 coun­
tries come to town.

Berg spoke about how inter­
esting it is to meet people from 
all over the world and encour­
aged local members to attend an 
International Conference if they 
could manage to do so.

He also stressed the impor­
tance of Rotary's objectives — 
to offer opportunities for busi­
ness people to meet and get to 
know one another as well as 
working together to serve oth­
ers where needs exist.

Rotary also stresses the use­
fulness of all occupations. Berg, 
himself, is an example of such 
opportunities. While he was 
working on the conference, he 
used a multi-media business, and 
he later bought it.

One of Berg's goals as dis­
trict president is to raise aware­
ness of the work of the Rotary 
Foundation in international hu­
manitarian service.

The foundation is funded 
mainly through awarding Paul 
Harris Fellowships to worthy 
members. To receive a fellow­
ship, a club donates $1,000 in 
the recipient's name.

The foundation funds go di­
rectly to its charitable endeav­
ors around the world. One such 
project is the 20-year effort to 
eradicate polio in which Rotary 
has played a major role. No mat­
ter how remote the area, 
Rotarians pay their own way to 
administer preventive injec­
tions, and Polio is now almost 
non-existent.

The district Berg heads is in­
volved in projects such as giv­
ing surplus goods such as food, 
clothing and school supplies to 
people in impoverished areas. 
One such area is across the bor­
der in Mexico, nearby, but dif­
ficult to reach. Obsolete text­
books are being sent to Africa

in containers that will remain and 
be converted to classrooms once 
they arrive.

The Berg’s time here was lim­
ited, but they were given a tour 
of Fort Clark by Bill Haenn, past 
president of the local club. Berg 
thanked him and expressed ap­
preciation for getting to know 
about the fort. He praised the 
B rackettville club for its 
achievements and particularly 
for sponsoring Rotary exchange 
students.

One of the Rotary Interna­
tional projects is a Group Study 
Exchange that sends a group of 
business and professional people 
to some part of the world with 
food and lodging paid. Anyone 
from 25 to 40 years of age who 
is not a Rotarian or a relative 
can apply to become a candi­
date. A group will be sent to 
Sweden in April. Consult a Ro­
tary member for more informa­
tion.

If you would like to become 
a Rotarian, ask a member. One 
of the goals for the year is to 
increase membership.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS
SPECIAL ELECTION 
SEPTEMBER 13,2003

PROPOSITION 1
(HJR 68, Section 1)

HJR 68, Section 1 would authorize the Vet­
erans’ Land Board to use excess receipts in 
the Veterans’ Land and Veterans’ Housing 
Assistance funds for payment of revenue 
bonds, and use excess assets in those funds 
to provide veterans homes.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
amendment authorizing the Veterans’ 
Land Board to use assets in certain vet­
erans’ land and veterans’ housing as­
sistance funds to provide veterans homes 
for the aged or infirm and to make prin­
cipal, interest, and bond enhancement 
payments on revenue bonds.”

PROPOSITION 2
(HJR 51)

HJR 51 would expand from six months to 
two years the period in which the former 
owner of a mineral interest that was sold 
for unpaid property taxes may buy back 
the mineral interest.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
amendment to establish a two-year pe­
riod for the redemption of a mineral 
interest sold for unpaid ad valorem taxes 
at a tax sale.”

PROPOSITION 3
(HJR 55)

HJR 55 would authorize the legislature to 
exempt from taxation land owned by a 
religious organization that is leased for use 
as a school or that will be used to expand 
or construct a place of religious worship 
that yields no revenue.

The proposition will appear on the ballot 
as follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment to authorize the legislature to ex­
empt from ad valorem taxation prop­
erty owned by a religious organization 
that is leased for use as a school or that 
is owned with the intent of expanding 
or constructing a religious facility.”

PROPOSITION 4
(SJR30)

SJR 30 would authorize the legislature to 
allow conservation and reclamation districts 
to use taxes to develop and finance certain 
parks and recreation facilities. Also, the 
amendment would authorize the legislature 
to allow local elections for the issuance of 
bonds to improve and maintain parks and 
recreational facilities in the Tarrant Re­
gional Water District or a conservation and 
reclamation district located in whole or in 
part in Bastrop, Bexar, Brazoria, Fort Bend, 
Galveston, Harris, Montgomery, Tarrant, 
Travis, Waller or Williamson County.

