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City cuts debt by 36 percent
Mayor abandons idea of loan

The City of Brackettville has 
cut its debts by 36 percent, ac­
cording to M ayor Carmen 
Berlanga.

The mayor made the an­
nouncement during this month’s 
City Council meeting. The city 
has decreased its debt from 
$220*239.99 to $140,565.85.

“We’ve been working very 
hard on paying our indebted­
ness,” Berlanga said. “In six 
weeks, we have really put a dent 
into our indebtedness. The 
money is coming in and I’m pay­
ing bills as it comes in.”

The city still owes $61,034.60 
to West Gas, $27,200 for Texas 
Municipal League insurance, 
$15,393.66 to Central Power 
and Light, $11,815.54 to Waste 
Management, $9,959.16 to gen­
eral accounts, $7,737.89 in fed­
eral taxes and $7,425 for retire­
ment benefits. Total cash assets 
are $9,211.76.

City officials were once con­
sidering a $204,766.44 loan 
from the Bank & Trust, but ap­
parently have abandoned the 
idea.

“We’re not even approaching 
a loan because we have been

very fortunate in paying out this 
kind of money,” Berlanga said. 
“If we can pay West Texas Gas 
$22,000 in six weeks, they’re 
not bothering us.”

Berlanga has been running 
the day-to-day operations of the 
city since the council fired 
David Luna as city manager last 
month. The mayor has also 
asked the council to make more 
contributions to the operations 
of the city.

“I need help,” Berlanga said. 
I asked the council to volunteer 
on particular subjects. Mary 
Flores is inventory and person­
nel policy. Alderman (Tomas) 
Gomez is overseeing the brush 
area. I asked Chica (Garza) to

Council opens 
budget talks

Brackettville city officials 
opened budget talks Tuesday 
with a four-person committee 
appointed by Mayor Carmen 
Berlanga. The committee is made 
up of Anita Ertle, Gene Slate, 
Leroy Slubar and Tim Ward.

Ward told officials the com­
mittee is offering ideas to “gen­
erate some thought and bring 
some clarity in your minds.”

The city is facing debts of 
$140,565.85, and Ward said the 
first area that may need to be 
addressed is cuts in employees.

“Payroll is nearly two-thirds 
of your budget,” he said. “And, 
unfortunately, when you go to 
look at cutting, you’re going to 
realize that you’re not going to 
have a whole lot of room with­
out pointing to that and making 
adjustments.”

The mayor said the city’s sal­
ary expenses have already de­
creased with the reduction of 
employees from 15 to nine.

“We had $409,000 in sala­
ries, but we have bumped that 
down to about $210,000,” she 
said.

Berlanga added that the bud­
get would have to include a sal­
ary for a new city secretary.

Former maintenance supervisor loses 
lawsuit against Fort Clark Springs

Some local citizens 
may have choice 
for mail delivery

A contract that was not ap­
proved by the Fort Clark Springs 
Board of Directors and another 
contract that could not be found 
in the association’s files didn’t 
seem to help Russell Williams.

Judge John Ford denied Wil­
liams’ claim for $2,355 in com­
pensation after his contract as 
temporary supervisor of the Fort 
Clark Springs’ maintenance de­
partment was terminated.

Ford ruled against Williams 
in Thursday’s trial, but opted not 
to award the association $1,800 
for attorney fees for defense of 
the lawsuit.

“With all of the contractors 
working around the fort, I can­
not imagine the board not ap­
proving the contracts,” Ford 
said. “Even with a clause for 30 
days notice, that does not nec­
essarily mean 30 days pay.”

Williams worked for almost 
a year before his contract as a 
temporary supervisor was termi­
nated on April 9 by Tom Saylor, 
president of the Board of Direc­
tors.

“A contract was never ap­

proved by the board,” said Pat 
Ellis, the association’s attorney. 
“Even if you assume it was 
valid, there is no way to deter­
mine the amount of money to be 
paid. It certainly doesn’t provide 
that he would get an average 
amount of pay — it doesn’t say 
anything about compensation.”

Williams presented a contract 
to the court that stipulated ei­
ther party had to give 30 days 
notice before terminating the 
contract. Fort Clark officials 
argued that the only contract on 
file at the association’s offices 
did not include that stipulation.

