Montalvo refuses gullty plea

It’s been over six years since
Joe Montalvo was indicted on
charges of theft and abuse of of-
ficial capacity, but it looks like
the Kinney County commis-
sioner will finally have his day
in court — again.

Montalvo, whose original
December 1998 trial ended with
Judge George Thurmond declar-
ing a mistrial, rejected a plea bar-
gain Tuesday during a hearing.

Thurmond, who has since re-
tired as district judge, offered
Montalvo a $1 fine and deferred
adjudication during the hearing
Tuesday at.the Courthouse.

“It would be a conviction of
moral turpitude,” said Rogelio
Munoz of Uvalde, Montalvo’s
attorney, after his client rejected
the. proposal.

Thurmond overruled Mu-
noz’s motion to dismiss the case.
He did say, however, that he
would dismiss the case if a re-
trial was not held by the end of

the year.

“It has been very nerve-rack-
ing,” Montalvo said on the
stand Tuesday. “It has been very
embarrassing.”

Montalvo and former County

Judge Tommy Seargeant were
indicted by the grand jury in
July 1997 and arrested on
charges of theft and abuse of of-
ficial capacity after guard rails
donated to the county were used
on a privately-owned roping
arena in Spofford.

District Attorney Fred
Hernandez asked Montalvo
Tuesday if the guard rails were
still at the roping arena, and the
commissioner nodded his head
in agreement.

Munoz offered to return the

guard rails, but that Montalvo
would not admit to guilt.

“I don’t care about the guard
rails,” Thurmond said. “You
can keep the guard rails.”

Seargeant was acquitted in
December of 1997. Montalvo
went to trial the next month, but
Thurmond was forced to declare
a mistrial.

“They didn’t have a hung
jury in that case — one juror
refused to vote,” Thurmond said
Tuesday. “I’ve never had that
come up before.”

1In conspiracy

DEL RIO — Former Brack-
ettville resident Justin Coates is
one of over a dozen men indicted
by a federal grand jury as a re-
sult of a drug trafficking case
that began nearly nine months
ago with the arrest of Casey Bob
Hutto of Del Rio.

Coates” was indicted on one
count of conspiracy to possess
marijuana with the intent of dis-
tributing it and one count of con-
spiracy to import marijuana.

U.S. Magistrate Judge Den-
nis Green ordered last week that
Coates, 26, of Uvalde, be de-
tained until the outcome of the
charges against him.

During the hearing, Senior
Special Agent Donald Bynum of
the Bureau of Immigration and
Customs Enforcement testified
that Coates confessed to his part
in the conspiracy.

Bynum also told the court
that Coates had tipped off at

“least-one other co-conspirator in

the case, a San Antonio woman
arrested earlier.

Bynum said he had counseled
Coates not to notify other tar-
gets of the federal investigation,
but when the woman was ar-

rested, she told officers “she had

been warned by Mr. Coates of
law enforcement’s intention.”

“He did say he had talked to
her, and that he had warned
her,” Bunym testified.

New school nutrition policy
bans certain drinks, snacks

An amendment to last year’s
junk food ban in Texas schools
means more students will have
less access to “foods of minimal
nutritional value,” according to
Texas Agriculture Commis-
sioner Susan Combs.

The previous policy, which
went into effect during the 2002-
03 year, prohibited schools from
selling junk food — like soft
drinks, hard candies, gum drops
and chewing gum — in cafete-
rias or eating areas such as out-
door commons areas with pic-
nic benches. The ban applied to
all grade levels during meal pe-
riods. But if these foods were
sold outside of a food service
area, such as in a hallway, or
between classes, sales were not
restricted.

The amended policy prohib-
its elementary students’- access
to sodas, certain candy and gum
at any time during the school
day. Middle school and high
school students still will not be

allowed access during meal pe-.

riods.

“Schools must assume a more
active role in providing nutri-
tious food and in limiting access
to foods of minimal nutritional
value to school children in their
daily care,” said Susan Combs,
Texas agriculture commissioner,
who is responsible for the
changes. “This is not the silver
bullet. Eskimo Pies are OK and
Snickers are OK because of the
federal guidelines we have.”

At Jones Elementary School,
officials have gone beyond the
scope of the law.

“We understand that the kids
can have chocolate, but we’re not
allowing any type of candy,”
said Paula Renken, principal at
Jones Elementary School.

Teachers at the local elemen-
tary used to use candy as a re-
ward for their students.

“We had to rethink the way
that we’re going to reward kids,”
Renken said. “I have seen the
teachers using more homework
passes, free locker passes, extra
recess and computer time —
more intangible things rather
than candy. I've seen them com-

ing out with fruit, crackers and
things like that, rather than the
sugar. It’s a new mind-set.”

Foods with minimal nutri-
tional value are defined as wa-
ter ices such as Popsicles, chew-
ing gum and certain candies
where the predominant ingredi-
ent is sugar. This includes hard
candy, marshmallow candies and
licorice.

