Amending the Constitution

amendment election. Texas voters passed all 22 proposed amendments.

Texans pass 22 amendments

Of 587 proposed amend-
ments to the Texas Constitution,
410 amendments have been
added to the document since it
was first adopted in 1876.

Texas voters voted Saturday
to add another 22 amendments,
affecting everything from civil
liability caps to home mortgage
issues to property tax freezes for
the elderly and disabled.

All 22 proposed amendments
were passed in the state election.
Tony Proffitt, d veteran Austin-
based political consultant, said
the campaign for Proposition 12,
a highly charged tort-reform pro-
posal, drove the results.

“Those voters said ‘yes’ and
then just ‘yes” on down the bal-
lot,” Proffitt told the San Anto-
nio Express-News.

Proposition 12, which allows
the state legisiature to cap non-
economic damages in civil law-
suits, was passed by 51 percent
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of the voters statewide and 64
percent of Kinney County’s vot-
ers who cast ballots.

Kinney County had 313 vot-
ers participate in the election,
including 138 early voters and
175 voting on Saturday.

“We had a very low turnout,
but this is normal for this type
of election,” County Clerk Dora
Sandoval said.

“People just don’t turn out
for the constitutional amend-
ment elections. I guess they’re
not really interested,” Sandoval
added.

Saturday’s local turnout in-
cluded 49 voters in Precinct 1,
58 in Precinct 2, nine in Pre-
cinct 3 and 59 in Precinct 4.

Kinney County voters voted
against five of the proposed
amendments:

H Proposition 2, which in-
creases from six months to two
years the time period during

Brackettville commemorates signing of the U.S. Constltutlon

Brackettville Mayor Carmen
Berlanga signed a proclamation
designating Sept. 17-23 as Con-
stitution Week, celebrating the
anniversary of the signing of the
United States Constitution.

Members of the Uvalde de las
Encinas Chapter of the Daugh-
ters of the American Revolution
are asking citizens to take a few
minutes to think about the
meaning and significance of the
incredible document.

Its signing on Sept. 17, 1787,
completed only the first act in
the drama of the U.S. Constitu-
tion. The real test was whether
it would be accepted by the
people.

“The first question that offers
itself is whether the general form
and aspect of the government be
strictly republican. It is evident
that no other form would be rec-
oncilable with the genius of the
people of America, with the fun-
damental principles of the Revo-
lution, or with that honorable
determination which animates
every votary of freedom to rest
all our political experiments on
the capacity of mankind for self-
government,” Federalist Papers
No. 39 says.

In some state ratification con-

ventions, the vote was very
close, especially in three of the

largest and most powerful states:
Massachusetts (187-168), Vir-
ginia (89-79) and New York (30-
27). But by the autumn of 1788,
every state except North Caro-
lina and Rhode Island had rati-
fied, and the first elections of
federal representatives and sena-
tors sent many of the Constitu-
tional Convention delegates to
Congress to help put the new
government into operation.

“It was done by bargain and
compromise, yet notwithstand-
ing its imperfections, on the
adoption of it depends. ..whether
or not we shall become a re-
spectable nation,” said Nicho-
las Gilman, a convention del-
egate from New Hampshire.

In the spring of 1789, the first
U.S. Congress convened and
George Washington was inaugu-
rated as the first president.

The First Congress has been
likened to a second constitu-
tional convention. It created the
executive (cabinet) departments
and the federal judiciary, chose
the site for the national capital,
wrote the Bill of Rights and sent
it to the states for ratification,
and witnessed the first stirrings
of what would become a two-
party system.

The years 1787-1791 were
creative, a seminal period in

No. 2: It seems, contrary to
the opinion of the Swedish po-
lice, who seem to be lost in the
throes of denial, that not every-
one in Europe wants to give up
their sovereignty to a group of
foreigners whose good will is at
best suspect.

Did you know that the Euro
is now worth more than the dol-
lar? According to the exchange
rates last week, the Euro is worth
1.1175 dollars. Also, the Euro-
pean Union is growing at an as-
tonishing rate. Now Turkey, Es-
tonia, Croatia, Slovenia, Slova-
kia, Bulgaria, Latvia, Poland,
Romania and others are vying
for membership.

Does this frighten you? It
should!

The most dangerous enemy
we face now is not Iraq, North

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cial domination from the con-
glomerate of European nations
calling itself the European
Union.

The United States is already
riddled with foreign-owned in-
dustry.

More troops needed in Iraq

Operation Iraqi Freedom was
the most widely-covered war in
our nation’s history.

For the first time, reporters
and camera crews were embed-
ded in military units beaming
live pictures of the conflict back
to the United States, providing
real time battlefield updates. Yet
round-the-clock coverage does
not begin to come close to the
experience of seeing, hearing
and feeling the danger firsthand.

I recently traveled to the
Middle East to visit our troops
and assess the situation in per-
son. What I found is troubling.

I'have often traveled overseas
to talk with our troops to better
understand their living condi-
tions, their needs and the threats
they face.

But what I saw in Iraq was
unlike anything I’d seen in the
Balkans, even at the height of
the conflict there.

The situation in Iraq is far
more treacherous than we antici-
pated. Conflict continues. The
battle has shifted. Following a
brilliant conventional military
campaign, our troops now wage
unconventional warfare. Every
day, they defend against guer-
rilla-type tactics. Americans are
being ambushed and danger
lurks around every corner.

