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Council continues to reduce city debt
City’s gas bill cut to $48,034

The City of Brackettville is 
continuing to reduce its debt, 
according to City Council mem­
bers. Alderwomen Mary Flores 
reviewed the city’s finances last 
week at the monthly City Coun­
cil meeting.

In May, officials learned the 
city owed $83,034 to West 
Texas Gas. The debt is now 
down to $48,034.

The $17,356.70 debt to

Waste Management has been 
paid off, Flores said.

The city owed $13,033.77 in 
federal payroll taxes in May, but 
that debt has since been de­
creased to $5,175.40

Flores said deposits for the 
month of September included 
$31,527.01 in the utility ac­
count, $15,008.26 in city opera­
tions account and $4,729.50 for 
the landfill. The city also re­
ceived $4,376.06 from the state 
comptroller for sales tax.

City officials were once con-

sidering a $204,766.44 loan 
from the Bank & Trust, but ap­
parently have abandoned the 
idea.

State officials have been in­
vestigating the city’s financies 
after learning that the city’s to­
tal cash assets decreased 97 per­
cent over the last five years. 
Council members blame former 
city manager David Luna on the 
financial crisis, but Luna has 
said that Mayor Carmen Ber- 
langa was aware of the situation 
as early as last year.

W ater district 
changes rules

BISD plans to build new band hall

Members of the Fighting Ti­
ger Band will soon have a new 
home to rehearse. The Brackett 
ISD trustees voted last week to 
move forward with plans to 
build a new band hall.

The new building is a prior­
ity of the school district’s long- 
range planning committe be­
cause of increasing enrollment 
in the band program.

The band, which includes stu­

dents in seventh through 12th 
grades, is larger than it has been 
in over 20 years with 47 mem­
bers. The group includes only 
one senior and one junior, but 
there are 69 students entering 
band in the fifth and sixth 
grades, respectively.

“The band is becoming very 
popular,” Superintendent Bobby 
Templeton said. “We figured 
that if even half of those stu­
dents stay in band, we’ll have a. 
minimum of 75 students iiTtwo 
years.” / '

The committee discussed re­
modelling the existing band 
hall, built in 1962, or adding on 
to it, but decided erecting a new 
building would be more cost-ef­
fective.

“What our architect (John 
Graves) said is, if you’re look­
ing at remodeling, you’re going 
to be spending just about as 
much money as you would on a 
new facility,” board president 
Henry Lutz said.

School officials also consid­
ered other arrangements for the

band.
“We discussed moving the 

band to the gym during those 
periods,” Templeton said. “As 
it stands right now, there’s not 
enough space to accomodate 
that many kids. The chairs just 
won’t fit in there.”

The new band hall will be 
constructed on the northeast cor­
ner of the Brackett ISD property, 
located in the center of town.

“We would like to have it fin­
ished by August,” Graves told 
the board members.

Kinney County Groundwater 
Conservation District board 
members adopted two changes 
to the district’s rules.

The directors approved the 
changes Thursday. The revi­
sions were proposed by Paul 
Terrill, an Austin attorney rep­
resenting local landowners. He 
presented those changes to the 
board earlier this week.

Board members Don Hood, 
Christopher Ring, Cecil Smith 
and Bob Young voted for the re­
visions, while Director Chuck 
Hall opposed. Darlene Shahan 
and Hadley Wardlaw abstained.

Smith said the rules had been 
available to the public for a 
week prior to the adoption of the 
changes, but officials in the 
County Clerk’s Office said the 
revised rules weren’t provided 
to their office until the day be­
fore the meeting.

Hood said the district would 
“maintain a two-tier system, but 
... extend the historic use period 
under the current rules so that 
it begins on Jan. 1, 1960.”

Terrill had questioned the 
two-tiered system involving ex­
isting and historic users, and 
objected to citizens’ inability to 
claim historic use prior to 1972 
under the current rules.

“If someone can prove up 
historic use, I think they should 
get it,” he said. “Somebody that 
has water use from the ’40s or 
the ’50s or the ’60s may indeed 
have a harder time proving it up. 
They’re not going to have the 
same sort of aerial photographs. 
People that were farming at the 
time may be dead. They’re go­
ing to have proof problems.

“From a legal standpoint, 
under the water code, if some­
body can prove up historic use,

there ought not be any differ­
ence between somebody who has 
use in 1973 versus somebody 
who has use in 1963 or 1953.

Another change in the rules 
makes it mandatory rather than 
permissive that the board estab­
lish a reduced fee for ground- 
water on land under contract with 
the Conservation Reserve Pro­
gram.

