Final inspection of detention 
center scheduled for Nov. 12

During a special meeting of 
the Kinney County Commission­
ers Court last Monday it was 
announced that the tentative date 
for the final inspection of the 
Kinney County Detention Cen­
ter is Nov. 12 with Nov. 20 as 
the tentative date for the dedi­
cation of the building. Bills for 
the Detention Center were re­
viewed and approved.

The Commissioners voted to 
ratify the county judge’s signa­
ture as officer of the Indigent 
Defense formula grant. The In­
digent Formula grant is a grant 
that the County receives from 
Texas Task Force for Indigent 
Defense. This yearly grant helps

to pay attorneys who are ap­
pointed to represent defendants 
who cannot afford one.

Commissioners voted to au­
thorize issuance of a new request 
for proposals concerning the Kin­
ney County Clock Tower. The 
bids for the original specs for 
the project called for the resto­
ration of the whole clock tower 
and were much more expensive 
than anticipated. The new specs 
will be for only the dome roof 
portion of the tower. Other res­
toration of the clock tower will 
be addressed at a later time. 
Commissioner Francie Wiley 
continues to work with the 
Texas Historical Commission on 
restoring the courthouse.

Several budget adjustments 
were approved for clarification

in closing the 03-04 fiscal year. 
The adjustments showed income 
and expenditures for the Indigent 
Healthcare Program, Tobacco 
Compliance Grant and the 
Southwest Border Prosecution 
Grant and Operation Stone Gar­
den funds.

Operation Stone Garden is a 
federally funded program that 
pays border area law enforce­
ment officers such as Deputy 
Sheriffs and Game Wardens to 
assist Border Patrol officers as 
part of the Homeland Security 
programs. The program compen­
sates officers when they work 
overtime assisting the federal 
officers.

The next regular meeting of 
Commissioners Court is sched­
uled for November 8, 2004.

Are water districts all they’re cracked up to be?

Remember how Rio Nuevo, 
a major water marketer in Far 
West Texas, was genuflecting to 
water districts? Anxious to fol­
low their rules? Why was that if 
water districts are so good at 
managing groundwater? Why 
would Rio Nuevo buy into a 
district’s management of Rio 
Nuevo’s water if the district 
could control Rio N uevo’s 
abuses? Maybe the explanation 
is that Rio Nuevo was not too 
worried about water districts. 
Maybe, just maybe, water dis­
tricts are not all they’re cracked 
up to be. Uh oh. That’s not what 
we are being told, repeatedly. 
W ho’s right? The districts 
(“We’re great”), or Rio Nuevo 
(“Not worried”)?

A few years ago, most land- 
owners were opposed to water 
districts, myself included. Now, 
we are supporters, myself in­
cluded again. After all, even 
though water districts may not 
be all that great, they are all we 
have. Why? Because the legis-

lature said so. Landowners went 
from con to pro — by default, 
no other choices. But were we 
right then, or are we right now? 
Water districts are, after all, yet 
another governmental entity. 
And, like ajl governmental en­
tities, they are subject to abuse.

And you are subject to their 
abuse.

Think regulation. Think 
heavy-handed. Think the 5th 
Amendment — taking your pri­
vate property without just com­
pensation. Because that’s what 
regulations can do. Especially 
regulations that are heavy- 
handed.

Heavy-handed? Imagine that 
you have just bought the pretti­
est twenty-five acres you ever 
saw. It’s got a mountain (well, a 
small hill anyway) and a creek. 
The trouble comes when you re­
alize that the only place, topo­
graphically, where you can drill 
a well for your dream house is 
fifty feet from your property 
line. Depending on the water 
district’s rules, maybe that’s not 
a problem. Unfortunately for 
you, your district has a 100-foot

spacing rule — and is proud of 
it. The directors’ attitude is, 
“Give ’em an inch and they’ll 
take a mile. We know what’s 
best ’cause we’re the directors.” 
Now, Mr. Landowner, you do 
have a problem.

