K9 finds lost woman alive
Sheriff declares finding Gita a m iracle

Border Patrol Search Trauma 
and Rescue (BORSTAR) K9 Max 
C and his Uvalde-based handler 
found Kinney County rancher 
Gita Conoly, 83, tangled in 
some brush nearly three miles 
from her house Just after sun­
rise on October 28.

Gita is believed to have be­
come disoriented while taking 
herdaily walk around 3:30 p.m, 
on Saturday, October 27, and 
wandered off her normal path.

The family, worried after 
their Initial search failed to pro­
duce the matriarch, contacted 
the Kinney County Sheriffs De­
partment and requested help.

And help they did receive...
In short order Kinney County 

deputies, dispatchers and K9s,

U.S. Border Patrol agents 
BORSTAR rescue team mem­
bers and their K9s, Game War­
den Henry Lutz, Brackettville 
Volunteer firemen, a Depart­
ment of Public Safety helicop­
ter, Bow H unter’s Paradise 
owner Jim Tltchnell and his K9 
‘‘B eir and dozens of private 
citizens all converged on the 
Bud Conoly Ranch to aid in the 
search for a woman that ail 
feared would suffer from expo­
sure as the sun began to set and 
the temperature dropped into the 
low forties.

The search that started in the 
afternoon became more and 
more difficult as the night took 
over, but Max G and his han­
dler, both equipped with global 
positioning gear, never gave up.

The family reports the now 
hero-dog led his handler on 
winding path through the brush 
'within the confines of the ranch 
until Gita was located around 
7:10 a.m.

"It’s a miracle," said Kinney 
County Sheriff L.K. Buddy Bur­
gess as the news spread fast that 
Gita had been found alive.

Gita suffered from dehydra­
tion and BORSTAR members 
provided first aid until Kinney 
County EMS officials could 
transport her to Uvalde Memo­
rial Hospital for further treat­
ment and observation.

Max G is a five year old Ger­
man Shepard and has been 
trained in tracking and trailing, 
as well as in open area searches. 
According to Max’s handler,

the dog will use the track and 
trail method when he can take a 
human scent from a footprint 
and when using his open area 
search skills, can follow a hu­
man scent in the air.

The family Issued a statement 
that read, “we would like to ex­
press our sincere gratitude and 
appreciation to all the people 
who helped to make the search 
and rescue, a successful rescue. 
Your diligence and persever­
ance in finding Gita is a testa­
ment to your unwavering com­
mitment to the service of man­
kind. ”

"How fitting," said Lisa 
Conoly that, Gita, a woman 
known for her life-long love of 
dogs would end up being saved 
by one.

Who will put 
out county 

fires?
Robinson recom m ends

c ity  stop  pu tting  out 
county fires

Brackettville Volunteer 
Fire Department Secretary- 
Treasurer Wes Robinson rec­
ommended the small city de­
partment, “cease and desist 
all fire suppression outside the 
city limits," after trying to 
n^otiate a contract with the 
County of Kinney for six 
months.

In a special commissioners 
court m eting on October 29, 
Robinson stated that in April 
of this year he, on behalf of 
the BVFD, requested the 
Court fund a grant in conjunc­
tion with the Texas Forestry 
Commission for the purchase 
of a new fire truck. The com­
missioners approved the re­
quest pending legal review by 
County Attorney Tully 
Shahan.

In Robinson's letter ad­
dressed to the BVFD, he states 
the court took no action for 
four months and in Septem­
ber requested the item be 
placed back on the 
commissioner's agenda where 
Shahan stated the matter still 
required additional legal re­
view.

The request for a contract 
between the fire department 
and the county was then 
placed on the agenda for Oc­
tober 29 where the discussion 
continued with Robinson stat­
ing that, “somewhere beween 
80 and 90 percent of the runs 
that we (BVFD) make are out­
side the city limits of Brack­
ettville. In other words, they 
are county runs and techni­
cally thé county should be 
paying for them."

Objections to acting on the 
item were raised by County 
Auditor Sandy Watkins as she 
stated the County could not 
use their identification num­
bers on a grant application 
that was for the BVFD.

Do I need cancer insurance?
Here are some excerpts of a letter written by me to the Com­

missioners Court. I addressed this matter In open court on 10/29 
and Allison Taylor hand delivered a separate letter directly to the 
County Attorney on 10/26,

Dear Commissioners:
On Tuesday, October 15, during a regular Kinney County 

Commissioner’s Court Meeting, a quote from Gary’s Pools Incor­
porated was distributed at the direction o f Kinney County Attor­
ney Tully Shahan by his office assistant, Cindy Stafford. Each 
member o f the court received a copy o f the one page document 
and its contents were discussed a t lengUi in open court. The docu­
ment, benign in nature, stated an estimated amount o f money the 
company would charge for repairs the pool facility granted and 
owned by the County and currently leased to die City o f Brack­
ettville.

