Massingill; Dodson win Democratic 
nominations for Commissioner 1;3

Woody Massingill and Den­
nis Dodson steal the nomination 
for position of County Commis­
sioners Precincts 1 and 3, in the 
Democratic Party Primary Run­

off Election held on April 8 . 
Massingill was facing former 
County Judge Tommy Seargeant 
in Precinct 1 while Dodson faced 
Honey Bee Gomez in Precinct 
3.

Early voting produced 24 
votes for Seargeant, 49 votes for

Massingill, 19 votes for Gomez 
and 25 votes for Dodson. Elec­
tion day produced 42 votes for 
Seargeant, 39 votes for 
Massingill, 46 votes for Gomez 
and 51 votes for Dodson. 
Massingill won with 57 per­
cent of the votes in precinct 1

and Dodson won with 54 per­
cent of die total votes in Precinct 
3.

Dodson will go up against 
Republican nominee Doug Davis 
in the November 4, Uniform 
Election for County Commis­
sioner, Precinct 3.

KCFR has made repairs to all 
three of the fire trucks that have 
been leased to the Kinney 
County by the City of 
Brackettville.

The pumper truck was not 
working and was repaired and 
made operational on the first 
day.

Some new fire hoses were 
purchased along with bunker 
gear for several firefighters.

Five file for a place on the 
ballot for the two open positions 
on the Brackett Independent 
School District (BISD), Board of 
Trustees in the May 10, Uniform 
Election. The two open positions 
are that of Henry Lutz and 
Ronnie Hobbs.

Steven G. Stafford, Gregory 
B. Stone, Brad Coe, Luis 
(Hershey) Gerardo, Jr. and Dan 
Laws all applied for a place on 
the May ballot.

The last day to register to 
vote for the May 10, Election is 
Thursday, April 10. The first day 
of early voting is April 28 from 
8 am to 4 pm in the BISD Cen­
tral Office.

A 2,300 gallon water tanker 
truck was purchased and has al­
ready been used in fighting sev­
eral fires in the county.

Nearly 200,000 Texas chil­

dren are reported as abused or 
neglected every year, accord­
ing to Child Protective Services, 
a division o f the Texas Depart­
ment of Family and Protective 
Services. April is the National 
Child Abuse Prevention Aware­
ness Month. Child abuse is fail­
ure to provide for a child's ba­
sic needs; physical injury as a 
result of hitting, kicking, burn­
ing, shaking, or otherwise harm­
ing a child; using a child for 
sexual gratification, or impair­
ing a child's emotional develop­
ment or sense of self-worth, in- 
cluding constant criticism , 
threats, neglect or rejection. 
"It's a time to focus on ways not 
only to protect children but also 
to prevent abuse from ever oc- 
curring," said Wayne 
Richardson, Universal Child 
Abuse Prevention Specialist, 
with Baptist Child & Family Ser­
vices.

Neglect is the most frequent 
form of child abuse, according 
to the state agency charged 
with protecting children. Child 
Protective Services (CPS) at 
www.dfps.state.tx.us has con­
firmed 29 complaints of abuse 
in Kinney County in 2007. "Yes, 
children die simply because 
they're put in situations where 
they are not supervised," said 
Mr. Richardson. If you suspect 
Child Abuse or Neglect it is im­
portant to believe the child; do 
not try to investigate yourself 
but report reasonable suspi­
cions by calling the 24-hour 
Abuse Hotline, 1-800-252-5400 
or www.txabusehotline.org. If 
you feel your situation is a life- 
threatening emergency, please 
call 911.

"It is important to report any 
suspicion of child abuse" said Mr. 
Richardson. Reporters are not 
expected to prove the abuse or 
neglect they report. When you 
make a report, be specific. Ex­
plain exactly what happened 
and when. Be sure to report all 
injuries or incidents you have 
observed, including dates and 
time of day. Reports should be 
made as soon as possible. A de­
lay in making a report may re­
sult in serious harm to a child. It 
is also important for the inves­
tigators to be able to see the 
physical signs of abuse, such as 
bruises, before they fade.

As a community, we can 
bring these statistics down by 
noticing the condition of chil­
dren, by reporting suspicion of 
abuse, awareness campaigns, 
and supporting parenting edu­
cation.

