Fort Clark Springs Association 
Board of Director’s President Sam 
Holloman resigned his position on 
April 26.

At a mid-year budget work­
shop meeting Tuesday morning,

the wildfires until yesterday.
On Wednesday, Brackettville 

was covered by clouds of smoke 
drifting over from a 20,000-plus 
acre fire burning in Val Verde 
County.

Kinney County Fire Rescue 
(KCFR) volunteers responded to 
a mutual aid call from Val Verde by 
sending over five firemen, a fire 
truck and one support vehicle.

While the KCFR men were 
away, the report about the Tula 
Rosa Fire forced them to return 
home.

Kinney County Judge and Fire 
Chief Tim Ward said the fire was

approximately 250 tires had al­
ready been taken to the site. At 
press time, more than 150 loads 
of lumber, bedding and tires had 
been recorded.

City and county officials 
have decided to burn all the 
items they can in order to use 
the grant money to haul away 
the tires that have to be profes­
sionally disposed of, according 
to state law.

On Monday, with the trash 
pits already filling up, project 
organizers conducted a con­
trolled bum with the help of the 
county volunteer firemen. Resi­
dents, alarmed by the pillars of 
smoke, were initially concerned 
about the possibility of a wild­
fire being so close to town, but 
their fears were quelled when it 
was reported the fires were part 
of the clean up project.

Holloman submitted a letter of res­
ignation citing personal reasons.

Holloman has served on the 
board for three years. He was ap­
pointed three years ago and then 
two years ago, successfully won 
a three year term.

Holloman said by telephone 
on Wednesday he has so many 
things on his “bucket list” that he

approximately 30 miles from 
Brackettville, possibly spilling 
over the county line into Edwards 
County.

Ward said the firemen traveled 
approximately 15 miles off the 
paved road and across very rug­
ged terrain, but were never able 
to get to the fire.

Ward said the fire was burning 
away from Brackettville, up into 
the hills where they believe the 
Forest Service treatments and the 
terrain would eventually contain 
the fire.

No injuries or loss of property 
reports were known at press time.

Another concern brought to 
the attention of the newspaper 
involved allegations of an 
elected city official using city 
equipment and employees to 
gather items that were then 
taken to the temporary dump 
site. City Manger Garcia said 
early this morning he has not 
found these allegations to be a 
true statements.

The following items WILL be 
accepted: Tires: Individuals must 
bring tires to the site and load 
them in the container; Burnable 
Materials: Furniture, Bedding 
and Lumber. The following 
items WILL NOT be accepted: 
Hazardous materials, Liquids, 
Paint, Concrete and Roofing ma­
terials. Proof of county resi­
dency is required. Call

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April 18 was the deadline for 
filing your individual tax re­
turn. But that wasn’t the only 
event that occurred this tax sea­
son. Although you might not 
have been aware of it, Tax Free­
dom Day fell on April 12.

Tax Freedom Day, calculated 
annually by the Tax Foundation, 
is the day on which Americans 
have earned enough money to 
pay this year’s federal, state and 
local taxes. Of course, Tax Free­
dom Day is something of a fic­
tion, because most people pay 
their taxes throughout the year, 
via their paychecks. Further­
more, when you pay taxes, you 
help fund public education, the 
police, the fire department, high­
ways, college scholarships and 
many other important elements 
of society. Nonetheless, you 
may want to use the concept of 
Tax Freedom Day to look for 
ways to reduce the taxes associ­
ated with your investments.

Here are a few suggestions:
• Fully fund your IRA. For

2011, you generally can contrib­
ute up to $5,000 to a traditional 
or Roth IRA, or $6,000 if 
you’re 50 or older. When you 
invest in a traditional IRA, your 
contributions may be tax deduct­
ible, depending on your income 
level, and your earnings can 
grow on a tax-deferred basis. 
With a Roth IRA, your contri­
butions are not deductible, but 
your earnings can grow tax free, 
provided you’ve had your ac­
count at least five years and you 
don’t start taking withdrawals 
until you’re 59-1/2.

