Arson suspected In

A small fire at Fort Clark
Springs was extinguished by
Kinney County volunteer firemen
on February 18.

An off-duty, Fort employee
noticed smoke rising from the
bathroom building around.6 p.m.
on Saturday and reported the mat-
ter to the Fort’s Chief of Security
Matt Bland.

Bland said there was a hole
approximately six inches in diam-
eter knocked in siding on the out-
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side wall of the ladies restroom g

and smoke was rising. Bland said
there were not any visible flames.

Kinney County Volunteer Fire
Department responded to the call
and removed a portion of the sid-
ing from the building in order to
get to the fire’s source.

Bland said the no electrical or
wiring issues were to blame and
the matter was still under investi-
gation.

According to Fort Clark Ad-
ministration, evidence suggests
arson is to blame.

Fort Clark Springs Associa-
tion board members were ad-
vised a detailed report about the
$282,000 deficit for fiscal year

Put power of tax deferral to work

As an investor, you may
sometimes feel frustrated. After
all, your portfolio seems to be
at the mercy of the financial
markets, whose volatility is be-
yond anyone’s control. Yet you
can control the quality of the in-
vestments you own and the di-
versification of those investments
to improve your chances of at-
taining your long-term financial
goals. One way in which to do
SO is to put as much as you can
afford, year after year, into tax-
deferred investments.

When you contribute to a tax-
deferred account, your money has
the potential to grow faster than
it would if you placed it in a fully
taxable investment — that is, an
investment on which you paid

taxes every year. Over time, this
accelerated growth can add up to
a big difference in your accumu-
lated savings. For example, if you
put $200 each month into a tax-
able investment that earned a hy-
pothetical 7 percent a year, you’d
end up with about $325,000 af-
ter 40 years, assuming you were
in the 25 percent federal tax
bracket. If you put that same $200
per month into a tax-deferred in-
vestment that earned the same hy-
pothetical 7 percent a year, you’d
accumulate about $515,000 — or
nearly $200,000 more than you’d
have with the taxable invest-
ment. *

Of course, you will eventually
have to pay taxes on the tax-de-
ferred investment, but by the time
you’re retired, you might be in a
lower tax bracket. Furthermore,
depending on how much you
choose to withdraw each year from
your tax-deferred account, you
can have some control over the
amount of taxes you’ll pay.

Clearly, tax deferral can be a
smart choice, but what sort of tax-
deferred vehicles are available?

One of your most attractive
choices will be your employer-
sponsored retirement plan, such
as a 401(k). Your earnings have
the potential to grow on a tax-
deferred basis, and since you
typically fund your plan with
pre-tax dollars, the more you put
in, the lower your annual tax-
able income. If you’re lucky,
your employer will even match
some of your contributions. Con-
sequently, it’s almost always a
good idea to put in as much as
you can afford into your 401(k),
up to the contribution limits, and
to boost your contributions ev-
ery time your salary increases.
In 2012, you can contribute up
to $17,000 to your 401(k), plus
an additional $5,500 if you’re 50
or older.

Even if you participate in a
401(k) plan, you can probably
also contribute to a traditional
IRA. Your earnings have the po-
tential to grow tax-deferred and
your contributions may be tax
deductible, depending on your
income level. In 2012, you can
put in up to $5,000 to a tradi-

tional IRA, or $6,000 if you’re
50 or older. (If you meet certain
income guidelines, you might be
eligible to contribute to a Roth
IRA, which offers tax-free earn-
ings, provided you don’t start tak-
ing withdrawals until you’re 59-
1/2 and you’ve had your account
at least five years.)

Finally, if you’ve “maxed out”
on both your 401(k) and your
IRA, you may want to consider a
fixed annuity. Your earnings
grow tax-deferred, contribution
limits are high, and you can struc-
ture your annuity to provide you
with an income stream you can’t
outlive.

The more years in which you
invest in tax-deferred vehicles,
the better. So start putting the
power of tax deferral to work
Soon..

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Understanding property taxes and school funding

Submitted by Kinney County
Appraisal District

Texas Government Code,
Sec. 403.302 requires the State
Comptroller to conduct an an-
nual study (the Property Value
Study) to estimate the total tax-
able value of all property within
each Independent School Dis-
trict. The State’s distribution of
billions of dollars to schools
depends in part on the Comp-
troller Property Tax Division’s
findings.

SEC. 403.302

a) The comptroller shall con-
duct an annual study using com-
parable sales and generally ac-
cepted auditing and sampling
techniques to determine the to-
tal taxable value of all property
in each school district. The
study shall determine the taxable
value of all property and of each

category of property in the dis-

trict and the productivity value

of all land that qualifies for ap-
praisal on the basis of its pro-
ductive capacity and for which
the owner has applied for and
received a productivity ap-
praisal.

The median level of appraisal
measures the accuracy of an ap-
praisal district’s appraisal in re-
lation to the standard of 100%
of market value. The Interna-
tional Association of Assessing
Officer’s 2010 Standard on Ra-
tio Studies sets the standard for
appraisal level at 95-105% of
market value when an organiza-
tion uses the Property Value
Study results for funding equal-
ization programs. Appraisals
must reflect a property’s market
value as of January 1 of the study
year.

The Property Value Studies
of the Kinney County Appraisal
District for years 2009 and 2011
found the values invalid. The
appraisal district’s percentage of
market value was 89%.

Unfortunately, these findings
by the Property Tax Division
jeopardize the funding for the
school district and in turn affect
upcoming appraisals in Kinney
County.

We are providing this infor-
mation in anticipation of an in-
crease in the market values in
Kinney County and which will
appear on the 2012 appraisal
notices to be mailed on or about
May 1, 2012.
