DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE
SAYS THERF I8 NO CAUSE
FOR APPREHENSION.

FAILURE IS IMPOSSIBLE

They Say, and Signs Point to a Very
Bountiful Marvest,

Washington, June 17.—~There is no
occasion for hysteria over the ecrop
omloot. Experts at the Department

of Agriculture are unable to see in
present ' conditions any cause for
grave apprehension. Employed be
cause of their peculiar qualifications,
possessing sources of information de-
nied vutsiders, skilled in estimating
results which given conditions should
produce, these experts, disinterested
in the speculative manipulation of
the commodity markets, say that a
crop fallure is impossible and that all
signs point to a bountiful harvest.

profit to be obtained from Investments
in real estate ;

“A/ditficult task is set me, as cir
cumstances under which young men
commence life are so widely varied.
But I think that more men fall in the
Investment of what they earn or re-
ceive than In any other way to ac-
quire 'property. The temptations to
speculate are so great, and the desire
to become suddenly rich so strong
that 1 believe that eight out of ten,
if not more, of young men are wrecked
at the very beginning.

If a young man is earning something
more than  the expense of his living,
and has no object in view; he is likely
either to increase those expenses
carelessly or to loan his money to his
friends, and in so doing in the major
ity of cases he will losé both mbney
and friends. BSo that the best thing
that he can do Is to have an object

EMPLOYES OF WESTERN UNION
ISSUE ULTIMATUM,

Strike Fund Voted and General Tie-Up
of Lines Probable.

Chicago, Ill., June 17.—Fifteen hun-
dred telegraph operators, members of
Commercial Telegraphers' union, at a
meeting here yesterday afternepn vot-
ed to support the executive committee
of their organization in any measures

they deem necessary to bring about an |

adjustment of the operators’ griev-
ances. Those present were chiefiy op-
erators of the Western Union and Pos-
tal Telegraph Companies. Separate
resolutions wére presented by each
group of employes, the Postal men ad-
vocating “drastic measures” to enforee
thei: demands and the Western Union
operators serving ten days' notice on
the officials of the company in New
York that “they must meet the em-
ployes’” committee as represented by
thé Commercial Telegraphers’ Union
of America for discussion and adjust-
ment of grievances, or bear the re-
sponsibility for Inter_ferwce with the
public business which would follow ac-
tion that “will bé Incumbent” upon the
Chicago local. A $5,000 strike fund
was voted. The representatives of the
Order of Railway Telegraphers assur-
ed the Conqonu_l Telegraphers of
their support and sympathy of their
order, but no official action was taken.

Many Companies Will Discontinue Bus-
iness In Texas on July 11th,

Dallas, Tex., June l!—Follo\rtu i
conference at New York between the
managers of the non-resident life ln-
surance companies doing business in
Texas, Maurice E. Locke, attorney for

Tmost of the larger companies, yester-

day announced definitely that all of
the larger companlies will withdraw
from Texas on July 11, and will not
continue to do business in this State.
Some of them. have already transfer!
ed their records to points outside the
State, and have removed their office
fixtures and lublet" their offices.

The cause for this action is the pro-
fesed inability of the companies to
comply with what is known as the
Robertson bill, passed at the last ses-
slon of the Legislature, which will go
into effect July 12. This bill requires
companies doing business in Texas t8
deposit*75 per cent of the reserves on
Texas business in the State depositar-
les. It also requires a tax of 1 per

“|cent on gross premiums collected.

Many people fear that the effect of

¢ withdrawal will mean a financial
contraction, and an enormofis loss to
exas. On January 1 there were over
thirty, foreign companies with permits
to do business In Texas. While all of
them are not direct Investors, their
funds are so invested as to foster en-
terprises which make the State great.

In statements issued by the repre-
sentatives and agents of the companies
yesterday it was declared In* most In-
stances that policlies now held in Tex-
as will not be impaired. Premiums
will be payable In most cases at the
home office of the company.

Enloe, Texas, and he closely inquired |

into the McDowell  method of manag-
ing cotton mills.
Mr. McDowell said that they had the
advantage of water power, which was
some cheaper than our power, and that
labor was some cheaper there than
here, but that the secret of their suc-
cess was due to the grade of the pro-
duct that they turned out. They man-
ufacture lawns and high grade stuff
that there is a much better profit in
than what the Texas mills turn ouL
He admitted that Texas black land
cotton is the best that is in the mar-
ket, and sald that he wouldn't l;andle
any cotton that he could not mke
net him 30 cents a pound. He said
l_f the people build a mill he would
advise them to manufacture a better
grade of cloth.
Mr. Hagood requested him to send
a statement of what one of his mills
had made, and we give below his let-
ter written a few days ago, together
with a statement of what one of his
mills had earned for the year.‘
