FIFTE-TWO WITNESSES

Are Yet to Testify for the State In the
Cooper and Sharp Murder
Trial at Nashville.

Nashville, Tenn., Feb. 17.—A large
crowd again attended the Cooper trial
here today. Mrs. Carmack again had
to be supported to her seat and seemed
as weak as yesterday, The defendants
were attended by relatives.

The first two witnesses today testi-
fied as to what Sharp had said in ref-
erence to Carmack—‘‘that he ought to
be in hell.”’

The second witness, I Welch, a bar-
ber, was attacked by the defense with
vigorousness and made some contra-

dictions. A row ‘was narrowly averted
between the counsel. ‘“Untruth,’’
‘‘falsifications,”’ and other terms

were hurled back and forth, and final-
ly Judge Hart informed the counsel
that"any more personalities would
bring painful results.

The State Introduced Mids Mary
Staeffington, State librarian, who met
John Sharp on the day of the murder
atl the corner of Union street and Sev-
«nth avenue, a short distance from the
cene of the tragedy, and testified that
Sharp had his back to the participants
whnen asked by witness who was do-
ing the shooting and he told her ‘‘Ii's
Colonel Duncan Cooper shooting Sen-
ator Carmack,’’

Nashville, Tenn., Feb. 18.—The first
witness in the Cooper trial today was
Finley Dorris, a member of the un-
dertaking firm which embalmed Sena-
tor Carmack’'s body. He testified that
the rubber pistol scabbard was not in
Carmack's overcoat pocket when the
body was brought in nor at the time
of Cooper's application for bail.

When asked if anyone had examined
the clothing of the dead man, he said
that General Washington and Mr,
Meeks, the counsel for the defense, had
done 80 with his consent. The witness
was not cross examined.

The court room was crowded lo its
full seating capacity.

Willlam Murray, bookkeeper for Dor-
ris, testified that General Washington,
while examining the clothing, put on
the overcoat and ‘after putting his
hands in the pockets pulled out the
scabbard. On cross examination he
sald that he was satisfied that Wash-
ington had nothing in his hand when
he put on the overcoat.

Dr. Fort, to whose infirmary the
Coopers went after the shooting, told
of the wound of Robin Cooper and of
Col. Cooper telephoning to his daugh-
ter, “‘It 1s all over. Robin has killed
Carmack. Robin is shot.’’ The de-
fcnse at the conclusion of Fort's tes-
limony, asked fhe court to adjourn un-
til 2 o'clock, stating that it would
know then whether it would offer more
testimony In' chief. Court was ad-
‘ourned. The State has fifty-two wit-
nesges yet to testify.

TERRITORY 1S DEFINED

Blll Provides for Maximum of 50 Cent
Tax In the Old Shoestring v
District. '

The special moeting of the directors
and members of the Chamber of Com-
merce to consider thé report of the
committee appointed to draft a bil}
creating an Indepcendont school dis-
trict was held this morning at 9:30
o'clock.

After a thorough discussion of the
provisions of the report the meeting
endorsed the blll prepared by Attor-
ney J. T. Montgomery with a clause
inserted thercin providing that the
school tax be levied on property within
the corporate llimts on a basis of val-
uation not to exceed the valuations as
returned by the city authorities and
that the same rule apply to the terri-
tory In the county within the proposed
school district in that the valuations
returned by the county and State be
not exceeded.

The territory embraced in the school
district is the same as the old inde-
pendent school distriet,

The meeting recommended that the
bill be forwarded to Austin and that
the Chamber of Commerce request the
representatives of this district to se-
cure its enactment. The school tax as
provided by the bill Is 60 cenis for
each one hundrod dollars valuation.

As. soon as tho bill bocomes o law
and the necessary local election Is held
for the levying-of.-the tax and the sale
of bonds the matter of providing =
new high schoo! bullding will be de-
cided upon. It is conceded that no dif-
ficulty will be experienced in securing
the enactment of the bill.

It is now reported that Frank Trum-
bull will be chairman of the director-
ate board of the Chesdpeake and Ohlo,
tn enter upon his new duties upon his
return from his Europeangyacation trip.

Associated with Mr. Trumbull as new
directors of the Chesapeake and Ohilo
will be Edwin Hawley, H. E. Hunting-
ton and probably others of their asso-
clates, as also Frank A. Vanderlip,
president of one of the largest banks
in New York, and John W. Castles,
president. of one of the largest trust
companies.

