STORIES ABOUT
GAS WELL CONFLICT,

Many conflicting stories are com-
ing ffom the gas well opened in the
Peétrolia oil ficld several days ago. A
Henrietta dispateh in the Dallas News
vesterday described the well as throw-
ing out gas and oil to a height of sev
eral hundred feet with the accompani-
ment of an 'awful roar. Others who
have visited the well say that there
are no indications of oil and the gas
is of no extraordinary flow.

Still others say that there are traces
of ofl in the gas, and that the gas flow
has ' a strong pressure, in fact it is
claimed that the drillers are afraid to
cap the well for fear that the gas will
blow out the casing. ;

The well is the property of the Clay-
