GEN. EVANS ELECTED 
CDMMANDER IN LBIEF

Birmingham, Ala., June 11.-—General 
Clement A. Evans of Georgia was 
alectetl coramuntler In chief of the 
Unlteil Confederate Veterans yester­
day over GeneftM Ualiell of Dallas by a 
yo_t̂ l* of 1,232 lo 1,0S4.

General Evans, tile new-a-ommander 
In chief. Is a niiin of pleasant address, 
and one of the most loved In the army. 
He Is a native of Georgia, Imm of 
North Carolina and. Virginia revolu­
tionary parentage. He was graduated 
from the Georgia laiw school and be­
gan the practice o f law at 19 of
age. He was elected Judge of the 
county court uf 22, anti a stale sena­
tor at 2a.

The civil war commenceil while he 
was a senator, and although he was 
•txempt from mllllury sc-rylce. he Join- 
-cd a company.In his county In Janu­
ary, isr.l, and began his military ca­
reer. He WHS first elected major of 
(he Thirty-first Georgia regiment ai»<l 
then promoted to colnoel. His rcgl- 
oienf was pul In Lawton’s Itrlgnile, af­
terwards Gordon’s brigade. General 
Evans sviceeeded Gordon when he was 
promoted major general, and again 
succeeded Gordon In command of the 
division, h is service wns In the .Army 
o f ‘ Northern Xlrglnla. snd he partlel- 
pated In »U of the batihs foiight on 
the soil o f Virginia, Maryland and 
Pennsylvania. He was wounded five 
timM, two of his woumU being of a 
oe-rloas character. ^

In command of his dlrlalon at Ap- 
pomatox he nifde the last fight, which 
was after the aurrender, because 1 ^  
had not reectved notlo« of the truce.

This view might very well be com- 
Biended to those newsi>aper critics and 
kypercrillcs who complain of Ihe hor­
rible which they see In print. No one 
finds fault with history for secording 
the evil deetls of men. It would be 
considered an unreliable, a defective 
and worthless rvieord which pijetenled 
only one side. Such a history would 
hav4 no meaning. The manner of 
printing news may be Justly criticised, 
but not the fact of printing It If a 
|>a|>rr exiiects lo reflect life as it Is.— 
American Press.
