The plank declares the
party to be ‘“unalterably opposeq to
any attempt of control of the admin-
istration of any branch of the county
state or national government by the
Ku Klux Klan, or any other sect, or-
der, society or combination.”

“Viewing this question as we do,”
it continues, “we hereby pledge the
Democratic praty as an organization
and each of the respective nominees
thereof, to a strict and faithful ad-
herence to this principle in appoint-
menty and administration of all its
affairs.”

Immediately -following unanimous
adoption of the platform, the conven
tion adjourned. :

The State Republica'ﬁ convention
Ihere on August 80 adopted an anti-
klan plank, charging that democratic
state and senatorial nominees were
members of the Ku Klux Klan and
dominated by that organization. It
asserted that the gtate Republican
party was ‘“unalterably opposed to
the domination of politics or govern
ment by the Ku Klux Klan or any
other secret society or organization”
and pledged that Republican candi-
dates would be free from klan con-
trol.

J. F. Kindle, county commissioner,
hag grown some Chiltex this year
which demonstrates that it will be a
profitable feed crop for the Childress
Co. farmer. L. T. Hunter brought
in two heads of it this week, and
pointed out the several merits of the
new sorghum grain.

It was originated at the Chillicothe
Experiment station and resembles
feterita in its erect head growth, but
develops a thicker set head, with
more grain to the head. It matures
about ten days earlier than maize,
is slightly more drouth resistant and
is therefore slightly surer to make.
