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Cat Fish and Red Mud 
Citizens Petitioning 

For Rural Mail Route

Tuesday of this week a delegation 
o f Cat Fish and Red Mud citizens met 
with County Commissioner M. F. Ha- 
gar of Precinct 2. Kent county, with 
reference to securing the establish­
ment o f a rural free mail route into 
those communities.

The proposed mail route leaves 
Spur by way o f the Experiment Sta­
tion, thence south 1 mile, west 2 miles 
on Red Mud road; thence south five 
miles to Lower Red Mud school 
house; thence west 4 miles to the 
old Pink Higgins ranch; thence north 
west 3-4 miles, north 1-2 mile, west 
1-2 mile, north 1 mile; thence north 
east 1 1-2 miles, 3-4 mile east, one 
mile north, 1-2 mile east, 1-2 mile 
north, 1-2 mile east, 1 mile north, 
1-4 mile east, 1 mile north, 1-4 mile 
east, 1-2 mile north, 1-4 mile east, 
1-4 mile north, 1 mile west, and 3 
miles north; thence 10 miles east 
back to Spur, making a total of 
o f  approximately fifty miles for the 
proposed route.

The proposed route would serve 
about one hundred fifty or more 
farm homes with daily mail, and thus 
accommodating people who are now 
inconveniently located and get mail 
only once a week or every two weeks.

While in Spur' Commissioner Ha- 
gar conferred with Commissioner Al- 
bin of the Spur precinct, both of 
whom -will cooperate with the people 
in building and maintaining roads 
along the proposed route, which will 
be acceptable to postal department 
inspectors.

At this time practically every com­
munity adjacent to Spur, except the 
Red Mud and Cat Fish communities 
to the southwest of Spur, and the 
Red Hill community to the east, are 
being served with daily mail delivery, 
and these communities will be very 
greatly benefitted and convenienced 
by a daily mail service. Not only do 
the people o f those communities need 
and are entitled to such service, but 
the additional rural mail route will 
be of material benefit to Spur in in-  ̂
creased volume of postal business as 
well as commercially.
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Stonewall County Man 
Accidentally Killed 

Saturday Evening
Charley Stephens died in Spur Sat­

urday night of a fractured skull, the 
injuries being received earlier in the 
day near Oriana in Stonewall county, 
where he was working at a gravel 
pit. Mr. Stephens was struck in the 
head by a crow-bar with which he 
was pushing a gas engine off center 
hi an attempt to start it.

He was brought to the Nichols 
Sanitarium, but never reganed con­
sciousness after the accident.

Dynamite Bucket Ex­
plodes at Moran and 

Kills Two Men
Moran.— C. A. Newberry and Pe­

dro Rangel were killed Monday when 
a bucket of dynamite exploded while 
they were preparing to blast rock in 
the ditch of the sewer system being 
built here. Rangel was killed in­
stantly. Newberry was taken to 
Cisco, where he was given treatment 
at a sanitarium. He died there at 
2:40 p. m.

Newberry was foreman for Joe B. 
Winslett, sewer and water system 
contractor who is butilding the sys­
tem here. Both men killed had been 
here for the last two months. They 
lived in Dallas.

Rangel was handling the dynamite 
and the explosion threw him about 
twenty feet. His body was mangled 
beyond recognition. Newberry, who 
was standing near, was thrown a 
short distance. Both o f his legs 
were practically blo'wn off by the 
blast.

It is estimated that about fifteen 
sticks o f dynamite exploded. The 
blast was heard throughout the city. 
Window panes near the scene were 
shattered. Several men were work­
ing inthe ditch at the time of the ex­
plosion, but none were injured. Fun­

As stated, a 
creamery will be established provided 
it is assured o f an amount o f cream 
products to warrant the establish­
ment and operation of such a plant, 
and in this connection a questionaire 
is directed to all to inform the bank 
as to the number o f cows milked, 
heifers and yearlings owned, and 
whether or not you are interested in 
seeing a cream and butter plant es­
tablished here.

The Texas Spur has ever been con­
cerned and nterested in the establish­
ment o f manufacturing plants and 
industries in the advancement of 
productive interests.

While at the present time local 
markets are provided for every com­
munity in the sale of sour cream and 
butter fats, yet the establishment o f 
a creamery in Spur would provide a 
better market for such products. We 
are informed hat with a creamery 
plant the cream products o f the coun­
try could be sold as “ sweet”  instead 
of “ sour” at an advanced price o f 
four to six cènts a pound.