The proposition will appear on the ballot

as follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment relating to the provision of parks 
and recreational facilities by certain con­
servation and reclamation districts.”

PROPOSITIONS
(SJR 25)

SJR 25 would authorize the legislature to 
exempt from all property taxes certain tan­
gible personal property, which could in­
clude a travel trailer not substantially af­
fixed to real estate and not used as a residen­
tial dwelling.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
amendment to authorize the legislature 
to exempt from ad valorem taxation travel 
trailers not held or used for the produc­
tion of income.”

PROPOSITION 6
(HJR 23)

HJR 23 would authorize a qualified home- 
owner to refinance a home equity loan with 
a reverse mortgage loan.

The proposition will appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitutional amendment 
permitting refinancing of a home equity 
loan with a reverse mortgage.”

PROPOSITION?
(HJR 44)

HJR 44 would reduce the number of per­
sons who make up the jury in a district 
court criminal misdemeanor case from 
twelve to six.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
amendment to permit a six-person jury 
in a district court misdemeanor tria l.”

PROPOSITION 8
(HJR 62)

HJR 62 would authorize the legislature to 
permit a person to assume office without an 
election if the person is the only candidate 
to qualify in an election for that office and 
the election is required by the Texas Con­
stitution. This proposition applies to state 
and local political subdivisions, whereas 
Proposition 18 applies only to local politi­
cal subdivisions.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
amendment authorizing the legislature to 
permit a person to take office without an 
election if the person is the only candi­
date to qualify in an election for that 
office.”

PROPOSITION 9
(HJR 68, Section 2)

HJR 68, Section 2 would redefine the com­
position of the permanent and available

school funds by requiring during the next 
two fiscal years, and authorizing thereafter, 
annual distributions to the available school 
fund of a percentage of any increase in the 
value of the permanent school fund’s total 
investment assets.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
amendment relating to the use of income 
and appreciation of the permanent school 
fu n d .”

PROPOSITION 10
(HJR 61)

HJR 61 would authorize municipalities to 
donate surplus fire-fighting equipment, sup­
plies, or materials to the Texas Forest Ser­
vice, which would be authorized to distrib­
ute based on need the equipment to rural 
volunteer fire departments.

The proposition will appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitutional amendment 
authorizing municipalities to donate sur­
plus fire-fighting equipment or supplies 
for the benefit of rural volunteer fire de­
partments.”

PROPOSITION 11
(HJR 85)

HJR 85 would authorize the legislature to 
regulate the operation of wineries in Texas, 
regardless of whether a winery is located in 
an area in which the sale of wine has been 
authorized by local option election.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “A constitutional amend­
ment to allow the legislature to enact laws 
authorizing and governing the operation 
of wineries in this state.”

PROPOSITION 12
(HJR 3)

HJR 3 would immediately authorize the Leg­
islature to limit non-economic damages as­
sessed against a provider of medical or health 
care and, after January 1, 2005, to limit 
awards in all other types of cases.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
am endm ent concerning civil lawsuits 
against doctors and health care provid­
ers, and other actions, authorizing the 
legislature to determine limitations on non­
economic damages.”

PROPOSITION 13
(HJR 16)

HJR 16 would authorize a county, city, town, 
and junior college district to freeze property 
taxes on a residential homestead of a person 
who is disabled or aged 65 or older.

The proposition will appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitutional amendment 
to permit counties, cities and towns, and 
junior college districts to establish an ad 
valorem tax freeze on residence homesteads 
of the disabled and of the elderly and 
their spouses.”

PROPOSITION 14
(HJR 28)

ment of Transportation to issue notes or 
borrow money to fund highway improve­
ment projects. The terms of the notes or 
loans may not exceed two years.

The proposition will appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitutional amendment 
providing for authorization of the issu­
ing of notes or the borrowing of money 
on a short-term basis by a state transpor­
tation agency for transportation related 
projects, and the issuance of bonds and 
other public securities secured by the state 
highway fund.”

PROPOSITION 15
(HJR 54)

HJR 54 would prohibit a local retirement 
system and the political subdivision that fi­
nances the retirement system from reducing 
or otherwise impairing certain accrued ben­
efits under the local retirement system.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “The Constitutional 
amendment providing that certain ben­
efits under certain local public retire­
ment systems may not be reduced or im­
paired.”