“I signed this contract in 
good faith,” Williams said. “I 
worked under the perception 
that this contract was in effect. 
If the rules of the association 
were violated, that shouldn’t ef­
fect me. I thought it was proper 
and legal.

“I just feel like I should have 
had the option to work the ad­
ditional 30 days or be paid for 
those days,” he added.

Williams and Maggie Banner 
Kerr, former general manager, 
signed the original contract on 
the morning of May 17, 2002. 
Kerr testified that a second con­

tract was signed that afternoon 
which included the 30-day 
clause on the advice of attorney . 
Hay good Gulley.

“I was never aware of any 
other contract,” said Genell 
Hobbs, the association’s execu­
tive secretary. “We searched our 
files and the computer in Mrs. 
Kerr’s office, and we could not 
locate a copy of the second con­
tract.”

Ellis questioned Kerr’s au­
thority to sign a contract with­
out approval from the board of 
directors.

She claimed she could make 
any purchase under $1,500 with­
out the board’s approval, but 
Ellis argued that the total cost 
of contract labor was over that 
amount.

“All contracts were supposed 
to be approved by the board,” 
former board member Mona 
Miller said in her testimony. 
“Mrs. Kerr told the board she 
was hiring these people tempo­
rarily until the maintenance de­
partment could be restaffed.

“I’ve never seen the contract. 
The board was made aware of 
the contract, but it was never 
approved by the board. Maggie

told the board the contract could 
be cancelled at any time with no 
penalty,” she added.

Williams was paid $12.50 an 
hour, but his salary was not 
specified in the contract. He 
based his claim of $2,355 on an 
average of 188.4 hours of work 
per month.

Some Brackettville residents 
may soon have the opportunity 
to have their mail delivered.

The City Council is consid­
ering an ordinance allowing mail 
boxes to be placed in the city’s 
right of ways.

According to Lionel Juarez, 
the local postmaster, the U.S. 
Postal Service is required to pro­
vide one free form of delivery 
to all of its customers.

Because a rural route was es­
tablished several years ago be­
tween the Post Offices in Brack- 
ettville and Rocksprings, citi­
zens that live within one block 
of the route have to pay for a 
Post Office box because the city 
has no ordinance allowing mail 
boxes to be placed in the city’s 
right of ways.

Annual costs are $24 for a 
small box, $36 for a medium box 
and $66 for a large box.

“Any customer beyond these

boundaries will be offered a no- 
fee Post Office box — one no- 
fee Post Office box per physical 
address,” Juarez said.

“Any customer whose physi­
cal location is outside of the geo­
graphic delivery zip code 
boundaries must pay for a Post 
Office box. What that means, ba­
sically, if you’re outside 78832, 
like Spofford is 78877, you have 
to pay for your box.”

If the ordinance is passed, 
citizens whose residences are lo­
cated within one block of the 
rural route and within the city 
limits of Brackettville, will have 
the option of erecting a mail box. 
The rural route runs from the 
Brackettville Post Office to the 
intersection of Spring and Ann 
Street, and then north, all the 
way to Rocksprings.

“This would be their form of 
free delivery, but they could rent 
a Post Office box for a fee,” 
Juarez said. “These rural-type 
boxes would be on side streets,

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Local Emergency Planning Committee 
needs volunteers from the community
B y J ames C .

I attended high school from 
1952 to 1956.

Besides, I don’t have time to go 
to meetings or training sessions. 
I’m too busy.

Well, how did you score? Do 
you agree with one or two of

Alfred’s attitudes or with all 
four?

The fact is, there is some fac­
tual basis for accepting each of 
the attitudes indicated, and we 
all accept most of them based on 
our community actions. How­
ever, when disaster strikes, we 
will each find that we are ini­
tially very much alone.

There are two aspects in di­
saster preparedness — personal 
and community.

Your Local Emergency Plan­
ning Committee, in conjunction 
with city and county govern­
ment, and the director of EMS 
has put together a master plan 
to help them prepare for disas­
ters. It has been distributed to 
the city government, the county 
judge, the fire department, the 
Sheriffs Office, and to each of 
the other agencies which have a 
role to play in a disaster.

It is a good plan, and has 
been approved by the state. In 
fact, Kinney County was one of 
the first counties in Texas to 
have its disaster plan approved 
and it has been copied or is be­
ing copied by other counties.