Students can stlll brmg these
foods from home in their
lunches. And it would still be
possible for a middle school
child to buy a soda in between.
classes and bring it to lunch.
However, during an elementary
school room party, parents
would not be permitted to bring
in a 2-liter of soda and share it
with the entire class because that
would qualify as serving stu-
dents.

Alma Gutierrez, a first grade
teacher at Jones Elementary, said
her students’ parents were recep-
tive to the new statute.

“They were very excited to
see that no treats were going to
be coming to school,” she said.

Joseph Dwane Shipman died
Sunday, Aug. 24, 2003, of com-
plications from erfiphysema.

Shipman was born in Del Rio
on.-July 23, 1930, to Charles
Berry Shipman Sr., a well dig-
ger in 1930s and ’40s Texas, and
Telitha Cordelia “Delia”

Through his mother’s side of
the family, J.D was the second
great-grandson of Jospeph C.

Shipman served his country
many years in occupied Ger-
many after World War II, Korea
and Vietnam.

He received the National
Defense Service Medal with the
first oak leaf cluster and the
Army Commendation Medal
with the first oak leaf cluster, the
Bronze Star, Good Conduct
Medal, Armed Forces Expedi-
tionary Medal (Korea), Vietnam
Campaign Medal with Device 60
and the Vietnam Service Medal.

After fulfilling his service in
occupied Germany, which 'in-
cluded the “Big Lift,” J.D. went
to Alaska where he became a
school teacher. He later reen-
tered the service for a second
term of activity where he was a
sergeant in Korea.

While later in the “Killing
Fields” of North Vietnam, he
was subjected to Agent Orange
where he succumbed to debili-
tating disorders. He was later
given an honorable discharge
and returned home.

Shipman became totally dis-
abled and finally had to go to
the Hill Country Nursing Home
in Kerrville.

Gutierrez added.

If an elementary school has
soda machines available to stu-
dents, it must change the con-
tent to juice, tea or water. Stu-
dents at Jones Elementary, do
not have access to any vending
machines.

Middle schools and high
schools cannot have carbonated
beverages that are larger than 12
ounces. Existing contracts for
20-ounce bottles will be permit-
ted, but when the contract is up,
the school must trade the 20-
ounce bottles for 12-ounce cans.

Brackett ISD currently has
five vending machines, which
do contain 20-ounce bottles, and

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History scholars will profit
from Neal’s accurate research

Bill Haenn discussed “Valor
Across The Lone Star; the con-
gressional Medal of Honor Re-
cipients on the Frontier,” a book
written by Charles M. Neal Jr.,
at last week’s Brackettville Ro-
tary Club meeting.

Haenn’s invitation to review
the book came out of his appear-
ance at the Texas Historical So-
ciety meeting in El Paso last
spring where he showed the Lt.
French Diary. This resulted in
an invitation from the New
Mexico Historical Review, the
official publication of the Uni-
versity of Mexico, to do a 500-
to 600-word review for its read-
ers.

The Texas Historical Associa-

tion, an important publisher, is-,

sued the Neal book, and Haenn
said it is expensive and an im-
pressive piece of work. The au-
thor was a high school teacher
who spent 25 years researching
the book, and the last half of its
contents covers that research. A
biography is included on every
recipient in Texas during the
frontier period.

Neal’s father served in the
Fifth Cavalry Division at Fort
Clark in the 1940s, so Neal
lived on the fort as a young man
during its days as a guest ranch.
Fort Clark, therefore, plays a
strong role in the book.

Haenn said there is an amaz-
ing amount of detail about the
four Medal of Honor recipients
buried in the Seminole Cem-
etery. He added that he had

added five names to his own list
of recipients who had served at
Fort Clark from Neal’s research.
Neal spent a lot of time at the
National Archives, where con-
tainers housing massive amounts
of information are kept. Neal
explored small boxes of
McKenzie’s hand-written dis-
patched-dusty bundles tied with
ribbons. As a result of Neal’s
meticulous resewrch, many inac-
curate stories have been replaced
with facts, names and places.
During the 1870s, many In-
dian wars took place as Indians
left the reservations and pushed
into the Texas panhandle. Dur-
ing this time, many requests for
medals were submitted. Many
lacked a lot of detail about the
actual circumstances. Many of
the incidents reported sounded

like John Wayne movies.

After 1875, no more wars
took place in Texas, although
one occurred in 1891 outside of
Brownsville across the Rio
Grande. In the 1960s, an offi-
cial investigation began to vali-
date the incidences and the mer-
its of the requests. Some were
revoked. Later, some of these
were reinstated. Each delivery
of a medal is carefully recorded
to assure that they are given to
the right person.

History scholars will profit
from Neal’s uncompromising ac-
curacy in his research. Rotarians
benefit from Haenn’s unrelent-
ing interest in history.

The Rotary exchange student
will be the focus of today’s meet-
ing as he is expected to have ar-
rived in Brackettville.