That point was brought home
to me in a profound and dramatic
way. I was within 5 miles of the
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United Nations compound in
Baghdad when a truck bomb
killed 23 people, including the
top U.N. envoy to Iraq. Our
leaders on the ground believe
the remnants of -Saddam
Hussein’s regime are trying to
stop the progress of rebuilding
Iraq. But they also believe ter-
rorists are coming over the bor-
der from Iran, Syria and Saudi
Arabia.

It is clear we are stretched too
thin in Iraq. We need more
troops to help restore order and
keep the peace. Not necessarily
more U.S. troops — troops from
the North Atlantic Treaty Orga-
nization and nations in the re-
gion that have a stake in the suc-
cess of this mission could be im-
mensely helpful.

The war on terrorism is on-
going and escalating.

The escalation of violence
throughout the Middle East and
around the globe is a clarion call
to all nations of the earth. This
is not just an American problem.

If terrorism succeeds against
Western nations, it will be

turned on Islamic governments
that are not considered extreme
enough. Some of our allies in
the war on terror are doing their
part, but it is not enough.

Moderate Arab countries must
also join in the fight. Standing
on the sidelines implies silent
support for terrorist actions.

A coalition of Muslim forces
participating with security and
reconstruction efforts in Iraq
would signal not only solidar-
ity, but a genuine desire to cre-
ate a peaceful and prosperous
region. It could help our human
intelligence capabilities as well.

Our country has called our
troops to duty and they have
readily answered the call. But
they are living in very harsh con-
ditions, and they are living in
danger.

If we are going to continue
the high operations tempo of
peacekeeping, fighting a war on
terrorism while remaining pre-
pared to fight elsewhere, we need
more soldiers and the support of
other nations in the Middle East.
Failure is not an option.

If we don’t bring this battle
to the terrorists, they will bring
it to us — again — on U.S. soil.

Sept. 11, 2001, is not a dis-
tant memory. It is a constant re-
minder of the menace of terror-
ism. We must stamp it out.
Peace, security and the future of
our civilization demand it.

Brackett has enjoyed a lot of
success in the young football
season, but the Tigers may face
their toughest task to date when
they face the Cotulla Cowboys
Friday night at 7:30 at Tiger
Stadium.

Expert says too few are beingvaCcinated against flu

AUSTIN — Not enough
people in this country are re-
ceiving flu vaccines, and dea'thS
and hospitalizations are surging
as a result, a national expert on
influenza told Texas physicians.

“This is an alarming situation
that really challenges the medi-
cal community to find better
ways to deliver vaccines,” said
Dr. W. Paul Glezen, head of the
preventive medicine sectign in
the Department of Pediatrics at
Baylor College of Medicine at
Houston.

Ideally, 160 million doses are
available.

Glezen sees hope on the ho-
rizon, though, in the form of a
nasal spray flu vaccine expected
to gain FDA approval next year.
He spoke to several h_undred
doctors during an education ses-
sion at the Texas Medical Asso-
ciation Winter Conference.

The flu is spread primarily by
school children and working
adults, Glezen said. Already,
schools throughout Texas have

been closed from the influenza
B/Hong Kong flu) outbreaks in
recent weeks. : _

A study released in January

by the Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention showed a
substantial increase in the num-
ber of flu deaths during the past
20 years despite an increase in
the supply and rate of flu vac-
cines. :
The average number of deaths
caused by the flu virus increased
from 20,000 in the 1970s to
36,000 in the 1990s, the study
reported.

Glezen said that due to an
aging population, rapid trans-
mission of the flu virus, and in-
creased urbanization, hospital-
izations also are up dramatically,
particularly among infants and
the elderly. Without interven-
tion, these trends will continue.

Rates of vaccinations are not
where they need to be. Only 67
percent of persons ages 65 and
older, the highest risk popula-
tion, receive annual flu vaccines.

Children with asthma and
other respiratory ailments also
should be given flu shots, but
the rate in this group is a dismal
9 to 25 percent. Even health care
workers are remiss in getting
necessary vaccinations, with
barely one-third having annual
inoculations.

Glezen said new strategies are
needed to offer greater protec-
tion against flu and its compli-
cations, and those remedies are
on the horizons.

Clinical trials of a nasal spray
vaccine, known as the cold-
adapted influenza vaccine-triva-
lent (CAIC-T), are promising.
One of the major trials is taking
place in Central Texas in
Temple-Belton, Bryan-College
Station and Waco. The trial in-
volves children 18 months to 18
years.

Early results show that chil-
dren receiving the nasal vaccine
are protected for two years
against variant strains of flu.
Studies also show annual immu-

nization of school children sig-
nificantly reduces the incidence
of respiratory illness among
adults in a community.

By making it easier for chil-
dren and working adults to be
vaccinated, Glezen says enor-
mous progress can be made, in-
cluding substantial medical cost
savings, decreased absenteeism,
and fewer flu hospitalizations
and deaths. The nasal spray vac-
cine is anticipated to gain FDA
approval next year, Glezen said.

The flu season in Texas typi-
cally runs from November to
March. Health officials urge vac-
cinations at any point during the
flu season.