Terrill represents two land- 
owners involved in the federal 
program, where landowners re­
ceive annual rental payments 
and cost-share assistance to es­
tablish long-term, resource con­
serving covers on farmland.

“The way your rules are set 
up right now, they will have to 
pay users fees for water that they 
have a permit for, but for which 
they are contractually barred 
from using for irrigation for ap­
proximately eight years,” he 
said. “I would ask the board to 
suspend those fees or in some­
way address that specific situa­
tion for land that is in CRP.

“I think it’s only fair that you 
don’t pay user fees for water that 
you’re not using. In addition to 
that, I think it has the added 
benefit of promoting conserva­
tion in the district,” he added.

Following the conclusion of 
the rehearing on the rules, the 
directors adopted a new fee for 
CRP land during its regular 
meeting.

The district’s fee for ground- 
water used for agriculture is $1 
per acre-foot per year. The board 
established a fee of 25 cents per 
acre-foot for water used by land- 
owners under a CRP contract.

The fee was established in a 
resolution that Smith said was 
“hammered out by the parties 
concerned.”

The new fee was approved by 
a 6-1 vote with Shahan oppos­
ing.

Pow Wow.

The Pow Wow is set for this 
weekend. The casino grounds 
are in Eagle Pass.

Native American tribal mem­
bers and non-Native Americans 
from Texas and throughout the 
southwest will be present for this 
monumental event, which will 
highlight nationally recognized 
tribal dances.

The Pow Wow is free and 
open to the public.

Pow Wow events will begin 
on Friday. A ribbon-cutting cer­
emony and opening reception 
will be held at 5:30 p.m.

The reception will include in­
vited federal, state and local of­
ficials. There will be special rec­
ognition for George Whitewater, 
who is a U.S. World War II vet­
eran and a member of the 
Kickapoo Tribe. Tribal members 
will be presented in traditional 
regalia. There will also be other 
special recognitions.

At 7 p.m., a concert will be 
held featuring nationally recog­
nized Native American musical 
artists Axiom, Dennis Banks and 
Litefoot.

On Saturday, the Pow Wow 
begins at 11 a.m. with the dance 
contests. All age groups will be 
represented in the categories for 
competition. Prize money will 
be awarded to the best dancers.

Other activities to be held 
throughout the weekend include 
a vendor area, featuring tradi­
tional Native American items 
and other arts and crafts, a car 
show, a motorcycle show, a 
“cabalgata,” which is a horse 
trail ride, and a trick horse per­
formance.

Changes in the church 
represent spiritual grown

There is a new look to the 
$20 bill. Have you seen it? The 
frame around old “Stonewall” 
has disappeared and there is a 
distinct hue of light green and 
peach across the face of the bill.

Close examination reveals 
other subtle changes, such as the 
denomination $20 printed in 
miniature across the reverse side 
and the addition of a nearly in­
visible eagle. It’s a progressive 
change building on the redesign 
of the $20 note over a decade 
ago.

But of course, it’s still money. 
You can spend it and use it any­
where you’d use the old $20 and 
it’s accepted easily.

Our needs today are a little 
bit different from when the old 
bills were designed. Counterfeit­
ers have become more sophisti­
cated, and so the bill changes. 
But it is still money, dinero, 
cash, scratch, dough, pay.

The thing that makes it money 
is that its value comes from the 
outfit that created it — the U.S. 
Treasury.

Even though it has been many 
years since you could exchange 
a U.S. bank note for silver or 
gold, the reputation of the U.S. 
government for solvency and 
honesty stands behind that bill. 
U.S. currency is the standard by 
which other national currencies

are judged.
Today, when we see so many 

changes in our society, we tend 
to want to avoid change, espe­
cially in the most intimate areas 
of our lives. This is especially 
true in the area of faith.

We often want the same 
hymns, the same forms of wor­
ship, the same congregation. Yet 
it only takes a little thought to 
realize that worship today is 
very little like what it was a mil­
lennia or even a century ago.

Sunday School is a recent in­
novation in Christian practice, 
having less than two centuries 
of tradition. Grand organs are 
certainly no older than 11 cen­
turies, choirs perhaps 18 centu­
ries.

Scripture readings became 
more common after the 14th cen­
tury, but private Bible reading 
has only occurred since the ad­
vent of literacy in the last few 
centuries. In short, the church 
has changed progressively 
across the last 2,000 years or so.

But of course, it’s still the 
church. You can go into a Chris­
tian church in almost any coun­
try of the world and hear the 
gospel proclaimed and experi­
ence the traditional Lord’s Sup­
per.

It’s a little different, of course 
— every country’s idea of bread