What if you drill a well with­
out a drilling permit? Well, 
whether it’s a driver’s license or 
a drilling permit, if you’re sup­
posed to get one, you’d better 
have one. But maybe you don’t 
realize you need a permit. Or 
maybe you filed an application 
with the district and never heard 
back, and assumed that meant 
the application had been ap­
proved.

So, you drilled a well with 
no permit. What happens? Our 
district sent a letter reminding 
the driller that you need a per­
mit before you drill. Not a big 
deal. In another district, the 
driller was told to cap the well 
and, initially, to pull the casing 
out of the ground (which is to 
say, ruin the well and take the 
ow ner’s property). Heavy- 
handed? “We report, you de­
cide.”

Why do you even need a 
drilling permit? Why do water 
districts think that they need to 
get in your business and tell you 
what to do on your land? Good 
question. The answer is that the 
Texas Legislature decided that 
water is too important to be left 
up to individuals. You need a 
big brother. A governmental big 
brother. The only question is 
whether your new big brother 
lives in Austin or Alpine. There’s 
really not much question that 
Austin bureaucrats are not too 
loveable. Neither are local bu­
reaucrats, for that matter, but at 
least we can identify' them and, 
theoretically, talk to them. So 
local is better, right? They are 
your neighbors, after all.

Neighbor bureaucrats are 
probably better than Austin bu­
reaucrats. Probably: Got any 
stubborn neighbors? Any stupid 
neighbors? Any with an ego? 
Any on a power trip? Any that 
are just plain mean?

Other than being heavy- 
handed, are there other water 
district abuses? What about po­
lice power? That’s kind of a scary

term . Think W ater Police. 
Worse, think Water Gestapo. 
“Open the gate, Bozo, I’m com­
ing in and I mean now.” De­
pending on whether a water dis­
trict believes in voluntary com­
pliance or water police, we may 
have a problem. I don’t want the 
Water Gestapo. And I don’t want 
people demanding access to my 
property for their purposes.

What else? What other prob­
lems? What other abuses?

What about policy? All gov­
ernmental entities can, to a de­
gree, set policy. Their policy 
becomes your policy, like it or 
not. Will it be a water district’s 
policy to put the protection of 
private property rights on the 
same stage as the protection of 
water? Or will private property 
rights play second fiddle in this 
band? If you’ve got water zeal­
ots for directors, look out. They 
can do some real damage to your 
property rights. Like impose 
rules that essentially take away 
your water. Or tell you what you 
can or can’t do with it.

Confused about who is telling 

the truth concerning the water 
board election? Small wonder with 
the half truths, misleading state­
ments and in some instances bla­
tant lies being told. Some of which 
have actually run in advertise­
ments in this paper. We couldn’t 
hope to clear everything up but 
here are a few facts that may help.

Regarding the $17,500 men­
tioned in Cecil Smith’s advertise­
ment two weeks ago, that money 
came from the Kinney County 
Farmer and Rancher Coalition 
(KCFRC). Acopy of the check and 
cover letter were obtained through 
an open records request, both 
were signed by Joe York, Jr.

The fact that the money went 
straight to the attorney is irrel­
evant, it was a $17,500 gift to the 
district, period. The board mem­
bers have continually denied any 
knowledge of who contributed 
these funds.

If you believe that; you prob­
ably also believe a secret group 
would spend that much money, 
with no hidden agenda, taking no 
credit, all for the benefit of the 
community alone.

The coalition also spent be­
tween $25,000 and $49,999 during 
the last legislative session on a 
lobbyist. Why did the coalition 
need to hire a lobbyist? What was 
he lobbying for?

Tully Shahan represents the 
KCFRC as their attorney. The 
group has received contributions 
from as least two board members, 
Hadley Wardlaw and Chris Ring. 
York and Shahan both refuse to 
answer questions concerning 
who are members of the group.

The first day of permit hear­
ings Stuart Henry represented the 
KCFRC until it was discovered 
Wardlaw and Ring had contrib­
uted and/or were members of the 
KCFRC. Board members can not 
rule on a permit hearing they are 
protesting, that’s a conflict of in­
terest. Henry now claims to repre­
sent individuals, some of who are 
members of the KCFRC.