As you know. The Brackett News (TBN), a newspaper owned by 
me, Leigh Volcsko, has reported and editorialized on the pool 
story several times and without 0ving the newspaper undue credit, 
sparked debate amongst county residents.

On Tuesday, October 16, IBM’s Managing Editor Allison Tay­
lor attempted to conduct a follow-up interview with County Attor­
ney Shahan regarding the laws surrounding poor attendance by 
County Commissioners and at the same time, she verbally requested 
a copy o f the quote from Gary Pools. Shahan denied her request 
and stated that he would meet with Taylor on Thursday, October 
18, to discuss it -  not give it to her, but discuss it. I  then made a 
second attempt in person to obtain the document and was denied 
by Stafford with her Justification being that she did not want to 
get fired for 0ving  me the document. I  then went to Shahan’s 
private office to ask i f  he would simply 0 ve  Stafford permission to 
make the copy o f the paper and his wife informed me that Shahan 
was too busy to simply phone Stafford and fulfill my request.

Thrice denied access to a public document distributed in open 
court to politicians elected by free citizens.

I  was able to obtain the document by calling m y commissioner, 
Joe Montalvo, and a story on the results o f the Commissioner’s 
meeting was published on October 18. I  must add that by TBN 
reporting on what was included in the one page quote, that people 
did not riot in the streets and not one scandalous extramarital 
affair was revealed.

I  believe Mr. Shahan, a representative and member o f the court, 
failed to abide by the Ereedom o f Information Act by thrice deny­
ing TBN access to the quote. I  believe that Mr. Shahan attempted 
to delay the transfer o f this paper by using excuses that he was too 
busy to inform bis assistant to make a copy o f one piece o f paper 
when he was more than clearly aware o f its location.

I  am aware that Mr. Shahan did meet with Taylor on October 
18, and clearly stated that he had no intention o f giving the infor­
mation to the newspaper based on what the newspaper planned to 
do with the information contained therein (i.e.: publish a story in 
the paper). Mr. Shahan stated he did want to 0 ve  it to TBN before 
any o f the City officials bad been 0ven a copy. I  would respect­
fully advise the court that a City representative had the very same 
r i0 t  to attend that very same meeting and be informed at die very 
same time as the newspaper. The law again is very clear on dis­
criminating against die requestor.

Mr. Shahan also informed Mrs. Taylor that he wanted FOIA 
requests in writing, a requirement never stated in public, or pri­
vate, prior to our request on October 15. Mr. Shahan is well within 
his rights to request a letter, but he is mistaken in his belief that 
he has ten days to respond to our requests. I f  the document is 
readily available, and in this case it was, then TBN should have 
been able to get a copy that day, or at the very least review the 
document right then; and i f  denied the County Attorney’s ofSce 
bares the responsibility to support his denial with a quote from  
the law. The “10 Day Rule” should be used when intense research 
must be completed, mass amounts o f copy making and/or com­
puter programs have to be written to obtain the information re­
quested. Any other reasons, such as advice from the Attorney Gen­
eral, should be avoided as the County Attorney is an attorney and 
should be able to use best Judgment based on his twenty plus 
years o f working for our county.

With all excuses put aside, I  fear Mr. Shahan is using his posi­
tion to intentionally make reporting on county issues difficult. In 
his meeting with Mrs. Taylor on October 18, Shahan avoided an­
swering her questions that pertained to legitimate county issues 
and focused more on expressing bis opinion o f me, Leigh Volcsko. 
I  believe his derogatory revelations to a woman under my employ 
to be slanderous in nature and unfortunately for him, unsuccess­
ful.

■ Negative press should not impair your Judgment and prevent 
you ffom following the laws o f this country -  ones you all took an 
oath to uphold.

Cancer -  the very word 
strikes fear into the heart of 
the average person.

We fear cancer for more 
than the physical suffering and 
loss of life it represents. We 
fear it because we feel power­
less over it. We also fear it 
because we lose financially 
when cancer enters our lives or 
the lives of those we love.

Next to the loss of the life 
of a family member, the cost 
of treatment for cancer is the 
thing most likely to devastate 
a family’s finances. One in two 
men and one in three women 
can expect to need treatment 
for some form of cancer dur­
ing their lifetimes. Even those 
who have excellent medical and 
disability income Insurance

can suffer significant financial 
losses when cancer strikes.