Baptist Child & Family Ser­
vices located at 310 Margaret 
Lane in Del Rio, Texas, offers 
several programs to help sup­
port the family and to provide 
counseling and training to pre­
vent child abuse in our commu­
nity.

One of these programs is 
Universal Child Abuse Preven­
tion ( UCAP). UCAP is a program 
funded by DFPS as part o f the 
Service to At Risk ( STAR) pro­
gram. UCAP's goal is to bring 
parenting education to the 
general public by distribution of 
printed materials, workshops, 
public service announcements 
and community networking. 
Another outreach of the UCAP 
program is to provide school 
presentations. 1 truly enjoy go­
ing to our local schools to pro­
vide class room presentations 
where children learn about bul­
lying, drug awareness, good 
touch bad touch, and other 
topics to teach children to pro­
tect them selves and make 
sm art decisions" said Mr. 
Richardson known to the kids 
as Mr. Wayne.

Follow a withdrawal strategy that won’t leave you empty

Your recent “Publishers PLOG” on recycling prompts me to 
write both in support of your efforts and to tell you about the 
ongoing efforts that are being made to instimte a recycling pro­
gram here on Fort Clark.

Last fall the Fort Clark Community Council appointed a com­
mittee to look into recycling and in January we had a public meet­
ing with CTRA following which we sent a report to the Fort’s 
Board of Directors, a portion of which appears below:

“Recycling Committee Report for 1/19/08
Following several months of research and a very informative 

public meeting with CTRA on Jan. we would like to offer these 
suggestions for implementing a recycling program on the Fort.

There are several ways a recycling program can be imple­
mented:

It can be run entirely by the Fort’s management and mainte­
nance departments, with all recycling revenues accruing to the 
Fort.

It can be done as a cooperative effort by the Fort and the city 
of Brackettville.

It can be done as a strictly volunteer effort on the part of mem­
bers.

Sound reasons for a recycling program include the reduction 
in the Fort’s trash volume with a concomitant reduction the trash 
liauling cost, the probability of developing an income stream from 
recyclables and the reduced impact on our environment.

There is strong member support for such a program, including 
a significant proportion of our year round residents as evidenced 
by the large number of supporting signatures gathered before most 
“Winter Texans” remmed.......

Recycling does not have to be an “all or nothing” issue. We 
can begin by enforcing already existing policies regarding the 
pick-up of cardboard, metal and plastic containers as stated in the 
handout previously sent to all members when TCEQ implemented 
new regulations. At the present time cardboard, other paper mate­
rials and plastics are the largest weight/volume items in our trash 
.stream.........

An “all paper” recycling program could be a cooperative ef­
fort with Brackettville Schools with the collected materials stored 
and picked up tliere. CTRA offers this program to schools and 
provides the containers. Revenue from this should go to the school.

To make any recycling program viable an educational cam­
paign for all Fort residents is a must! The recycling committee 
and the Community Council are willing to undertake this effort. If 
the Board, Management and the Council all work together it will 
minimize rumors and misinformation. To that end a monthly col- 
unm in tlie Bugler can convey information to the members and 
residents about recycling programs.”

It is now April and we are still trying to get a program off the 
ground. Our biggest hurdles appear to be finding a suitable place 
to store the recyclables until they are picked up -  one in which 
our ever present Texas winds cannot scoop them up and add them 
to the plastic bag landscape issue -  and convincing some other­
wise intelligent people who strongly insist that recycling is “too 
expensive” ! As you so aptly pointed out, reducing the trash stream 
reduces our trash disposal costs. Add in the fact that companies 
acmally pay for recyclable materials and will arrange for pickup 
at far more reasonable rates than trash haulers and it quickly be­
comes evident that we can’t afford not to recycle!

And we liaven’t even begim to discuss the impact on our envi­
ronment. ‘  ̂ ‘iiii)

When you’re working, you 
probably focus on how much 
you’re putting in to your invest­
ment portfolio. But when you 
retire, how much you take out 
will be a matter of considerable 
interest. And that’s why you have 
to prepare the proper with­
drawal strategies.

Specifically, once you retire, 
you’ll need to decide what per­
centage of your investment port­
folio you can withdraw each 
year without running out of 
money. How much can you take 
out annually?