• Increase your 401(k) con­
tributions. When you contribute 
to a 401(k), you can receive two 
main types of tax benefits. First, 
you typically put in pre-tax dol­
lars to your 401(k), so the more 
you contribute, the lower your 
taxable income. And second, 
your earnings can grow on a 
tax-deferred basis. For 2011, 
you generally can contribute up 
to $16,500 to your 401(k), or 
$22,000 if you’re 50 or over. 
(The same contribution limits 
apply to 457(b) plans, for state 
or local government employees, 
or 403(b) plans, for employees 
of schools or other tax-exempt 
organizations.) So, whenever 
your salary goes up, you many 
want to consider boosting your 
contributions to your 401(k) or 
other employer-sponsored re­
tirement plan.

• Invest in a 529 plan. If you 
have children or grandchildren 
whom you’d like to help through 
college, you may want to invest 
in a 529 plan. Your earnings 
grow tax-free, provided they are 
used for qualified higher educa­
tion expenses, and your contri- ' 
butions may be deductible from 
your state taxes, depending on 
your state of residence and the 
plan in which you choose to par­
ticipate.

■ Be a “buy-and-hold” inves­
tor. By holding investments at 
least one year before selling 
them, gains on your investment 
will generally be taxed at a rate 
of 15 percent. If you sell an ap­
preciated investment you’ve 
held less than one year, the tax 
rate will be the same as your 
individual tax rate, which could 
be as high as 35 percent.

• Look for dividends. You can 
potentially increase your cash 
flow by purchasing investments 
that pay dividends. For 2011 and
2012, individual investors also 
benefit from a maximum tax rate 
of 15 percent on qualified divi­
dends. If you don’t need the ex­
tra cash, you can reinvest the 
dividends and increase your 
ownership shares — which is a 
key to building wealth. (Keep in 
mind, though, that companies 
can decrease or eliminate divi­
dends at any time.)

As mentioned above, Tax 
Freedom Day is more of an idea 
than a reality. But by following 
these tax-smart investment tips, 
you can potentially gain some 
benefits for years to come.

Government to eliminate paper SS checks
U.S. Treasury to “Retire” 

Paper Check for New Recipi­
ents of Social Security and 
Other Federal Benefits, Saving 
Taxpayers $1 Billion

Treasurer o f the United States 
Rosie Rios highlights savings at 
ceremonial check-signing, 
ahead o f May 1 deadline: 

Washington, D.C. -  The U.S. 
Department of the Treasury is 
retiring the paper Social Secu­
rity check for millions of baby 
boomers and others applying for 
federal benefits, a move that will

save taxpayers $1 billion over 
the next 10 years. Beginning 
May 1, 2011, anyone newly ap­
plying for Social Security, Vet­
erans Affairs or other federal 
benefits will need to choose an 
electronic payment method -  
paper checks will no longer be 
an option. People currently re­
ceiving their federal benefits by 
paper check must switch to di­
rect deposit by March 1, 2013.

Treasurer of the United States 
Rosie Rios today highlighted the 
savings to taxpayers by ceremo-

nially writing a check to Ameri­
can taxpayers in the amount of 
$1 billion. “More than 18 mil­
lion baby boomers are expected 
to reach retirement age during 
the next five years, with 10,000 
people a day becoming eligible 
for Social Security benefits,” 
said Treasurer Rios. “It costs 92 
cents more to issue a payment 
by paper check than by direct 
deposit. We are retiring the So­
cial Security paper check option 
in favor of electronic payments 
because it is the right thing to

do for benefit recipients and 
American taxpayers alike.”

The Treasury Department 
published a final rule in Decem­
ber 2010, to gradually eliminate 
paper checks for federal benefit 
payments. In addition to the tax­
payer savings, electronic pay­
ments are safer and more con­
venient than paper checks. Last 
year alone, more than 540,000 
Social Security and Supplemen­
tal Security Income (SSI) paper 
checks were reported lost or sto­
len and had to be replaced.