MEXIGAN THEATRE
BURNS--200 DEAD

TERRIBLE HOLOCAUST OCCURS IN
ACAPULCO—PERSONS ARE
ROASTED ALIVE,

NO AMERICANS ARE DEAD

Fire Occurs Sunday Night, But Tele-
graphic Communications Were Cut
Off By the Flames.

Mexico City, Feb. 15.—Between 2560
and 300 people were burned to death
and many Injured in a fire which de-
stroyed the Flores theater in the city
of Acapuleco last night. The news of
the disaster reached this capital this
evening, telegraphic communication
with Acapuico having been destroyed
last night and today, owing to the fact
that the telegraph office adjoining the
theater was destroyed and all wires
were put out of commission.

The Flores theater was a wooden
structure and last night over one
thousand people crowded into it to
witness a special performance given
f.« honor of Gov. Damian Flores of the
State of Guerrero, who was visiting
the port at the time. One of the num-
bers of the program consisted of a
series of moving pictures. While the
operator was exhibiting these a fllm
caught fire and a blaze was quickly
communicated to some bunting which
had been used for decorative purposes.

Exits Chdked Wrm Bodies.

In an incredibiy short time the
flames spread to all parts of the struc-
tare. There were but three narrow
exits and the panic-stricken audience
rushed to these, many falling and be-
ing crushed to death, thus choking
with bodies the way to escape.

The screams of those Imprisoned
were terrifying and heartrending. Ow-
ing to the rapidity with which the
fire spread and to its intense heat, it
was impossible to attempt rescue work
and those imprisoned were Iliterally
roasted alive, as the fire burned with
little smoke and few were suffocated.
The efforts of the fire department were
confined to attempting to save adjoin-
ing buildings and they succeeded so
that the property loss was small,_

The telegraph office, postoffice and
customs house were damaged, but all
of the government records and regis-
tered mail was saved.

Men, women and children are wan-
dering from place to place hunting for
relatives or friends.

Many of the dead are from the first
families of the State, the affair at the
theater being a soclal event of con-
siderable Importance and calling out
the wealthiest and oldest families for
miles around.

Entire Famliliea Wiped Out.

In some Instances entire (families
were wiped out of existence,
The municipal authorities today

caused large trenches to be dug and
into these the remains of the dead were
laid.

According to the telegrams recelvel)
from there, recognition of any of the
dead has been an impossibility, oving
to the fact that the bodles were burn-
ed in most cases to a crisp, so hot was
the fire.

Ask for American Names.

Telegrams sent to the American con-
sul at Acapulco by the Associated
Press, asking for the pames of the
American dead, have as yet rot been
replied to.

Acapulco, on the west coast of the
State of Guerrero, is one of three Im-
portant ports on the Pacific coast of
Mexico. Nearly all of the steamer
lines make it a port of call and the
harbor is accounted the best in the
republie.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 16.-—-No
Americans lost their lives in tho fire
which destroyed the Flores theater at
Acapulco, Mexico, SBunday night, ac-
cording to American Consul Moore-
head. Over two hundred people were
burned to death.

FROZEN BODY OF HERMIT
FOUND IN HIS CABIN.

Houston, Tex., Feb. 16.—The body
of Herman Koontz, aged 68 years, a
recluse and hermit, was found in his
hut a few miles out of the city this
morning, evidently" frogzen  to death
many hours beforo. The body was
scantily clad. It had been reported
that Koontz mado a fortune in mining
in the West; but no money was found
in his cabin. The window In his hut
was -open, leading the authorities to
believe that he had been robbed and
killed, but no evidence of violence has
been discovered.

WASTE ON THE FARMS.

The United States Department of
Agriculture recently issued a bulletin
in which attention is directed to the
large amount of needless waste that
annually occurs on American farms. In
the one item of barnyard c.onure alone
it is shown that the annual waste ag-
gregates $125,000,000, to say nothing of
the waste of other materials avallable
for use as fertilizers. ‘