At the present time the volume o f 
cream products is unknown but not 
inconsiderable, and is constantly in­
creasing at a very rapid rate— in fact 
at a sufficient rate to warrant the es­
tablishment of a creamy from a con­
servative business point of -view—  
and we are confident that if  the 
creamery and butter plant interests 
look the field over thoroughly such 
an industry would be established with 
out further hesitation. The present 
situation and conditions warrant and 
assure rapid and phenominal devel­
opment and advancement in dairying 
as well as other diversified farming 
livestock and industrial interests.

Warns Against Large 
Cotton Acreage in 1928

The agricultural interest o f Texas 
and the entire South is in good con­
dition, the best in fact, for years, 
but it faces a condition right now so 
serious that unless promptly and in ­
telligently handled might mean dis­
aster.

When the Government estimated 
the cotton crop last September at a 
little over 12,500,000 bales, the price 
quickly advanced to 25c and now 
that the estimate is proven to be ab­
solutely correct bear drives and man­
ipulation have forced it down $35 
a bale and the country has taken 
fright and is dumping their cotton in 
a panic that may drive it lower, 
much to the delight of the bear man­
ipulators, who will gi'ow rich while 
the South goes near bankrupt.

One-third of the crop is yet in the 
hands of the Southern merchants 
who furnished supplies, and the farm 
ers who actually raised the crop and 
their financial life depends on get­
ting at least cost of production for 
the remainder of the crop.

Farmers are better able to buy- 
fertilizer than last year, and intend 
to use more of it, knowing it is the 
only way to produce a crop econom­
ically, but if they plant as large acre 
age as last year, and fertilize better 
unless nature comes to the rescue 
with boll weevil and weather disast­
er to hold the production down it 
may mean 18,000,000 to 20,000,000 
bales and less than 10c a pound, and 
absolute bankruptcy for the entire 
South’s agricultural interest.

Eiven half the acreage fertilized 
will produce as large a crop as this 
year which will bring $500,000,000 
more than a very large crop, so why 
spend millions more for seed, cul_ 
tivation and picking of a larger acre­
age when the smaller acreage will 
bring $500,000,000 more money, and 
leave the other acreage for other- 
crops, pasturage, or even to lie idle 
will be vastly better than to plant 
it in cotton.

Texas has more home-raised meat 
and bread butter, milk, poultry, syr­
up, potatoes, which, with a good gar­
den, and the oncoming fruit crop 
than ever before, and means an ab­
solutely independent living at home 
we don’t want to have a big cotton 
crop. Intelligently d|iversified farm­
ing never had a better outlook than 
the present, and it is unthinkable that 
with all the facts before us, we should 
go headlong into another big cotton 
crop and bankruptcy.

Every newspaper in the South, 
every bank, commercial club and 
progressive citizen and every agency 
and influence for progress should be­
gin actively and at once to take steps 
to avert the impending disaster of 
trying to raise a big cotton crop 
this year, which so surely nieans dis­
aster, when a smaller crop brings 
hundreds of millions more money and 
prosperity.

Who Really Interprets 
Laws of This Country
There is a provision in the U. S. 

penal code authorizihg postmasters 
to bar from the mails matter that is 
“ nidecent, lewd, lacivious, obscene, 
libelous, scurrilous, defamitory or 
threatening.”  Acting under the pro­
vision in question. Postmaster John 
K. Kiejy o f New York City, is hold­
ing up all letters that bear the “ stick­
ers”  of the All-American Anti-Im­
perialist League. Such stickers are 
of yellow, bearing the words “ Pro­
test Against Marine Rule in Nicara­
gua.”  That’s all. Whether that 
legend is held to be lascivious, or 
merely scurrilous Mr. Kiely doesn’t 
explain. It is just as well that ne 
doesn’t try to explain.

Mr. Kiely is a Republican. The 
Republican administration at Wash­
ington has sent the marines to Nica­
ragua. From Mr. Kiely’s standpoint 
that is all that needs to be said about 
the rightness or wrongness o f the 
Nicaraguan policy. He is entitled to 
that view, personally, but we are 
sure the law does not contemplate 
his undertaking to enforce it, offi­
cially, but censoring mail that is op­
posed to it.

We had never heard of the All- 
American Anti-Imperialist League, 
and we are pretty sure that we don’t 
agree with all, if anything, that it 
stands for with regard to this coun­
try’s course in Labin-America. It is 
just another one of those “ America 
always wrong”  organizations. But 
to say that it has not the right to pro­
test, and to urge others to protest, 
against A.merican activities in Nicar­
agua, is to involve a principle that is 
of far consequence than ancr phase 
of the Nicaraguan question; o f far 
more consequence than the New 
York postmastership.