PROPOSITION 16
(SJR 42)

SJR 42 would amend the Texas Constitu­
tion to allow home equity lines of credit and 
allow refinancing of a home equity loan with 
a reverse mortgage loan.

The proposition will appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitutional amendment 
authorizing a home equity line of credit, 
providing for administrative interpreta­
tion of home equity lending law, and 
otherwise relating to the making, refinanc­
ing, repayment, and enforcement of home 
equity loans.”

PROPOSITION 17
(HJR 21)

HJR 21 would prohibit an increase in school 
property taxes on residence homesteads of 
disabled persons.

The proposition will appear on the ballot as 
follows: “The constitutional amendment 
to prohibit an increase in the total amount 
of school district ad valorem taxes that 
may be imposed on the residence home­
stead of a disabled person.”

PROPOSITION 18
(HJR 59)

HJR 59 would authorize the legislature to 
permit a person to assume an office of a 
political subdivision without an election if 
the person is the only candidate to qualify 
in an election for that office and the election 
is required by the Texas Constitution. This 
proposition applies only to local political 
subdivisions, whereas Proposition 8 applies 
to state and local political subdivisions.

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “ The constitutional 
amendment authorizing the legislature to 
permit a person to assume an office of a 
political subdivision without an election 
if the person is the only candidate to 
qualify in an election for that office.”

PROPOSITION 19
(SJR 45)

SJR 45 would repeal the legislature’s au­
thority to create rural fire prevention dis­
tricts. Effective September 1, 2003, all 
existing rural fire prevention districts will 
convert to emergency services districts.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
amendment to repeal the authority of 
the legislature to provide for the creation 
of rural fire prevention districts.”

PROPOSITION 20
(SJR 55)

SJR 55 would authorize the issuance of 
general obligation bonds in a total amount 
not to exceed $250 million that will be 
used to provide loans for economic devel­
opment projects that benefit defense-related 
communities in Texas.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
amendment authorizing the issuance of 
general obligation bonds or notes not to 
exceed $250 million payable from the 
general revenues of the state to provide 
loans to defense-related communities, that 
will be repaid by the defense-related com­
m unity , fo r economic developm ent 
projects, including projects that enhance 
the military value of military installa­
tions.”

PROPOSITION 21
(SJR 19)

SJR 19 would authorize current and re­
tired faculty members of a public institu­
tion of higher education to receive com­
pensation for service as a member of the 
governing body of a water district.

The proposition will appear on the ballot 
as follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment to permit a current or retired fac­
ulty member of a public college or uni­
versity to receive compensation for ser­
vice on the governing body of a water 
district.”

PROPOSITION 22
(HJR 84)

HJR 84 would authorize the appointment 
of a temporary replacement officer to serve 
on behalf of a state, district, or local public 
officer who is called into active military 
duty for longer than 30 days.

The proposition will appear on the ballot 
as follows: “The constitutional amend­
ment authorizing the appointment of a 
temporary replacement officer to fill a 
vacancy created when a public officer 
enters active duty in the United States 
armed forces.”

A fast snack
When friends come over it’s 

nice to be able to “whip up” a 
fast but good snack. Today I’m 
sharing a sure-fire people 
pleaser that disappears as fast as 
they are made.

Cheese Won Tons with Dip
Here’s what we need: 12 

ounces of jalapeno jack cheese 
(or the cheese of your choice), 
cut into 1/4-inch cubes, and one 
package of won ton wrappers.

Put one cube of cheese in the 
center of a won ton wrapper, fold 
in half to form a triangle, seal 
edges with water, fold the re­
maining edges together and seal. 
You may twist them together if 
desired. Repeat with remaining 
wrappers and cheese.

Heat 3 to 4 cups of vegetable 
oil in a deep skillet or deep fry 
to 375 degrees. Fry six to eight 
at a time until golden brown, for 
about four minutes. Drain on a 
paper towel that you’ve placed 
on wire rack.

For the dip, combine one 
eight-ounce package of softened 
cream cheese and a 1/2 cup of 
bottled sweet and sour sauce. 
Stir or process until smooth. 
Serve with won tons. Prepara­
tion time is approximately 20 
minutes.

Crab Won Tons
We need one 6 1/2-ounce can 

of crab meat, with the shells re­
moved, one three-ounce pack­
age of softened cream cheese, 1 
teaspoon of steak sauce, 1/2 tea­
spoon of garlic powder (not salt) 
and one package of won ton 
wrappers.