Now it is time to get the com­
munity involved. In coming ar­
ticles, I will discuss exactly what 
we need from each of you, start­
ing with what you and your fam­
ily can do to improve your com­
fort and survival in the event 
that a disaster does occur in Kin­
ney County.

Later I will discuss the people 
power needed to man the 
planned community operations 
center, which is included in the 
plan, the role that churches and 
fraternal organizations can play 
in improving our survivability 
and recovery, and a discussion

of just what we can expect in the 
way of outside help if a disaster 
does occur.

Our most immediate need is 
people who will become in­
volved with the Local Emer­
gency Planning Committee and 
learn what the plans are and ac­
cept responsibility for filling 
some personnel slots in the event 
of emergency.

Soon afterward, we are go­
ing to need people who are will­
ing to take first aid and CPR 
training from the American Red 
Cross so that they may help our 
local clinic personnel and our 
EMS crews.

We need to organize some 
teams of men with chain saws 
and possibly heavy machinery 
to quickly respond to downed 
trees. We need to identify any 
HAM radio operators in the 
county and get them involved. 
And yes, we may need help rais­
ing funds for specific equipment 
that is not covered in the gov­
ernment grants that we are al­
ready beginning to receive.

You may be willing to do any 
of the above, but until we know 
who you are and how to contact 
you, we can’t organize and plan 
your participation when a disas­
ter does come.

If you are willing to get in­
volved, contact me, James C. 
Reesman, at 563-3381. Or call 
our new EMS director, Steve 
Burch, at 563-9090.

The next meeting of the Kin­
ney Count LEPC will be Aug. 
25 at the EMS building at 6:30 
p.m. Come and check us out. Let 
us know that you at least are 
willing to prepare for a disaster 
before it happens.

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It’s budget time 
for elected reps

Well, it’s that time of year 
once again — budget season, 
when elected officials of the lo­
cal taxing entities decide how 
they’re going to spend your 
money.

Having been on the City 
Council and currently on the 
Appraisal District board, I can 
tell you the budgeting process 
is often a pain in the neck. Dis­
sension over how the money 
should be spent inevitably 
arises. However, as a citizen, it 
presents you a golden opportu­
nity to grade your local officials’ 
monetary acumen.

The process usually begins 
with workshops. The workshops 
are open to the public. Unfortu­
nately, most of these are held 
during the day, so unless you 
work for yourself or are retired, 
it’s hard to attend.

If you can attend, you’ll learn 
a lot about how that governmen­
tal entity is run. You’ll also learn 
a great deal about the depart­
ment heads and the governing 
boards.

With a few exceptions, most 
of the entities will provide you 
with copies of their proposed 
budgets. Many will also allow 
you to ask questions. However, 
a workshop really isn’t the time 
or place for the public to ask 
questions or make comments. If 
you do, it’s a good idea to keep 
it extremely brief.

After a budget has been 
worked up, an entity sets a pub­
lic hearing. This is your chance 
to tell your officials how you 
feel about the proposed budget, 
what you might like to see 
changed, or whether you’d like 
them to vote for or against it. In 
my opinion, this is where one 
of the main problems with the 
process occurs.

By the time members of a 
governing body have met dur­
ing num erous w orkshops, 
they’ve already made up their 
minds. If only a few people show 
up at the hearing and make com­
ments, they will be thanked by 
the officials, then the officials 
will go right along and do what 
they intended to anyway.

That’s why these public hear­
ings need to be well attended by 
the public. It’s a little harder to 
brush you off when you show 
up in force. 4

One of the things I’ve seen in 
these hearings is officials declin­
ing to answer questions posed 
by the public. I’ve heard them 
say, “This is your opportunity 
to make public comment, not 
our opportunity to answer ques­
tions.”

Isay, “B u ll...” Well, I can’t 
say that.

Let’s put it another way. I 
believe elected officials are ob­
ligated to answer your questions 
concerning budgets. They’re 
accountable for the money and 
they’re accountable to you for 
the way it’s being spent.

Even if you never attend a 
workshop, you should attend the 
public hearings. You’ll hear 
some citizens speak that know 
what their talking about and 
some that don’t, but more espe- 
cially, you’ll see how your 
elected officials react and re­
spond to the public.