A1 Blair is an expert witness 
testifying on behalf of many per­
mit protesters represented by 
Henry. During a recent hearing 
Shahan and Blair testified that 
Blair represents the KCFRC.

Do you think its ethical or le­
gal for water board members to be 
paying for a witness to protest 
permits the board will grant or 
deny?

Now another group has sur­
faced, Save Our Water (SOW). 
SOW recently mailed out false in­
formation on a number of permit­
tees.

Numerous people on their hit 
list do not have legal representa­
tion as claimed by SOW. In addi­
tion, the water claimed numbers 
are wrong. Existing and historic 
use claimed are not cumulative.

You would think the board 
members SOW supports would 
clear this up. Yeah, when pigs fly !

SOW also claims only 15,000 
acre feet have ever been produced 
annually in Kinney County. The 
statement was initially made by 
Tully Shahan at a July 23 meeting 
on Fort Clark Springs. The meet­
ing was supposed to be about the 
fort seeking to become a munici­
pality. Shahan and Toostie 
Herndon, a current water board 
member, used the meeting as a 
water permit protest rally.

Shahan told the crowd, “Now 
let me tell you, the bottom line 
here is that Kinney County in its 
lifetime has never produced more 
than 15,000 acre feet a year, 
never.”

When asked where the figure 
came from Shahan replied, “Those 
figures came from the NRCS 

- (Natural Resources Conservation 
Service) records.”

Shahan did not mention that 
until recently there has been vir­
tually no water metering on any 
irrigation wells in Kinney County. 
He also failed to reveal that pro­
ducers are not required to submit 
even estimates of their water us­
age to the NRCS.

If the information was withheld 
through ignorance we could un­
derstand. However, Shahan is a 
member of the local NRCS board 
and undoubtedly knows better.

Something is rotten in Kinney 
County and it revolves around the 
KCGCD board.

No matter how good their in­
tentions may or may not be, the 
ends do not justify the means. 
Take your opportunity Nov. 2, to 
make a difference.

No one else is 
authorized to produce or sell 
water within this D istrict. 
Therefore it is a blatant, mali­
cious, and slanderous lie that 
Tom Saylor could sell water 
from Fort Clark. Bonnie Ward- 
law, Tootsie Herndon, and Bill 
Haenn, among others, have pre­
cipitated and perpetuated this

lie.
The only conversation I ever 

had with Bonnie Wardlaw, was 
when she was City Secretary for 
Brackettville, and had to do with 
being placed on the agenda to 
address the Brackettville City 
Council concerning the issue of 
Fort Clark Springs becoming a 
municipality.

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TxDOT law on campaign sign placement

Texas Department of Trans­
portation reminds public of law 
on placement of campaign signs.

Texans take pride in their 
beautiful, scenic state. They also 
like to boast about its nationally 
renowned highway system.

During campaign season, the 
landscape blooms with a differ­
ent flower, the political sign. On 
private property, they are a 
thing of beauty. On public lands, 
they are illegal.

Here’s the scoop on how to 
keep Texas beautiful.

”We are extremely happy that 
our community has become an 
active voice this campaign sea-

son, TxDOT Laredo District En­
gineer Luis A. Ramirez said.

“And while we encourage 
them to make their opinions 
heard, we want the community 
to be conscious of the state laws 
while they do so.”

Here are some tips on how to 
keep your campaign signs legal: 

Do not place campaign signs 
on or within any public right of 
way as State law specifically pro­
hibits this. This includes trees, 
telephone poles, traffic signs, 
and other objects on the right 
of way.

Signs in violation will be re­
moved by TxDOT employees, a

county sheriff, or a constable, 
depending upon the jurisdiction. 
If you are thinking of placing a 
sign inside of incorporated city 
limits, make sure to check with 
the city because the signs may 
be subject to a local ordinance.

Here’s what you can legally 
do: Place a campaign sign on pri­
vate property with the owner’s 
permission along all highways 
in Texas.

The signs must be made of 
lightweight material and can be 
up to 50 square feet in size. Signs 
may be placed as early as 90 days 
before an election, but no ear­
lier.