Even the very best major 
medical plans have 
deductibles. These are usually 
applied each calendar year to 
each covered person, A de­
ductible may be a few hundred 
dollars or a few thousand dol­
lars. Most major medical plans 
Include co-payments and coin­
surance which can also amount 
to hundreds or thousands of 
dollars. Policy exclusions for 
indirect costs such as transpor­
tation to distant cancer treat­
ment centers and overnight 
stays near those centers can run 
up more financial losses. Ben­
efits from major medical insur­
ance are paid to medical care 
providers, not to the insured. 
None of this money can be 
used for day-to-day living ex­
penses.

Disability Income insurance 
can help offset the loss of in­
come that results from ex­
tended absences from work for 
cancer treatments.

gin. An elimination period 
may be 30 days, 60 days, 90 
days or even longer. Once the 
benefits begin they typically 
amount to less that 70 per cent 
of the lost income and continue 
for a maximum of two to five 
years. Again, the cancer pa­
tient stands to lose thousands 
of dollars.

We don’t have to be weak, 
poor and powerless when can­
cer comes to our door, We can 
avoid financial adversity by 
purchasing cancer insurance 
before a diagnosis comes.

Cancer insurance can help 
to fill the gaps in major medi­
cal and disability income in­
surance. Premiums for cancer 
insurance are modest in com­
parison to premiums for major 
medical and disability income 
insurance. Policies can be tai­
lored to fit even the most mod­
est of budgets. More impor­
tantly, benefits from cancer in­
surance are paid directly to the 
policy owners, not to medical 
care providers. The money can 
be used for any purpose the 
policy owner chooses.

A cancer patient with can­
cer insurance may choose to 
use the proceeds to travel to a 
foreign country to try the new­
est in experimental treatments. 
Experimental drugs may be 
purchased, A vacation or a 
cruise might be chosen. Anew 
car, truck, boat or other recre­
ational item might help in a 
patient’s recovery. When fi­
nancial resources are avail­
able, choices are available, A 
sense of security and well-be­
ing can do w onders for a 
patient’s recovery.

The good news about can­
cer today is that more people 
are surviving longer. Doesn’t 
it make financial sense to sur­
vive with resources at our dis-
posal?

Your 
contributions are generally 
made with pre-tax dollars, so 
the more you put in each year, 
the lower your taxable income. 
Plus, your earnings have the 
potential to grow on a tax-de­
ferred basis. Furthermore, you 
may have a dozen or more In­
vestment options within your 
401(k), so yoi can spread your 
dollars around in a way that re­
flects your risk tolerance and 
retirement goals. At the very 
least, contribute enough to 
earn your employer’s match, if 
one is offered. And try to in­
crease your annual contribu­
tions every time your salary 
goes up,

• Ignoring your IRA - Even 
if you have a 401 (k), you can 
still open an IRA. Many people 
do this - but then forget about 
it.(|E or 2007, you can put 
$4,0QQ.iptp,an IRA, or $5,OOP 
if you’re 50. or older. A tradi­
tional IRA offers the potential 
for tax-free earnings, while a 
Roth ERA can grow tax-free, 
provided you’ve had your ac­
count for at least five years and 
you don’t take withdrawals un­
til you are at least 59-1/2. And 
you can fund an IRA with vir­
tually  any investm ent you 
choose.

■ Investing too conserva­
tively - Many investors are so 
uncomfortable with the volatil­
ity of the stock market that they 
put much of their money in 
more "conservative” invest­
ments, such as Treasury bills, 
corporate bonds and certifi­
cates of deposit. It’s true that 
these types of securities will, 
in general, offer more preser­
vation of principal than stocks, 
but they will not provide much 
growth potential. So, if you’ve 
“loaded up" on these fixed-in­
come vehicles, you could lose 
purchasing power, over time.

Over the long term, only 
stocks have historically out­
paced the rate of inflation, al­
though past performance is not 
an indication of future results. 
Consequently, if you are sav­
ing and investing for retire­
ment, you will certainly need 
an ap propria te  amount of 
stocks in your portfolio.

• Chasing "hot” stocks - If 
you follow a tip on a "hot” 
stock, you could get burned. 
Why? For one thing, by the 
time you buy the stock, it may 
already be cooling down. Even 
more Importantly, it simply 
may not be appropriate for 
your individual risk tolerance 
and long-term goals,

• “Timing” the market - If 
you could always “buy low and 
sell high,” you’d unquestion­
ably make a fortune as an in­
vestor. Unfortunately, no one 
can really predict when mar­
ket highs and lows will occur - 
and you can rack up a lot of 
expenses buying and selling 
your investments in a vain at­
tempt to "time” the market. 
You’re much better off by buy­
ing quality investments and 
holding them for the long 
term , or at least until your 
needs change.

There’s no trick to avoid­
ing all these Investment mis­
takes - and if you do, you may 
just find your investment state­
ment is not so spooky to read.