There’s no one right answer 
for everyone. However, when 
you’re considering a suitable 
withdrawal rate, you’ll need to 
consider a few different factors 
- one of which is your age at re­
tirement. Given today’s longer 
life expectancies, you could eas­
ily be around - and incurring a 
wide variety of expenses - when 
you are 90 or older. Conse­
quently, the younger you are 
when you retire, the lower your

annual withdrawal rate should 
be.

But, when determining your 
ideal withdrawal rate, it isn’t just 
the sheer number of years that 
you need to consider - it’s also 
what’s happening to your pur­
chasing power during those 
years. Even with a relatively 
mild annual inflation rate of 3 
percent, it would take just 25 
years for the cost of living to 
essentially double. So, if you 
need, say, $75,000 per year to 
cover your expenses when you 
retire, you will need $150,000 
per year in 25 years. If we go 
through a period in which infla­
tion rises significantly, you 
might have to scale back your 
annual withdrawals or adjust 
your investment portfolio to pro­
vide more opportunities for 
growth.

And, speaking of your invest­
ment mix, it’s also a key factor 
in determining your annual 
withdrawal rate. If you own 
mostly fixed-rate investments, 
such as bonds and certificates of 
deposit (CDs), you will probably 
have to take smaller withdraw­
als each year than you would if 
your portfolio contained a 
greater percentage of stocks. 
That’s because stocks, over 
time, have more growth poten­
tial than other types of invest­
ments - and you will unquestion­

ably need this growth to com­
bat the two threats to your re­
tirem ent income described 
above: longevity and inflation. 
(Of course, stocks also carry the 
risk of losing some, or all, of 
your principal, but if you invest 
in an array of quality stocks and 
hold them for the long term, it 
doesn’t guarantee a profit or 
protect against loss but you may 
be able to help reduce the ef­
fects of price volatility.)

Another factor behind your 
annual withdrawal rate is the 
amount of income you can ex­
pect from other sources. If you 
open a small business or do 
some consulting, you may be 
able to withdraw less from your 
investment portfolio than if you 
had no earned income during 
your retirement years. You also 
may be able to make lower an­
nual withdrawals if you’ve built 
up a sizable pension or 401(k), 
supplemented by your monflily 
Social Security checks.

Your financial advisor can 
help you develop a withdrawal 
strategy that is suitable for your 
individual needs and that can 
counter the effects of inflation, 
longevity and market volatility. 
By making the right moves at 
the right time, you can go a long 
way working toward the retire­
ment lifestyle you’ve envi­
sioned.

III. I Peter 5:8 warns us “to 

be sober, be vigilant; because 
your adversary, the Devil, as a 
roaring lion, walketh about 
seeking whom he may devour, 
whom resist steadfast in the faith 
knowing that the same afflic­
tions are accomplished in your 
brethren that are in the world.” 
Brethren, I submit that he reared 
his ugly head in these Supreme 
Court rulings that separated our 
country from our God.

Since these rulings, horrible 
trends have occurred in our na­
tion. I’d like to share son^e.iii- 
formation with you based on the 
1990 census:

* 1963-1987 the births to 
unwed mothers 15-19 years olds 
rose from 14/1,000 to 36/1,000; 
births to unwed mothers 10-14 
years old increased by 553 per­
cent.

* Unmarried couples living 
together rose 536 percent (.4 
million to 2.8 million).

* Sexually transmitted dis­
eases in children 15-19 rose 
from 350/100,000 to 1,200/ 
100,000 - up 226 percent.

* Premarital sexual activity 
for 16 yr. olds rose from 8 per­
cent to 24 percent by 1980.

* Premarital sexual activity 
for 17 yr. olds rose from 12 per­
cent pre-ruling to 35 percent in 
1981.

* Premarital sexual activity 
for 18 yr. olds rose from 20 per­
cent to 54 percent by 1982

* Divorce rates have in­
creased dramatically since these 
rulings: from 2/ 1,000 persons 
pre ‘62 to 5.5/l,(X)0 in 1983, 
up 117 percent and has multi­
plied every year since. The US 
is now No. 1 in the world in 
divorce rate.