The Washington Post, commenting
on the statement, says: ‘°It is a fact
that fifty years ago there was not one
farmer in 500 in the Ohio valley who
knew that wood ashes was of any value
as a fertilizer and hundreds of thous-
ands of tons of them were suffered to
go to waste., That js how it happened
that thousands of acres of ‘old fields'
are to this day abandoned to bramble
and brier In that region. Perhaps the
most interesting career a son of Adam
and Eve can engage in Is that of shep-
herd, but there {s a dignity, an import-
ance, a call for skill, and a work for the
mind in the vocation of the farmer
that makes the tilling of the soil the
noblest of tasks assighed to man. But
how improvident and how ignorant has
been the American farmer! Decades
ago he voted himself the relentless
enemy of scores of birds, his good
friends and alds in the work of hus-
bandry. A single bluebird is worth
more than Its weight in gold in any
orchard where it makes its habitat, and
the modest and diminutive wren is
worth more than twice its weight in
gold to the husbandman in whose yard
It makes its nest. But the American
farmer of 1909 is a long way ahead of
his ancestors of 1809, and his descend-
ant of 2009 will know something about
plowing, sowing, reaping and garnering
not now dreamed of.”'

The agricultural department is do-
ing a great work in arousing the slum-
bering energles of the American farm-
er, and the day is faat'npprouhlng
when the sin of unthrift, which in the
past has so beset his efforts, will no
longer be a charge that can justly be
laid at his door.

The
State or prosecution, will attempt to
prove that Carmack’s life was taken as
the result of a deep laid and well exe-
cuted plot. He was a man of great in-
fluence in Tennessee and the South,
and though a defeated candidate for
governor, was the leader of the State-
widers, and at the time of his death
was leading the fight to make of Ten-
nessee a prohibition State. Colonel
Cooper was on the other side of the
question and was quite prominent, and
‘for the part he took or was taking to
defeat State-wide prohibition was crit-
icised In a rather sarcastie strain
through the editorial columns of the
Tennessean. - He finally threatened
Carmack with death if his name ap-
peared in the Tennessean again, and
the very next day another ten line edi-
torial which read as follows, appcared
in the Tennessean: ‘“To Major
Duncan Browid Cooper, who wrought a
great coalition, who believed the har-
monious influence of incompatible ele-
ments, who welded the pewter handle
to the wooden spoon, who grafted the
dead bough to the living tree and made
it bloom, and bourgeon and bend with
golden frult, who made playmates of
theilamb and the leopard, and-boon
companifons of the spider and the fly,
who made soda and vinegar to dwell
placidly in the same bottle and taught
oll and water how they might agree—
to Major Duncan Brown Cooper, the
greatest diplomat of the political Zwle-
bund, be-all honor and glory forever,'"
In the afternoon of the same day on
which this editorial appeared, Car-
mack and the Coopers, father and son,
met on a prominent street in Nashville
and without any exchange of words a
duel with pistols began. Carmack was
killed instantly. Young Cooper was
slightly wounded In the shoulder by a
bullet-from Carmack's pistol. The trial
I3 attracting wide spread attention and
the result will determine whether a
man has the right to make a threat to
take the life of his fellow man and
put it into execution and go froe on
the plea of self defense.

‘‘I shall pass through this world but
once; therefore, whatever good thing
there is which I may do, let me do it
now; let me not postpone nor defer it,
for I shall not come this way again.”’
We clip this beautiful thought from
an exchange. Who uttered it we do
not know, but it should live in the
hearts of men forever. Men go through
life but once, and pass away ‘‘as a
tale that is told,"’ and will not come
this way again. How many sfop, in
the rush of human affairs, to look into
their own hearts and make the person-
al -Inquiry as to ‘‘What good thing
they may do.'"’ Many, very many, do.
But there may be thousands passing
and repassing every day who may not
look for the good they might do, and
live as though all existence ended in
this old world. Why this Is so is be-
yond comprehension. Will the time
ever come when all men will .do only
that which is good? God alone can
give the answer.—Fort Worth Star and
Telegram.

BILL INTRODUCED TO PROMIBIT
POLITICAL SPEECHES IN
CHURCHES.

1S SENT-T0_ COMMITTEE

Measure Objected to By Terrell, Who
Says it Violates Right of Free
Speech and Religious Liberty,

Austin, Tex., Feb. 17.—8enator Keél«
lle created a sensation in the senate
this morning by Introducing a bill pro-
hibiting policial speeches in ‘‘all pub-
lic houses, commonly known as
churches,’’ In conectlon with religlous
services or otherwise, declaring it a
misdemeanor punishable by a fine of
fifty dollars or ten days Imprisonment.

Terrell of Bowle county objected
strongly to the measure,” Sturgeon
dealt it several blows, saying it violat-
ed the right of free speecch and relig-
lous freedom. Terrell tried to prevent
the bill from going to the committee,
but the chair held that was the only
course open and that the senate had
no right to discuss the bill until it was
reported by the committee. Cofer de-
clared the measure would be handled
properly. The bill was promptly re-
ferred to the judiclary committee.