If a postmaster has the authority 
that Mr. Kiely claims for his office 
he has the authority to close the 
mails to each and every other “ move­
ment” association and propaganda 
manufacturer in the country, includ­
ing those that are in sympathy with 
the Republican administration. There 
is a lot of mail that comes to the ed­
itorial desk o f the Times, and that 
pauses there for a brief space ere 
the wastebasket claims it, that advo­
cates unworthy, dangerous, visionary 
undemocratic and damfool things.

No doubt the Apostle James, by 
that rather peculiarly translated ver­
se, My brethren, be not many masters 
knowing that we shall receive the 
gpreater condemnation (James 3 :1), 
meant in more currently literal sense 
“ Do not desire to be preachers, for 
they are exposed to the greater per­
ils. Sometime ago I read the story 
of a soldier, that when his company 
reached the front, the Captain remov 
ed every mark which distinguished 
him from a private soldier and for­
bade his men to salute him or in any 
way to give the slightest intimation 
that he was different from them. In 
doing this he explained that his pur­
pose was to protect himself against 
the special efforts o f the enemy to 
pick him off. And undoubtedly the 
Devil has a special grudge against 
preachers and on that account mul­
tiplies their perils. Just take the 
matter of finances; if the preacher is 
careful and wise and saves anything 
out o f his income, it is soon reported 
around that he is rich, and in need 
o f nothing. If he is not so fortunate 
or wiise, burtuns into debt, it is said 
that he is extravagant, if not dishon­
est. I f he ask for money, some peo­
ple say that is his purpose in preach­
ing; and if he does not ask for it, 
they take it for granted that he does 
not need it, so wSthhold it. I f he 
and his family dress well as his mem­
bers, they are said to be worldly; 
and if they do not dress so well, they 
are said to be shiftless. Then take 
the mater of temper and methods: 
If the pre.acher uses tact, he is dub­
bed a compromiser; and if he preach 
es unpopular truth he is called a 
fanatic. I f he is meek, he lacks in­
itiative; and if he is zealous, he is 
presumptions and vain. If he does 
not build up his work, he is a failure; 
and if he takes in lots o f members, 
he is sold out to popularity. I f ho 
raises lots of money for missions, he 
is not interested at home; he is an 
enemy of the heathen. If he wont 
have evagnelists, he thinks he is a 
great preacher himself; and if he 
does have evangelists, if he is an 
many of his advisors think he would 
suit better in the pastorate; and if 
he is in the pastor.ate, many think he 
is really called to be an evangelist. 
If he won’t take a District or Gener­
al position he is selfish and shuns re­
sponsibility; and if he does take such 
a place, h edoes it because he loves 
honor. The preacher is heir to 
about all the temptations of the ordi­
nary mortal, and some which are 
never wasted on others. But aside 
from all these considerations, there 
is the outstanding responsibility 
which arises from the fact that the 
preacher is to speak for God to man, 
and that while others may be good 
even if they are fools, a little error 
on the part of the preacher may re­
sult in heresy that dam a thousand 
souls in perdition. Do you ever 
pray for the preacher? Do you real­
ly sympathize with him and try to 
help him? Do you ever try to en­
courage him by making occasional 
“ love offering,”  with the instructions, 
“ do not report this on the salary?” 
Do you lend your influence to the 
movement for granting the pastor an 
annual vacation? Do you ever shake 
your pastor’s hand and tell him that 
you believe in him and the work ho 
is doing and that you would like to 
help him, if he ever feels that there

is anything you can do? When oth­
ers are criticising, have you got the 
grit and backbone and religion 
enough to stand up for what is right 
in his defense. If you are one who 
makes a specialty o f being hard on 
preachers, rest assured that you and 
the devil are agreed on this propo_ 
Sition. Let us give ourselves to prayer 
and labor fo r  an outpouring of the 
Holy Spirit upon our own hearts, up­
on our own local church and upon 
our home community. And let us 
not forget that we “ Must win them 
one by one.”  When Protestant lay­
men to-day shirk personal religious 
responsibility, they should beware. 
For they are harking back to the