Mix the crab, cream cheese, 
steak sauce and garlic powder 
together until smooth and well 
blended. Put 11/2 teaspoons (or 
a 1/2 tablespoon) of the mixture 
in the center of the won ton 
wrapper, moisten the edges of 
the wrapper, bring edges up, 
press together to seal. You may 
twist together is desired. Repeat 
until all of the filling is used.

In a deep pan, skillet or deep 
fryer, heat oil (vegetable pre­
ferred) to 375 degrees and fry 
one to two minutes or until 
lightly browned. Preparation 
time is about 20 minutes.

My hope is that those I occa­
sionally see sleeping in the pews 
are ready with fresh insights di­
rectly gleaned from their Cre­
ator! I sometimes laughingly ask 
bleary-eyed parishioners things 
like, “What part of the sermon 
really spoke to you today?”

Most people that sleep in 
church do so because they are 
truly comfortable, but sometimes 
because they’re not engaged in

what’s going on around them.
I don’t think occasional nod- 

ding-off in church is a very big 
problem, but falling asleep the 
rest of the week can be deadly 
dangerous.

We see commercials warning 
us not to drive if we’re unable 
to stay awake, but how often do 
you hear Christians remind each 
other to “wake up” and to “stay 
alert?”

Sleep in church if you must 
— preachers know that part of 
their job is to keep you awake! 
But the big challenge is not the 
naps on Sunday but the malaise 
of Monday through Saturday.

We cannot be complacent be­
lievers, content with only a brief 
moment of encounter with God 
early on Sunday to insulate our­
selves from evil for the remain­
ing week.

I’ll accept your nodding as 
agreement on Sunday, but nod- 
off during the week and you’ll 
discover that you’ve agreed to 
permissive displays of sexuality

on television, profanity on the 
radio, denial of the right of in­
dividual prayer in the classroom, 
and exclusion of the Christian 
perspective from discussion of 
local and national political is­
sues.

Get a bit dozy and you’ll 
never notice that you’ve failed 
to study your Bible or pray with 
your children. Go right to sleep 
and you’ll never notice that some 
people fail to treat people with­
out “white” skin as brothers and 
sisters.

Keep sleeping and you’ll miss 
the suffering of Christians try­
ing to escape poverty through 
ill-conceived activities, such as 
illegal immigration and vice

addictions.
Sleep too long and you won’t 

hear the cries of the needy. Catch 
a really long nap and you won’t 
need to visit the sick. Stretch out 
for a really good rest and you 
won’t have to go out and visit 
those in jail.

You can probably even sleep 
right through prayer time — no 
need to pray for our law en­
forcement officers, no reason to 
stay up and remember those ser­
vice members in harm’s way.

Jesus calls us to wake-up to a 
new life in Him. Just as he de­
scribed Jairus’ daughter as 
“only sleeping” (Mark 5:39), 
perhaps we too need to be awak­
ened to a new life in Christ.

If you’re discovering a “wake 
up” call of your own, come wor­
ship with us this Sunday. The 
pews are padded, the AC works 
fine, and we sing fam iliar 
hymns, all starting at 10:45. 
That’s late enough to sleep in 
just a little b it... and if you need 
it, we’ll find some coffee, too!

competitive wages.”

In addition to housing federal 
inmates, the detention facility 
will include office space and an 
evidence storage facility for the 
Kinney County Sheriff s Office.

“The detention center will 
help us tremendously,” Sheriff 
L.K. “Buddy” Burgess said. 
“We’re hoping we can get some 
female prisoners in there instead 
of putting them in Wackenhut 
(Detention Center in Del Rio), 
and maybe get a cheaper rate.” 

Female prisoners cannot be 
housed in the local county jail, 
but officials have discussed hold-

ing female prisoners in the new 
detention center.

“The fmancers and the opera­
tor are both very sensitive to 
county needs. If we feel like we 
need those accommodations 
made available, I’m positive they 
will make accommodations for 
us,” Senne said.

The sheriff said the county 
plans to continue to house fed­
eral prisoners in the 28-bed lo­
cal jail.

“My intention is to house fed­
eral prisoners here to offset the 
expense of the dispatchers be­
cause we’ll still have to have dis­
patchers anyway,” Burgess said.