Regardless of the outcome, 
the experience should lead you 
to a more informed decision the 
next time you enter the voting 
booth.
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U S S  S a n  A n t o n i o  c h r i s t e n e d
This summer I had the privi­

lege of christening the Navy’s 
newest ship, the USS San Anto­
nio. It is the most high-tech, ad­
vanced amphibious ship ever 
built, and appropriately named 
for the city of the battle of the 
Alamo.

Naming a ship is serious busi­
ness. The name the ship carries 
will be recorded in the annals 
of our proud naval history.

Names like the Constellation, 
Abraham Lincoln, Kitty Hawk 
or Enterprise ring with the valor 
of their crews who defend our 
freedom wherever it is threat­
ened. Those ships fought with 
distinction in Operation Iraqi 
Freedom. In the next two years, 
the officers and crew of the USS 
San Antonio will be able to stake 
their claim to a place in naval 
history as well.

San Antonio boasts an unde­
niably strong military tradition. 
It is home to more major defense 
installations than any other met­
ropolitan city in our country and 
more than 65,000 military retir­
ees.

And while most Americans 
recognize San Antonio as a city

of charm and grace, Texans 
know it as the site of the battle 
that became the rallying cry for 
our heroic struggle for indepen­
dence from Mexico in 1836: 
“Remember the Alamo.”

From the Alamo came the fa­
mous letter that Col. William 
Travis wrote which embodies 
honor on the battlefield.

Such stubborn courage is the 
heritage the USS San Antonio 
will take when it sets sail with

U.S. M arines and sailors 
aboard. I am honored to spon­
sor the ship that bears the proud 
name of San Antonio. Taller 
than the Tower of the Americas 
and able to carry up to 800 
troops, the ship is the first of a 
projected 12 new amphibious 
assault ships in this new class. 
The succeeding 11 ships will be 
named for other cities, but they 
will all be known as part of the 
“San Antonio class.”

Its war fighting capabilities 
include a state-of-the-art com­
mand and control suite, substan­
tially increased vehicle lift ca­
pacity and a large flight deck.

The primary task of the USS 
San Antonio, which will be com­
missioned in 2005, is to ferry 
troops and weapons on short no­
tice. It can carry five V-22 
Ospreys on the upper deck and

landing craft air cushion vessels 
carrying tanks and armored 
trucks on the lower deck.

Navy officials bill the San 
Antonio as a pioneer in force 
protection. Its cutting-edge Ship­
board Wide Area Network, 
SWAN, identifies and analyzes 
threats, then orders a weapons 
system on the ship — or another 
U.S. vessel — to fire on the tar­
get. It is also the Navy’s first 
stealth ship, using fewer angles 
from protruding pieces of steel 
and high-tech twin masts to re­
duce its radar signature.

The christening culminated 
when I shattered a bottle of 
Cap*Rock sparkling Texas wine 
across the new ship’s bow, a 
time-honored Naval tradition.

W hatever adventures lie 
ahead for the USS San Antonio 
and its crews, we know they will 
serve with the same distinction 
that their forbearers did in the 
city for which the ship is for­
ever named. With the spirit of 
the Alamo and the name of a 
great Texas city, the USS San 
Antonio will be prepared to sail 
into harms way when it sets 
course to defend our freedoms.

(HJR 68, Section 1)

HJR 68, Section 1 would authorize the Vet­
erans’ Land Board to use excess receipts in 
the Veterans’ Land and Veterans' Housing 
Assistance funds for payment of revenue 
bonds, and use excess assets in those funds 
to provide veterans homes.

The proposed amendment will appear on 
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional 
amendment authorizing the Veterans’ 
Land Board to use assets in certain vet­
erans’ land and veterans’ housing as­
sistance funds to provide veterans homes 
for the aged or infirm and to make prin­
cipal, interest, and bond enhancement 
payments on revenue bonds.”

PROPOSITION 2

from Spring Street it would be 
north and from Ann Street it 
would be east. The side streets 
would be utilized for the safety 
of the highway contract carrier’s 
safety. We will not do door-to- 
door and we will not do curb- 
side.

“If the city allows rural boxes 
to be erected, they will be 
placed by the customer, accord­
ing to the United States Postal 
Services regulations,” he added.

Mail on the rural route is de­
livered only three days a week 
on Mondays, Wednesdays and 
Fridays.