Signs must be removed within 
10 days after the election.

Under Texas law, it is a class 
C misdemeanor to place any sign 
on a state highway right of way. 
It is also illegal to place a sign, 
even off state right of way, along 
most major federal highways in 
the state without a license or per­
mit. The fine for violating these 
laws can be as much as $1,000 
per sign per day. ”We hope that 
the public abides by these laws 
this campaign season,” Ramirez 
said. “These laws help save 
lives by limiting the number of 
distractions and obstacles along 
our Texas roads.”

Chao and Ashcroft sign job protection 
agreement for guardsmen and reservists

DALLAS — U.S. Labor Sec­
retary Elaine L. Chao and At­
torney General John Ashcroft 
today signed a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) to ensure 
that the employment rights of 
men and women returning from 
military service are vigorously 
protected. Specifically, the 
MOU streamlines and strength­
ens enforcement of the Uni­
formed Services Employment 
and Reemployment Rights Act 
of 1994 (USERRA). Congress 
passed USERRA to safeguard the 
employment rights and benefits 
of service members upon their 
return to civilian life.

“Our m ilitary men and 
women have been there for us, 
so now it’s our turn to step up 
our efforts for them,” U.S. La­
bor Secretary Elaine L. Chao

said. “This agreement will 
strengthen enforcement of 
USERRA by ensuring faster 
resolution of USERRA cases and 
quicker enforcement action by 
the government.”

“The brave men and women 
protected by USERRA voluntar­
ily set aside the comforts of ci­
vilian life and stepped in harm’s 
way,” said Attorney General 
Ashcroft. “We owe it to them to 
make sure that their employment 
rights and protections are fully 
and vigorously protected upon 
their return from military ser­
vice. USERRA and today’s 
agreement reflect the highest 
virtues of civic responsibility.” 

The MOU deals exclusively 
with each Department’s roles 
and responsibilities in the en­
forcement of USERRA by del-

egating the Department of 
Labor’s USERRA responsibili­
ties to the Veterans’ Employ­
ment and Training Service 
(VETS) and Office of the Solici­
tor and by delegating the Attor­
ney General’s USERRA respon­
sibilities to the Civil Rights Di­
vision of the Department of Jus­
tice and the U.S. Attorneys of­
fice. USERRA will now be en­
forced by the Civil Rights Divi­
sion along with other employ­
ment-related civil rights statutes.

To date, more than 420,000 
citizen-soldiers have been mo­
bilized since 9/11, generally 
serving for longer tours of duty 
than occurred during the last 
comparable conflict. Despite 
these longer tours, the rate of 
complaints has decreased by al­
most 30 percent from one for

W orkplace  
fatality data

DALLAS - U.S. Assistant 
Secretary of Labor for Occu­
pational Safety and Health 
John Henshaw today released 
the following statement on the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics’ 
Census of Fatal Occupational 
Industries report released:

“American workers re­
main safer than they were just 
a few years ago. The BLS data 
released today show that the 
fatal injury rate held steady 
at 4.0 per 100,000 workers - 
identical to 2002 and the low­
est rate recorded since the 
fatality census began in 1992.

“We are also encouraged 
by our continued progress in 
reducing fatalities among His­
panic workers. Fatalities 
among Hispanic workers 
dropped notably for the sec­
ond straight year, after sev­
eral years of increases. Fatali-, 
ties among foreign-born His- 
panics also dropped for the 
first time ever.

“There were fewer deaths 
from falls and harmful envi­
ronments while deaths as a 
result of assaults and violent 
acts rose by 61.

“We have said many times 
before that even one work­
place fatality is one too many, 
and we will continue to do 
everything we can to.make 
sure workers are safe through 
strong, fair and effective en­
forcement; outreach, educar 
tion and compliance assis­
tance; and partnerships and 
cooperative programs.”

HEALTH
Common Sense in a time of uncommon diseases

Public concern has increased 
in the past several weeks as we 
added monkeypox to SARS and 
West Nile virus in our Pandora’s 
box of new, exotic diseases.