Every statistical measure­
ment indicating a decline in the 
moral fiber of our country has 
dramatically exacerbated since 
the 1%3 line of demarcation.

IV. Now, I would like to 
spend a moment talking about 
the intent of our founding fa­
thers.

FACT: 52 of the 55 writers 
of the Constimtion were mem­
bers of a Christian church. I 
mention this to set the ground­
work of their intent.

FACT: In the Pledge of Al­
legiance, our God is acknowl­
edged.

FACT: The Declaration of 
Independence acknowledged 
God 4 times.

FACT: An excerpt from 
George Washington’s Farewell 
Address said, “Let us with cau­
tion indulge the supposition 
that morality can be maintained 
without religion. W hatever 
may be conceded to influence 
of refined education on 
minds...Reason and experience 
both forbid us to expect that na­
tional morality can prevail in 
Exclusion of religious prin­
ciples.”

Washington also wrote, “Let 
it simply be asked where is the 
security for life, for reputation, 
and for property if the sense of

religious obligation desert?”
FACT: Thomas Jefferson 

stated that Christianity was a 
best friend to Government when 
he wrote, “The precepts of phi­
losophy laid hold of actions 
only... but Jesus perished his 
scrutinies into the heart of man, 
erected his tribunal in the re­
gion of his thoughts, and puri­
fied the waters at the fountain­
head.”

FACT: President John 
Adams wrote, “We have no gov­
ernment armed with power ca­
pable of contending with human 
passions unbridle^; by morality 
and reiigibn.” He,!also pointed 
out that “our Constitution was 
made only for a moral and a 
religious people. It was wholly 
inadequate to the government 
to the government of any other.

FACT: In the original Penn­
sylvania and Vermont constitu­
tions, requirements for taking 
office stated, “ and each mem­
ber (of the legislature) before 
he takes his seat shall make and 
subscribe the following decla­
ration: “I do believe in one God, 
the Creator and Governor of the 
Universe, the Rewarder of the 
good and the Punisher of the 
Wicked.”

FACT: The Delaware Con­
stimtion of 1776 stated, “ Ev­
ery person appointed to public 
office shall say “I do profess 
faith in God the Father and in 
Jesus Christ.”

His only son, and the Holy 
Ghost; one God, blessed for 
ever more and I do acknowledge 
the Holy Scriptures of the Old 
and New Testament to be given 
by Divine Inspiration.” This 
was in agreement with that First 
Amendment of the Constimtion 
because it was not a government 
forced religion but could be 
from any religion prescribing 
to these beliefs.

FACT: George Mason, the 
father of the Bill of Rights, 
wrote regarding nations, (not

people) “As nations cannot be 
rewarded or punished in the 
next world so they need be in 
this. By an inevitable chain of 
causes and effects, providence 
punished national sins by na­
tional ca lam ities .” The 
founders’ believed that God 
dealt immediately and person­
ally with national sin.

FACT: Benjamin Franklin, 
at the Constimtion Convention 
on Thursday, June 28,1787, re­
minded the delegated: “We 
need God to be our friend and 
our ally and then need to keep 
God’s concurring aid.” He also 
warned, “If a sparrow cannot 
fall to the ground without His 
notice, is it probable hat an em­
pire can rise without his aid? 
We’ve been assured His notice, 
in the sacred writings that “ex­
cept the Lord build the house, 
they labor in vain that build it.” 
(Psalms 127:1) He called daily 
prayer during tlie Convention.

FACT: Thomas Jefferson 
wrote, “And can the liberties of 
a nation be thought secure when 
we have removed their only 
firm basis - a conviction in the 
nunds of the people that these 
liberties are the gift of God? 
That they are not to be violated 
but with his wrath? Indeed I 
tremble for my country when I 
reflect that God is just - that his 
justice cannot sleep forever.” 

FACT: Abraham Lincoln 
wrote during the anxious days 
of the Civil War: “But it is my 
constant anxiety and prayer that 
I and this nation should be on 
the Lords side.”

FACT: Benjamin Franklin, 
in writing a recommendation to 
the French, in 1774 while as an 
ambassador wrote, “He who 
shall introduce into public af­
fairs that principles of primitive 
Christianity will change the 
face of the world.”