The house this morning finally pass-
ed the bill establishing a West Texas
normal, Bowman and Potter making
strong speeches favoring the measure,

The bill regulating the presentation
of claims against corporations was also
passed, as well as the measure per-
mitting the Investment of the perma-
nent school fund In district school
bonds.

In the senate Kellle offered a bill re-
quiring electric rallways to provide
closed cars between November 15th
and March 15th,

A committe appointed to Investigate
the Thomas charges reported to the
senate, Senator Thomas' retraction
was accepted and the committee asked
to be discharged. Terrell of Bowle and
Brachfield objected to discharging the
committee. insisting that Thomas name
the violators of the lobby law. Thomas
sald he was willing, but asked time to
employ an attorney. A long discussion
ensued and finally the commitiéee was
directed to report tomorrow morning
for further proceedings

WITNESS STAND.

COURT .ROOM THRONGED

Former Treasurer Craig Testifies as
to Threatening Letter Sent by
Colonel Cooper.

Nashville, Tenn,, Feb. 16.—The trial
of Colonel Cooper and son, Robin, and
John Sharp for the kiling of former
Senator Carmack was opened here to-
day. The court room was [(hronged.
Mrs. Carmack and her son were In
the court room, as were also the tweo
daughters of Colonel Cooper and his
wife, and a sister of John Sharp.

Mrs. Carmack came near collapsing
scveral times and the daughter of Col.
Cooper was greatly affected.

To the surprise of everyone, the first
witness called was Mrs. Carmack. The
widow was half carried to the stand.
To the question, ‘' “When did you last
see your husband alive?’’ ‘‘Oh, God!
Oh, God!'' she sobbed, ‘‘on Sunday,
the day before he was killed."' For
several moments she was unable to
speak, so greal was her agitation. The
defense objected to the next guestion
ar Lo the conversation the witness had
with her husband over the telephone
and their objection was sustained.
Mrs. Carmack was then allowed to step
aside. The defense decllned to cross-
examine her.

The next witness was former State
Treasurer Cralg, who testified to his
close relations with Carmack. Creig
said he had endeavored to act as a
peacemaker, but was unsuccessful. Col.
Cooper then sent Carmack a note
threatening the latter with death If the
editor referred to him again.

Mrs. Eastman, who was present at
the shooting of Carmack, gave a dra-
matic and graphi¢ account of the kill-
ing and became very dramatic as she
reached the climax of her story.

The witness said that after the
shooting she denounced Colonel Coop-
er, telling him that he was a brutal
murderer, and had taken advantage of
her presence to kill a man without giv-
ing-him the chance of a dog, and she
would rather be the dead man in the
gutter than Cooper. The witness said
that when Carmack fell he held his
pistol by the barrel, upside down.

After a conference, in which it was
developed that the proposed changes
would still furnish no facilities for sep-
arating white prisonérs from negroes,
except in different cells In the same
room, and that when there were white
women prisoners they would be o forced
t)» occupy the one cell previously used
by negro women, and that negro wo-
men would have to be incarcerated in a
cell in some room occupied by male
prisoners, it was the unanimous opin-
fon of all the directors of the Cham-
ber of Commerce that it was gdvisable
to have a new jail,

The expense of providing a new jall
with steel cells sufficlent for forty-two
prisoners, fitted up with electric lights,
steam heat, toilet rooms and all plamb-
Ing needed for proper sanitation would
cost not to exceed $15,000 and could
be provided by a bond Issue withoat
incerasing county taxation over one
and one-half cents on the $100 valua-
tion.

The directors therefore asked the
commissioners court to make the nec-
essary orders to provide means for
such a jail, and pledged themselves to
support such a proposition If put be-
fore the people.

The matter was taken under ndvlse-
ment by the court and had not been
passed upon at the time of going to
press. If the new jail is ordered it will
be constructed on the northwest cor-
ner of the court house block.

During the discussion the building of
better roads Iin the county was lncl-
dentally mentioned and the sentiment
expressed by some of the directors was
the belief that the entire citizenship
of Wichita Falls would welcome the
county leving the limit and issuing
bonds for the purpose of bullding a
system of graveled highways all over
the county. It is belleved the commis-
sioners favor a further improvement
of the county roads and as soon as
practical proper measures will be
adopted. ;