In this connec­
tion I am reminded o f the farmer 
who had five sons and assigned each 
a day’s work one morning before go­
ing to town. Upon his return in, the 
evennig he found that not one of 
the sons had performed the task as- 
siged him. So at the supper table 
he called for an explanation as to 
what had all been doing during tiie 
day. The eldest son answered: I
was at the wood yard setting the saw. 
The second son replied: I was at
the hen house setting a hen. The 
third son responded: I was in the
bedroom setting the clock. The 
fourth declared: I was in the attic
setting the mousetrap. The fifth 
said: Dad, I was on the doorstep
setting still. Well, my sons, said 
the father, I perceive that you are 
a set o f setters. Our Heavenly Fath­
er has put his church in the world 
and given his children the task of 
making disciples of all the people in 
it. None of us has a right tcfbe idle 
pensioners of the payroll of heaven. 
No minister can do your work of pio 
claiming the gospel; no one. can be 
your proxy in the service o f Christ; 
no one can take your place in the 
trenches in the army of the Lord. 
All the great revivals of history have 
been made possible by the activity of 
laymen. The first was in the apos­
tolic age and ertended the gospel 
throughout Asia; the second was the 
Protestant Reformation conducted by 
lay monks of the Roman Church; the 
third was the Wesleyan movement, 
which belted the world with the help 
o f lay preachers. “ What can I do; 
I am only a layman? It was Robert 
Raikes, a layman, who launched the 
Sunday School movement; it was a 
layman named Williams who organiz­
ed the Y. M. C. A .; it was Marshall 
Hudson, a layman, who initiated the 
Baraca and Philithea movement; the 
names of two laymen, Mr. Rils and 
Miss Addams, are inseparably linked 
with the inauguration of social set­
tlement work; it was a layman, John 
B. Selman, Jr., who inspired and 
promoted the organization of the 
Layman’s Missionary Movement. 
Many souls will never hear the gos­
pel unless laymen help to tell the 
old, old story. Layman have the op­
portunities that are close to the min­
istry. Remember the words of the 
Lord Jesus, how he himself said: It 
is more blessed to g'ive than to re­
ceive. Some poet has beautifully 
said:

The number o f people who imagine 
that taxes are paid altogether by 
those from whom they are collected 
is not so large as it used to be. The 
fact that the taxed themselves be­
come tax collectors and that taxation 
instead of being a mulct of individu­
als, is a toll on all industry, is stead­
ily gaining recognition. Yet it still 
lacks much of that universal recogni­
tion that is necessary if the command 
to practice economy in governmental 
expenditures is to have the force 
that will make those who exercise 
the authority to levy and spend are 
duly heedful of it.

It must have been some such 
thought as this that prompted the 
President, in his address to the bus­
iness organization o f thte Govern­
ment the other day, to set forth some 
of the larger and ultimate effects of 
economy. It would be easy to fan­
cy that he was intent on nothing 
more than the glorification o f what 
is his most important and dis­
tinctive achievement. But the likli- 
hood is that his purpose was to im­
press on the man whose name is 
found on no tax roll a more realistic 
sense of his partnership concern in 
the subject of taxation and econo­
my, the Prescdent said, “ is nothing 
less than the true and scientific pro­
gress of humanity,”  and then, to 
make that abstraction more easily 
cognizable, he set forth these partic­
ulars:

For the unemployed it makes the 
prospect o f employment more certain 
For the employed it makes hours 
shorter, tasks lighter, wages higher, 
and positions more permanent. It 
makes the cost o f food and clothes 

I less. It reduces rents. It makes the 
I home easier to buy, and, having been 
bought, easier to pay for. Legisla­
ture is secured for the better appre­
ciation o f literature and art.

In his last annual report to Con­
gress, Secretary Mellon stated that 
for 1925, “ 0.3 o f 1 per cent of our 
population returned 9 5 % %  o f our 
total income tax, about 1.9 per cent 
returned 4 1-2 per cent, and the re-- 
maining 97.8 per cent of the popula_ 
tion returned no tax whatever.”  The 
percentage o f income tax payers has 
been reduced and the percentage of 
nonpayers has been increased by leg­
islation enacted since that year. If 
the 97.8 per cent who in 1925 were

no t . called on by the feovernment to 
make payment v/ere under the delu­
sion that the $734,555,183 collected 
for that year as individual income 
taxes had its origin in the pckets of 
the relatively small number o f men 
from whom it was taken, extrava­
gance in expenditure and a conse­
quently heavy taxation would be in­
evitable; for those upon whom the 
levy mas made are too few to exert 
politically any restraining influence 
on those who made the expenditures 
and levied the taxes. It they are 
to be put under a restraint which will 
assure economy and light taxation, 
the 97 percent who are taxed with­
out feeling the touch of the levy 
must be made to understand they 
contribute their varying mites to 
make up the huge sum which the 
Government takes from the 2.2 per 
cent. It is only the pauper who is 
impervious to taxation— and he does 
not altogether escape (its mulct.—  
Dallas News.

Sells Farm at Dickens 
and Repurchases a 
Farm Near Girard