“It’s a tri-route, so if you hap­
pen to want to get your mail on 
Tuesday or Thursday or Satur­
day, you wouldn’t be allowed 
to,” Juarez said. “With a Post 
Office box, you can get it six 
days a week.”

Mayor Carmen Berlanga op­
posed the proposed ordinance.

“I would rather pay for my 
Post Office box,” she said. “I 
recommend this council votes 
against it.”

Wes Robinson, a former al­
derman, pointed out that the 
council’s decision should not be 
based on personal preference.

“It’s not whether you want a 
box or you want to use a Post 
Office box, it’s whether or not 
you give the citizens that live 
along that route the option of 
not having to pay for a Post Of­
fice box,” he told the mayor.

Juarez was asked why the is­
sue wasn’t brought before the 
council when the rural route was 
established, and he said he had 
discussed it with David Luna, 
former city manager.

“This has been going on for 
years,” he said. “I’ve been here 
for four years, and she’s been 
coming here since before then.”

Council members Mary

Templeton discusses school safety

Brackett ISD Superintendent 
Bobby Templeton discussed 
school safety at last week’s 
Brackettville Rotary Club meet­
ing at Las Moras Restaurant.

For about three years, 
Templeton has been gathering 
information for his doctoral dis­
sertation from comparative stud­
ies on school safety and disci­
pline, pulling out data that will 
signify trends. In this way, he 
said the future can be predicted.

Of prime concern in the 
United States is the amount of 
violence occurring in today’s 
schools. Templeton hastened to 
reassure his audience that Brack­
ettville schools are safe, but he 
said that violence is prevalent 
in all urban area schools.

To illustrate the problem, he 
brought forth a cache of weap­
ons confiscated during one year 
from seventh and eighth grade 
students in s typical urban 
school.

He passed around knives of 
different sizes and shapes, and

an object that looked exactly 
like a gun and would have 
fooled any observer. From a dis­
tance, it could easily have been 
mistaken as a gun. He also dis­
played a small knife made to look 
like a cross hanging from a 
chain necklace. Some girls had 
used it to cut their arms and 
share blood in a satanic-like 
ritual.

Tempelton shared some sta­
tistics with his audience, many 
of which were a surprise.

He stated that comparative 
statistics reveal that nationally, 
violence is the second-leading 
cause of death in young people 
from 15 to 24 years old. In a 
typical year 45,000 students and
40.000 teachers are assaulted, 
and 500 guns are confiscated in 
the United States.

Last year in Texas schools,
17.000 youngsters were caught 
in incidences associated with the 
sale of marijuana, including
5.000 from elementary schools. 
In addition, 5,000 were caught 
with cigarettes, which means use 
of drugs was approximately 
three times more prevalent than

Do I really need to be told 
that there are signs ahead to 
watch for? Does this indicate 
that not all highway signs need 
to be heeded? Are there some

cigarettes.
Templeton remarked that 

more males than females carry 
weapons, but the number of fe­
males carrying them is rising.

On a questionnaire given na­
tionally, high school students 
were asked if they had had a 
drink of alcohol in the last 30 
days, and 51 percent said yes.

In the United States, 25 chil­
dren die every two days as a re­
sult of violence.

“By next week, when we meet 
again, 84 children will have lost 
their lives,” Templeton said.

The superintendent said 99 
percent of deaths occur away 
from school. They take place 
more often in the home, in shop­
ping malls, in churches and on 
vacation. Statistically speaking, 
the safest is home, but schools, 
school grounds and an area of 
300 yards around schools are su­
pervised, and this means they are 
relatively safe.

“It is supervision that 
counts,” Templeton said.

From the years 1979 to 2001, 
90,000 children were killed by 
gunfire, more than those killed

by cancer, pneumonia and AIDS 
combined.

Deaths from gunfire is 25 per­
cent higher in the United States 
than in the next largest indus­
trialized nation. There are 
135,000 guns present in Ameri­
can schools any given day.

Templeton reminded his au­
dience that statistics can prove 
boring if one thinks only in terms 
of numbers, but when one thinks 
of the life of a child and the loss 
a family suffers at a child’s death, 
the statistics take on a lot of 
meaning.

“It is important that we look 
at this in order to recognize the 
immensity of the problem and 
the need to take action to make 
the environm ent s a fe ,” 
Templeton said. “Trouble will 
always exist. One must try to 
manage it, and strive for safety.”