Many Texans are worried, 
despite the fact that, so far, in 
our state, we have no confirmed 
human cases of West Nile Virus 
this season, none ever of 
monkeypox, and only one 
“probable” case of SARS, and 
that patient has recovered. Still, 
to many people, there’s some­
thing deeply alarming about 
these exotic-sounding, mysteri­
ous ailments.

The truth is that average 
Texan are highly unlikely to 
become ill with any of these dis­
eases.

That doesn’t mean it’s not 
important to carefully analyze, 
track and control every new in­
fectious disease we encounter. In 
fact, it’s one of the important 
roles assigned to the public 
health system.

Infused with new funds for 
public health preparedness, the 
public health system is quickly 
tracking and understanding what 
we’re up against with every 
emerging disease.

This becomes even more im­
portant when we suspect that the 
disease may have jumped from 
animals to humans.

Remember, the AIDS virus, 
ossibly the most deadly human

pathogen in history, probably 
jumped from African primates. 
It pays to keep a close watch and 
to take precautions to lower 
your risks.

There are certain things all 
individuals can do to protect 
themselves and their families and 
to minimize their risks of be­
coming infected with these dis­
eases, as well as more common 
diseases.

For example, mosquitoes 
carry and transmit diseases such 
as West Nile and St. Louis en­
cephalitis. They also cause your 
skin to be irritated and itchy. 
There are four simple ways - all 
starting with “D” - that will help 
you avoid getting mosquito 
bites. These are:

•  Drain standing water in 
you backyard and neighbor­
hood. Look for old tires, flow­
erpots, and clogged rain gutters, 
which are likely mosquito hatch­
ing sites. Get rid of the places 
where mosquitoes hatch, and 
you’ll reduce the mosquito prob­
lem. Mosquitos don’t ravel very 
far.

•  Dress in long sleeves and 
pants, when possible. For extra 
protection, spray clothing with 
repellent.

•  DEET (N,N-diethyl-m- 
toluamide) is an ingredient to 
look for in your insect repellent. 
Follow the instructions on the 
label.

•  Dusk to dawn are the hours 
when mosquitoes- at least those 
carrying the West Nile virus - 
are likely to be feeding. Try to 
avoid outdoor activities, if pos­
sible, from dusk to dawn. If you 
must be outside, protect your­
self with a mosquito repellent 
containing DEET. Also, keep 
mosquitoes out of your house by 
being certain that screens are in 
proper repair.

Severe acute respiratory syn­
dromes, SARS, is carried prima­
rily by saliva droplets, as are 
most respiratory diseases such as 
the common cold and the flu. 
Washing your hands with soap 
and water is one of the best ways 
to prevent the spread of disease. 
The use of an alcohol-based 
hand sanitizer is a good substi­
tute when soap and water are not 
available.

Wash your hands before pre­
paring food, before eating, af­
ter sneezing or coughing on 
your hands, after changing a 
baby’s diaper, after playing with 
pets, and after using the bath­
room.

It’s also important to cover 
your mouth when you cough. 
Another precaution - for those

with wide-ranging travel plans- 
-is to check travel advisories 
form the World Health Organi­
zation and the traveler’s health 
web page http://www.cdc.gov/ 
travel/Centers for Disease Con­
trol and Prevention before you 
travel.

Preventing diseases like 
monkeypox requires another 
kind of common sense. Before 
you acquire a pet, any pet, you 
should be aware of the health 
risks involved, especially with 
exotic animals.

Be certain that ALL your pets 
have been properly vaccinated 
and checked by a veterinarian. 
If you do own an exotic animal 
and it becomes ill, it is very 
important that you seek the as­
sistance of a veterinarian at once.

It is possible now, by the 
way, to have your horse vacci­
nated against West Nile virus. 
You can ask your veterinarian 
whether vaccinations are recom­
mended in your area.

Being aware of new infectious 
diseases and being informed on 
preventing illness is good. Be­
ing fearful and panicked about 
the possibility of contracting a 
rare disease is not.