Templeton gave these statis­
tics during a test given to the 
audience. The member with the 
most correct answers won a 
prize — a baseball cap with a 
large B for Brackettville on the 
crown. Ella Chambers won the 
prize.

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Law offers landowners relief 
against liability of hunting

Whether it’s negotiating a 
deer or dove hunting lease or 
ju st getting access to a 
neighbor’s ranch, the issue of li­
ability can sometimes be an ob­
stacle. But it doesn’t have to be.

According to the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department, those 
concerns may be based more in 
perception than reality.

Current law actually provides 
some liability protection for 
landowners who lease land to 
others for recreational purposes, 
including hunting. However, a 
recent survey showed many 
Texas landowners are unaware 
of liability limits put in place by 
state lawmakers.

The law considers anyone 
whom a landowner gives permis­
sion to use his property for rec­
reation, including fee-paying

hunters, school children, moun­
tain bikers or bird watchers, as 
a recreational guest.

Under this definition, land- 
owners are not required to issue 
warnings about dangerous con­
ditions on their property, in­
spect their property or make re­
pairs to dangerous conditions.

The law does not exempt 
landowners from all liability, but 
does provide a cap for any claim 
as long as the income derived 
from recreational use fees falls

within a certain framework.
A new amendment to the law, 

House Bill 408 passed by the 
78th Texas Legislature, increases 
the allowable recreational use fee 
income from four times to 20 
times the total ad valorem tax 
as essed on the premises during 
the previous year.

Landowners are required to 
purchase liability insurance cov­
erage equal to the caps and those 
premiums are often included in 
a lease fee.

Landowners can also use 
waivers, or legal documents 
signed by guests, intended to re­
lease the landowner from liabil­
ity.

Waivers must meet certain 
criteria to be valid. Before us­
ing a waiver, landowners should 
consult with an attorney.

The fatigue you feel at night

The Bible says that sometimes 
the things we think are valuable 
can actually be robbing us blind.

John 10:10 says that Jesus 
came to give us life more abun­
dantly. If your idea of abundant 
living means physical pleasures 
and escape from this world, I’d 
suggest you need to raise your 
sites a bit higher.

Jesus didn’t live the “good 
life. ” Jesus went without a home 
(Matthew 8:20) and spent his 
ministry helping others by ex­
plaining God’s word and living 
a life of example.

“What must I do to be saved?” (Acts 16:30). In the next verse 
(Acts 16:31) the question is answered,

“Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be 
saved, and thy house. ”

Any way that you use God’s Name, the Lord’s Name, Jesus’ 
Name, other than in a Holy manner, is taking His Name in 
vain.

“For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begot­
ten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, 
but have everlasting life. ” John 3:16
Acts 2:21 and Romans 10:13 indicate that, “whosoever shall 
call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.” In the next 
verse, Romans 10:14 it says, “How then shall they call on him 
in whom they have not believed?” Believing precedes calling 
upon The name of the Lord. Jesus Himself said in John 14:6 “ 
'I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto 
the Father, but bv me.” God reaffirms this truth in 1 Timothy 
2:5 saying “For there is one God, and one mediator between 
God and men, the man Christ Jesus.” When someone says 
“repeat this prayer after me to be saved” it is making people 
feel like they have to “do: something to be saved, other than 
believing. If someone is asked to say a prayer to be saved, 
the person who says the prayer is still on his way to hell, after 
repeating the prayer, if he hasn’t believed in his heart. No­
where in the Bible is it found that a person has to pray a 
prayer to be saved. God does not hear a prayer unless you go 
to God in the name of Jesus Christ, The Only Mediator be­
tween God and man. Jesus Christ is not your Mediator un­
less he is your Lord and Savior. So according to God, the 
steps are, first, you believe in Jesus Christ as your Lord 
and Savior. By believing as Acts 16:31 indicates, you are 
saved! Acts 16:30,31 is the only time in the Bible where the 
question is asked, “what must I do to be saved?” God answer­
ing through Paul said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and 
thou shalt be saved.” By being saved, Jesus Christ is your 
Lord, Savior, and Mediator between God and yourself. Now 
you can pray to God, because you have the Mediator, Jesus 
Christ.