Groundwater districts, 
are they the anw ser?

in cooperation and partnership 
with landowners to reach a com­
mon goal — protecting water re­
sources — but others tell land- 
owners what they have to do. 
And then threaten them: The 
City of Alpine, for example, was 
told they have to pay produc­
tion fees — for water that was 
given to Alpine thirty years ago. 
And all of us, we are told, have 
to file reports, apply for per­
mits, drill here but not there, 
don’t produce so much water, 
plug wells, follow Big Brother’s 
rules, tell Big Brother where 
your wells are (and what they 
produce and how deep they are). 
And the biggie: Let us on your 
land to verify that you’re doing 
what we told you to do. It’s a 
command-and-control philoso­
phy, and it does make you won­
der about water districts. Are 
they all they’re cracked up to 
be?

Not surprisingly, the districts 
say, “Yes.” They also say that 
the districts are the experts and 
the water professionals, that they 
should be setting water policy 
and defining the facts of the de­
bate, and that the rest of us bozos 
(i.e. those of us who do not agree 
with them but who, inconve­
niently, happen to own the land 
and the water) should sit down, 
shut up, and listen to the ex­
perts. Don’t believe it? Read the 
Texas Alliance of Groundwater 
Districts’ editorial of June 24, 
2004, that was in most local pa­
pers across the state.

I’m not buying it. It is, after 
all, my land and my water. I 
should decide what’s best for it.

But in many districts I will 
not be allowed to decide. We do, 
therefore, have a problem, and,

that being true, what’s the solu­
tion? Easy answer: Watch the 
directors! Like eagles (buzzards 
have good eyes, too, and that 
may be a better metaphor). Win­
ston Churchill said, “When the 
eagles are silent, the parrots be­
gin to jabber.” Translation: Bad 
districts exist only because land- 
owners didn’t watch or speak up 
until it was too late. Be an eagle 
(or a buzzard). Watch what your 
district is doing and screech like 
an eagle with your talons bared 
when they do wrong. What wa­
ter district director can object 
to that? After all, all we’re say­
ing is., “Do a good job and lis­
ten to your neighbors and do 
unto your neighbor as you 
would have him do unto you if 
he were an omniscient, omnipo­
tent director and you were a 
common clunk.” Kind of like 
the Golden Rule for water dis­
tricts.

Speaking of the Golden Rule, 
if we could apply the Golden 
Rule to water, we wouldn’t even 
need water districts. What?! Oh, 
horrors! Less government? But 
it’s true: If my neighbor were 
forced to recognize that his use 
of his water under his land is 
subject to my use of my water 
under my land, why would we 
need water districts or any wa­
ter regulations at all? We 
wouldn’t. But it may be impos­
sible to get there from here. Par­
ticularly since the water dis­
tricts’ association supports the 
Rule of Capture, which is why 
we can’t apply the Golden Rule 
to water. The self-styled water 
pros oppose it.

We’re talking rights here. 
Water rights and property 
rights. But all rights bring re­
sponsibilities. My rights to my

water mean I have responsibili­
ties to my neighbor. Unfortu­
nately, in an imperfect world, 
some people do not take their 
responsibilities seriously. They 
have to be encouraged, if not 
forced. That’s why we have gov­
ernments. To enforce the social 
compact and allow a society to 
exist. Otherwise, it’s anarchy.

Guess it’s back to government 
then. Back to water districts. Not 
because we want to but because 
we have to. Unfortunately, as 
we’ve said, they are all we’ve 
got. Water districts may not be 
all they’re cracked up to be, and 
they may be a terrible solution, 
but they’re better than the alter­
natives. Probably. But you had 
better watch ’em. Every minute. 
And hold the directors account­
able. It’s your fault if you don’t.

My favorite Churchill quote 
is this: “Men occasionally 
stumble over the truth, but most 
of them pick themselves up and 
hurry off as if nothing ever hap­
pened.” Don’t ignore this truth. 
Watch ’em. Speak up. Protect 
your rights while you protect 
your water. Be an eagle. Train 
the parrots. Don’t let them train 
you. “Polly wants a cracker?” 
Hell, you tell Polly what Polly 
wants.