I believe that when a person “prays” to God, without being 
saved, his prayer goes no higher than the ceiling, and God 
probably says, “Who do you think you are, to think that you 
can come to Me, without coming to Me in the only possible 
way that I have set out in My Word? For you come to Me, 
through My Only Begotten Son, Jesus Christ, the One and 
Only Mediator between you and Me.” You don’t just pull Jesus 
Christ out of the air, and say today I want You to get me to 
God, be my go between for God! It doesn’t work that way. 
Jesus Christ is either your Lord and Savior, making Him your 
Mediator, o r , if Jesus Christ is not your Lord and Savior, He is 
not your Mediator. I believe it is very important to stress that 
you are saved bv believing only. John 3:16, probably the 
most quoted verse in the Bible, says that, “whosoever 
believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” 
Again, this passage clearly prescribes believing, not repeat­
ing a prayer. In John 3:4, Nicodemus asks Jesus, “How can a 
man be born when he is old? Can he enter the second time 
into his mother’s womb and be born?” He was asking this in 
regard to Jesus’ statement in John 3:3, that a man needs to 
be born again. Jesus; answer in John 3:5 and following is 
“Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot 
enter into the kingdom of God.” Nowhere does Jesus say, 
pray to be saved, it is always believe.

Years ago, I heard Dr. Donald Grey Barnhouse say “I’m 
deeply offended when I hear a prayer that does not end with 
the idea that God must be approached only through the Name 
and the Being of the Lord Jesus Christ.” Ephesians 1:13 says 
“In whom (Christ) ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word 
of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that 
ye believed, ye were sealed with that Holy Spirit of promise.” 
Romans 10:9 tells us ‘That if thou salt confess with thy mouth 
the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath 
raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. 10For with the 
heart man believeth (first) unto righteousness; and with the 
mouth confession (next) is made unto salvation.” How many 
people have gone to hell or are going to hell by putting their 
trust in the ungodly “pray the sinners prayer” or “repeat this 
prayer after me”, instead of believing John 3:36: “He that 
beleiveth on the Son hath everlasting life: and he that believeth 
not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on 
him.”

Luke 23:39-43 tell us “And one of the malefactors which 
were hanged railed on him, saying, If thou be Christ, save 
thyself and us. But the other answering rebuked him, saying, 
Dost not thou fear God, seeing thou art in the same condem­
nation?41 And we indeed justly; for we receive the due reward 
of our deeds: but this man hath done nothing amiss. 42And he 
said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me when thou comest into 
thy kingdom. 43And Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto 
thee, Today shalt thou be with me in paradise.” In these verses 
in Luke, we see that a man was saved by believing only. The 
malefactor did not, and was not instructed by Jesus, to pray, 
to receive salvation. He said unto Jesus, “Lord, remember me 
when thou comest into thy kingdom. 43And Jesus said unto 
him, Verily I say unto thee, today shalt thou be with me in 
paradise.” You don’t fool Jesus. Jesus knew that this man 
believed in Him; that this man believed that this Jesus that 
he was talking with was the Lord, The Messiah, the Only 
Begotten Son of God, the Savior, and in believing, the man 
was saved. Now if you think that you have to pray first, repeat 
first, cr anything first, before believing, why did Jesus tell 
him “today thou shalt be with Me in paradise?” Or if there is a 
need to do for anything to go along with believing, why didn’t 
Jesus tell him what that was? Jesus doesn’t make mistakes! 
God’s Word is true. You don’t (really you can’t), add to or 
take away from God's Word, and it be true. Just leave His 
Word alone, and do what God said, believe. Psalm 119:89 
“For ever, O Lord, thy word is settled in heaven.” Revelations 
22:18,1918For I testify unto every man that heareth the words 
of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these 
things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in 
this book: 19And if any man shall take away from the words of 
the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of 
the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things 
which are written in this book.”Take your Bible and check the 
references that we contained herein-nothing added to and noth­
ing taken away; and when you hear “the plan of salvation" 
from anyone, get your Bible out and see if it is God speaking 
or “someone’s” idea. I can’t see “ten steps” to salvation, I can 
see only one step: believe. The malefactor on the cross had 
but one step, and he took it. You, I, we all have “one step,” 
believe. Please take it, and beleive in the Lord Jesus Christ 
for your salvation.
